London, July 30.—Australian troops 
have captured the village of Merris, 
southwest of Ypres,
Field Marshal Haig’s report from 
British Headquarters tonight.

The statement says: “During the 
latter part of the night patrols of the 
first Australian division, who had en­
tered German positions about Merris, 
successfully established themselves 
east of the village which they sur­
rounded and captured. One hundred 
and sixty-nine prisoners and a number 
of trench mortars and machine guns 
were taken by us in the course of 
this enterprise.

It will 
be fitted with billiard, reading and 
card rooms, a kitchen, a refreshment 
counter, and a stage. A canteen Is also 
to be erected, and this will be under 
the control of the Navy and Army 
Canteen Board. All these buildings 
will be constructed out of waste wood, 
and the remainder of the waste Is 
sent to certain work for munition pur­
poses.

A walk round the Black Lake Camp 
bore out all that had been said as to 
its picturesqueness, while everywhere 
there were signs of the desire of the 
«ta*- to do all that they could for the 
comfort and convenience of the men. 
knowing as they do that to get the 
beet work the men must be well 
looked after. The hutments are airy 
and well arranged. The dining hut is 

pleasant building, whilst the 
kitchen is arranged on most modem 
lines. Very interesting is the arrange­
ment by which the elnk water runs 
into filtering compartments, in which 
the fats are collected and sold later 
for munitions, the profits being used 
to provide comforts for the men. The 
sanitary arrangements are excellent, 
and ilic stables would bring joy to the 
heart of any "horsey" man, so dean 
and fresh and sweet are they4. Only 
the framework of the recreation hut 
Is at present up, but it is hoped to 
open it about the middle of June. Ma­
jor Hanlngton Is a great believer in 
the Y. M. C. A. and paid a very waive 
tribute to the work done by that great 
organisation. Time did not permit 
of a visit to the farm, but Major Han- 
ington told me that by the court­
esy of Major Rupert D. Anderson, D. 
L. of Waverley Abbey, and Mrs. 
Soamos of Moor Park, they had been 
able to plant ground sufficient to 
make the camp self-sustaining eo far 
as vegetables were concerned. I had 
seen ploughing operations going on at 
the top of Crooksbury, and expressed 
doubts as to whether such land would 
pay for cultivation. The Major's reply 
was emphatic. “You should see my 
five acres of potatoes."

As an example of work expeditious­
ly performed, a visit to one of the saw 
mills -that on Crooksbury for prefer­
ence, became there one can see the 
complete operation of feeling and saw­
ing in operation at the same time—is 
in inspiration. With a two-handed 
saw a cut Is made at the base of a 
tree. A notch is cut with the' axe, 
the saw Is laid to the other side of the 
tree, and in a few minutes the tall 
pine sways Hghtly, and comes crash 
mg down. It is cut into lengths, 
which are dragged down the hillside 
by a pair of horses, taken to the saw 
mill and In another five minutes is cut 
into planks and ready for transporta­
tion direct to France, to which all 
tiie timber is sent. One is amazed 
at the ease with which the great logs 
are handled, and the celerity with 
which the work is performed. The 
base of Crooksbury is already clear­
ed, and one must admit that here, 
where there are no other trees and no 
undergrowth the scene la one of some 
desolation. The cutting here is near 
*ng completion, and then the mill will 
be transferred to the glade just above 
Stella Cottage, and the lower slopes 
of the hill will be cleared.

Mr. McCain had previously had noth­
ing in common.

In the present case it is the success 
of the Foster government rather than 
Hhe triumph of a farmers’ candidate 
with which Mr. McCain is most con­
cerned, hence the stipulation that the 
candidate selected shall give an inde­
pendent support to the Foster govern­
ment Just what “independent" means 
in that connection The Standard does 
eot know. And we do not believe Mr. 
McCain knows, for it is reported he is 
to be the candidate in the case and 
we confess it is most difficult to couple 
ills name with any degree of political 
independence. Just why it should be 
necessary to attempt to bind a "farm­
ers’ candidate'' to the support, of any 
party it is difficult to see. If he goes 
to the Legislature as a farmer his 
plain duty is to give his support to 
the party that will advance the inter­
ests of the class he represents. And 
with Hon. J. F. Tweeddale as Minis­

And, for that matter, why a “farm­

ers' candidate" at all any more than 
Ifc machinists' candidate, a carpenters' 
candidate or a teamsters’ candidate ? 
3s it because Mr. McCain happens to 
be a farmer that the Postérités are so 
Anxious to try to steal the support of 
other farmers who are not Postérités ? 
And. lastly, v’.:y should this movement 
find its birth in Carleton County,

Certain of the newspapers are blam­
ing the Ottawa government for strikes 
in Canada.

HELD YESTERDAY as the telephone company will no longer wake 

you in the morning.Miapec Dam Matter Referred 
Back For Report — F. R. 
Taylor's Appeal From As­
sessment To Be Heard 
Thursday—The Water As­
sessment Filed.

Scores Police Magistrate on Many Points—Tells 
Conditions Why Some Persons Were Allowed 
Out on Deposit—Hints That Magistrate Wrote 
Political News For Moncton Transcript Daring 
Last Dominion Election.

The question as to whether the Mia- 
pec Dun should be repaired or not, 
came before the common council at 
its meeting yesterday afternoon, but 
the matter was referred back for a 
report from the city solicitor on the 
advisability of letting the water out. 
In the matter of the appeal of P. R. 
Taylor from his assessment on per­
sonal property on the ground that he 
was a resident of Rothesay, it was 
decided to ask Mr. Taylor to explain 
why he had not filed with the assess­
ors the necessary statement, an to 
take the matter up again on Thurs­
day. The request from the chairman 
of the assessors that the council name 
the parties to prepare the revlsors’ 
lists was referred to the mayor. 
Commissioner Hilyard reported the 
filing of the water assessment and 
asked the opinion of the council as 
to whether it was wise to allow a dis­
count. It was decided to consider 
the discount question later.

Mayor Hayes presided and Commis­
sioners McLellan, Bullock, Hilyard 
and Fisher were present.

The report of the committee of the 
whole as previously1 published was 
adopted.

The Commissioner of Harbor, Fer­
ries and Public I^ands recommended 
that leases be renewed as follows : 
Lot No. 1050 Brooks Ward to Mary 
A. Campbell for 7 years from May 
last at $40.00 per annum. Lots Nos. 
266, 267, 268 Prince Ward to W. B. 
S&diler for 7 years from May last at 
$4.10 per lot per annum. Lot No. 881 
Dukes Ward to James R. Morlarty for 
7 years from 1st May, 1918 at $18.00 
per annum.

Only one tender for the repairing 
of Ashburn Bridge was received. This 
was from Edward A. Farren for $1,340. 
It was referred to the Commissioner 
of Public Works, who remarked that 
it was considerably larger than the 
engineer's estimate.

On the suggestion of the mayor it 
was decided to pay to the widow of 
J. E. Toole, who at the time of his 
death was in the chamberlain’s office, 
one month's salary in addition, to the 
balance due at tho time of his death.

E. M. Olive, chairman of the Board 
of Assessors, wrote asking the coun­
cil to name the persons to do the work 
in connection with the preparing of 
the revlsors* lists. This was referred 
to the mayor with power to act.

Commissioners Bullock and Hilyard 
were appointed the revlsors for the 
present year.

The council then went into commit­
tee to discuss the F. R. Taylor appeal 
from the assessment on personal prop-

The mayor said there had been 
some appeals which the chairman of 
the Board of Assessors did not feel 
like dealing with and that of F. K. 
Taylor was one. Mr. Taylor had origin, 
ally objected to the amount assessed 
on both personal property and income, 
but had later withdrawn his objection 
to the income tax. He had made 
affidavit that his domicile was at 
Rothesay and therefore he was not 
liable for taxes on personal property 
in the city.

Hon. J. B. M. Baxter, city solicitor, 
said the question of domicile was 
largely one of intent as to where a 
person was going, to live, and Mr. 
Taylor had made affidavit that it was 
his intention to live at Rothesay. His 
advice was that Mr. Taylor be requir­
ed to present to the council an excuse 
for his failure to file a statement, 
and if this was considered reason­
able then to hear his appeal. It was 
decided to hold a special meeting of 
the council at noon on Thursday to 
take up the matter. Dr. Baxter to 
communicate with Mr. Taylor and 
ask him to presenf his excuse at 
this session.

Commissioner Hilyard reported that 
he had filed the water assessment, 
amounting to $155,651.25, and asked 
the opinion of TTïe council as to a 
cash discount for this year. It was 
decided to take up the matter of dis­
count later. The assessment is divid­
ed among the several portions of the 
city as follows: north, $48,085.85: 
east, $84,257.70; west, $12,661.20; 
Lancaster, $10,646.50.

Commissioner Hilyard reported 
that it would take about $1,000 to 
repair The Mispec Dam, and recom­
mended that the work be undertaken.

Commissioner Bullock wanted to 
know what good the dam was to the

Commissioner McLellan at the meet­
ing of the common council yesterday 
afternoon read his reply to the state­
ments of Magistrate Ritchie at Mon 
day's session, which the Commissioner 
was prevented from attending by the 
lateness of a train.

The stateeant was as follows:— 
“Your Worship and Commissioners;—

"Absence from the city yesterday, 
at the time of your Committee meet­
ing, caused by the train, on which I 
was travelling being nearly two hours 
late, prevented me from hearing the 
statement made by the Magistrate.

“In consulting the newspapers, I 
found large headlines such as Counter 
Charges unade to Council Committee— 
An Investigation Necessary—Insinuat­
ion That Commissioner McLellan Us­
urps Functions of Magistrate and Pol­
ice Chief—Deposit Money, etc.

"While I expected the customary 
lecture on how much Ignorance was ex­
hibited by those whj> did not agree 
with the opinion of the Magistrate, a 
repetition of how many Protestants and 
many of these clergymen, who were 
always ready to attest to the good 
work being done in the Police Court— 
a reference to the time he was appoint­
ed magistrate and the constant per­
secution of him since that time—a 
computation of the losses accounted 
for by some meddlesome politician in 
having his anticipated salary reduced 
from three thousand to twenty-five 
hundred—and the usual fling at politic­
ians with a comparison of the amateur­
ishness exhibited by politicians of his 
day, I did not expect to read such 
a straight denial of orders which he 
has been cited so frequently in the 
newspapers of making to the police— 
nor an attempt by him to wilfully mis* 
Interpret my statement in regard to 
leniency shown by him in his court, 
and have it appear that I was apply­
ing that statement in connection with 
any denomination in the city—and 
least of all did I expect to read such 
an ingenuously designed statement in 
regard to deposits not being paid in.

“I was informed that an attempt had
been made to get the Magistrate to 
release the man on deposit, and that 
he had refused to do so, irrespective of 
the conditions.

“8p far as his knowledge reaches 
the duties of the Chief of Police and 
charge book, sheets, etc., who, may I 
ask read the law for him?

"That he would rather be a toad and 
live in the vapors of a dungeon etc., 
sounds familiar, and n.o doubt might be 
confirmed by some, who have had the 
experience.

"A reference was made to the num­
ber of increases which have been 
made in the salaries of everyone con­
nected with the police building, and he 
had not had a vacation for eight years.

"As I have not grasped the meaning 
of this statement. I might suggest that 
perhaps it is his own fault, or again, 
lie may have thought his time too 
little occupied to require a vacation. 
Evidently his time was so little oc­
cupied during the last Dominion elect­
ion that he found It possible to write 
columns of political news for the 
Moncton Transcript.

"There was a reference to my ignor­
ance of law, and a suggestion that I 
secure somebody to read the law for 
me. and they prompt me to seek in­
formation. The Act reads : ‘that all 
monies are to be paid into the Cham­
berlain immediately after the first day 
of each month,* the question is. is it 
Intended that the monies shall be paid 
on the day following the first day of 
each month ? or Is it intended that the 
monies may be paid within a week 
or ten days? if the former, then let 
the law be carried out.

"A suggestion has been made that 
a full investigation of the Police De­
partment would be welcomed. So far 
as the Magistrate Is concerned he was 
investigated once, and the report was 
not very favorable to him. 
ence submitted It would appear that 
there was some holding out at that 
time—. and by whom?

“If there exists the least doubt in 
the minds of Your Worship and Com­
missioners as to the efficiency of the 
methods pursued in handling the 
Police Department. I would gladly wel­
come an investigation.

"Hie statement, ‘the deposit money 
for a gaming house has not come in 
yet/ is absolutely false, so far as 1 
know, and if true could only be charge­
able to the Chief of Police of himself, 
who are the responsible parties. Also 
that, ‘time and again people have been 
released on order of the Commission 
er,‘ could only refer to not more than 
three or four cases of common drunks, 
and these at times when it was im­
possible to get the Chief or the Magis­
trate, and It was necessary for the 
party to be home and ready to go to 
work In the morning, in order to hold 
his position, and the earnings neces 
sary for providing the necessaries of 
life for his family be forthcoming. In 
these cases no deposit was taken.

“His statement, ‘in another case the 
deposit money was produced only 
after I had enquired regarding it.’ is 
probably true, but to show what his 
intentions were.—to make this appear 
aè something bordering on dishonesty 
on the part of some official—permit me 
to state the circumstances:

“On a Sunday evening, some two 
or three weeks ago I was informed 
that a cripple had been arrested the 
evening before, for being drunk, and 
this was the only charge against him. 
also that he had never been arrested 
before. He had five motherless child 
ren at home, and no one to care for 
them, making it a serious question as 
to their being fed for the twenty-four 
hours previous, also as to their safety 
in being left alone. The* Chief of 
Police being absent from the city. I 
called the inspector and he confirmed 
what had been told mej but said that 
lie had just let the man go on a deposit 
of eight dollars, as if he had detained 
the man he would probably lose his 
job and being crippled, it would bo 
hard for him to get another. I told 
the inspector that I was glad he had 
done so and also said I think you had 
better hold the deposit and I will afek 
the Council to remit it to the man,
