Oushing, managing director of the Am-
erican Wholesale Coal Assoctation,
who esserts there is mo shortage of
ooal, no danger of a shortage and no
emouse for the current prices.

“The people have been told every
day for the past eight months,” said
Mr. Cushing, ‘t'hat the wonst shortage
of coal in history is imminent and to-
dey they are frantically bidding
against each other in every market.
The reason for the alzrmist reports
is that we have had too much goyern-
ment agitation of the danger of a
famine.”

With the revival of the Fuel admin-
istration last November during the
strike of the bituminous miners, Mr.
Cushing said, the governmental agita-
tion began.

“For five months” he continued,
“the country was on coal rations, im-
plying an impending shortage. The
government retained cofitrol over ex-
ports until May 1, 1920, thus leading
the people to belleve they were being
robbed of coal to benefit Europe. The
President’s coal commission bhegan
work in January. It is otill here and
its present function is to agitate the
question to ‘avold a famine.

Mr. Killam worked
hard to get things clezred and at the
same time the crossing «danger bell
sounded that there was a train ap
.proaching. This train proved to ‘t_ye a

with Conductor McDonald in charge
and Engineer Cheeseman at the throt-
tle. Mr. Killam continued working to
get his yaluable car from the track
and it was only when the fast ap-
proaching train was within about
thirty yards that he jumped from his
car to save his life and in another in-
stant there ws®s a crash and the big
freight locomotive ploughed into the
automobile -which was carried a few
vards further along and landed to one
side of the track a total wreck. Mr.
Killam was glad to be safe but his
loss in regards to the car will be
heavy.

In diving from the car Mr. Killam
sustained a severe injury to one hand.
The train was stopped but the car was
a Wreck on the side of the road and
the train crew finding no person badly
injured, proceeded.

Mr. Kilam then telephoned to the
city for another car'to bring him back.

Left Without Power, Cars

Fortunately the threatened strike
of the employees of the New Brune-
wick Power Co. at six o'clock last
evening did not materidlize. As a re-
sult of a concflintory conference held
yesterday morning in the mayor's
office the city 1is epared from the
havoc and  cheotic conditdons that
would have prevalled if the men had
gone out.

The agreement  relating to wages
end working conditlons has been sign-
ed. The contentious one-man car
clause has been struck out and an in-
terim agreement has been slgned
whereby the company go ahead with
construction of the cars already start-
ed and if these prove satisfactory to
the city officials and the citizens £en-
erally then further megotiations be-
tween the company and the employees
will ensue. Then if no amicable set-
tlement can be reached both sides
agree to arbitration under the Lem-
feux Act

The agreement was drafted after a
conference called by the mayor which
took place at his office yesterday
morning. There were present besides
the mayor and city commissioners, L.
R. Ross and Thos. McCauley, repre-
senting the N. B. Power Co., and F.
A Campbell and Percy Moore repre-
senting the employees.

The agreement proved satisfactory
to the union committee acting for the
whole body of employees and at three
o'clock the officials of the company
and the union representatives met
and signed both the wage and work-
ing conditions agreement and the in-
terim agreement.

The wage agreement calls for ten
cents an hour increase all around,
time and a half for overtime and
legal holidays, ten cents extra for
Sundays, snow work amd training
students. It is effective till June 1,
1921, and if either side wish to revoke
any articles in it they must give 30
days' motice

‘The special agreement drawn
by the mayor reads as follows:

It is hereby agreed that the New
Brunswick Power Company and
Messrs. Campbell and Moore, repre-
sentatives of Division 662 Amalgamat-
ed Association of Street and Electric
Railway Employees of America, that
the agreement as already drawm up
ag to wages and working conditfons
be signed by the New Brunswick
Power Company and the men’s autho-
nized representatived and that a fur-
ther agreement be drawn up to the
effect that the power company may
go on and findish one or two cars as
already started; that same be given
a demonstration by the company and
the citizens of St. John that the em-
ployees and the company agree to
further negotiate as to the safety and
reasonableness and wages and work-
ing conditions of operating the same.

In the event of no settlement being
reached that both sides agree to sub-
mit the whole matter to urhﬂrrtin‘q
or conciliation under the Lemieux
