TAKING OF TUE POLLS.

As we remarked before, all Went well 
and quietly until the Cauchon men began.

But the attack 
soon became too serious, and at last a charge 
was made on the Cauchon crowd. A few 
revolvers were fired, and the whole gang 
rushed up John street in the most terrror- 
stricken manner, notwithstanding the fact 
that many of them were armed with new 
and powtrlul pistols, purchased and served 
out fir the occasion. They scattered like 
so many sheep, but only to collect their 
triends and backers in the suburbs, to re­
new the fight.

YT7E have already drawn attention to the an­
ew nual meeting of the Society of Arts held 

on the 23rd current, under the presidentship of

Professor Soret, in delivering a most interest 
ing report, passed in review the operations of 
the Industrial section, in reference tp Com 
merce, laying great stress upon the competition 
that has taken place in the manufacture of 
chronometers. This competition was instituted 
with the object of testing the workmanship and 
precision of chronometers turned out by Gene 
vese manufacturers, and none but those adopted 
for pocket use were admitted. They were de 
posited in charge of the authorities at the Ob­
servatory, and underwent the most searching 
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru 
ments of this class. The fury specially retained 
to decide the difficult question as to whom to 
award the palm of excellency unanimously de 
tided in favor of Messrs. J. M. Badollet_& Co. 
This firm having carried off the sole prise by 
exhibiting a chronometer which fulfilled in the 
highest degree every condition required, crown­
ed their first success by gaining honorable men­
tion for two other chronometers. The allusion 
to this triple honor was received with enthu­
siastic applause, and Professor Humbert, Presi­
dent of the Fine Arts Section, closed the meet­
ing with a happy and humorous dissertation up­
on subjects connected with this department.
