lard Pan. The Army Worm. Cabbage Worms. Norwegian’Gulls’ Eggs.

A melancholy account comes from 
Tromsoe, in the north of Norway, to 
the Gazette of Drontheim. It is said 
that there has been a strange mortali­
ty among the gulls and seabirds which 
habitually visit this part of the world 
in the summer months, and that a 
sort of famine is thereby likely to be 
caused among the inhabitants. In 
order to understand this dispiriting 
message, it is necessary to explain 
that on these coasts of Finmark and 
Northland, the sea-birds, and especial- 
ly the highly prised eider duck, come, 
and take up their annual abode in 
vast numbers on the rocks and cliffs, 
where they lay their eggs. The most 
notable " bird mountain" is the Spoe- 
tholtkluben in Finmark, but many 
other favorite spots are regarded with 
almost equal respect by the owners of 
them, who, so far from killing the 
goose with the golden egg, take ex- 
treme care to encourage the birds by 
saving them from destruction as they 
build and lay. Thus in the pairing 
time even the flocks of sheep and their 
attendant dogs are driven back from 
the coast to inland pastures, where 
they can notalarm the feathered stran­
gers. The ducks and gulls very quick- 
ly build their nests, and the eiders • 
are careful to line theirs with the 
valuable feathers taken from their own 
bodies. Then the eggs are laid in 
such abundance that in some places 
it is difficult to walk about on the 
rocks without stepping on them. A 
grand collection is made at the proper 
time by the fishe men, who carry 
away whole boat-loads and sell them 
to the Norwegians, by whom the eggs 
are highly esteemed as articles of 
food. But thia year the collectors 
have come back with very abort sup- 
plies, and declare that there la an 
amazing diminution in the number of 
the nests. It is now supposed that 
large numbers of the birds were un­
able to contend against the violent 
and protracted storms of the past 
winter, and that they actually perish- 
ed in their struggle with the adverse 
elements.— London Globe.

Stop That Cough.
An American agricultural journal

“hard pan” means, metaphorically, 
but the writer does not treat it from 
a serio-economic view, but from an 
agricultural :—

This thing called hard-pan is a 
serions obstacle in the way of many 
people. Although, doubtless, some­
thing has been written about it, and 
perhaps a great deal, we do not call 
to memory anything which we have 
ever seen in print on the subject. 
Having had some experience with it, 
a thought or two here may not bo out 
of order.

Hard-pan, by some persons called 
gumbo, is nothing more than hard 
clay, mixed sometimes with more or 
less alkali. It is this latter which 
causes the sticky nature of some hard- 
pan. Its compactness comes, as we 
believe, from its levelness and resting 
for many years under large quantities 
of rain water. The annual fires 
sweeping over the level plains, burn­
ing immense quantities of tall, woody 
grass, have left a groat deal of ashes 
on the surface, and the rains have 
taken the alkali into the soil. The 
hard-pan found on level tracts would 
in time become soapstone.

While some of it, especially that on 
tolling and high lend, may be broken 
up with a plow, it is hardly possible 
to more than skim it when found in 
low, flat land. This every one who 
has tried it understands.

The American Entomologist says;— 
Of all the many remedies that have 
been tried for the imported cabbage 
worm, since it began to spread over 
the country, and to play havoc with 
our cabbage fields, few, if any, have 
given satisfaction. It is safe to say 
that the most satisfactory remedy so 
far discovered is in the use of pyre- 
thrum, We were the first to apply 
this in 1879, but did not care to re­
commend it until further experiments 
had been made. These we have made 
the present year, and caused to be 
made by a number of our agents and 
correspondent. The general experi- 
enco is most favorable, and we un­
hesitatingly recommend it for all the 
different worms affecting the leaves of 
our cabbage plant.

The American Garden says:—Helle­
bore, lime, salt, and similar substances 
have been used with varied success 
for the destruction of cabbage worms. 
It is now stated that bran and buck­
wheat flour answer the purpose belter 
than any other remedies that have 
been tried. The bran is simply dusted 
over the infested cabbages as soon as 
the worms make their appearance. 
If the worms are very thick, about a 
handful of bran is required to each 
cabbage head, and sometimes it is 
necessarp to go over the plants a 
second time. A hundred weight of 
bran is sufficient for an acre. It must 
be applied when the worms are young. 
When they are full-grown, or very 
strong, it does not appear to affect 
them. The buckwheat flour is sifted 
on them by means ot a sieve, in the 
evening or morning when the dew is 
on the plants. If one application 
does not destroy the worms, a second 
one should be made, Il is probable 
that wheat flour, fine Indian meal, or 
any other pulverulent farinaceous sub­
stance, would have the same effect.

Late reports from Sunbury state that 
the army worm is making terrible 
destruction with the hay crop at 
Maugerville and vicinity. On Thatch 
Island, opposite Belmont, the pro­
perty of Lieut. Governor Wilmot, 
which would have yielded one hund­
red and fifty tons of hay, the crop is 
entirely destroyed.

should not be permitted to perfect 
large crops of fruit while young. It 
la excusable to fruit a bunch or so on 
a young vine, “ just to test the kind,” 
but no mure should be permitted till 
the vino has age and strength. 
Vigorous growth, and great produc- 
tiveness, are the antipodes of the 
vegetable world. Encourage aa much 
foliage as possible on the vines, and 
aim to have as strong shoots at the 
base as at the top of the cane; this 
can be done by pinching out the 
points of the strong shoota after they 
have made a growth of five or six 
leaves, This will make • the weak 
ones grow stronger. Young vines 
grow much faster over a twiggy 
branch, stuck in for support, than 
over a straight stick as a trellis, and 
generally do better every way. 
Where extra fine bunches of grapes 
are desired, pinch back the shoot 
bearing it to about four or five leaves 
above the bunch. This should not be 
done indiscriminately with all the 
bunches. Too much pinching and 
stopping injures the production of 
good wood for next season.

easiest way to break a cow of the 
habit is to fatten her and send her to 
the butcher, except she be especially 
valuable as a breeder.

tial paradise—in consequence of the 
clearing away of the great forests, 
and destruction by fire, it lias been 
to transformed into a kind of arid 
desert. The water courses are dried 
up and the irrigating canals are 
empty. The moving sands of the 
desert being no longer restrained by 
barriers of forest are every day 
gaining upon the hand, and will 
finish by transforming it into a 
desert, as desolate as the solitudes 
that separate it from Khdiva. In 
the United States there are equal 
examples, on a smaller scale, of irre­
parable injuries done by improvident 
clearings. In the older settled por­
tions of New England, in the Middle 
States, and in the South, there are 
arid hills, and worn-out fields, no 
longer worth anything for cultiva­
tion or pasturage, and that offer, as 
the only chance of restoration to a 
useful purpose, the possibility of 
growing trees. Forest denudation 
threatens to ruin the now irrigated 
and fertile regions of Colorada, Cali- 
fornia, and the Territories, and re­
duce them to the state of the cen­
tral, high, arid lands of certain vast 
districts in India. Much more could 
be said on this subject. No doubt, 
in time, when our great lumber 
operators have nearly completed the 
work of clearing the forests of this 
Province, tlie people will have cause 
to regret the reckless destruction.

EEDS ! SEEDS ! producing earth wholly losing its 
original character. We have tested 
this in two different counties of 
Kansas. Wo now have as good a pie­
plant bed as there is in the State, and 
several inches of its soil were put 
there a few years ago from hard-pan 
removed when a cistern was being 
made. Some of that same sticky, 
solid, barren clay was spread in a 
four-inch layer over some prairie sod. 
Of course, it utterly destroyed the 
native grass. After letting the hard 
clods lie in the sun a few months, and 
through one winter to get the frosts 
and snows, we beat the clods as fine 
as possible with a wooden maul, and 
then spread two inches of good, black 
surface soil over it. Then, after rak­
ing this fine and smooth, we sowed 
blue grass seed on it and spread a 
thin coating of strawy manure, and 
sprinkled that with water enough to 
make it lie close to the earth. Thal 
night a good shower of rain fell. 
Never was a nicer blue grass sward 
than wo have there now. Two years 
after sowing this seed we wanted to 
plant some trees there, and in digging 
the holes we found no trouble what­
ever with the layer of hard-pan. The 
grass roots had changed its color, so 
that it was not noticeable at all.

Thon we have tested it in other 
ways, one of which we mention. We 
took hard-pan from low, flat land, and 
also some from high and rolling sur- 
faces. We kept the samples in the 
sunshine and in the frosty end frees 
ing weather for a year, They become 
looser and softer after a time, and in 
the end pulverized the same as ordin- 
ary clay.

In our opinion, if hard-pan is 
thoroughly broken up and exposed to 
the action of the atmosphere, rains 
and frosts it will soon become fertile 
as any other clay. By mixing fresh 
stable manure with it, the ammonia 
in the manure aids in the evaporation 
of alkali, and as the straw rots it 
mixes with the clay thus making an 
extra good manure.

While the term “ hollow horn,” 
as used to describe a great many ail­
ments in which the horn is affected, 
is wrong, it is a fact that the bony 
core of the horns may become subject 
to disease; or from catarrh the pas­
sages in the horns may get filled 
with matter, and boring the horns in 
this case may give relief. Or, from 
lack of phoshates in the food the bony 
core may decay just as other parts of 
the bony system may suffer. The 
remedy for this form of the disease 
is to feed a handful of bone-dust. For 
other diseases in which heat ia fell in 
the horns, treatment will depend en- 
tirely on the nature of the disease.”

If at first pure, it may become other­
wise by carelessness. To keep it in 
tins, made of lead and arsenic, if it 
becomes sour, especially, is to endan- 
ger the life of the family. If uncover- 
ed, or in any way exposed to fresh 
paint, or to filth or poison in any 
form, it soon becomes affected by 
absorption, since water and all liquida 
containing it are grand purifiers of 
the air, those impurities being retain­
ed in the liquids. Never keep milk 
in a newly painted pantry—only 
water, and that lob thrown out.

The Now York Times remarks upon 
the fact that canning sweet corn is a 
very particular and difficult operation, 
and for its success requires very care- 
fut manipulation. The peremptory 
conditions are a degree of heat which 
will serve to thoroughly cook the 
corn, to destroy all the germs of fer­
ments which may bo present in it or 
in the cans, and to expel every parti- 
ole of air from the can and its contents. 
A simple boiling heat is not sufficient 
for all this, unless it is kept up for a 
long time, several hours, in fact. The 
method of preparation is as follows: 
The ears are first put into boiling 
water and boiled for at least five 
minutes. This thoroughly sets and 
solidifies the ‘ milk " of the corn. The 
corn is then shaved from the cob, and 
the cob is scraped to take off the germs 
of the grain, in which much of the 
sweetness exists. The corn is then 
put Into the cans and the covers are 
soldered down; a small pin hole ia 
made in the cover for the temporary 
purpose of the cooking. The cane are 
then boiled for four or five hours un­
til the requisite purposes of the long 
boiling are effected. In the canning 
factories the cans are boiled in a sole 
lion of chloride of lime, which boils 
at a much higher temperature than 
water, and the cooking and expulsion 
of air are completely effected at the 
higher degree of heat in 80 minutes. 
The cans are taken from the boiler 
and wiped dry, end a drop of solder 
is quickly fixed upon the pin hole and 
closed. If all is done well, the corn 
will keep good for years.

The snub administered by the British Gov­
ernment to the Canadian Parliament for 
their address on Irish affairs, was sharp, but 
it was put in the least offensive way possible. 
It will not be the fault of the London Temes, 
however, if the smart of the snub do not turn 
into en irritating sore, for it certainly rub­
bed it in hard. But there is no reason to 
think that anything like ill feeling has been 
created. The Termes is a sort of privileged 
grumbler, and has not been too good a friend 
of Canada. When shortly after confedera­
tion, the cry of independence was railed the 
Times was brutally frank in telling Canada 
that it had come to an age when it ought to 
be able to look after iteelf.

The great grievance against this country 
entertained by a certain class of manufactur- 
ere in England, is the determination of its 
government to construct its tariff to meet its 
own revenue wants and to foster its own in­
dustries. They on the contrary, want Can­
ada as a market for their goods, and since 
they cannot further their own interests in 
this way, they would cut the connection.

The 
Porte all along has shown a dogged deter­
mination to have ite own way ; to force, if 
possible, the retirement of British troops 
from Egypt, and to have the coast clear for 
its own operations. The sullen obstinacy 
with which it ha* tried to evade the demand 
of the British, that, the Sultan should pro­
claim Arabi a rebel before Turkish troops 
would be allowed to land, has but strength­
ened the suspicion that there is a perfect 
understanding between the Porte and the 
“rebel,” and that were Turkish troops landed 
they would before long be found fighting on 
his side. Even if the Porte has got over its 
bad temper and dismissed its collusive 
schemes as futile, and it is now sincere, 
Turkish co-operation will prove only a source 
of embarrassment, difficulty, and disgust to 
the British general and army. But the 
British Government cannot dispense with 
that co-operation, if the Porte agrees to all 
their conditions, and Germany, Austria, and 
Russia seem all in favor of the Porte. Alto­
gether the aspect of affairs is not reassuring.

The following is General Sir Archibald 
Allison’s official report of the reconnaissance 
of Saturday :—

Persistent native reports having existed 
during the past few days that Arabi Pasha 
was retiring from Kafr El Dwar upon Da­
manhour, I determined a reconnoissance to 

I ascertain clearly whether Arabi Pasha still 
|held his original position strongly. The 
left column commenced to advance at 4.45 
p. m., from the advance pickets of the Ram- 
leh lines, moving by both banks of the Mah- 
'mandieh Canal, and soon came in action 
I with the enemy, who were strongly posted 
in a group of palm trees on the eastern side, 
'and in strong, defensible houses and gardens 
at the other side. These positions were 
carried.

. At this time Lieut. Vyse, of the 50th and 
one soldier was killed. The enemy then 
took a second position half a mile in the rear, 
upon the east bank of the canal, among high 
crope and houses and behind the irregular 
banks of the canal. From this position also 

ithe enemy were driven with great loss. I 
|accompanied the right column myself, and as 

soon as the enemy observed us they began 
firing with artillery. I pushed on as rapidly 
as possible till I reached a point where the 
railway approaches Mahmandieh canal and 
opened musketry fire on the enemy lining the 
banks of the canal. Two nine pounders were 
dragged on to the embankment and came 
into action against the enemy’s guns, the 40 
pounder firing over our beads against a point 
where the enemy’s forces were beginning to 
appear. I now threw forward two com- 
panias to carry the house near the canal, and 
followed up by throwing four companies still 
more to my left upon the banks of and across 
the canal, thus attaining the position I 
wished and forming a diagonal line across 
both canal and railway. The enemy retired 
slowly before our fire. The object of my 
reconnaissance was attained and I determined 
to withdraw, and this movement was carried 
out with the most perfect regularity and 
precision. The troops fell beck by alternate 
companies with the regularity of field day, 
and every attempt by the enemy to advance 
was crushed by the beautiful precision of the 
40 pounder and the steady fire of the 9 
pounders. The loss to the enemy appears to 
have been very great. They were so dis­
pirited that, contrary to the usual practise of 
Asiatics, they made no attempt to follow up 
our withdrawal.

Gladetone, amidst the conflict of opinion, 
and in midst of the stream of counteracting 
influences, should become a little bewildered 
and show it by some want of decision. When 
opinion ie so liberalised end free spoken, and 
parties so strong and divided, it ie very diffi- 
cult, in such a crisis as the present, for the 
leader of a government to act with force and 
promptitude. Mr. Gladstone, it may be 
imegined, wishes sometimes, in moments of 
exhaustion or irritation that he was " out of 
it" altogether, or that the days now were as 
the days when a Chatham or a Pitt asserted 
England’s right and might. The blessings of 
responsible government bring their disadven­
tages at times like the preeent, but, except 
the unchangeable Tories, none would wish 
to see an oligarchical government in England 
again. As dangers crowd on England, and 
the necessity of acting vigorously end forcibly 
ie dearly seen, the diverging opinions of 
political parties will no doubt become recon- 
ciled, and unite in support of a strong policy.

ALB SE WATERPROOFa Queen Charlotte’s Portrait.

The citizens of Fredericton were startled 
and, perhaps, for a moment, gratified by the 
statement, made last week, that the Province 
was in the possession of an exceedingly valu­
able art treasure. The portrait of good 
Queen Charlotte, so long familiar on the 
walls of the old House of Assembly, has been 
pronounced by Professor Walter Smith, to 
be en original portrait from the brush of Sir 
Joshua Reynolds, which if offered for sale in 
England, would bring £50,000 stg., a quar­
ter of a million dollars. We will not pre­
sume, in contradiction to so high authority, 
to give an opinion, but, we cannot help say­
ing that the artistic execution of that por­
trait does not so surpass that of the com­
panion picture, the portrait of George III, 
(which is an undoubted copy,) es to lead one 
to think that it mutt be by a master hand. 
It would be interesting to know how the 
Professor arrived at his conclusion. We 
have seen a number of “ veritable Sir Josh- 
us’s, and the Queen Charlotte picture does 
not seem to us to hare the characteristics of 
his style, it has not got his warm flesh lints 
and rich coloring, (which, in all hie portraits, 
has not stood the test of time.) But we 
offer no opinion. From what Mr. Law- 
rence of St. John has brought to light 
from the old journals of the House, it is not 
a very rash conclusion to say, that both the 
royal portraits are copies, and are of equel 
value as works of art, and that is nel. Even 
if the portrait of Queen Charlotte was a 
“ veritable Sir Joshua,” the value put upon 
it, £50,000, stg-, ie very extravagant. Por­
traits by old and great masters often com­
mand very high prices at art sales in London, 
but we venture to say, that nothing approach­
ing such a sum was ever given for a portrait 
by Reynolds, or by any of the most famous 
portrait painters in England, Holbein, Lely, 
Gainsborough, etc. At the late great sale of 
the Duke of Hamilton’s art treasures, por­
traits of royal end famous personages, by 
Vandyke end Velasquetz, were sold. A 
magnificent portrait of Phillip IV, of Spain, 
by the latter old master, was brought in for 
the National Gallery tor something like £6,- 
000, and that was thought a high price. Sir 
Joshua’s name and work, though be ie the 
greatest of England’s portrait painters, do 
not certainly stand eo much higher than 
those of the great Spanish artist, in the esti- 
mation of art experts as the difference be­
tween £6,000 and £50,000, would indicate. 
Fashion or the craze of the hour might run 
up an undoubted work of Sir Joshua to a 
very high price, bat even then, if Queen 
Charlotte was genuine we believe she 
would bring considerably less than Philip, 
IV, though Philip was a bigot and tyrant 
and a fearful bed man generally, and the 
consort of good old George III, wee an irre­
proachable Queen, and a pattern to British 
matrons.

circulation, which will benefit trade in gene­
ral. But it fears that the mania of extrava­
gance and speculation will net in, and that a 
reaction will certainly come. The country 
ie and will be prosperous, bat there will come 
a day of reckoning ; that ie its fear, or con- 
eolation. If the black days come again on 
the country, a little caution and economy 
now would prevent much distress then. We 
imagine, though not a few may be tempted 
to over-trade and over-expend in the rush of 
prosperity, that the sensible bulk of people 
will not run themselves into trouble through 
extravagance. Paet crises must have 
taught some lessons, we should think.

Salaries in the Educational 
Profession.

To the Editor of the Maritime Farmer:
SIR,—Your correspondent “ Q,” who has 

undertaken a defence of Dr. Rand and Prin­
cipal Crocket’s application for increased sal­
aries, makes several statements which are so 
much at variance with real facts, that I feel 
called upon to discuss them.

He starts out by attempting to convey the 
impression that Dr. Rand was misrepresented 
in the Ss report of the Chief Superinten­
dent’s remarks at the Teacher’s Institute, 
as quoted by your correspondent ‘* K." 
Now I happen to know that Dr. Rand was 
correctly reported, having been present my- 

" self, and heard him discuss the subject, and 
I must say 1 was surprised that the question 
of increasing the Teachers salaries should 
have been started by Dr. Rand in that pecu­
liar way. A was not a plea for the Teachers 
but for I Rand and his coadjutor, Sr. 
Crocket, i could imagine I saw a smile 
overspread the Teachers’ countenances, while 
the wily Dr. pleaded for them in such an 
eloquent manner. 44 Let the Government 
increase the salaries of Mr. Crocket and my­
self, and those of the Teacher’s will soon 
rise,” was the burden of his address.

Now, I think most people agree that what 
we are paying those Educational Pashas, 
sums quite equivalent to the value of ser­
vices received, and quite in proportion to our 
financial ability, and I am glad to know that 
the government have resisted their " claims” 
for increased remuneration.

"Q,” is unfortunate in his reference to 
Mr. Crocket’s salary, which he denies reaches 
$1500, as stated by your correspondent "K." 

By reference to the civic accounts for 
1881, I find that Mr. Crocket received 
the sum of $160 as examiner in the City 
School for that year, a difference of only 
$40, from " Ks" statement. Now it would 
have been only candid in 44 Q" to have stated 
the exact amount, and to have added also 
that up to very recently I think in 1880, 
when there was a general reduction in the 
City Teachers salaries, that the Examiner’s 
salary was reduced from $200.

" Q" goes on to say " that Mr. Crocket re­
tains that office only from necessity.” Well. 
I don’t know that Mr. Crocket will thank bis 
champion for that admission. It is my 
opinion that if the City Council or the Board 
of School Trustees have funds at their dis­
posal for charitable purposes, they might be 
able to bestow them upon more worthy ob­
jects than Mr. Crocket, while the means for 
such disposal could be made through other 
than those of a useless office.

Regarding Mr. Crocket’s connection with 
the University, little need be said. "Q" 
does not state that he performs the duties 
there with the understanding that no salary 
is attached. With all 4* Q’s” ingenious eva­
sions, he fails to show that Mr. Crockett re­
ceives a total salary less than 41 Ks" figuring, 

- $1500, which most people will conclude is 
quite sufficient for one who, I am told, has 
never enjoyed the advantages of a Collegiate 
education.

"Q," is equally unfortunate in his com­
parisons of salaries in other Provinces. To 
compare this Province with a population of 
a little over 300,000 with Ontario with its 
2,000,000, is on a par with 44 Q’s" other ar­
guments. The fact that education is back­
ward in Quebec, is the very best reason why 
the head of the Department there should re­
ceive a salary larger than our Superintendent 
without taking into consideration Quebec’s 
advantage over us in wealth and population.

The question is not one of justice, without 
regard to our ability, and there are few tax I 
payers in the Province of New Brunswick, 
however generously they would be inclined 
to deal with Educational Salaries who are 
prepared to agree that the Chief Superinten­
dent and Principal of the Normal School, 
are not adequately remunerated for the duty 
they perform. If these Edcational gentle­
men are not satisfied with their present sal­
aries, why do they not resign, and seek em­
ployment elsewhere, where, perhaps their 
labors would be better appreciated. But is 
it not a selfish course in Dr. Rand and Mr. 
Crockett, to endeavor to create sympathy for 
themselves over the heads of the poorly paid
