Assistance
was at hand, and the horses and vehicle
were extricated with difficuity, The Prince
was not hurt.

Col. Denison Denounced.
Lo~Npox, Aug. 1.—President Johnson of
the Suffolk College, where twenty students
are training for farm life in Canada, has in

today’s newspapers a letter strongly de-
aouncing Col. Denison’s reeent utter-
ances against the United States. e
says: ‘‘The results of stirring up ill-will
between couniries so situated as the United

States and Canada must be lamentable in |

the extreme. The only right and prudent
course is to foster the firm friendship which
is steadily increasing among the English~
speaking people of the world.”

Signal Victory for Free Trade,

Loxpoxn, Aug. 1.—The full returns of
the recent eleciions in New South Wales
show that the free trade party under Sir
Henry Parkes and Mr. Reid won a more
signal victory than at first appeared. The
new House will consist of 125 memsbers,
the free traders -numbering 65, the pro-
tectionists 40, and the labor representa-
tives 20, The majority of the labor rep-~
resentatives now iean to free trade instead
of protection, a miid form of which they
assisted Sir George Dibbs in imposing on
the colony a year or two ago. The labor
eiement is mach weaker in the new Legis~
lature than in the old, its representatives
numbering but 20 as against 34 in the last
House,

Terrified Turks.

CoNsTaNTINOPE, Aug. l.—Fearing epi-
demies if the people are any longer aliowed
to remain huddled in the gardens where
they mought refuge at the time of the earth-
quake, the Constantinople Govermment is
compelling the terrified people to return to
their homes. A majority of those living in
the gardens refuse to obey, in spite of the
fact that the stench in the encampments is
great. The feeling of panic continues, and
siight earthquake shocks are experienced
daily. The city of Constantinople, the
Prince’s Island and half of Stambul are
practically depopulated, and the masses are
in a state of horrible destitution. The
action of the Government in concealing the
degree of mortality resulting from the
earthquake has resulted in the spreading cf
the wiidest reports, although it is believed
in well informed circles that the totai loss
of life was not over 500.

British Parliament—A Scene.

Loxpox, Ang. 1.—In conscquence of the
action of the Unionists yesterday in decid-
ing to abstain from further participation in
the discussion of the Evicted Tenants Bill
the front Opposition benches were vacant
when the House of Commons resumed con-
sideration of the bili today.

In the House of Commons
Thomas Sexton denounced the conduct
of the Opposition in regard to the
Evicted Tenants Bill as rancorovs and
sullen. The House was menaced by the
Lords’ rejection of the bill, but such
threats had no weight with the people of
Ireland. Let the House of Lords do their
worst, he declured. Rejection of the bill
meant great difficulty in Ireland, whose
people were passing through another
period of agony; but, Lords or no Lords,
the principles of the bill would ultimately
prevail. (Cheers.)

When the members of the Opposition
were called vpon to move their amend-
ments they made no reply.

Robert W. Hambury had given notice of
70 amendments. and Messre. Bartlett,
Broderick and Heneage of from 20 to 40
each. Their successive refusals to respond
to their names were met with derisive
cheers from the Irish members.

A Letter From the G. 0. M.,
LoxpoN, Aug. 1.—A representative of
the United Press has been enabled to obtain

the original copy of Mr. Gladstone’s letter
in reply to a recent invitation ot 100 repre-
sentative Americins to pay a visit to the
United States. The letter, which was
written throughout by Mr. Gladstone, is in
rather shaky, irregular handwriting, but is
fairly legible, only the signature being
‘blurred. The latter is scrawling and in
most respects wholly devoid of the former
characteristic neatness of Mr. Gladstone’s
signature. It is as follows:
“Dorris MLy, July 30, 1894.

“Gentlemen—I am aike impressed with

the gratifying nature of the invitation you

today

have been good enough to address to me, |

and with the form—ulike flittering und
considerate—in which it has been conveyed.
While I am sensibie of the strong reasons
xhich would make a visit te your great
country an object of just and warm desire,
{ have for some time felt that my advancing
years bkave placed an obstacle n
its way such @8 1 could hardly

bope to surmount. Undoubtedly your
letter has supported the strongest
motives for an attempt to brave the impos-
sible, but I regret to say it reaches me ata
time when, were I much younger, it would
induce me to consider this question. The
surgical treatment of my eye for cataract,
which began recently with the usunal opera-
sion, will not be conciuded for two months,
and until that treatment shall have reached
its comelusion—in ahout that time, I hope
—I will not be able to lcok with confidence
to a date for the restoration of practical
and useful vieion,

**‘Under these circumstances, however
sanguine as to the eventual issue I may
feel, I am incapacitated from the contrac-
tion of prospective engagements, and I am
sure that you and the many distinguished
gentlemen who joined you will feel with me
that this is the only reply that I can make
to vour invitation. I beg you to accept
and convey to them the assurance of my
grateful thanks and unalterable interest in
your country.

*‘To the American Invitatien Committee.’

To this letter Col. Gourand replied
today. He said in part:

*‘The invitation had its inception in
March, when it was understood you were
in excellent health and were contemplating
travel tor recreation. Upon hearing of the
impairment of your sight the invitation
was deferred until it was reported you
were entirely recovered from the recent
operation. I repeat that the sentiment of
ali who joined in the invitation write in
expressing regret at vour decision as well
as the occazion for it.”

Formal Declaration of War.
Loxpon, Aug. 1. — Lord Kimberlsy,
Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs, im-
mediately upon the receipt of the notice
from the Japanese Government that war
had been declared wired all the British

Ministers abroad to warn captains of mer-
chant vesseis of thefact in order that they
might form their cargo accordingly. Any
contraband of war comprised in cargoes will
be handled at the risk of the owners or
charterers of the vessels,

A dispatch received from Shanghai this
morning announcing the attack upon the
Chinese .warship Chen Yuen July 27, is
regarded here as clearing up the disputch
of yesterday, stating that the Chen Yuen
had been sunk, the Chen Yuen and Ching
Yuen captured, and the Foo Tshing
probably destroyed. From this it would
appear that there had been no engagement
on July 30, and that none of the ships
engaged were sunk or captured. This view
is entertained at the Chinese legation here.
The Chinese legation is in receipt of advices
that the Foo Tsching did not take part in
the battie of July 27.

Sir Kdward James Reed, M.P., formerly
chief constructor of the British navy and
the designer of several Japanese warships,
said today the only vessel in the navy of
Japan worthy of being called an ironclad,
was the Foo-Soo. The Japanese, Sir
Edward said,hadfor many vears abandoned
the plan of building armored battle ships,
preferring to rely upon a larger number of
fast cruisers. This class of vessel, of
which there are many in the Japauese
navy, have no armor on their sides, and are
built with very thin plates.

Tne Hi-Yei and the Kongo are compnsite
ships, with armor belts protecting their
engines. They are very fast cruisers, but
are unable to resist even the fire of the
smallest machine guns, although the engines
and other parts below the water line are
afforded some protection by what is called
a “pretective deck.” In spite of the fact
that these vessels are practically defense-
less they have enormous attacking powers,

{ which are furnished by their great speed

and their splendid batteries of quick-firing
Krupp and Armstrong guns.

The Yoshino, the last of the Japanese
vesseis built in the Tyne, was pronounced
by Sir Edward to be about the fastest
cruiser in tie world, the only warship
equalling her being the United States
cruiser Coiumbia. The Yoshino has a
record of 23 knots per hour, but though
she is formidable by reason of her speed
and armament, sihe can only engage in
battle at close range at the risk of destruc-
tion, owing to her lack of defensive plating,
On the other hand, however, she is able to
inflict an immense amount of damage upon
slower ships of inferior armament.

China, Sir Edward Reed said, had no
such ships as these. She possesses oniy
three ironclad cruisers, and the maximum
rate of speed attained by two of them is
only sixteen and a half knots an heur. Al-
though the Japanese mav be expected to be
the more successful at the outset, their lack
of armored rhips will be found to be serious
before the war can be brought to a conclu-
sion. The Tockio Government have just
ordered two powerful ironciads from Eag-
land.

Advices from Corea say the Japanese are
preparing to withdraw part of their troons
from Seoul and reinforce their army in
front of Yashan, with a view of renewing
their attacks on that piace.

S7. PETERSBURG, Aug. 1.—The Russian
press unanimously declare that Russia wili
not tolerate an abridgement of Corean ter-
ritory or any suppression of her independ-
ence, no matter what may be the reesult of
the war between China and Japan, nor will
she permit any interference on the part of
Great Britain or any other foreign power if
such interference conflicts with the inter-
ests of Asia.

IN THREE HOURS

A Tire In Chicago Licks Up $3,000,000
Worth of Property.

Carcaco, Ill, Aug. 1.—Flames tonight
destroyed more property and in a shorter
space of time than any fire which has
visited Chicago since the big conflagration
in 1872. Over §3,000,000 worth of lumber,
electrical apparatus, cars, car wheels, cast-
ings, stoves, patterns, buildings and other
materials were consumed in less than three
hours,

The scene of the fire was what is known
as the lumber district. The territory
burned over was bounded by Ashland
avenue on the east, the south branch of
Chicago river on the routh, Blue Island
avenue on the north and Roby street on the
west, A boy fell from a lumber pile into a
river slip and was drowned. The firms
whose property was destroyed include:

Democratic State Conventions Indorse
Cleveland and Tariff Reform.

The Trust-Serving Senators Dencunced
Outright—-Immediate Passage of
the Wilson Bill Asked,

JAcksoNviLLE, Fla.,, Aug. 2.—At the
State Democratic Convention yesterday the
following resolutions were passed:

*“We recognize with pride the unswerving
integrity and patriotism of President Cleve-
land, his executive ability, his wisdom in
maintaining a sound and stable currency,
and his steadfast adherence to Democratic
principles.

**We approve the course of the Demo-
cratic House of Representatives of the
United States in ite eflorts to relieve the
people of all unjust taxation and burdens.
We condemn the course of the Democratic
Senators of the United Stater who are re-
tisting the just demands of the immediate
representatives of the people. From the
people the Democratic party received its
power; to the people its first duty is due.”

SOLID IN IOWA.

DEes Moines, Ia., Aug. 2.—At the State
Democratic convention yesterday the reso-
lutions adopted reaffirm the platform of the
National Democratic Convention of 1892,
and demand of Democratic representatives
in Congress that they carry outthesame in
good faith, “*by giving usa tariff law that
will lay the duties on imports and revenus
alone, and thereby destroy trusts, combines
and organizations that have been robbing
the people and depleting the treasury, a
system that has destroyed our commerce
with the world at large, driven out ships
from the high seas; that has filled our
country to overflowing with the pauper
labor of Europe; that has bred anarchy,
confusion, unrest and digloyalty throughout
the land, made war between capital and
labor; that has sown the seed of war and
rebellion among the people; that has brought
ruin to the business interests of the
country, and want to millions of our people
who seek to earn an honest living by
industry. Again we say to cur Congress,
redeem the pledges made to the
people, and tor all time make an
end of paternal and class legislation.
Eepecially do we commend President
Cleveland in his efforts for tariff reform.
His letter to Representative Wilson is a
manly, outspoken document, and meets our
most hearty approval, and we condemn any
and all efforts made to impede the passage
of real tariff reform.”

THE APPENDICITIS FAD.

Popular Errors About Grape Seeds Ex-
picaed.

A prominent doctor who has performed a
gcore of successful operations for the re-
anoval of that troubleseme and inexplicable
part of the human anatomy, the vermiform
appendix, says that the general impression
that appendicitis is caused by the presence
in the appendix of a cherry stone, or a
currant seed, or a seed of any kind, is en-
tirely erroneous. *‘I have not found a seed
in the appendix of a single one of my cases,”
he said. *‘A small bit of digested matter
gets into the littie sae, if the neck of it is
open far enough to receive it. It may remain
there for years and [canse no trouble, and
then, again, it may bring on appendicitis
immediately. Where the patient is in
good health, in four cases out of five the
operation for the removal of the appendix
is successful. There is a great diiierence
in the length of time taken by surgeons to
perioim this, or in fact any delicate oper-
ation. There is one surgeon in the city
who has performed the operation in
eighteen minutes, which incltided the time
from the moment the patient was brought
in on the operating table until he was ready
to be taken out. This is half the time
that it requires the majority of skillful
sargeons to do it. Of course, speed is not
everything.

“The appendicitis fad, as the craze
among rich pecple to have their vermiform
appendices removed is called, still con-
tinues unabated, and thercare few surgeons
of prominence who are not familiar with
the performance of the operation. A story
is told of a doctor who is constantly order-
ing the removal of the vermiform appendix
for patients. He was called to seea gentle-
man one evening who was rather seriously
injured. The gentleman when he recog-
nized the doctor said: ‘Oh, it is you; then I
must have appendicitis V'

*Doctors who have allowed the appendi-
citis fad to carry them away have per-
formed the operation upon a great many
people whose vermiform appendices
were in good eondition, and in some
cases patients having weak constitutions
have died because of the needless slit in
their abdomens, I am very glad to explode
that theory about the grape seeds and other
seeds, especially as the grape season is just
coming on. People who have heard about
appendicitis have given up the luxury of
small fruit in fear of appendicitiz, and
some of the extremely sensitive ones have
sven been corstantly worried lest some
seed they had swallowed in the past might
give them this disease—which is among
the rarest of diseases, anyway.’ ’—[New
York World

«Kid”’ Spencer Sentenced.

«“Kid” Spencer, who was with Burke and
Wilson at the tiine of Detective Harry
Phair’s murder bere, was given a nice long
term on two charges of robbery at Toronto
yesterday. He admitied that he broke
into Mrs. Lillian Alexander’s house at 60
Brunswick avenue, and stole $300, and
also into Mrs. Hewlett’s house, Rose
avenue, taking $150. He put whisky down
as the cause of his troubles. Detective
Porter had so many cases worked
up against him that the ‘‘Kid”
thought it better to plead guilty. He was
given four years in the Central, the other
charges being not pressed. The mother of
Spencer was charged with receiving some
rings that were taken from Mrs., Alex-
ander’'s house. A clear case was proven
against her, and the crown attoreey ex-
plained her relationship with the last
prisoner. ‘*Well, she has had punishment
enough,” said the magistrate, and he dis-
charged her. Spencer was the youth who
ran away after Wilson had shot Phair,

The Street Railway Company’s Pro-
posals

So Slashed That Their Authors Would
Hardly Recognize Them.

The Ofier Saddled With Numercus
Riders and Amendments—Now It
Goes to the Company.

The recent proposition made by the sireef
railway company emerged from the council
last night in a guise that will render it a
very bard matter for the company that
drew it up to recognize it again. T he offer
proved to be a good one to build another
on, and the aldermen built with might and
main. They sat up until nearly midaight,
and every clsuse they dealt with was
amended. There was a fair crowd preseat
to listen 1o the discussion. Ald. Judd was
the only member absent.

The work of the council started at 8:15
on clause 6, reiating to rails. Ald. Car-
rothers cbjected to the use of the **T” rails
mentioned in the clause. They were
dangerous to wagons, he said, Thos.
Jones seconded Mr. Carrothers’ motion,
and said that he had been told that the
street railway company could use rails
gimiliar to the present ones only heavier.

Ald. Scarrow said that if the company
used the grooved rails Jaid down on Dundas
street west it would no doubt be satis-
factory.

Mr. Carrothers’ moticn was carried, and
a clause will be inserted later on giving the
city the option of naming the rails to be
used.

Material was menticned in the clause,
which read that the company would fur-
nish its own material. The words at *‘its
own expente,” were added.

The next clause dealt with the manner
in which the city was to take over the road
at the end of the term of the franchise, It
provided that the city, by giving 12 months
notice in writing, could take over the road
by paying for the ecars, rails, pavement,
plant, etc.

Mayor Essery got down, and moved that
the clause be altered so as to strike
out the part obliging the city to
pay for the pavements and roadbed.
*‘It we paid for the rails,” said he; s¢f we
paid for the ties, for the poles and wires;
if we paid for the cars, and the car houses,
and the power houses or electrical stations,
i think we are paying for all that the rail-
way company cught to expect.

The clause further read that if no notice
be given twelve months prior to the expira-
tion of the franehise the company is to
have the privilege of contimuing for five
years. On the suggestion of Ald. J. W.
Jones and O’Meara the time was made one
year instead of five.

Ald. O'Meara seconded the mayor’s mo-
tion.

Ald. Pritchard said that if the corpora-
tion ordered an expensive roadbed to be
laid down within a few years of the end of
the franchise it was only fair that the com-
pany shouid be paid for the unexpired
value of the roadbed.

Ald. Parnell expressed the opinion that
the company should supply the material at
their own cost, and at the end of the time
the roadbed should belong to the eity as an
offset to the value of the 31-year franchise.

The mayor’s motion carried, only Ald.
Pritchard voting contrary.

The next clause, relating to the taking
over, was amended to conform with the
previous clause as altered.

The snow elause was amended, on motion
of Ald. Garratt and Thomas Jones, =0 as to
make the company, on direction of the
engineer, clear the whole track oi snow
instead of the business parts only. The
company will aleo supply its own dumping
ground and cart away the snow at their
own cost.

Clause 10 constituted ten hours a work-
ing day and extra to be paid for overtime,

Ald. Parnell moved that the company
should not be permiited to allow any per-
son employed on the cars to work more
than 60 hours a week, fair days and holi-
davs excepted,

Ald. Taylor thought the metion was
arbitrary. If a man wished to maie a little
extra or if anything happened on the read
a man would be debarred from working,.

Ald. O’'Meara said that Mr. Parpeli’s
motion was to protect the public as well as
the men,

Aid. J. W. Jones was satisfied with the
clause as it was.

Ald. Carrothers moved that after the
words *‘ten hours to constitute a working
day” there be inserted ‘‘motormen, con-
ductors, engineers and firemen to work only
nine hours a day. This would require two
gets of men to do the work.

Mayor Essery spoke in favor of the ten-
hour movement, and amended Mr. Parnell’s
motion so that statutory holidays and fair
days should not be excepted. It was just
as necessary to have a ten-hour rule on
those days, and even more 8o, than on an
ordinary day.

Mr. Joseph Marks was present in the
interests of labor., He said the clause as
drawn up by the company was not werth
the paper on which it was written. He

: wanted ten hours a day and no overtime.

There was nothing to prevent the company
from giving their employes about 50 cents
for the ten hours and then allow them to
make about $1 25 by overtime.

Mr. John Johnaton and Mr. Andrew
Johnston followed Mr. Marks on the same
lines.

Ald. Coo favored the mayor’s resolution,
which carried.

A great deal of discussion arose over the
pext clause. It dealt with extensioms, and
a motion of Ald. O’Mearaand J. W. Jones,
giving the couucil the option of saying
when fature extensions will be made, was
voted dewn.

Ald. Carrothers moved that an extension
be in order when a two-thirds vote of the
council said so, the extension to be at the
rate of one mile for every 1,000 increase in
the present population. Lost.

Ald. Garratt moved that the extensions
be subject only to a simpie majority of the
council, and mnot a two-thirds vote; also
that extensions be made at the rate of one
mile to every increase of 2,000 in the presa-
ent population, Carried.

The twelfth and last clause dealt with
the use of the bridges. Mayor Easery
moved that the bridges used by the com-
pany shall be sirengthened by them and
that they shall be respomsible for any
damages arising from the use of the
bridges and algo shall pay one half of ‘the
future maintenance of the bridges.

Ald. O'Meara seconded.

Ald. Taylor moved in amendment that
none of the bridges be used as they were
too narrow. ILet them build separate
bridges of their own.

Ald. Carrothers seconded.

Ald. J. W. Jenes eaid that he thought
that there was not a bridge in the city but
what a team and a car could pass. The
company might be induced to fix the
bridges so that they and the eitizens could
both use them. He thoughs it best to
leave the matter over until they had figures
from ether cities.

Ald, Wm., Heaman moved that the clause

Ald. Thos. Jones moved a clause resery:
ing the right of the city to allow cutside
lines to cross the bridges on the company’s
track and have the use of 600 feet on
aast side. The privilegs to be paid for.
Carried. &

Ald. Parnell moved that the city reserve
the right of any outside compary, not
competing with the sireet raiiway, to
bring in and take out passengers from the
city. Carried.

Ald. J. W, Jones and Scarrow moved
to insert a clause binding the company to
build a road to Springbank within one
year from the passing of the bylaw; also to
protect water and gas mains, and spend 2
per cent ot the gross receipts at Spring-
bank.

Ald, Wm. Heaman and Ald. Pritchard
moved that the time be two years instead
of cne. Lost.

Mr. Jones’ motion earried, and Ald. Coo
gave notice of reconsideration.

Ald. Carrothers moved, and Ald. F, J.
Titzgerald, seconded, “That this ofier, as
amended, be sent to the London Street
Railway Company, and that they reply at
the next meeting.” Carried.

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DEBS DONE WITH STRIKES.

Remarkable Speech by the Leader of
the A. R U,

“The Managers Were Whinped" Until
the Strikkers Were Fettercd With
Injunctions and Terroriged
by “roops.

Caicaco, 111, Aug. 1.—Eugene V. Debs
arrived from Terre Haute today. He
returned to Chicago to preside at a conven-
tion of the A. R. U., which will ke held
tomorrow, to decide whether the railway
strike shali be officially declared off, or, if
it be continued, to formulate a new plan of
operation. Ii the delegates think as Mr.
Debs does today tomorrow’s eonvention
will probably conclude that there is noth-
ing to be gained by continuing in a strike
in which they are beaten,

I will never again have any official ‘con-
nection with a strike,” =aid Mr. Debs
today, and in what followed he admitted

or the first time that the A. R. U, strike
had resulted in a failure.

“The organized elements of society are
opposed to strikes,” he continued, *‘and 8o
long as strikes are repugnant to society i
is useless to inaugurate them. We might
start in now and organize & strike on the
most extensive plan, but it would end in-
evitably asthis one has. We had the rail-
road managers whipped—everyone knows
that—until they tied our hands with in-
junctions and brought out the troops. Gen.
Miles came here for the express purposeof
beating the strkers, not to preserve order.
He immediately went into consulta-
tion with the managers. He did
pot try to get our side of the gnestion,
and two days Iater he announced triumph-
antly that ke had broken the backbone ot
the strike. Under these circumstances it
is vain to hope that anything can be made
by striking. We must vote out of offies
those men who seem to think labor is
entirely wrong and capital always in the
right when there is a dispute between the
two interests. The strike has served a
good purpose in that it has another object
leszon, to show the masses how they must
achieve their rights, I do not say the
A. R. U. will become a political organiza-
tion, but I think there will be a spontaneous
awakening of all organized labor to the
necessity for unified sction at the pails.

Furman Dilks, the infant son of Aundrew
Dilks, has died from the eflects of an over-
dose of medicine administered by his two-
year-old brother Willard, The baby bad
been sick, but was recovering, Mrs. Dilks
had fallen into a doze, when Willard got
out of bed, and taking the medicine bottle,
poured the comtents down the infant’s
throat.

Puliman Works to Start Up.

CrICAGO, Aug. 2.—Vice-President Wickes
of tke Pullman Company announced yes:
terday that the works will be started to-
day.

TOLERATION SUGGESTED.
n an Order-in-Council Regarding the
School Question.

OrrAwa, Aug. 1.—The long expected
order-in-council recommending the Legis.
latures of Manitoba and the Northwest
Territories to modify their school regula-
tions, to remove the cause of the Catholic
minority’s complaints, has at last been
passed. It has been signed by his Excel-
lency, and wae yesterday transmitted to
the Lieutenant-Governors of Manitoba and
the Territories, The order-in-council con-
tains a copy of the petitions sent by the
Catholic clergy of Canada to the Dominion
Covernment, and recommends: The com-
mittee begs to observe to your Exceliency
that the statements which are contained in
this memorial are matters of deep concern,
and that it is a matter of the utmost
importance to the people of Canada that
the laws which prevail in any portion
of the Dominion should not he such as to
occasion complaint of a position of injustice
to any class or portion of the people, but
should be recognized as establishing per-
fect freedom and equality, especially in all
matters relating to religion and ré!igious
belief and practice, and the committee
therefore humbly advise that your Ex.
cellency may join with them in expressing
the most earnest hope that the Legislature
of Manitoba and the Northwest Territorjes
respectively may take into consideration at
the earliest possible moment the com-
plaints which are sot forth in this petition
and which are said to create dissatisfaction
among Roman Catholics, not ounly in
Manitoba and the Northwest Territories,
but likewise throughout Canada, and may
take speedy measures to give redress in ali
the matters in religion to which any well-
founded complaint or grievance be ascer-
tained.

Another Strong Letter From Rev. J.
A, Macdonald.

He Says Faise Tales Fall From the
Fair One’s Lips.

1he Secretary of the 1. P. W, Says They
Have lmplicit Confidence in Iar-
garet, Vhile Another Prom-
inen: Mcmber Says
She Must Ge.

The following letter, published in the
last issue of the Huntsville Forester, is
sclf-explanatory:

To the Editor of the Forester: Dear
Sir,—Your letter and a copy of your latest
iszue are now before me. What you write
is really bumiliating. Thas Margaret L.
Shepherd ean still find anywhere in
Ontario an audience with an unsatisfied
lust for her “‘filthy communicationa” isa
fact discreditable alike to Canadian intelli-
gence and morality.

You ask if her statements, made in
Huntsville and elsewhere, in explanation of
my ‘“‘words of warning,” are true. Belieye
me, I am not in the least solicitous about
the damage done to my reputation by the
stupid falsehoods of uny self-confessed
criminal. If people care to believe them
true, they are at liberty to do so. No
honest person who Lknows Margaret
L. Shepnerd supposes she would speak
the truth on any subject if a falsehood
would serve her purpose better. And
uo one, but those who wished it
were true, believed her wheu she
said my wife was a Roman Catholic. She
whispered the statement here, and has
been uttering it with great boldness
throughout the northern counties. .I never
publicly denied the statement, as it is not
my custom to entertain the public with
afiairs that are private and personal, I
say to you what I have said to many others
who have written me on the same matter,
that it is just because I am absolutely un-
trammeled by any compromising ecclesi-
astical or political entanglementsthat I fe-el
iree, when called upon to raise my voice in
bold protest against unjustifiable atiucks
upon the unalienable rights of Catkoiics in
Canada end against a self-constituied
protectorate that is a disgrace to Protes-
tantism. 1t so happensthat out of nearly
200 relatives there is not one, near or re-
mote, by blood or by marriage, who is
now or ever was & Roman Catholic. With
two or three exceptions they are all by
birth, training and conviction, avowedly
and unabashedly, both Protestant and
Presbyterian.

These are, however, minor matters now.
Mrs. Shepherd is already cast off by her
old-time friends, and desperate efforts are
being made to have her name forgotten.
Many who a few months ago were ready to
brave all charges against her character, be-
cause they thought she would serve their
purpose, and who secretly or publicly gave
credence and currency to her malicious
falsehoods, now affect disgust at the men-
tion of her name. But hands that clasped
hers cannot so easily be cleaned or sweet-
ened. \With the gravest charges against
her moral character, charges of embezzle-
ment, drunkenness and gross immorality,
which if not founded on evidence that
would bear the search light of a court of
justice were libelous, and with the makers
and publishers of these charges unlibeled,
for any man or any body of men to ch_nm-
pion her cause is not a blunder but a crime,
a crime that cannot plead ignorance in its
extenuation, and for which the uttermost
farthing of penalty must be paid.

More ihan this. Protestantism will
have to suffer for not more promptly and
more emphatically resenting the result.
It hasall along been plain to those who are
not blinded by prejudice or self-interest
that the reflex influence of this whole
campaign will be infinitely more damaging
to Protestantism than ite direct influence
was eflective in making converts from
Roman Catholicism. We have vet to
receive credible evidence of one worthy
conversion, but everywhere the name of
Protestantism is besmeared by the touch of
unclean hands. It may be that inno cther
way wonld Protestants learn the much-
needed lesson of caution, and if the genera-
tions wiil not forget it, it may mot be too
dearly taught. In any case, let Protes-
tants know that their weapons are light and
truth, and if with these they fail, their
failure is more honorable than any ®uccess
won by deceit and darkness.

IMPORTANT DECISION AS TO
RAILWAY CROSSINGS.

The railway committee of the Dominion
Government has just rendered & decision
that will be of interest to every munici-
pality through which a railway passes.
Toronto city ¢ouneil applied tb the Domin-
ion Government authorities for a decision
in favor of its contention tha$, to proteet
the public anterests, either a highway
should be erected over Lansdowne avenue
by the Canadian Pacific Railway Company,
or the public should be protected by the
putting on of gates, to be attended by an
employe of the railway company. Hon.
Mr. Haggert and his associate Ministers
heard the Toronto city representatives and
the railway solicitors, and promptly decided
that whether the protection was by over-
head bridge, subway or gates, the city must
foot the bill, every cent of it.- It isa good
thing that this new judgment against the
municipality view of railway responsibility
cannot be made retroactive. There are a
good many level crossings in this ecity, and
the most freely frequented ones have gates
attended to by the railway employes—in-

It has now spread over
six or more counties, and in many cases has
actually driven settlers off their farms.

In winter it separates from the soil, and
blows across the prairie, dropping its seeds
wherever it rolls. The great danger attend-
ing the spread of this weed has been
recognized in the States. The Northern
States have spent nearly €1,000,000 in
fightingit. Mr. Fletcher, Dominion botan-
ist, at the instance of the Minister of
Agriculture, bas now prepared an illus-
trated circular, for distribution among
Western farmers, urging them to use every
effort to stamp out this weed before it
becomes firmly establizhed, and it is to be
hoped thata united effort will be made to
stamp it out the moment it appears in any
lncality. 1f not the people will pay dearly
for the meglect.

NORTHWEST FREIGHT RATES.

It is at the instance of the C. P. R
Company that the Oitawa authorities are
holding an inquiry into the freight rates in
the Northwest. The company apparently
has faith that it can make good its position,
There are many who try to make out that
the C. P. R. managers are respoeusible for
the eondition of affairs which discourages
settlement and ingoing freights. But the
issue of *‘protective” versus revenme tarift
cannot be blinked over in that Wway. I
there was the greatest freedem of trade
possible between Canada and Great Britain
and the United States, we would soon bave
more business for farmers, mechanics,
merchants and railway men both in the
Northwest and Ontario, and the railway
freight rates could be con giderably re-
dueed without causing loss to the company.
Restricted trade hurts everyone who is not
in & combine or a ring.

" The G. T. R. and the Strikers.

Derrorr, Aug. 2.—When asked about
the alleged blacklist of striking employes
that the Grand Trunk Railroad was com-
piling, Assistant MechanicalSuperintendent
Parkinson said that there was no truth in
the rumor, He said that the company did
have a list of all of the striking employes,
but it was for private use only, so
that the company could know how the
men had stood in case they should
apply for employment at any future
date. He further claimed that but three
engineers had been eet back and one dis-
charged. The engineers set back were
George and John Waterworth and Jake
Kelly. They had sent dewn word, as a
body of three, that they would not run an
engine without a union fireman, The
engineer discharged was George Walker,
who, the company claims, had refused to
pull a passenger train with 100 passengers
aboard out of Port Huron.

The charge made that the railroad is
continually hiring new men seems to be un-
warranted, as a notice that was posted on
the door of the office of Mechanical Super-
intendent Roberts reads, ‘“No men wanted
at present.”

A BrimisH officer, who apparently knows,
gays that it **would be as reasonmable to
charge brave men armed with pitchforks
against brave men armed with rifles as to
pit, man for man, the Chinege in their pres-
ent condition against the Japanese.

DISASTER ON THE C. P. R.

Two Trainmen Killed and One Mangled
by & Boiler Explosion.
WinNIPEG, Aug. 1.-—A shecking accident
occurred last night on the mountain di-
vision of tbe Canadian Pacific Railway.
Shortly after 6 o’clock a treight train left
Field ~Station, east-bound, having an
engine at both front and rear. When two
miles out of Field the boiler of the rear
engine burst, blowing the engine into
atoms.

Wheatly, and his fireman, a young man
named A. Hunt, were instantly killed by the
explosion. Brakeman George Kemp was
terribly cut and internally injured.

A STEADY stream of emigration goes on
from year to year between India and the
colonies.

Even then,
hewever, the sun blazes in the skies of
Mercury with a dise fonr and a half times
larger than that which he shows to us on
earth.

A ramILY of dwarfs has been living at
Applecross in the west of Rosshire, Scot-
land, for over half a eentury. DMary Fin-
layson, one of them, died there recently.
She was the youngest of the family, which
consisted of herself and two brothers, and
had reached the age of 65 years. The mem-
bers of the family vary in height from 3 feet
to 3} feet and have appeared before the
Quecn at frequent intervals during the past
40 vears.

Tue prefects in the several French depart-
ments have issued orders to the various

What Citizens Can See cn Visiting the
Cosy Institution.

The Home for Incurables is now in
ranping order and ready for inmates.
There are two already in it, and the ladies
interested are waiting to receive as
many a8 it will accommodate. It is fally
worth while going to visit it and to see for
one’s self how comfortable and homelike
the place has been made. It is a picture of
cleanliness, and the condition in which it
is kept testifics to the efficiency of Mr, and
Mrs. Bullock, who are the resident care-
takers, and who are indefatigable in
their efforts to help the two inmates
already there, and aid the lady visitors,
many of whom are still working at the
different rooms in which they are person-
ally interested. The houre is excellently
ventilated, and the sweet country air filis
every nock and corner. Many of the rooms
have been furnished by different indi-
viduals. Notably among them is one
in memory of a child, The little brass
crib, the small chest of drawers, the little
table with Bible and hymn book marked
“*Gracie,” and the child’s own picture in a
frame on the prettily tinted wall, bear
testimony to the heart.felt aflection oi the
friends, who instead of spending money on
an elaborate monument in the cemetery,
perpetuated the memory of this dear child
by providing a place where some living
chiid in its helpless suffering may find care
and nursing in *‘Gracie’s room.”

A clase of eleven boys, belonging to the
Dundas Center Methodist Sunday school,
has taken the greatest pleasure and interest
in furnishing a beautiful recom. The King’s
Daughters of the same church have dis-
played great taste and thoughtfulness in
fitting up two rooms, Everything that
can please the eye and add to the comfort
of iuture inmates has been placed in these
rooms. The King’s Danghters of
the Memorial Church have likewise pre-
pared two rooms that look dainty and
inviting. Over the door between them
bangs a silver cross and I. H. N. dedicat-
ing them to the King and offering them In
His Name. The first inmate of the home
occupies one of them, and members of the
eircle take great pleasure in visiting and
caring for her. The King’s Daughters of
St. James’ Church, South London, are pre-
paring to furnish a double room, and we
understand the colors in it are to be purple
and white. Anything undertaken by this
circle will be well and thoroughly done. An
individnal member of the Memorial Church
Circle and her husband have furnished
one of the prettiest rooms in the house.

It augurs well for the future of the
home that 206 many young people, as well
as elderly ones, are taking intsrest in and
visiting it. But, while this is the case, it
is necessary that a more widespread inter-
est thould be aroused that the work
may be well supported. This home is
intended for inmates who are able te
pay, as well as others. Such patients have
a ehoice of rooms, although every roem in

The Tariff Wall.

WasuixeéroN, Aug. 1.—The Canadian
commissioner of customs has forwarded to
the United Staies a copy of instructions
gent by him to collectors of customs in
Canada to govern them in the collection of
duties on goods purchased in bond in
foreign countries. This instructed them
to add to the value of the goods purchased
in bond, the customs or internal revenue
duty leviable in the country where the
goods are purchased, and which is collected
in all cases by the foreign government con-
cerned betore the goeds are allowed to go
into consumption in such foreign countries.
This matter is considered as having an
important bearing on American importa-
tions into Canada.
