Ald. Powell—I think myself the place

RAISING THE RENTS.
The chairman read a statement 

showing the total market receipts for 
rent to be $2,992, and the ordinary 
yearly expenses about $824.

The Mayor—Is that from all sources?
Ald. Powell—All sources.
Ald. Weld—What is the gross revenue 

of the basement?
Clerk Bell—About $500.
Ald. Weld—I understand that when 

Mr. Ben Higgins was market clerk he 
rented the basement for $700, and re-let 
portions with profit.

Mayor Little (to Ald. Powell)—Did 
you have a deputation wait on you to­
day in reference to this matter?

Ald. Powell—No.
Mayor Little—Well, they were look­

ing for you.
Ald. Gairatt (to Ald. Weld)—is Mr. 

Higgins willing to pay a little more 
rent for the portion of the basement 
he occupies now?

Ald. Weld—I don’t suppose he is, but 
he should, nevertheless. I think it 
would be a good thing to let the whole 
basement by tender to one party and 
let him be responsible.

The Mayor—The only objection to 
that would be the taking of the man­
agement out of our own hands.

Ald. Pritchard—Well, it would be 
much better managed than it is now, 
anyhow.

Mayor Little—Someone was telling 
me that the hotel men are petitioning 
against letting places on the market 
as eating houses and unduly competing 
with them.

“They ought not to be allowed to sell 
meals there at all,” said Ald. Weld.

Ald. Pritchard—The people who go 
there to get dinners would not go to 
an hotel.

Ald. Skinner, Pritchard and Garratt 
defended the present system, and the 
conversation veered round again to the 
matter of rent.

“I can’t see for the life of me why 
the rental should be less now than it 
was in 1883,” said Ald. Powell.

“The property is just as valuable," 
added Ald. Weld.

Ald. Powell—How would it do to put 
on an advance of 25 per cent?

Ald. Pritchard—Do something more 
than this everlasting grumbling.

Ald. Garratt—I will move that the 
rent be increased 10 per cent. Ease 
them up that much now, and let next 
year’s council do likewise.

Mayor Little—I think it would be 
better to appoint a sub-committee to go 
there and find out what should be done. 
I would suggest Ald. Powell, Ald. Weld 
and Ald. Garratt.

Ald. Garratt withdrew his motion in 
favor of that suggested by the mayor, 
and moved by Ald. Skinner. The sub­
committee was instructed to recom­
mend an increase of rent, graded as 
they think proper.

TAXING TRANSIENT TRADERS.
Ald. Powell explained that when the 

bylaw authorizing the increase of the 
license fee of transient traders to $50 
a day was sent .to the solicitor, he 
thought the word “day” a clerical er­
ror, and substituted “year.”

“Well,” said the mayor, “it’s a ques­
tion, anyhow, whether $50 a day would 
not be held to be a restraint to trade 
which is prohibited by the statutes."

Ald. Skinner—It is.
Ald. Pritchard—Well, we want to re­

strain some of those blackguards that 
come in here to sell.

Ald. Weld and Ald. Powell were ap­
pointed a sub-committee to consult the 
solicitor regarding the validity of the 
by law.

POOR RELIEF WOOD.
Ald.Powell—I was presed by the relief 

officer today to go and inspect some 
relief wood. The wood was not only 
short in measure, but it was inferior 
stuff.

One-Third of Next Year’s May be 
Done by the Street Railway

Company

At Less Than Three-Quarters of the 
Present Rate.

a
An Investigation That Did Not Pan Out — 

Market Rents to be Raised — Is 
the Proposed $50 Transient 

Trader's License Un­
lawful ?

There is a fair prospect of the city 
getting at least one-third of the street 
watering done next year at less than 
three-quarters of this summer’s rate. 
No. 3 committee also counts on a great 
saving in water. At last night’s meet­
ing of No. 3 committee the following 
letter was read from Manager Carr, 
of the street railway company:

“The London Street Railway Com­
pany is prepared to make a contract 
for a period of not less than five years 
for sprinkling the streets upon which 
our tracks are laid. We will supply 
water and give a service of four 
sprinklings per day at the rate of $1 50 
per mile of street, with the one reser­
vation, that the length of street to be 
sprinkled shall not earn the company 
less than $15 gross per day.”

Mayor Little—We sprinkled eighteen 
and three-quarter miles this last year. 
One-third of that district—between six 
and seven miles—can be watered by 
the company.

Ald. Garratt—Why not recommend 
this to the new council? When the 

|time comes for watering those streets 
|next year there may be some petitions 
against certain streets.

Mayor Little—The street railway 
company have to know in time to get 
a tank. You can get eight miles done 
for the price you paid for six last year 
—3 cents a foot, compared with 4 1-4. 
1hen, there is the saving of water—an 
important consideration.

Several aldermen—That’s so.
Mayor Little—We could figure on 

what streets we were certain of as a 
basis.
