Comet Will Not Come Within
10,000,000 Miles Of Earth

Cambridge, Mass., June 7.—Winnick’'s comet, the ex-
pected near approach of whieh to the earth this month has
caused much comment, will probably not come within ten
million miles of us. according to information received at the
Harvard College observatory from astronomers in various
parts of the world who are studying its motion closely.

The comet will make its nearest approach to the sun on
June 13, and will be at its brightest at about the same time.
It is doubtful. however. whether it will be visible to the
naked eye. Several astronomers predict a meteorie shower
on June 27 as a result of the comet’s approach. Such show-
ers have often taken place when the earth passed through
the path of a comet, and are generally understood to be
caused by meteors which follow the comet in a stream, and
coming in contact with earth’s atmosphere, rush into it, and
are burned. A shower of this sort might be spectacular, but
would undoubtedty be harmless.

{ He learned from her its history, and
having been in the Pacific, ond heard
the tales and rumors that cling about
Leeward Island like the everlasting
surf of its encompassing seas, this
grand-nephew of cld Hopperdown's, by
name David Jenkins, became for the
rest of his days a follower of the iguis
fatuus. An untaught, suspicious, grasp-
ing man, he rejected, or kgew not how
te set about, the ons course which of-
fered the least hope, which was to ¢ade
his secret for the means of profiting
by it. All his restless, hungry life he
spent in wandering up and down the
seas, ever on the watch for some dimly-
imagined chance by which he wmigh*
come at the treasure, And so at last
he wandered into the London hospital
where he died.

This view, although it is likely to
be challenged is almost certain to pre-
vail, For, notwithstanding Mr. Lloyd
George's recent declaration to the
British House of Commons that the
British taxpayer could no longer be
expected to bear the naval burden
alone, and despite Lord Lee's supple-
mentary statement that the question
would have to be dealt with at the
coming conference, it is extremely un-
likely that the statesmen of the mother
country will insist upon a course which
Canada does not want. Moreover, Mr.
Meighen will almost certainly have the

rsu’ong support of General Smuts, who,

in addition to being a stron:’supporter

of the League of Nations and of dis-

armament, is not likely, coming from
South Africa, to desire naval action to
satisfy opinion at home. The most im-
portant question of foreign policy to
come before the conference will be the
Anglo-Japanese alliance. This treaty,
first entered into in 1902, broadened in
1505 and renewed in 1911, expires on
July 13, and, unless renewed before
that time, becomes terminable upon
one vear's notice from enher of the
parties concerned. To Canada, a Pactic
power, the question is of first 1mport-
ance: and as it has been intimated from
London that the British Government
will not renew the treaty unless the
dominione favor its renewal, a great
deal will depend upon the attitude Mr.
Meighen may adopt. Thus far he has
not publicly proclaimed his position on
the question, but there is good reason
for believing that he will support the
treaty’s renewal only upon the condi-
tion that it is satisfactory to the TUnited
States. Were he left to his own inclina-
tions, it is probable that he would adopt
the advice tendered by Mr. Rowell In
Le Commons some weeks ago, and op-
pose renewal upon any conditicn. but
under the existing circumstances he is
more likely to be influenced dy any
evidence that may be adduced that the

policy of the great Canadian con-
stitutional leaders of the past—on the
policy of Laurier and Borden—namely,
that centralization must be avoided and
full autonomy preserved, and that mno
change be taken without consultation
with and sanction of the parliaments of
the peoples concerned.

He will support renewal of the Anglo-
Japanese alliance provided it can be
shown that the alliance is in Britain's
interest, but will qualify his support
with the condition that the treaty be
acceptable as far as is possible to the
1Tnited States and does not partake of
the nature of a purely military alliance.

He will urge postponement of the
naval and military question until such
time as the international situation be-
comes clearer, until after the epecial
constitutional conference has defined
the status obligations of the Empire’s
various parts, and also until naval ex-
perts arrive at some definite con-

clusion as to the most effective means

of promoting naval defence.

While approaching details with an
open mind, he will oppose any step
toward imperial organization on any
plan Involving centralization of the
