The municipality has taken final
definite steps to collect the $5 sta-
tute labor tax from students at the
University of Western Ontario, City
Treasurer James Bell reports.

There has been considerable agita-
tion lately by those who insist that
wll male pupils at the local insitutions
should pay this tax and the city
treasurer announces that yesterday
he forwarded to the University of
Western Ontario authorities a com-
plete list of those who are delinquent
at this moment.

“There are 21 names on the list that
I have sent to Prof. McGibben,” the
terasurer says, “and I have also
showed that about 50 of the students
liable for this tax have paid. We
are simply asking the university
authorities to assist us in this col-
lection. We could, of course, within
Jmeaning of the law, make the uni-
versity authorities responsible for
this payment as we have the power
also to notify employers that we

'/ ywant this money and the onus would

t on them. We are not, however.
ng such harsh measures in this
instance.”

BY JUNE FIRST

‘Summer School Will Be Held in
New Buildings, Says
Registrar.

The University of Western Ontario
will be completely moved to its new
grounds and buildings by June. Dr.
K. P. Neville, registrar, said this
morning. On June 30, the summer
school begins and this will be held
in the miain science buildings.

It is impossible to vacate the old
buildings for the new during the
spring term, Dr. Neville explained,
owing to complications. The new
structures, he added, will be ready by
June 1 for certain, and the summer
course which commence June 30 and
ends August 9, will be the first to be
conducted in the two new buildings.

“Of course, the students, staff and
equipment will all be removed per-
manently in the fall, ” Dr. Neville
said, “and the old buildings will be
abandoned so far as school work is
concerned, the term after next.”

TWELVE LOSE
LIVES WHEN
SHIP RAMMED

Auxiliary Schooner Run Down
During Night by Unknown
Steamer.

ONLY TWO SAVED

Yarmouth, h%' Dag;, 277 ;
F. L. Pothier of Boston and 12 of
his crew of 14 men lost their lives
when the auxiliary schooner Grace

N. Pendleton sank as a result of be-
ing run down by an unknown steam-
er off Heligoland on the night of
December 15. The two survivors of
the wreck, Second Engineer Odber
Pothier, the captain’s son and the
ship’s cook, related their experiences
today followmg their arrival.

The unknown steamer that rammed
the Pendleton did not stop after tie
collision.

The men donned lifebelts and
clinging to the rigging waited for the
ship to sink. In a short time the
Pendleton sank in 19 feet of water
and within a few hours all the crew,
with the exception of the two su=-
vivors, were swept away from their
holds on the riggmg by the heavy
sea. By morning the storm had
abated and the two remaining mem-
bers of the crew were rescued by a
passing tug and brought to Cux-
haven, from which port they sailed
for Yarmouth.

SALES TAX
CHANGE IS
SCORED BY

LONDONERS

Manufacturers Will Petition the
Government To Make
Drastic Modiﬁcqtions.

OFFERS SOLUTION

Hamilton Bingle Believes Levy-
ing of Turnover Tax
Will Aid.

In common with manufacturers
throughout the province, managers
and owners of local industries are
in vigorous opposition to many
clauses which have been incorporated
into the new federal sales tax. Al-
though the tax goes into operation
at the first of the year, through the
Manufacturers’ Association of To-
ronto, London manufacturers will

petition the government to make cer-
tain drastic modifications of the
new system.’

The Chamber of Commerce is not
representing the manufacturers, the
latter having made known their
wants to the Manufacturers' Associa-
tion individually. This body in turn
will go to Ottawa with a number of
recommendations which, it is be-
lieved, the government will act upon.

The difficultias and complications
of the new tax are numerous, Lon-
don merchants claim. The sales tax,
as at present administered, even
though recognized as the least ob-
jectionable of the present forms of

xation, is not sufficiently broad

its operation, and consequently
does not produce the revenue it
should. Manufacturers realize that
a new form of tax is necessary, but
objects to the compilations and am-
biguities.

It is the belief of the majority of
London manufacturers, therefore
that the new sales taxes should be
repealed and the system as reacom-
mended by the Toronto Board of
Trade be substituted. This makes
for a turnover tax on all processed
goods, wares or merchandise import-
ed into Canada, mdnpfd(tured, pro-
duced or traded in in Canada.

The features of a turnover tax
are too numerous to mention, and
the majority of them have yet to be
worked out. It is believed, however,
that a turnover tax wnuld do away
with the necessity of showing separ-
ately the goods taxable and those
non-taxable. It will also obviate the
muddle which every manufacturer
gets into when he begins to figure
sales tax as connected with dis-
counts. All these obligations, under

the new tax, will involve much labor,
Please See Page 12, Column 4.

“What you require is somebod_, ‘o
spend money on a big moving pic
ture,” Mr. Williams said, “which
would tell the story of Canada's past,
portray her present and give an ink-
ling into her wonderful future, Can-
ada needs publicity. The people of
England know all about the United
States, but little of Canada.
““When I saw the tremendous waste
of land between Sudbury and Fort
William I was staggered. Canada is
the finest country in the world, but
so few people realize it.

N, rorld sing

Ltheir’ nationsi anthem with the same

fervor as Canadians. Every time I
hear “O Canada” 1 am thrilled. True
Canadians believe in their country,
but they do not advertise it enough.”
Mr. Williams disagrees with  the
policy of Lloyd George and others
who come here obviously, he thought,
to flatter Canadians. He also be-
lieved that it was not dignified for
Lloyd George to write articles for the

“Canadians should not tolerate pol-
iticians who speak to them in those
silly terms of flattery. This sort of
thing may sound all right, but it is
not constructive. You should be
proud of your country, but it is not
worth while imitating the United
States with empty self-congratulu-
tion.

“I am surprised to note the num-
ber of American magazines on Cana-
dian news-stands. It seems to me
that the Canadian author does not
stand much chance of accomplishing
big things. The whole field of Amer-
ican literature is practically monopol-
ized by writing men of the United
States. There should be greater op-
portunity for the aSpiring Canadian
author.”

Believes Authorities Across the
Border Would Assist
City Officials.

There are at least 25 wife deserters
from London now in distant parts,
who could be apprehended if the pro-
per authorities adopted the necessary
procedure, according to W. E. Kelly,
inspector of the Children’s Aid So-
ciety.

TREE TRIMMING
1S PROGRESSING

Buchanan Reports 140 Are
Now Employed at
Work.

The tree trimming work being car-
ried out by the utilities commission
is progressing rapidly, according to
General Manager E. V. Buchanan,
who stated that in the week ending
Dec. 26, exclusive of Christmas Day,

665 trees had been trimmed and 27
cut down,

A total of 140 men, 130 of these
being taken on as unemployment
relief in two shifts of 66 each, are
engaged in the work. The remain-
ing 10 are employees of the com-
mission, all experienced in the work.
Parks Superintendent E. E. Graham
is in charge of the work.

Mr. Buchanan stated that many
complaints had been received from
citizens, who claimed that trees were
being trimmed too much or that trees
in good condition were being cut
down. In reply he stated that when
trees are trimmed in winter, when
they are minus all foliage, the lop-
ping off of a branch or two looks
much worse than when the trees
are in full leaf. As to the cutting
of trees, only those which are dead
or a menace are taken down. He
also pointed out that the foremen
in charge of the work were men who
knew their business and fully quali-
fied to conduct trimming operations.

LIVING COST
DECREASE

I SLIGHT

October, 1923, One-Fifth Less
Than in June, 1920.

BEATS 1913 AVERAGE

The cost of living was one-fifth
less in October this year than it was
in June, 1920, when the highest point
in living costs since 1913 was reach-
ed. A decrease of 20.5 per cent in
the total cost of living in Canada, as
determined by a consolidation of the
figures for 16 specified cities, is
shown in an announcement issued
this week by the Labor Gazette.

The cost of living, however, was
almost three-quarters more than the
1913 average, October costs showing
a 72.1 per cent increase over the pre-
war average. In October a year

ago costs were 66.3 per cent above.
the 1913 average and at their lowest |

point since December 1917. There
was a slight decrease in March, but
since that time living costs have been
rising slightly.

The October cost of living expen-
ditures as compared with the 1913
average show the following increases
by items:

Food, 49 per cent; clothing, 76 per
cent; housing, 64; fuel and light, 81;
furniture and furnishings, 122; and
miscellaneous, 101.

In the total cost of living the Ga-
zette apportions 38.2 per cent of the
total expenditures for food, 16.6 for
clothing; 10.4 for housing; 5.3 for
fuel and lighting; 6.1 for furniture
and furnishings and 21.3 per cent for
miscellaneous.

The decrease in London as com-
pared with 1920 figures is about 21.4
per cent for all necessities.

No City of London debentures will
likely be offered for sale until late in
January or early in February, City
Treasurer James Bell has reported to
prospective purchasers.

He re-
ports that the market is 'nm to be
considered in that light mt this mo-
ment. He expects that by the end of
January, a change for thd better will
be noted.

YOUTH FAILS
IN ATTEMPT
T0 END LIFE

Japanese Prince Regent Is Shot
At On Way to Open
Parliament.

. ESCAPES UNHARMED

Feeling Is Running High in
Tokio As Result of the
Attack.

Tokio, Dec. 27.—An unsuccessful
attempt was made tq assassinate
Prince Regent Hirohito this morning,

| The prince was on his way to a ses-
| sion of the Diet when a youth opened
Hirohito

fire upon his automobile.
was not injured.

The youth, about 20 years of age,
and dressed as a laborer, was ar-
rested by police shortly after he fired
at the prince. The shooting has
aroused intense excitement and feel-
ing is running high throughout the
city.

The attack occurred while the
prince regent was on his way to a
session of the Diet. The assailant
used a “cane gun” in firing at the
automobile, The windows of the
machine were smashed and the bullet
narrowly missed the head of the
prince regent.

He continued on his way to the
meeting of the Diet, but took refuge
in the upper house of the Diet, com-
pased-of “peers. ‘Iaater he convened
the 'Diet in ordinary session with
customary ceremonies, after which
he returned to the imperial palaca
under heavy guard.

Viscount Iriye Injured.

Viscount Tamemori Iriye, member
House of Peers and chief
chamberlain to the prince regent, who
was accompanying him in the auto-
mobile, was slightly injured when he
was cut by a fragment of broken
glass.

Visitors at the session of the Diet
were not allowed to leave the build-
ing until the regent had departed on
his way back to the imperial palace.
None of those present at the session
which he addressed was aware-: of
the shooting.

The Prince Regent Hirohito has
been in the public eye in Japan con-
siderably during recent months as a
result of his work in directing re-
construction after the earthquake
and plans for his wedding, on Feb-
ruary 6, to Princess Masako Kuni-
No-Miya, which was sanctioned for=-
mally in June, 1922,

Hirohito, eldest son of Emperor
Yoshihito, was proclaimed crown
prince in 1912 and was appointed re-
gent in November, 1921, on account
of the illness of the emperor,

Another youth, who was with the
assailant of the prince regent thts
morning, was arrested later.

Fear Koreans, ./

Following the attack it was learfned
that the prince regent has been under
heavy guard recently owing to
rumors which have been in circula«
tion here that Koreans were conspire=
ing to assassinate him.

Owing to the almost unprecedented
feeling which is running high here
and conflicting reports which are ex«
tant, police have threatened to sup-
press newspapers publishing news of
the incident until an official state~
ment has heen issued.

Vienna, Dec. 27.—Arthur Breh-
mer, poet, took the unusual means
to find out what posterity would
think of his work. A notice of the
death of the 65-year-old writer
appeared in the local papers, to-
gether with sketches of his life
and criticisms of his work. A few
days later it was learned that
Brehmer was alive and well, and
much interested in the comments
which the press had made about
his literary efforts. He admitted
preparing the notices of his own
death, and said it was much more
gratifying to writers to have ap-
preciation while they lived.

PROFITEER IS SAID
NOT BLAMABLE

Special Mussolini Commission
Reports on High Living
Costs.

A defence of the profiteer is con-
tained in a report issued by the spe-
cial commission recently appointed
by the Mussolini government in Italy
to inquire into the high cost of living.

The commission recommends:

“A more widespread adoption of
scientific farming methods as a
means of counteracting the ruling
high prices. Acting promptly upon
the recommendations of the commis-
sion, the government has provided
additional appropriations for exten-
sion teachers and demonstration
fields, increasing the number of trav-
elling professors of agriculture, and
providing another two million lire for
demonstration areas for latest meth-
ods of seed selection and cereal cuiti-
vation.”

The committee discountenanced any
attempt at price regulation or other
interference with the normal chan-
nels of distribution, and advocated a
close study of marketing conditions
for leading commodities and facili-
ties for the rapid communication of
wholesale prices ruling at the various
centers.

In emphasizing the beneficial re-
sults of the more widespread use of
frozen meat, the committee recom-
mended that proper cold-storage
facilities be provided in all large cen-
ters. The report of the committee
observes that the cause of inflated
prices should be sought in other
directions than those generally criti-
cized by the man in the street. Un-
balanced budgets, it contends, with
the constant danger they entail of
currency inflation, are more respon-
sible than is the “profiteer” for the
high cost of living.

CITY PLANS OPENING
OF DOMESTIC COURT

Judge of Juvenile Court Points
Out Advantages Arising
From Such a System.

The coming year will in all prob-
ability witness the establishment in
London of a domestic relations court
in conjunction with the Jjuvenile
court.

‘While there has been agitation in

this direction during recent weeks, it
will be reacollected that several
months ago Rev. Quintin Warner.
judge of the juvenile court, outlined
to The Advertiser his 1924 program,
which included this proposal.
. At that time he pointed out that
it would be his desire to approach
the provincial authorities in this re-
gard, stressing the point that the
e_sta.blishment of the domestic rela-
tions court would considerably
strengthen the hand of himself and
associates -and enlarge the scope of
juvenile court activities.

Students of juvenile: delinquencies
throughout the United States and
Canada have concluded, after years
of serious consideration and survey,
that as a general rule home condi-
tions are largely responsible for the
deplorable increase in the wayward-
ness of children and the establish-
ment of a (_Iomestic relations court,
giving the judge greater power to
deal with parents, would alleviata
faulty conditions to an appreciable
degree.

Durir_xg the eight months of the
local juvenile court under Judge
Warner and Major Bradshaw, proba-
tion officer, this point has been
driven home for a surety.

ANOTHER SHOT DEAD
IN KENTUCKY FEUD

Associated Press Despatch,
Duane, Ky., Dec. 27.—John Godsey
was shot and instantly killed last

night in a pistol fight staged in a
barber shop operated here by Joseph
Turner. Godsey is said to have en-
tered Turner’'s shop and opened fire
at such close range that the burning
powder from his weapon set fire to
Turner's clothing. Turner, however,
was able to obtain a weapon, and
Godsey was slain in the ensuing ex-
change of bullets,

The death of Godsey brought to
six the number of men who have
died “with their boots on” in Perry
County in a series of gun fights that
have punctuated the first 48 hours of
the holiday season.

Jerry Dunn, mountain storekeeper,
who died in a Hazard hospital yes-
terday, was the fifth victim.

Manager of the London Dispen-
saries States No Changes
Ordered.

ORDER IS EXPECTED

Find Ontario Citizens Pay High
Price For Liquors.

No notice has yet been received by
the government . dispensaries on
Talbot street, of any reduction

in the price of liguor from
headquarters. - A report from To-
ronto this morning stateq t at
in accordance with a pricg ad-
justment fixed by the attorney-
general, Hon. W, F. Nickle, K.C.,
general reductions are about to be
made in the prices of whiskey, rum,
gin, brandy and wine, whereby the
provincial treasury is expected to be
the loser by half a million dollars.

The proposed reductions, according
to this despatch, are asg follows:
Scotch and Irish whiskies, 50 cents
a bottle; Canadian whiskies, 25 cents
a bottle, with the government ab-
sorbing the recently increased sales
tax; English gin, 26 cents a bottle;
rum, 25 to 50 cents a bottle; brandy,
25 to 50 cents a bottle, The prices
of many of the wines, particularly
champagne, will be materially re-
duced. No changes will be made in
the prices of domestic ales and
stouts, as the profit on them has al-
ways been small, Seagrams will be
an exception from the general price
decreases and its price will be in-
creased, due to the fact of a recently
lgreatly increased cost at the distil-
ery.

The policy of the dispensaries, the
government states, will continue to
be to carry liquors of the highest
quality and of long established re-
putations. Cheaper liquors which
might be stocked will not be carried,
4s the view of the government is
that the public, using liquors medi-
cinally, should be given the best.

Paying Dearly.

Ontario citizens have been paying
dearly for their liquors during the
past few years, although the whole
cause of this has not been excessive
prices by the dispensaries, During
last year, however, almost $1,000,000
of the citizens’ liquor bill represented
the government'’s profit. In view of
the fact that the dispensaries are
conducted, at least theoretically, to
supply medicinal needs only, the Con-
servatives have consistently main-
tained that such a profit was unjus-
tifiable, With their accession to
power, Hon, Mr. Nickle gave his at-
tention to the matter, with the result
that the lowered price schedules
which are to.go into effect with the
New Year have been evolved.

‘The report, which emanates from
reliable quarters, says: ‘‘The costs
to the®public for_ liquor as they will
be with these reductions have but
two elements to account for their
high level, namely, the heavy federal
taxes and the increasing costs at the
distilleries. The Dominion excise tax
on liquor in 1919 was $2.40 a proof
gallon. Today it is $9.

N. R. to carry Alberta coal at the $7
freight rate asked by Ontario dealers,
J. E. Dalyrimple, vice-president of
the C. N. R., gave assurance yester-
day in a letter to Willlam Buchanan,
Londpn coal merchant.

Mr. Dalyrimple adds, however, that
Alberta coal could probably bs pro-
cured over the C. N. R. at the $9

rata The letter is in answer to a
proposal made by Mr. Buchanar tiat
he would take 50 cars a week from
Alberta at the $7 rate per ton. The
local merchant says the figure sug-
gested by the C. N. R. official would
not be satisfactory as it would be
virtually the same price as that now
quoted for American anthracite.

Vice-President Dalyrimple's letter
follows:

“Referring to your letter of Deec.
4, addressed to our president. There
is no possibility of making a rate on
coal from Alberta to London and
other Ontario points of $7 per ton, as
lt.ms figure prodilces for us a positive
oss.

“While I am not at all =ure that
our physical situation is such that
We would care to handle any Alberta
coal at reduced rates during the win-
ter season, I would, nevertheless, be
interested in receiving from you a
proposition based on a $9 rate from
Drumbheller to London. This would
be exclusive of the switching charges
on coal ex-mines, where such are ap-
plicable, the maximum amount
thereof being 15 cents per ton.

“Note that you are willing to sell
coal at a small net profit to yourself,
in wholesale quantities, and would
appreciate receiving from you infor-
mation as to cost per ton to the con-
sumer at London: ’

“(a) On coal, delivery of which is
accepted by consignee from cars on
team tracks or private sidings.

“(b) On coal delivered at private
residences.

“If there is any difference between
the price of coal bagged and un-
bagged, in respect to daliveries® at
private residences, would like this
data as well.

The ship, says Le Matin,
was not warned of this gale by the
weather bureau; in fact, adds the
newspaper, no one told the bureau
of her voyage.

Up to an early hour this morning
no news whatever had been received
from the naval craft of France, Great
Britain and Italy, which have becn
searching the Mediterranean waters
for the missing craft, or from the
military and native parties which
have been exploring the interior of
Tunis and Algeria. An announcement

Londeners are unanimous in their
praise for the efficient manner in
which local postoffice officials handled
what is judged by them to be the
largest Christmas rush they have
ever experienced. Night and day
the staff worked in compliance with
a request sent out from Ottawa by
Hon. Charles Murphy, postmaster

general. Every letter and parcel re-
ceived at the postoffice as late as
1:30 Christmas morning was de-
livered in the city on Christmas Day.
This is considered a record for Can-
adian postoffices.

For several days before Christmas
the office doors were crowded with
people. Although no extra stamp
wickets were installed in the office
in preparation for rush, everyone re-
ceived prompt attention from the
four day and night clerks. Thousands
of dollars passed through their hands,
and it was necessary for them to
work overtime every day in the week
to accommodate the crowds.

Forty-seven men were employed
at the office for four days to assist
the letter carriers in their rounds,
and seven extra deliveries were made
in order that Londoners might re-
ceive their Christmas presents on
Christmas Day.

Out-going mail, which this year
reached unprecedented proportions,
was handled as efficiently as local
mail. Through extra hard work, every
parcel and letter addressed to foreign
points left the local office in time
to arrive at it’s destination on
Christmas Day. Extensive adver-
tising on the part of T. C. Duncan,
postmaster, did much towards min-
imizing the work.

The “Do Your Christmas Mailing
Early” slogan was displayed in local
theatres and, according to Mr. Dun-
can, had it not been for advertising,
many Londoners would have been
disappointed on Tuesday.

Duncan, “and the result was that
this vear we have given the best
service possible.”

In the case of
Canadian whiskies the recent in-
crease in the sales tax will be ab-
sorbed.

++ “Bnglish gins will be reduced 25

cents a bottle,” says the statement.
“Rums, 26 to 50 cents, brandies 26 to

50 cents, and the prices of many
wines, particularly champagne, will
be materiaily reduced. No change
will be made in the price of domestic
ales and stouts, as the profit on these
has never been great.

“The new prices, it is expected, will
make a cut of approximately 50 per
cent in the net profit earned on liquors
sold by the dispensaries.”

“The dispensaries will continue to
pay the express charges on all mail
order shipments.

“When druggists 'purchase liquors
in case lots, containing six-ounce
bottles, discount will continue at 10
per cent, but otherwise on account
of reduction in prices discount will be
5 per cent instead of 10 per cent, ex-
cept in the case of alcohol, in which,
as formerly, no discount will be al-
lowed.

A. Wilson, Scotch F:rward,

Is Center of Soccer Interest

He Performed Hat Trick in Christmas Day Game—High Transfer
Price Makes Him Marked Man in Soccer World,

So far this season Andy Wilson,
the famous Scottish center forward,
is the most talked-of soccer football
player in Great Britain. Christmas
Day he performed the hat trick.

This is due principally to what is
considered the enormous sum of be-
tween £5,000 and £6,000 which the
Chelsea Football Club of London has
just paid the Middlesboro Club for
his transfer. Chelsea finally induced
Middlesboro to part with Wilson for
making a high monetary offer in the
belief that with him in the line-up
Chelsea would be able to make a
better showing in the league race.

Upon joining Chelsea Wilson scored
the first goal which that team had
garnered away from home for seven
weeks, the goal being scored at Pres-
ton. Born at Newmains, Ayrshire,
in the Diamond Jubilee year, Wilson
is in the very prime of manhood, As
a boy he pladyed with Newton Ath-
letic, Cambuslang Athletic, Airdrie
Thistle and Cambuslang Rangers. As
a junior he gained various honors,
and the seduel to his playing in a
minor representative match was that
he was signed by Middlesboro in
March, 1914, It was Jan. 2, 1915
when 17 years of age, that he made
his debut against West Bromwich in
a league match.

In August, 1915, Wilson joined the
Highland Light Infantry and went to
France in that battalion of the Royal
Scots which included the Hearts of
Midlothian team of 1914. In 1918 he
was so severely wounded In the left
hand that his active service ceased
and he went to Edinburgh. That
left hand has ever since been a cause

of trouble, and he has played in all
the great matches with it in ban-
dages.

During the season of 1918-19 he
was able to help the Heart of Mid-
iothian, and scored thirty goals in
twenty-seven matches. He set the
heather on fire, but when organized
league football in England was re-
sumed Middlesboro claimed its play-
er, Wilson could not be induced to
return, and as the Hearts could not
play him owing to the mutual ac-
knowledgment of league registrations
on the east side of the border, he
went to Dunfermline Athletic for
1919-20 and 1920-21. There he got
goals by the dozen, as he did in the
third' Lanark tour of Canada and
America.

At last Wilson retraced his steps
and entered the doors of Middlesboro.
In 1921-22 he obtained thirty-one
goals for the Tecs team in thirty-
five matches, notwithstanding that he
had an enforced rest. In the league
competition Wilson has played
eighty-six matches for Middlesboro
and scored fifty-five goals.

Since the victory international fix-
tures began in March, 1919, Wilson
bas appeared in every team selected
to represent Scotland. His only fail-
ures to score were, curiously enough,
both against Wales, at Cardiff in
February, 1920, and at Wrexham on
the s=nowclad meadows two years
mter. In fourteen matches of inter-
national standing he has shot seven-
teen goals—six against England and
seven against Ireland, but only four
against Wales.

Fascinating Account

THE TEST OF A STAR
TEAM

By HANS WAGNER.
Having been asked to give an opin-
ion as to what department of base-
ball comes nearer showing the dif-
ference between a star ball club and
an ordinary one, my answer is: The
running and stealing of bases. .
There 18 quite a difference between
running bases and stealing bases. It
is a different art. Among ball play-
ers to run the hases means to get
every possible advantage out of a
hit. To steal bases means to get
every possible advantage on the base
paths without a hit.

I notice that fans and even expert
writers often make the mistake of
referring to a player as a great base
runner when they really mean a great
base stealer. There are many mar-
velous base runnérs who rarely ever
steal a base. On the other hand there
are some men who seem to have a gift
for stealing bases, but who often fall
down in running out their hits.

To my mind the art of base steal-
ing has declined a whole lot in the
last few years, due mostly to the
lively ball. Managers, figuring the
percentage of -chances, seem to have
decided that there is less chance in
trying for a steal than in waliting for
the batter to get a hit. With a lively
ball he has more chances of knocking
a grounder through the infleld than
formerly. That makes the hit and
run the outstanding play because it
gives the runner a double chance. If
the batter fails to hit, the runner may
have the base stolen anyway. If the
ball is hit through the infield the
runner takes an extra base. That is
why most smart managers use it
ahead of all other plays.

The odaest and most amusing—to
the spectators—base running stunt I
ever saw happened with the Pirates
In a game in Chicago. It was not
funny to me.

It was the beginning of the ninth
inning and the Cubs had us four to
three. Suddenly there came a break.
The first man got on. Then came a
couple of lucky breaks in the infield
and we got the bases full with none
out. I was next at bat. This looked
like a cinch. A hit, a fly ball—any-
thing—would score one run and tie
the score. A hit or two would break
up the game.

They Fall Without a Blow.

I never felt surer of winning a ball
game in my life. As I stood there I
would have bet a thousand to one
that we would win.

Kling was catching—and, by the
way, there was a great catcher. The
whole Chicago infield suddenly went
into a conference. Kling ran out to
the pitcher, and after a lot of nodding
of heads he came back behind the
bat. Taylor was pitching.

I crowded up to the plate but the
pitch was far out to one side. They
had decided on wasting one.

In a flash Kling, who had figured
the situation out right, whipped the
ball down to second, and the runner,
who had taken a big lead, was caught
flat-footed. Seeing he couldn’t get
back to second the runner started for
third. At the same moment the run-
ner on third started for home.

The Cubs then switched the play
and caught the third-base runner in
a chase betweep third and home. He
finally slid back to third safely and
the play shifted again, the second-
base runner between caught going
back to second again. This kept up
for fully five minutes. Again the
man was caught off third. By this
time every man on both clubs, in-
cluding substitutes, was out on the
lines telling the runners what to do.
The spectators were also shouting
advice. I was simply standing there
with the bat in my hand.

They ran those players up and
down the lines for fully ten minutes
with everybody confused, the whole
game in a jam.

Finally they nailed the man at the
plate, when Kling turned and again
caught the runner between third and
second. After a long chase they ran
him down. Just as he slid into second
to be touched out, the Cubs looked
up and there was the other runner
tearing down from first to secend.
In time they got him.

All this time the crowd didn’t know
what was going on. Neither did we,
for that matter. AN was confusion.
Finally Umpire O'Day walked up to
the plate.

“They're all out!” he yelled, wav-
ing his arms to include the whole
diamond.
Then for the first time we realized
that three men were out.
In other words, I walked up to the
bat with the bases full and none out.
On one pitched ball the entire side
was put out and I was left standing
there: Not a ball had been hit.
I don’t believe such a play was ever
duplicated in all baseball.
You can well imagine how we sat
and looked at each other as we rode
back to the hotel. \

Get the Lead in Stealing.
The art of base stealing and base
running does not necessarily rely on
speed. The main thing in Stealing a
base is to get the lead. Without a
lead a runner is merely wasting his
time, no matter-how fast he is. The
important thing is to study the

Drucke had great luck in beat-
ing our club in the old days notwith-
standing this weakness. It took Mc-
Graw a long time to discover how we
knew when to take a lead, but he
finally got it. Then he made Drucke
change his habits. That is an illus-
tration of how close a young pitcher
has to be watched.

Fans often think a pitcher is won-
derful, but they do not know of these
little faults. Until they are cor-
rected the pitcher is not properly sea-
soned for fine work. :

After a runner thinks he has out-
gsuessed the pitcher he gets his leaq
and starts. Mind you, a base runner
kpows the pitcher is also studying
him to see what move he makes for
a bluff or a real start. Therefore, the
runner must watch himself as well au
the pitcher. He must Stand exactly
the same when he intends to bluft or
to start. His move is to baseball what
a good poker player's face is to poker.
He must never tip his mitt.

Once a man starts he must go
through. That thing of trying to get
back to the base, if caught, is foolish.
There is more chance of going through
with it. No man can be a good hase
runner without a good hook slide.
and he must be able to slide either
to the right or to the left. The di-
rection in which to slide can nearly
always be determined by the motion
of the infielder who starts to cover the

bag. -
Go Through With It.

Let me advise a young ball player:
If you start a slide go right on
through with it whether you are
caught or not. If you attempt to
check your slide you are likely to
break a leg. Don’t forget that the
pitcher is as worried as you are. The
main idea is to make him do the
worrying.

Ty Cobb has the right theory in
base running. He always took the
chances and tested the other fellow's
nerve instead of letting the opposition
test him. There is a lot'in that.
Make them do the worrying. That
is true in any business. Instead of
letting the other man keep you wor-
ried as to what he is going to do you
should take the offensive and make
the defence worry as to what you are
going to do. :

Cobb, for instance, was never wor-
ried abolit being cut by the base-
man’s spikes. But they were always
worried about being cut by his. There
is just as much danger one way as
the other, but his'aggressive and de-
termined manner made them feel on
the defensive always. I don’t believe
that Cobb or any bther good base
runner ever deliberately cut into a
baseman. No bgll player .wants to
hurt another. The good ones, though,
always want to win.

The Plays That Take Baseball Genius.

I am often undecided as to which
is more interesting in baseball—the
studying of opposing pitchers and
inflelders so as to steal a base or
their perfecting of a defence to pre-
vent base stealing.

Skill in offsetting the fast base
running of an opposing team marks
the difference between a really great
infielder and just a plain one who
ga?l pick up grounders and throw the

all.

I wrote some time back that no
pennant was ever won with an inex-
perienced shortstop or second base-
man. It simply ean’t be dohe. To
work perfectly around the bag each
of those men must be a skilled me-
chanic, so drilled in the tricks of his
trade that they become second nature.

Fans en ask me how it is that
an infielder can make a great stop
and throw to the ‘right base without
having any time whatever to study
out the situation. Now, some players
do that by instinct, but not many.
Most of them do it my preparing their
plans in advance.

Every good infielder or outfielder
on a team figures that the ball will
be hit to him. He sees the situation
on the bases and decides just where
he will throw the ball in case he does
get it. Therefore, he doesn’t have to
figure. He gets the ball and whips
it to the spot already decided on in
advance.

If the bases are full, with none on
one out, for instance, every infielder
knows that he must throw the ball to
the plate. He doesn’t have to hesi-
tate. If there is a man on first base
and a grounder is hit to the infleld
the inflelder knows that he must get
the ball to second for a double’ play
or a force-out. To prepare for this
the second baseman indicates to the
shortstop - or the other way around.
which is to cover\ the bag. If xe
batter hits left-handed there {s usual-
ly no need to give a signal. The1
shortstop will cover, unless, by
chance, he gets the ball.

To over-
come this we doped out a scheme
in the old days where the third base-
man would go in for the bunt and
the shortstop would cover, provided,
of course, he ball was bunted'toward
third, as it should be.

The best man I ever saw on that
play was T®mmy Leach, third base-
man of the old Pirates. Jimmy Col-
lins was also great at it.

A Play For Nerve and Accuracy.

The play at first base is broken up
by the first baseman coming in and
the second baseman covering. That
is not nearly so difficult, though it
may seem like the sgme play. The
second baseman is accustomed
covering first base more than the
shortstop is third. Besides, one of
them must be ready to cover second,
it necessary.

Hal Chase, 1 believe, was the orig-
inator of the play where the first
baseman gets a bunt and throws to
third when there is a runner on
second. That takes great speed. I
have <seen other players do it,
though.

‘While on the subject of hard plays
to make, don"t forget that of making
shoe-string catches on liners hit to
the outfleld. To do that a player
myst have great nerve and also ac-
cufacy. If the ball gets by him it
may go for three bases or a home
run. Ofter it is better to play it safe
and take the ball on the bounce. The
greatest men on making those low

hoe-string catches I ever saw were

my Slagle, Jimmy Sheckard and
Dummy Hoy.

Another standing problem for in-
filelds is stopping the double steal
with runners on first and third bases.
The best men I ever saw at that were
Pitchers Christy Mathewson and Joe
MecGinnity. There are several defen-
sive plays but they had the best.
Their scheme was for the catcher to
throw a foot over their_head, and
throw hard, as if the ball was going
all the way to second. The catcher
can’t be timid about it. If he does
the base runners will get on. Now,
just as the ball goes over the pitcher’s
head he intercepts it. Immediately
he turns toward second base. As he
makes a right turn the pitcher gets a
view of third base. If the runner
has started off third the pitcher tosses
the ball to that base and catches him
flat-footed. If the man on third holds
the bag the pitcher goes right on
through with his turn and nails the
man going to second. Then if the man
on third takes a late start for home
the second baseman or shortstop has
plenty of time to get him at the plate,
the play having feld him up.

To make that play requires the
quickest kind of thinking and action.
Also the pitcher must have a sure
g;{{ of hands and never drop the

Of course, it would be impossible
for a left-handed pitcher to make this
play with the same ease. It is an
awkward turn for him. b

‘When the bases are full and there
are not two out every man on the
infield knows exactly what to do in
advance. He throws, to the plate.
The catcher then throws to first and
makes a double play. That is . a
copper-plate play. No other plan is
ever used. As the catcher does not
have to touch the runner there dis
plenty of time. -y

SALES TAX CHANGES
SCORED BY LONDONERS

Concluded from page one.

inconvenience and expense to many
business houses. .
Submits Proposal.

Hamilton Bingle of George White
& Sons, an expert on taxation, be-
lieves the solution to the tax problem
as it affects manufacturers is in the
levying of a turnover tax. The fol-
lowing statement submitted by him
to The Advertiser outlines the pro-
posal:

“It is quite in order to make a
comparison of the manner in which
the new sales tax act, going into ef-
fect Jan. 1, is being received, and
the way the original tax act was re-
ceived in 1919,

“At that time there was a uni-
versal feeling abroad that taxes had
to be levied on industry, and the
manufacturers, wholesalers, retailers,
and even the consuming public of
Canada, were a unit in advocating
the placing of a limited tax on sales,
for the purpose of raising revenue to
pay war costs. The people of Can-
ada then practically taxed them-
selves, and in the administration of
the act, the government of the day
enjoyed the complete good-will of
practically every industry affected.

“Since the prinicple of reducing
the number of taxpayers has been
brought forward, there is endless
complaint that the burdens of taxa-
tion are falling on a few rather than
on the many. Those who do not have
to bother about collecting taxes are
arguing for this, and others on whom
the responsibility for returning the
money to the treasury falls, are call-
ing for this and that relief, until the
whole of the sales taxation scheme,
through lack of co-operation, is in
serious risk of becoming a failure.

“The best-informed experts, con-
sidering a tax on sales today are
unanimous in the opinion that only
a very limited amount of revenue
can be raised by this method. Rais-
ing the rates of sales tax from time
to time, and beyond a certain point,
only precipitates the destruction of
the whole structure.

The greatest objection to the pro-
posed act is the burden that will be
placed on the consuming public with-
out a corresponding return to the
national treasury. For instance:
in order to pass the tax on to the
buyer of his goods, the manufacturer
or producer must add 6 per cent at
least to the price of his product. In
very few cases indeed can this be
done. Where discounts are used, the
addition undoubtedly in the great
majority of cases will be 10 per cent
and also there is the cost of account-
ing, and returns, refunds, ‘claims,
furnishing invoices, certificates, etc.,
for rebates, which is all costly, and
will call for an additional increase in
price if the manufacturer is goirg to
be able to stand the strain of the
collection of the tax.

Cost of Financing.

“It is almost safe to say that the
increase in the cost of taxable com-
modities to the consuming public of
Canda will represent something like
10 per cent whereas the terasury
will only receive 6 per cent, less the
departmental cost of collection which
if it ran to 1 per cent would, only
leave a return of 5 per cent to go to-
wards the reduction of the war debt.

“The cost of financing is not one
to be overlooked, and it is a very
grave question whether many manu-
facturers will not find themselves un-
able to fird the ready money to pay
the government large sums of money
before they have a return from their
sales. It was different when the tax
was small, and spread over many
taxpayers, but with the rate in-
creased and fewer making returns,
this question looms large and there
iS a certain risk that the Sales Tax
Act, as a revenue producer, may run
into stormy weather.

“The logical solution seems to be
the inauguration of a ‘“turn over tax.”
Tax all sales over say $50,000 an-
nually; make the rate as low as pos-
sible, say 1 per cent or 1% per cent,
but in any case not to exceed 2 per
cent. Extend the ramifications of
the sales tax to reach every possible
system of sales transactions and
have the tax paid on total sales,
monthly. Change the system so the
tax will be collected by the income
tax department, who in any event
get a return of the total sales of al-
most every one in’ business once a
year. This will have the effect of
lowering the cost of collection, sim-
plifying the accounting and rd-
ing, and will have the great advan-
tage that many sellers will absorb
the tax, and as the same would in
that case come out of profits, the
increase in price to the ultimate con-

COPYRIGHT LAW
INU. 3. CHANGED

Gives Protection To Only
Literary Works Printed
in States.

Ottawa, Dec. 26.—A change which
will affect Canadian authors wishing
to copyright works in the United
States was announced tonight by
Hon. T. A. Low, minister of trade
and commerce. In his statement
the minister says:

“From January 1, 1924, while the
Canadian author is eligible to obtain
full copyright protection for his work
in the United States, it will be neces-
sary for him to comply with the re-
quirements of the United States
copyright act, such as typesetting,
printing and'binding within the terri-
tory of the United States of a book
or periodical in the English language,
also registration of any work at
Washington and printing on the work
the prescribed notice of copyright.”

Albert Canfield Taken Into
Custody — Impersonated
Missing Man.

Welland, Dec. 26.—A sequel to the
finding of the charred body of a man,
supposed to be Albert J. Morningstar,
in the burned ruins of his cottage
near Welland on Christmas morning,
was the arrest at Dunnville this af-
ternocn of Albert Camfield, aged 27,
who is now in the cells here awaiting
arraignment on Thursday morning
on a nominal charge of stealing an
automobile. Camfield applied at a
bank today for money under the
name of Albert Morningstar, and his

arrest quickly followed.

Albert Morningstar was a wealthy
retired farmer, aged 54 years. The
fire in his cottage on Tuesday morn-
ing was discovered by neighbors,
who, when they arrived upon the
scene, found the building all but com-
pletely burned to the ground, and the
almost completely incinerated body
of the sole occupant was pulled out
of the ashes,

This afternoon the dead man’s
brother,» Jess G. Morningstar, a
former warden of Welland County,
came into one of the Welland banks,
and in the course of conversation
apprized the accountant of the death
of his brother.

Before the former warden had left
the bank a ‘elephone message came
from the Bank of Commerce at
Dunnville, that Albert J. Morningstar
had just proffered an Imperial Bank
book showing a credit balance of
some $10,000 with the request that
he be advanced $1,500 thereon to com-
plete the purchase of an automobile.
The Dunnville bank manager, upon
being informed of the situation, held
the man in conversation and notified
Provincial Officer Lawrence of that
place. The man claimed {o be Morn-
ingstar, alleging that it was the lat-
ter's farmhand who had met death in
the fire. Constable Lawrence held
him in custody, pending the arrival
of the Welland officer, who brought
him back to this city, where he was
subjected tm a long examination,
which involved the accused in a maze
of contradictions.

The man under arrest is known lo-
cally, having been employed during
the summer on a farm not far from
the home of Morningstar.

An inquest will be opened by
Coroner Dr. S. N. Davis tomorrow
morning.

LITTLE PROGRESS
IN CHURGH UNION

Situation Between Anglicans
and Roman Catholics Still
the Same.

Associated Press Despatch,

London, Dec. 26.—The question of
the reunion of the churches, espe-
cially the Anglican and Roman Cath-
olic which was advocated in resolu-
tions at the famous Lambeth con-
ference in 1916 has made only the
smallest headway, according to a
Christmas letter which the Archbishop
of Canterbury has issued from Lam-
beth palace to the dignitaries of the
Anglican communion.

Reviewing all that has happened
since that conference, the archbishop
disclosed that three private confer-
ences have since been held, at Ma-
lines, initiated by Cardinal Mercier
and some few Anglicans, with the ob-
ject of discussing “the outstanding
and familiar barriers between the
Church of England and the Church of
Rome.”

The third of these essentially pri-
vate and unofficial confégxences was
held only a few weeks ago, and the
archbishop says that althoagh he
himself accepts personal responsibil-
ity he does not desire to involve
others in that responsibility. He ex-
plains that the conferences cannot
properly be described as negotiations
since the Anglicans particirating
were in no sense delegates of the
whole church.
