WHEREAS an ‘Associaton hath existed for several years past in Preamble.
the City of Toronto, in this Province, under the name »f the Toronto
Lying-in-Hospital, where poorand destitute women of all denominations
have been and are received aLd taken care of at & critical period: And
5 whereas the said Association have recently been enabled, by means of
an appropriation made by the residuary Devisees of the late Alexander
Burnside, Esq., to purchase a valuable lot of ground in the said City of
Toronto, and to erect suitable and substantial buildings thercon for the
purposes aforesaid, and the Managers of the said \ssociation have, by
10 their petition, prayed that with the view of giving greater stability to,
and extendingthe usefulness of thesaid Association, they and their suc-
cessors may be incorporated under the name of the * Burnside Lying-
in-Hospital,” in conformity with the provisions hereinafter contained,
and it is expedicnt to grant their prayer : Therefore Her Majesty, by
15 and with the adviee and consent of the Legislative Council and Assem-
bly of Canada, enacts as follows:
