An Act to amend the Laws respecting the Militia.

'\ HEREAS it is cxpedient to amend the Act rospecting the preamble.
Militia, 27 Victorin, chapter 2, and to provide for the pro-
tection of widows; who in the event of the strict. enforcement of the
provisions of the said Act, relating to the enrolment of the Service
5 Militia, might he. exposed to extreme hardship by being utterly de-
grivcd of their only source of protection and support ; Therefore, Her
Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council.

L. The third scction of the Act respecting the Militia, twenty-seven Proviso ad-

present, and shall then be transmitted by the Mayor to.the Sheriff or-
