An Act to amend an Act, of the Fifty-eighth Year
of His late Majesty, for more effectually disco-
vering the Longitude at Sea, and encouraging
Attempts to find a Northern Passage between the
Atlantic and Pacific Oceans, and to approach the
Northern Pole. «23d Febriary i 21.]

W H EREAS by an Act passed in the Fifty-eighth Year of His

late Majesty, intituled An Acf for more efectually dis- 58G.3.c.20.
covering uthe Longitude at Sea, and encouraging Attempts to

flnd a Northern Passage between the Atlantic and Paciic Oceans, and
to apprach hie Northern Pole, it was enacted, tliat if any Ship or
Ships Vessel or Vessels, belonging to any of His Majesty's Subjects,
or to His Maijesty, shall first find out and sail through any Passage
by Sea beltween the Alantic and Pacific Oceans, in any Direction or
Parallel of the Northern Heinsphere, the Owner or Owners of such
Ship or Ships, Vessel or Vessels, if belonging to any of His Majesty's
Subjectq, or the Commander or Cominanders, Officers, Seamen, and
Marine- of such Ships or Vessels, if belonging to His Majesty, so
first finding out and sailing through such Passage, shal receive a
Reward for such Discovery of Twenty thousand Pounds: And
whereas it was further enacted, that if any Ship or Ships, Vessel or

Vessels, should approach within One Degree of the Northern Pole, the
Owner of such Ship or Vessel, Ships or Vessels, if belonging to any of
His Majesty's Subjects, or the Commander or Commanders, Officers,
Seamen, and Marines of any Ship or Ships, Vessel or Vessels, if be-
longing to His Majesty, so first approaching within OneDegree of the
NorthernPole, should be entitled to receive a Reward of Five thousand
