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CONFERENCE MISSIONARY 
MEETING.

The aunivcreaiy meeting of the Home 
aud Foreign Missionary Societies of the 
Coufereuce of Eastern British America, 
was held in the Wesleyan church, Freder­
icton, on Thursday evening, June 26, 1873.

The chair was occupied by the President 
of the Coufereuce, who commenced the 
proceedings hy anuouncing Ihe hymn, alter 
which prayer was offered by the Co-Dele­
gate.

The President said :—
Christian Friends,—It is quite unneces­

sary that 1 should present you with au ad­
dress on missious. My brethren will lake 
that in hand. I may remark however, 
that Wesleyan Methodism is missionary in 
character. We remember that when our 
Master was questioned by his disciples he 
said, “ It is not for you to know the limes 
or Ihe seasons which the Father hath put 
iu his own power, but ye shall receive 
power after that the Holy Ghost is come 
upou you, and ye shall he witnesses unto 
me both iu Jerusalem and iu all Judea aud , 
iu .Samaria and unto the uttermost part of! 
the earth." This, my beloved frieuds, is 
the character of the missions of the Metho­
dist Church of Eastern British America. 
Lnitiug the two interests we present them 
before you to-uight. You will hear of the 
missions “ rouud about ” our “ Jerusalem," 
from the Secretary of Ihe Home Mission 
Society ; end of those in “ the regions bc- 
youd ” from the Foreign Missionary Secre­
tary.

The Rev. Mr. Rogers read a few extracts 
from the Report of the Foreign Missionary 
Society, from which it appeared that the 
year’s receipts were $12,203.43, shewing a 
net decrease of $310.82.

Rev. S. F. Huestis submitted the Report 
of the Home Mission Society. The receipts 
for the year were $10,703.71, or an in­
crease from circuits over last year of $1,- 
681.28. The expenditure was $6307.24, 
leaving a balance in baud for appropriation 
the ensuing year of $4346.47. A list ol 
persons who had contributed $20 aud up­
wards was read, which showed that HI had 
contributed $20 each ; 1, $40 ; 1, $42 ; 3, 
$.'>0; 6, $100, snd 1, $200. Forty-live 
Home missions were sustained by this So­
ciety last year. Thirty-one ol these were 
previously occupied. Three were parts of 
old circuits, and eleven almost entirely new 
fields of labor.

The first topic, which was spoken to by 
the Rev. John Read, was—

“The succès» of the Missionary enterprise, 
a cause ol gratitude for the past aud ol hope 
lor the luture."

Mr. Read said the first idea was that of 
review, aud us the past year passed before 
us, it seemed to soy, “ Room lor the dead." 
Many uuines came up belbre us—unities of 
such men as Elijah Houle aud Thus. Jack- 
son-—names closely identified with the 
struggles of Methodist missious. Nantes 
only surpassed by that of the devoted and 
earnest advocate of our Society in Africa, 
the sainted Willium Shaw. Then there 
were memories called up of such lay repre­
sentatives ol pur cause as John Chubb and 
Willium Ferblcy—men whose liberality 
was us natural as the pulsations of the 
heart. 'These, iu some sense, were sad 
memories—sad on earth’s side, hut O how 
joyous and reïulgeut ou Heaven’s side ! Let 
us seek hallowed lire at the same altar ; at 
the same fountain draw the water of life, 
and be animated by the same Spirit which 
dignified them among their fellow men, aud 
raised them to such honors. Aud as we 
pass by theiriscpulehres we may confidently 
expect that they shall he iollowed hy others 
of kindred spirit.

Success w&s another idea. The states­
man who can at times of disaster stand up 
and show that there is a bright path which 
may lead on to triumph, is to be honoured. 
Une of Ihe greatest triumphs of Demosthe­
nes was in transforming the defeat of Che- 
ronea inlo a j victory, as he pronounced his 
eulogitim over the slain heroes, yet declared 
that the glory of Athens demuuded that 
their spirit should auimule aud urge to 
greater deeds. It was not our work to 
speak of disaster ou that oecasiou.

That nation whose industries were being 
pushed into all her colonies, and was en­
larging her commerce aud skill, could -tit* 
he decaying at home, but was strong at 
heart us she sent forth that life current 
which advanced her interests wherever her 
flag floated ; and although many might look 
upon the legislation as detective which stu­
died the interests of all her dependencies, 
yet to ihe more thoughtful aud vigorous, 
these would appear the soundest principles 
of government. Aud as God was blessing 
our church iu dispensing His Gospel iu 
Asia, Alrica and Italy, there need he no 
fear of the centre. The enlarged views ol 
the present day were in contrast to the 
mercenary spirit of the past. How sub­
lime irom our present stand-point the re­
view of the past ! The men who had hewn 
down, the primeval lores!, chased the wild 
bird front her uest, and covered the mea­
dow with sweet pasture and the lull sides 
with corn, were honored aud tlieir names 
went down in sweetest song. Those who 
joined hands iu educating Ihe masses, who 
took up the rude jewel Iront natures mine 
aud ground it till it flashed reflecting the 
visage of God—that people demanded the 
homage, not only of present, hut of all suc­
ceeding ages. But what should we say of 
those who had not only brightened the in­
tellect but polished the spirit-gem till it was 
fit to he set in the Mediator’s crown who 
poured out his s<iul uulo death—working 
aud wailing till earth’s populations should 
come lo the foot of the cross saying, “ We 
seek the Desire of nations,” “ No Sover­
eign to us hut Him who suffered for us," 
aud the whole earth should llius through 
the labors of Christiau missionaries he pre­
sented to God as the consummation ol the 
Redeemer’s death aud resurrection !

This w as the work which the Missionary 
Society sought to accomplish. The success 
before us was only a small item of what 
was to come, when man instead of being a

wandering hark npon whose pathway shone 
all stars except the guiding one," should 
have the clear and luminous beams ol the 
ISun of Righteousness leading him safely to 
the haven of rest. We had enemies with 
w hom in the name of the Lord we must do 
bat lie—

“ Tiuili forever on the sceltohl,
Wrong forever on the throne,

But the scaffold sways the luture,
And behind the dim unknown,

Staraleth God, behind the shadow,
Keeping watch upon his own."

The second topic was spoken to hy the 
Hon- J. J. Rogerson, of St. John’s New­
foundland who said :

This meeting to be a good one, requir­
ed the life giving power of God’s Spirit. 
We had come up to effect a great object, to 
put forth effort to spread scriptuial holi­
ness throughout the bounds of this C’oufer- 
etjre. He blessed God lor his blessing iu 
Newfoundland, on almost every part ol the 
Island Ihe outpouring ol the Spirit had 
been enjoyed, iu cousequeuce of which the' 
prejudices of many had been conquered. 
Those who ouce trifled aud mocked, had 
experienced a cliauge which they would 
never lorget. Many hail goue forth upou 
their summer calling and were preaching 
ihe Gospel to llieir fellows upon Ihe sea. 
He had come up to make appeals lor preach- 
eis. The people iu his country were hung­
ering aud thirsling for the servants ol God 
lo be placed among them. He would re­
fer to one or two circumstances to sh6w the 
changes which were taking place. They 
had many Church of Euglaud Miuisiers 
who were doing a good work. He only 
wished they had more. But they needed 
men lo pluck their fellow-men Iront hell 
aud take them to Heaven. At one place 
where a short time ago they had uo ser­
vices, now thousands were praising God 
Holy shouts of joy could be heard. We 
wauled more of the old Methodist ring iu 
our services. We wanted these Troviuces 
for Christ and God. Some with them 
were laying aside the prayer-hook, aud 
taking up the old Bible.

They wanted in Newfoundland ten or 
twelve men to go noitbward and westward. 
How many prayers were now going up duwu 
there that they might be sent. It one of the 
wealthy men of this Church was laid upon 
a bed of sickness in one of the cabins of those 
fisherman, what would be not give for the 
presence of a minister ol Christ ? A young lad 
was sent two years ago as a colporieur and 
with what joy was he received ; He came up 
lo the head of the Bay to an Indian encamp­
ment and went into the wigwams of the 
Indians to sing to them and pray. These 
Indians were under the influence of popery. 
They felt the influence of his prayers. Some 
time alter the chief was taken sick and be 
sent a long distance lor one of our ministers 
to come and pray lor him. O the power of 
prayer ! It was seen iu the liheralily this 
year iu regard to some of the Conference 
Funds. God would bless Ihose who work­
ed for Him. He would bless them in their 
homes aud in their consciences. 11 we 
trusted iu God, difficulties will roll away. 
He was glad to meet representatives at this 
Coufereuce from Nova Scotia aud l'rincc 
Edward Island, lie would go hack aud 
tell Ihe people of Newfoundland the sympa­
thy felt lor them at this Uouterence, and 
pray lor their brethren up here They had 
many good praying women among them. 
There was a circuit thirty years ago at 
Green Bay. Father Marshall went round 
that Bay aud was received with the great­
est affection—they gave him a warm wel­
come. He planted our cause at Twillingate. 
It was much opposed hy a wealthy mer 
chaut who was an enemy to Methodism. 
He resolved to kill the cause at the outset. 
Utie of the fishermen resolved to help it, 
aud gave a piece of ground aud they begnu 
to build a house of prayer. The merchant 
began to look over his papers to ascertain 
if he had not a mortgage agaiust the pro­
perty, and at length he found he had, and 
decided when the house was built to lake 
possession of it. He resolved, however, to 
uulold his scheme lo a neighbor—the 
Devil’s agent liked companions. The two 
ineu thought they would drink over the mat­
ter first. The wile of the mau whom the 
merchant came to consult ou seeing him ap­
proach the house had hid herself iu the pan 
try. To this her husbaud was proceeding 
.or the decanter, when looking out of the 
window he saw the mail boat coming in 
aud the two leaving the grog, started lor 
the wharf. The woman came forth, went 
at ouce to the miuisier and informed him 
of the plan of the merchant as overheard 
hy her, whereupon the minister had the 
house built elsewhere, and that house was 
the birth place of many souls. He doubted 
not there were rnauy good sisters in Fred­
ericton who exerted themselves lor the 
cause of God. The church and parsonage 
and surrouudings led him to that conclusion. 
He wished them success. He hoped the 
children would take interest in the Church 
aud grow up not to be ashamed of the 
Church of their lathers. He was afraid he 
was exhausting their patience, bul he would 
speak u word about St. l’eter’s. This 
island was in the possession ol the French. 
The fishermen from Newfoundland go iu 
ibousauds to prosecute the fisheries, aud 
mauy came from Nova Scotia with provis­
ions. They had uo Sabbath there. Now 
lie was anxious that we should raise our 
protest against the wickedness of that 
islaud, aud do something to save our coun­
trymen who go there. We ought to have 
au ageut of our Society there to care for 
our countrymen. Newfoundland was in­
strumental iu sending Methodism to New 
Jersey, and why should we not seek to 
share iu the glory of bringing souls to 
Christ from the French population of St. 
Veter's.

The next speaker was the Uev. G. S. 
Milligan, M. A., of St John’s, Newfound­
land, who said :—

Mr. President,—The flying minutes com­
pel me to waive the congratulations which, 
as a brother, 1 would like to present to you, 
filling as you now do, so honorable a posi­
tion as Vresident of the Conference ; and 
ladies aud gentlemen from expressing to 
you my gratification at being again present 
at a Missionary meeting in Fredericton, 
among those with whom iu my youth 1 
was so pleasantly identified for two years 
and upwards.

l'resbytcriauism, that system, which 1 like 
lor mauy reasons aud to which 1 owe so 
much, lias had its operations till very lately 
couilued to three Churches, hut lias just seul 
out oue missionary to be followed shortly 
hy another. Congregationalism, which till 
recently was represeuted hy oue minister, 
lias lately had an accession of two more ; 
aud the leading and energetic one of Ihe 
three is now iu Euglaud pleading for men 
and meifas. 1 am uo bigot sir, hut would 
rejoice iHu both llieir agents were increas­
ed manilold iu our islaud where Popery is 
rampaut with its invariably withering in­
fluences, aud where there is so much High 
Cburchism, lor which 1 cau scarcely tiud 
words sufficient to coudeiuu, though pitying 
its advocates aud loviug aud prayiug for 
them us citizens, while they talk about us 
as a persuasion or sect, or as Dissenters 
who hold conventicles iu our meeting- houses 
ou Sundays. 1 will slill he excused for 
saying that 1 have a special esteem aud ad' 
miraliou of Methodism while respecting all 
olber evangelistic efforts, because of the 
special adaptation of its, doctrines, usages 
aud polity to Newfoundland. It proclaims 
that God is without respect of persona, aud 
teaches a common brotherhood between 
the most illustrious personage here aud 
the poor tishermau iu his hut down yon­
der ; its hvmuolgy is eminently adapted to 
theemolioual Newfoundlander, aud cheers 
him while proseculing his perilous voyages 
or exposed daily in his ordinary pursuils— 
its experimental rcligiou is just suited lo 
those sous of the ocean as it leads them to 
believe aud feel that to he thrown suddenly 
into the deep is hut to fall iuto their Father’s 
baud ; its social meaus are just what are 
needed aud desired hy a specially social peo­
ple—aud its iuteusely missionary character 
is just what is wanted to go up aud possess 
the laud.

You will hear with me for pressing upou 
you the claims ol Newfoundland, wlieu 1 
tell you it is the birth place ol Jabez Rogers, 
Howard Sprague, Joseph G. Angwiu, aud 
John 1’ike, aud of many more in our schools 
already converted to God, aud being train­
ed to come up as a true succession to fill, it 
ueeds he, some of your principal pulpits ; 
that it is the eccue of the first Wesleyan 
Missiouary triumphs this side the Atlantic, 
sometime before Barbara Hick rebuked the 
card players iu New York—that it appears 
as a coulriDutor to our Foreign Missious 
even before Ireland, aud that its people still 
maintain au ahouudiug liberality for these ; 
aud that even this year, if it be a l'atmos, 
we have had, hy faith, glorious visions in it, 
of angels rejoicing over sinners repentiug 
and lui uing as also of angels joyously cou- 
ducliug others, redeemed by the blood of 
Christ and sauctiftcd by the -Spirit to the 
realms of life aud glory everlasting.

The harvest truly is pleuteous.jjut the 
laborers are lew. In our modesty, we ask 
Wit for eight or ten additional men, but we 
Would rather have our good v oufereuce 
give us a check iu blank duly signed aud en-

Iorsed hy the Horae Missionary Committee, 
ud we will draw on England for twenty 
qr thirty men whom we will plant through­

out the islaud iiudiug them plenty of work 
from morn to even aud from Sunday to 
Saturday. Give us but the right men, 
whose hearts God Imth touched, of push 
aud euergy and Chrwflike spirit for this 
work lor which God hath given us the van­
tage ground by means ol our 30,000 Meth­
odists scattered over the island and rapidly 
increasing, aud who will be accompanied 
by the promised blessing, “ Lo I am with 
you always; ’ aud we will promise you a 
rich harvest in precious souls ; and though 
we eanuot assure you of mauy like U. R.

lime is up, I must reserve this for some 
other occasion and take my seat.

Ills Excellency Governor Wilmot who 
who was requested by the President to 
speak,— Said he thought there was nothing 
wanting so far as the advocacy of missions 
was concerned Newfoundland might want 
more men, New Brunswick wanted more 
loo. He did not love the High Cburchism 
lo which reference had beeu made. We 
had to grapple with her in New Brunswick 
as well as iu other places. It was all around 
us. They talked about apostolic succession. 
That was something which no man could 
prove. He would like lo see the mau who 
could trace the connection. He should 
like to see him after he came forth from 
the mire aud tilth, but would prefer to stand 
on the windward side of him. Still he be­
lieved these high churchmen were sincere, 
so was that poor Faker in lodia. If men 
were tested by their sincerity, the Faker 
could heat all the high churchmen iu exist­
ence, for be made greater sell-sacrifice than 
they. He could not help thinking of the 
old Methodist preachers whom he had 
kuowu in the past who declared the un­
searchable riches of Christ with hearts lull 
of love. Such preaching was enough to 
kill a high churclimaa, but it would kill him 
hy love. Some men nowadays thought 
preaching twice on the Sunday aud once on 
a Wednesday night hard work. Did Jobu 
Wesley tell them so ? Did good old White- 
field tell them this? No! The hearts of 
men were made for the seed and that seed 
—the word ol God—is made lor the soul 
He would urge the youug men to work on 
aud pray on.

He loved all denominations who loved 
our Lord Jesus Christ in sincerity, but 
thought there would be uo such thing as a 
Baptist or a Methodist in heaven. The 
greatest qualification of a minister was love 
lor truth, no matter what a man’s surround­
ings were or how nice he might look did 
he utter the truth ! He thought the young 
men just setting out iu the work of the min­
istry should consider that they had the most 
honorable ollicc mau could have. No 
Diplomatist Irom the Court of Russia or 
Prussia, or eveu Victoria’s Court held half 
so honorable a position. He zecoimnended 
the youug men uot to go into their studies 
to polish their periods, or to memorize 
their sermons—that he thought the worst 
kind of ecclesiastical slavery. Let them 
get the love of souls into their hearts aud 
go out aud preach Christ. If they could 
uot get a horse with four legsdet them get 
one with three, and if uot three—walk.

Methodism was Christianity iu earnest, 
hut what would it be with dead souls all 
around and uo conversions? What could 
we do without the Divine Spirit, lie urged 
the minislers to speak faithfully, and not 
be afraid to tell the people their sins. He 
besought them not to be complimentary— 
thought the people did uot deserve ma­
ny compliments. He hoped they would 
dig on and pray on, they had not struck 
the lowest seatns ol Bible truth yet. From 
all he knew of the world he tjiought there 
was nothing like the life of a Methodist 
preacher. Toiling hard all day aud sleep- 
iug sweetly at night.

“ Sinking into blissful dreams away,
And visions of eternal day."

Such men would not complain if (hey had 
lo preach twice ou Sunday aud ouce on 
Wednesday night. He urged them to go 
forth anew to this great work, and he prayed 
God to bless them.

The collection was made, alter which a 
vote of lhauks to the choir, who had sung 
several pieces during the evening, was 
unanimously passed. The meeting was 
closed by singiug the Doxology, and the 
President pronouncing the Benediction.

THE PASTORAL ADDRESS
OF Tit* CONFERENCE OK THK WESLEYAN METH­

ODIST CHURCHES IN EASTERN RKITISH AMER­
ICA TO THK MEMBERS OF THE CHURCHES 
UNDER ITS CARE.

Dearly Beloved Brethren,—Grace be un­
to you, and peace from God our Father and 
the Lord Jesus Christ. Assembled in our 
Annual Conference, and cherishing an undi- 
minisbed interest in your wellare, we again ad­
dress to you our pastoral counsels.

Ye are ever in our heirts, end we do not 
cesse to prsy for you, snd to desire that ye 
might be filled with the knowledge of God’s 
will, in all wisdom and spiritual understand­
ing, that ye might walk worthily of the Lord 
unto #1 pleasing, being fruitful in every good 
work, and increasing in the knowledge ol 
God.

In the meantime mindful of our constant 
need of Divine guidance in order to the faith­
ful administration of the interests with which 
we «re put in charge of God, we reiterate the 
inspired request, “ Brethren pray lor us that 
the word of the Lord may hsve tree course 
and be glorified.

During the past year three ol our number 
hsve entered into rest. Ol these brethren 
whose names are very fragrant in our memo­
ries, Henry L. Cranford and William H. Ib- 
botson had but recently entered upon their 
ministry. Our Divine Master, whose wisdom 
and whose right are alike unquestionable, call­
ed them to the higher service in heaven. They 
died triumphing over death. The third. Fath­

er Temple, was tn aged Supernumerary, whose 
“ praise was in all the Churches.’’ During a 
long ministry, in which he occupied some ol 
our most important circuits, he showed him­
self “ a workman that needeth not be asham­
ed." Eminently diligent and faithful as a min­
ister of Christ, with an intense love for his 
work which neither age nor disease could de­
stroy; haring long and laboriously “served 
his generation by the will of God," he “ fell 

1 on sleep."
j Meanwhile God “ carries on his work." Two 
young men who have passed creditably through 

! the usual term of probation, were, after the 
necessary examinations received into full con­
nexion tod act apart to the work ol the minis­
try by the imposition ol hands and prayer, 
tod seventeen others who have given evidence 
ot a divine vocation, were received on trial. 
lret so has God in his mercy prospered our 
way, that our numbers are not sufficient to fill 
the place* which earnestly ask to have their 
•piritual necessities met. Our appeal, oft'n 
repeated, is yet eminently timely, “ Pray ye 
tberelore the Lord ol the harvest that he 
would send forth labourers into his harvest."

Wjjl) devout gratitude to the Great Head ef 
the Church, who has accompanied tbs ministra­
tions ot His servants with the power of the 
Divine Spirit, we are enabled to report that 
alter filling the places ot some who have gone 
to other lands, and of those who have been re­
moved to the Church in heaven, there is a clear 
increase in our membership of five hundred and 
aixty-aeven, with more than two thousand on 
trial. Let us take courage. It ,we be faithful 
in labor and pray er God will show unto ue ye1 
greater things than these.

We are glad to be able to record an increase 
in most ol our Connexional fnnds. We trust

Earnest muuijd laymen enhanced the 
interest at the meeting oi our Committee this 
year by their hearty zeal in this enterprise. 
And tbs Divine blessing rest* upon it. The 
land i« opening up to u* on every side. And 
where we have been able to enter theie open­
ings, preciou* fruit* have been gathered.

I .et u* not however forget the claims ol a 
heathen world, or the imperative duty of the 
Christian Church towards those who sit in dark­
ness and in the shadow ol dealb.

The editorship ol the Provincial Wesley­
an end the management of our Book Room 
have been committed to the care of the llev. 
A. W. Nicholson. We hope that these insti­
tution* ol our Church «ball continue to grow in 
favor with you. Uur Conference organ is well 
deserving of a place In every household con­
nected with our congregations.

Again we make an appeal to you on the 
great importance ol Christian education Se­
cure for your children the highest mental train­
ing possible. The right ol each individual to 
such training, the spiritual dangers which es- 
pecially beset ;be ignorant and undisciplined 
mind, the world’s great and growing need lor 
the best efforts ol cultivated men and women 
make this duty a most imperative one. Do not 
leave them untaught weaklings in danger ol 
falling belore the earliest attack of subtle soul- 
destroyers ; do not we beseech you leave them 
so imperfectly trained that they shall become 
the dupes of a “ philosophy lalsely so celled.

Four other miniaters and five laymen, who 
were present at the Conlerence, were vouched 
for as favorable to the union.

The Chiu»iian Guardian, ol June 26, 
contain» the Appointment* ol the Canada Con­
ference. There are 478 charges, 16 of which 
are missionary charges in four Missionary Dis­
trict»—one in Japan, with two miaaiooariea 
The Guardian aaya there ia prospect of union 
with the “ Primitive» "—of course, none with 
the “ Epiacopaia but union with the New 
Connexion in Canada seems likely to take 
place. The Guardian says, “ Both side» 
agreed to accept the terms ol union provided 
that such acceptance obtained the sanction of 
the November quarterly-meetings. We be­
lieve it was all along intended to submit the 
question to the quarterly meetings. As to 
sending a deputation to England, this is only 
what is due in courtesy to the English Connec­
tion. It is quite likely when the Eogliab Con­
ference bears the statements ol the Canadian 
deputation, it will grant a peaceable separa­
tion. But whether it does or not, the article» 
of union between the English and Canadian 
Connection give the latter power to withdraw 
and become independent, whenever this is 
deemed desirable."

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SALUTATORY.

TUe readers of this Journal have already 
received intimation that n change has been 
made in its Kditorial management. Called 
by the Trustees ol Sackville College and 
Academies to a position lor which he is 
eminently qualified, and finding the desig 
nation endorsed by a most unequivocal ex­
pression of Conference, Ur. Pickard has 
once more placed his energy and talents at 
the Church’s disposal for arduous and diffi­
cult work. That the Endowment Fund 
might have the full benefit of his attention, 
it was thought best to leave the Conference 
Office open to a new election. The result 
is known to the public. The ultimate 
issue is in the future, and will depend, under 
Providence, upon the fidelity of the agent 
appointed and the sympathy of his con­
stituents.

The outside world knows but little of 
the responsibility attached to the position 
in which we find ourselves to day. Edi­
torial work is in itself pleasurable to cer­
tain minds, and to one who lor fourteen 
years has contributed to the pages of the 
Provincial Wkslevan, voluntarily and by 
appointment, the opportunity of command­
ing its columns might appear rather envi­
able. Hut behind this position are duties 
of great extent which need business thought 
and much attention. The concerns of 
the Book Room and the entire opera­
tions of the paper, apart from the mere 
mechanical duties of the printing office, 
come under a single supervision. Only the 
most methodical, self-denying toil can over­
take such work as this.

On the other hand, we are met by privi­
leges and obligations which create mingled 
delight and apprehension. The pen which 
writes for teb thousand readers is more 
potent lhau a common sceptre. He is a 
favoured servant who may introduce his 
Master into three thousand families every 
week. To aid Ministers in their toil and 
soothe them in their trials ; to cheer on the 
Christian, and yet be to the sinner a re­
straining and constraining second-consci­
ence, “ Who is sufficient for these 
things? ”

Great popular questions meet us on 
every band. Our momentous pgcposc of 
Methodistic Union, involving incompre­
hensible issues for our Church and Domin­
ion ; Free Education, and the relation of 
our Colleges and Universities to Christians 
and to the State ; the denunciation of vice 
and crime, and the encouragement of vir­
tue and benevolence ; temperance and in­
temperance as they affect our social rela­
tions and the destinies of our race ; fidelity 
to our own doctrines and polity while en­
deavouring to secure such harmony among 
evangelical bodies as shall render them 
mightily aggressive upon the kingdom of 
Satan ; in short, the wide catalogue of 
principles as they force themselves on the 
attention of religious journalists, present 
themselves in our path, and we shall have 
no alternative but to meet and grapple with 
them as best we may.

It will be difficult to preserve the exact 
line between a faithful representation of the 
opinions cherished by the Body which re­
cognizes this as its denominational organ, 
and the judgment a single mind might reach 
when viewing matters in the light of more 
ample information or local circumstances ; 
but we shall endeavor rather to reflect the 
intentions of the Conference than the con­
clusions of an individual. We can accept 
the wisdom of a conscientious multitude 
where a solitary mind would fail to com­
mand our confidence.

Next to the approbation of Him whose 
favour is better lhau life, we shall strive 
for the sympathy of all good men. Look­
ing out upon the broad field of duty and 
responsibility, therefore, we are disposed 
to meet all that is involved in the emphatic 
command which has changed for the time 
the current of our life, in the abiding trust 
that in this instance the voice of the 
Church is the voice of God.

cial towus a Sabbath has been set apart 
for collections on bekalt of the local Hos- 
pituN, and considerable sums have been 
raised.

The at­
tempt Las at length been made and nearly 
1000 congregations united in the movement. 
Many difficulties bad to be overcome, many 
prejudices were found iu the way, and it 
required great skill and perseverance to en­
sure unanimity aud success. For a first 
attempt it has been a great success. The 
sum ol £24,000 will be realized by this col­
lection, aud all the various Churches united 
iu favor of the movement. From Protest­
ant places of worship, from Romish chapels, 
from Jewish Synagogues the offerings have 
flowed in on behalf ot this ministry of love. 
It has been a grand alliance for the per­
formance of a good work, and will prove a 
substantial boon to the noble institutions 
winch are doing so much to relieve human 
suffering, mainly supported by voluntary 
contributions.

The Methodist New Connexion Confer­
ence lias recently been held, aud appears to 
have been a season ot much enjoyment to 
the members, both ministerial and lay, and 
the records of work accomplished show 
much liberality in giving and earnest effort 
on the part of the Connexion. It has a 
small increase of membership for the year, 
and iu many quarters indications of extend­
ing usefulness and aggressive evangelical 
action. No active steps are being taken 
to promote a union between this Body aud 
llie Wesleyan Coulerence, although there 
is growing intimacy, aud a decided increase 
of brotherly feeling.

The Primitive Methodist Conference 
lias had to report a decrease of shout 700 
members. This is greatly to be regretted 
as they have toiled bard during the year, and 
lave substantial proofs of advancement in 
Chapel building and Connexions! extension 
in many ways. The unparalelled prosperity 
of the country, and the large earning» of all 
classes ol woiking men has unhappily led to 
an alarming increase of dissipation and has 
proved decidedly inimical to growth in grace, 
and ingatherings from the world to tho told 
of the Church.

Our own net increase is now found to be 
1720. This is a little below what was at 
fi st reported, and far below tho hopeful 
anticipations based upon reports from Quarter­
ly meetings and special revival intelligence.
It cannot be accepted as satisfactory in view 
of the multiplied agencies wo are now em­
ploying. It is received as an i dication 
of acme degree of vitality and power, and 
an earnest of greater things to be be done for 
us in the fortune.

reh in that field of aiduouz toil, are now be­
fore the public.

There is an increase in the membership 
notwithstanding tho continual drain of emi­
gration. In Chapel building—in providing 
houses for the married preachers—in provid­
ing for the better maintenance of ministers in 
the full work, and careing for the worn-out 
and superannuated, there is decided and mani­
fest improvement

The Connexional College and echoola are 
well attended, and are gradually producing 
beneficial résulta upon the rising ministry, 
and the youth of Irish Methodism.

Four worthy and honored Ministers jtave 
been removed by death ; but the succession 
is maintained by promising Candidates for 
the work, and this year tbe number ia larger 
than usual. There ia much cause for thank­
fulness in the present position of Methodism 
in Ireland, and abundant proof of the neces­
sity for its presence and influence there.

Tbe Shah of Persia has been duly feted 
and honoured during the past fortnight 
Buckingham palace was prepared as bis resi­
dence. The Qaeen received him at Windsor 
Castle. A magnificent banquet at the man­
sion bouse—a military Review—a naval dis­
play of Ironclads and monster guns—tbe In­
ternational exhibition—the Royal Aloert 
music Hall—the Opera, and various other 
sights were beheld by the distinguished visi­
tor. Certainly the nation has done its duty, 
and spent its momy lavishly enough on be­
half of Eastern Potentates. But many ask, 
what possible good can come out of it The 
ou lay has been immense, yet it cannot be 
lorgotten that a very little time ago, an ur­
gent appeal was made for the famine stricken 
and perishing people ot this monarch, who is 
now traversing Western Lands with vast 
parade of wealth, flashing with rarest diamonds 
and scattering ooatly presents on those who 
need them not. The contrast is not pleasant 
and compels enquiry as to the condition of his 
misgoverned people. ^

Sixth Dai.
Conference opened with devotional exer­

cises. The order of the day was taken up, 
aud on motion the recommendation of the 
board of Trustees of the Sackville Institu­
tion» that Dr. Pickard be set apart us ageut 
of the Endowment Fuud was adopted.

On motion the Coufeience proceeded to 
elect au Editor and Book Steward, aud 
on tbe ballot being.takeu it was found that 
Rev. A. W. Nicolson was chosen. Mr. 
Nicolson on being called to the platform, 
said he thought lie kuew what the vole sig­
nified—it meant ou the one hand honour 
from his brethren and on the other bard 
work for himself. He bad no doubt the 
concern would be out of debt iu two years 
provided the brethren would continue their 
sympathy! The year for which lie hud 
been elected would accomplish its measure 
towards it.

Dr. Pickard expressed his gratitude to 
his brethren lor their kind considéraiiou 
during the four years lie had held the office.

Rev. G. S. Milligan moved that the thanks 
of the Conference be tendered to Dr. Pick­
ard for his able management of our Book 
Room ami Provincial Wesleyan office 
affairs during tlie past four years ; the 
motion was adopted by a rising vote of the 
Conference. A committee was appointed 
to prepare a suitable miuule iu relation to 
Book affairs to be inserted iu the printed 
minutes of Conference.

The Report of the committee in reference 
to Zion’s Church, St. John, was adopted. 
The Report of the committee of the Super­
numerary Fund was read by the Secretary, 
Rev. A. W. Nicolson, and adopted. The 
Treasurer, Dr. Pickard, presented his re 
port. There appeared a net increase tor 
the year from the circuits of $117.07. On 
a few circuits the amounts reported were 
less than those of last year. Explanations 
in regard thereto were made by the Super­
intendents.

The Theological Committee’s Report 
was presented by the Secretary, Rev. H 
Sprague, and adopted. It was ordered that 
the report of the Chaplain of the Institutions 
at Sackville be printed in the Provincial 
Wesleyan. On motion Conference ad­
journed to meet at half-past two.

4fternoon Session.—Conference opened 
with devotional exercises. Several minutes, 
for insertion iu the printed minutes were 
read and adopted. The address to tbe 
British Conference was read and on motion 
was adopted. The Coulereuce adjourned 
at 3 j o’clock.

Seventh Day.

Mr. Foster’s Education amendment Bill ig 
before the House, and bas bitterly disappoint­
ed an expectant host outside, looking for 
some substantial relief from the working 
of tho famous act of 1870. It is scarcely 
worth an acceptance on any point. It does 
not provide for School Hoards in gensral, 
and upon the vexed question of paying the 
fees for indigent children from the School 
board rates, it only transfered the charge to 
the guard ana, and fastens it upon the Poor 
rates, and will still lead to the payment of 
monies raised by rates, to schools of every 
foim of denominational bias. It ia passing 
strange that a profe-eidly Liberal government 
will thus persist in denying relief to immense 
unmbers of its firmest supporters. It is 
rapidly alienating its Nonconformist friends, 
and in the approaching electoral conflict it 
wiil he seen how deeply it baa erred.

Conference opened with reading Scrip­
tures aud prayer. The order of the day, 
which was the election of Presidcut aud 
Co-Delegate, for next year, was theu taken 
up aud alter balloting twice, Rev. J. McMur- 
ray, was declared elected. The Rev. U. 
S. Milligan, A. M., was elected Co-Dele­
gate.

On motion it was resolved to reconsider 
one section of the scheme of union, and after 
some discussion it was decided so to alter it 
as to read, “ one of the General Missionary 
Secretaries may be ex officio a member of 
the Toronto, Loudon aud Montreal Annual 
Contereuces.”

Tbe Secretary of tbe Stationing Com­
mittee reported that 23 men were needed to 
fill up all the stations of this present year,— 
fourteen iu the Provinces aud nine in New­
foundland. It was, on motion, ordered 
that the Deputation to England he autho­
rized to negotiate for 20 young men.

It was decided by a unanimous risiug 
vote of the Conference that its thanks be 
presented to Alexander Gibson, Esq., for 
his munificent liberality in the gift to the 
Conference of a new Church aud Parson­
age at Marysville. A committee was ap­
pointed to draft a suitable resolution aud 
preseul the same. Tbe thanks of the Con­
ference were voted to Dr. Rice tbe esteem­
ed President of tbe Canada Conference for 
his presence and counsels in the Confer­
ence ; and for bis services at the public 
meetings iu connection wiÿt| this Confer 
cncc aud for ihe interest taken by him in 
furnishing information in regaid to the 
union of tbe Conferences.

The memorial committee reported re­
commending the following, viz. :—

1st. That the request of Local Preachers 
to hold a convention in the city of St. John 
during the present summer be complied 
with—adopted.

2nd. That the practice of inviting min­
isters to circuits as recommended by one 
of the Districts be discontinued. On motion 
it was ordered that said recommendation 
be allowed to lie upon the table.

Tbe recommendation of the Newfound­
land District that the thanks of Conference 
be presented to J. Laurence, Esq., England, 
for his efforts to obtain young men for our 
work in Newfoundland, was adopted.

Tbe following recommendations from the 
Truro District were adopted, viz. : —

CONKERENCE EDUCATIONAL 
MEETING.

The Auuual Meeting of the Conference 
Educational Society was held in the \\es- 
leyan Church, Fredericton, N. B., on Tues­
day evening, 1st July, 1873.

The meeting was opeued with singing 
the 327th Hymn aud prayer by the Rev. 
Christopher Lockhart.

The President of the Conference, Dr. 
Stewart, who occupied the Chair, said the 
object of tbe meeting was to listen to report- 
ot Educational work aud to addresses iu 
reference thereto. Iu this work God had 
blessed us, and it was of growing impor­
tance, it was of the utmost value iu regard 
to tbe times in which we lived.

The Report was read by the Secretary of 
the Society, the Rev. Win. H. Heartz. 
The first Resolution was moved by the 
Co-Delegate, the Rev. Elias Brettle, aud 
seconded by the Rev. H. P. Cowperthwnite, 
A. M.

that the mere training of the intellect is not 
sufficient. That, that alone, may prove a 
curse instead of a blessing. A boy may be 
taught the eighteen branches of education, and 
these in the future activities of life inay but 
serve to make him a polished villian or au ac­
complished sceptic. It is not enough then 
to educate tbe head alone, tne heart, the con­
science should also be educated. The whole 
moral nature should be moulded by tbe teach­
ings of the Word of God. The great want of 
the age, the want^ol our country ia education 
upon Christian principles. Hence the responsi­
bilities which rest u|>on u» as a church and 
people, to provide tor the youth of Methodism 
at least, a liberal education based on the prin­
ciples ol our holy Christianity.

Now taking this for granted, accepting the 
proposition as a correct one, that no system of 
education is complete without providing tor the 
instruction of the conscience as well as the 
training of tl e mind, we beg to say that no In­
stitution of learning in these Maritime Pro­
vinces provides more fully the means of educa­
ting the whole man, in his physical, mental and 
moral nature than our Institution at Sackville. 
We do not wish to claim for our Institution 
merits which it does not possess, but we do say 
hat in addition to the advantages which it ol- 
ers for scholastic training, the moral and 
Christian character of its different branches 
cannot fail to leave its impress upon those who 
avail themselves ol its courses ol study. Our 
educational interest as a denomination centres 
in Sackville. The three-fold object ol this Ed­
ucational Society under whose auspices this 
meeting is field, centres in our Sackville Insti­
tution. And Mr. Chairman this is right. We 
want the young candidates of our ministry, as 
far as possible, to avail themselves ol the ad­
vantages of our School ol Theology. We want 
the friends of this Society to be so worked up, 
as that our ministers, many of whom have no­
thing to leave their children except a good 
name and unblemished reputation, shall be ma­
terially assisted in the education of their chil­
dren ; and we want the sons of our people who 
wi*h a collegiate course ol instruction, to pa­
tronise our own youthful college, believing 
that there they will find a curriculum as com­
prehensive and a staff of professors as efficient

vid, the Sweet «Singer of Israel. He might 
move men to enter this work from “ the receipt 
of Custom/’ as he did Matthew, the Publican ;

The peculiar character of the age in 
trhich ice lived.—It was a restless age—an age 
in which men chafed under the légitima e re­
straints of truth ; an age in which a spirit oj 
vandalism, more destructive than that which 
inspired the Barbarian hordes, who, descending 
from their mountain fastnesses of old, precipi­
tated themselves upon fair Italy, and devas­
tated and destroyed her goodliest and most 
valuable works, sought the destruction ol 
whatsoever things were pure and lovely and ol 
good report in connection with our holy Chris­
tianity. If the Church would meet these ene­
mies of the truth, and turn tbe battle to the 
gates, she must have in her ministry educated 
men—men fully equiped tor their work, both 
mentally and morally.

As it was not yet generally desird tha 
females should occupy what are called the 
learned professions, there were not supposed 
to need careful training in mathematical anti 
classical education.

’I hero was ont: fault in regard to female ed­
ucation, viz., that only I he "lighter teachings 
of art were imparted while the head and the 
heart were left untrained. These butterflies if 
ctught anti placed iu the home cage, soon be­
came. not only by the law of development 
usual in .t’e insect world, very tame and very 
common-place caterpillars. The Fsalmi t had 
forcibly expressed the idea ot female education 
wlfen be sang, " That our sons may he as
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plants grown up in tbeir youth, and our daugh­
ters as corner stones polished after the simili­
tude of a jAtce." The corner-stone gave 
beauty and strength to the structure.

Tue laie on\ Camrhell, Estj., of 
Livevool, Ff.S,—We copy the following from 
tbe Reporter. It is a fitting tribute to the 
memory of a gentleman who has been widely 
known and beloved in the Methodist commun­
ity : —

In Mkmouum—Liverpool has lately lost 
one of her weU-known aud long tried public 
men who, although retired altogether from 
public life tor the last four or five years, was 
to tbe close of bis life honored and respected 
by Queen’s County.

The late John Campbell, Esq., was born in 
Shelburne in the year 1798, bis father being 
one ot the oldest Loyalists, and a lawyer by 
profession.

When quite a young man, he removed to 
Liverpool, where tor a number of years he 
carried on a large business.

In 1*46, on the appointment of S. P. Fair­
banks to the office of Provincial Treasurer, he 
was elected to the House ot Assembly, as one 
ot the representatives for Queen’s County, in 
the Conservative intent, and he was alterwaids 
re-elected at five successive general elections ; 
and on tbe Conservatives coming into power 
in 18Ô7, he became a member of the Govern­
ment without office. In 1867 much against 
his own wishes, be was induced to offer as a 
representative to tbe House of Commons of 
Canada, and on that occasion he was defeated. 
This was bis last appearance as a public man. 
and shortly afterwards, the loss of bis wife, to

born he was devotedly attached, and failing 
health, caused him to seek complete retire-

As a public man Mr. Campbell was always 
consistent. He was not a speaker, but he was 
a working man. and in the various Committees 
on which he was placed during his long Par­
liamentary career, he was always at his post, 
and took an ait.ve part in the real business of 
the Legislature. In private life he was much 
esteemed. His kindly disposition endeared 
him to all who came in contact with him. Ilis 
hospitality was proverbial, and he was ever 
ready to listen to the tale of distress, and to 
relieve the wants of ibe poor.

Living to a good old age, with his children’s 
children around him, he passed away peace­
fully on the 19ih ult., and was followed to the 
grave by the whole community, men, women 
and children, making the largest funeral pro­
cession ever seen iu Liverpool.

Letters from Bonavista to the 27th June in­
form us that the fishery to date has been very 
good, and caplin very abundant.

On the 17th ul;., the remains of the late 
Mr. John Abbot were interred, and were loi- 
lowe«l to the grave by about 1ÔU brethren of 
the Independent Order of Good Templars, of 
which Society Mr. Abbott was a member.

A friend has kindly sent us the following in­
formation respecting the fishery in the neigh­
borhood of Cape Bonavista.

“ At Catalina, Ragged Harbor, Bird Island 
Cove, Bonavista, Newman’s Cove, and Am­
herst Cove, the catch to this date, (June 30) 
is at least double that ol last year to the same 
time. In some of the places named the quanti­
ty is e<jual to last years total voyage. At Cata­
lina the fishery has not been so good lor twen­
ty years.”

A telegram kindly forwarded from Heart’s 
Content yesterday, informs us that “ Hibenna 
was on ground yesterday morning (July 2), 
but it was too foggy fu find the buoy. She 
he4d on till the evening, then cut and buoyed 
this end. No furtfier news received.’’—Chron.

A Terrible Death.—Among the mtrac 
tions at Ionia, Michigan, July 4, was a baloon 
ascension by Prof. La Mountain. The ascen­
sion was made from the public s«juare. Wnen 
tbe baloonist had attained an altitude of about 
lôOU feet the ropes holding the basket to the 
baloon parted, precipitating the Professor to 
the ground, killing him instantly, lie fell on 
the square from whence he started. A letter 
received here to-day gives the following details 
ot the accident : ‘ When fully a half a mile
from tbe earth, and when the whole structure 
looked no larger than a hogshead the baloon 
slipped between the ropes and was instantly 
inverted. The car and occupant dropped like 
a shot with the most terrific velocity, the un­
fortunate man clinging to the basket. That he 
was conscious was evident from his struggles. 
With all the intensity of a life he sought to 
raise the basket above him, evidently hoping 
to use it as a parachute.

He succeeded in his object, but when about 
KX) feet high he loosed his hold, folded his 
bands and arms before hit face and bis feet 
first struck the ground with a dull, heavy thud 
Then ensued a panic and uproar in the crowd­
ed multitude. Women fainted, strong inen 
wept, and the canvas came flying over the crowd 
like a huge bird. Some one cried out to get 
out ot the way, as it would fall with crushing 
force. Then tbe cry was taken up and a gen­
eral rush made for safety, in which many were 
more or less injured. La Mountain was 
crushed into a literal pulp. A medical exami­
nation disclosed the fact that hardly a whole 
bone was left. Many were ground and splint­
ered to powder. Ilis jaws fell upon his arms 
and were pulverized, and the blood spurted 
from his mouth ard ears. The corpse was 
laid out and placed on the public square, wuere 
it was viewed by thousands during the after­
noon, and was sent home te Brooklyn, Michi­
gan, the following day.

Professor Wise, a gentleman whom most 
people agree in regarding as extremely foolish 
has announced to the world that he intends to 
make a voyage in the air across the Atlantic 
in a baloon, There was a good many persons 
ready to gain credit fur feats which they sub­
sequently find some ready excuse for omitting 
to perform, and perhaps Mr. Wise will tl ink 
better of his determination. It is said, indeed, 
that he ought to be forcibly prevented from at­
tempting such a fool hardy undertaking, but 
after all it is not so bad as some of the feats 
which draw large crowds to exhibitions where 
a fellow creature jeopardizes his neck nightly 
on a weekly salai y.

Mr. Wise will have no vast multitude look­
ing on at his daring adventure ; and besides 
Mr. Wise had a scientific basis for the pro­
posed excursion, it being asserted that the 
prevalence of westerly winds at this season

ill waft him across the broad Atlantic. 
Should he succeed in crossing the ocean, he

ill have won a place in the annals ot balloon­
ing that will no doubt compensate him tor dan­
gers past.—Express.

Self Sufficient—The Western]^Christian 
Advocate refers to a certain minister as “ a 
complete Melcbizedek," as in all his pastorates 
he has no predecessors and no successor, igno­
ring them entirely.

Frederictoû, Marysville, St. Stephens, in New 
Brunswick, Y'armoutb, and sundry other places 
in Nova Scotia, P. E. Island and Newfound­
land, to whom there was an oppotunity found 
of making a personal appeal during tbe month 
immediately succeeding the Conference ; so 
that nearly one -halt the amount deemed neces­
sary bad been promised. But at tbe expira 
tion of the month the several members of the 
committee to whom the duty of pressing on 
the enterprise bad been assigned, were com­
piled to give their attention almost exclusively 
to other duties so that since very little, if any 
progress, had been made.

Mary Bolling, in the Southern Churchman, 
says : Don’t tret, whatever you do, and don’t 
let yoo children fret. Fretfulness is a habit 
easily acquired, even when it is not naturally 
a part of one’s disposition, by associating with 
fretful people.

Every body feels a tendency to it, at times, 
and if the desire is indulged, it gains strength 
very rapidly, and is a source ot annoyance, 
even of unhappiness, not only to the fretful 
individual himself, but to all by whom he is 
surrounded. It mothers would not gratify 
their children when they fret foi what they 
want, a good deal could be done toward pre­
venting tbe little ones from acquiring a habit 
which will certainly contribute nothing toward 
the processor's comfort, ease, or happiness, 
nor toward that of any with whom he may come 
in contact.

I know a lady who has a little boy, not yet 
three years old, who i« inclined to be very 
fretful sometimes—though not at all sick— 
which may be an excuse. Site never gives him 
any thing that he asks for in a fretful tone. 
Belore be was quite two-and-a-ball years, old, 
be had learned that when his mother said, 
“ Can’t give it to a fretful boy,” that be was 
not to get it, and I have often beard bis tone 
change in a few minutes, and would reply 
“ l'se smilin’ now mamma "—when his re­
quest, if a reasonable -one, would always be 
promptly granted.

Children ol a fretful mother always fret, it 
might safely be asserted, and many more 
indulge this bad habit whose mothers never 
gave way to it themselves, but, in many cases, 
did not tike the trouble, or did not know 
how, to control it in their children.

It any thing was gained by it, there might 
be some lil tie excuse tor being uncomfortable 
one’s sell, and for making others so too—but 
we sll kuow fretting accomplishes nothing, ex­
cept making tbe one who indulges in it, disa­
greeable to himself, and to every one else. 
Tberelore, I conclude by saying, as I began— 
don't Iret yourself, and don’t allow your chil­
dren to Iret.

The laity 
have been mercilessly rebuked lor failure io 
pay the ministry—lor failure to provide means 
for icadmg, as well as his food and raiment. 
A very worthy free-will offering that ! Bui 
when the preacher does not and will not read, 
what then ? The accounts of the success ol the 
Peblishing House are very pleasing ; the fitting 
of tbe Bishops’ room particularly pleasant. 
Heaven bless them ! Their estimation should 
not be measured by an assumed guage of their 
individual capacity. Ab, no ! It should seek 
lo be equal to their untiring effort. We sin­
cerely hope tbe laborer receives his hire, and 
proper care. The resolutions and reports ol 
Mission-boards fill us with sober reflection ; 
the efforts of Bishop Keener in an untired field ; 
tbe soul investment of our several officials in 
the great West would kindle an enthusiasm 
which is not alien to my habitual temperament ; 
for it it there the Church needs a greater and 
a different e£ort from the expenditure in tbe 
“ truckpatches ’’ here, where the preacher has 
been an immemorial institution. The mission­
ary cause, morever, has always held the lender- 
est place in my Li ait, since “ Yes, my native 
land, I love thee !" awakened all sympathy for 
tb. exile when a child. “ I will give thee tbe 
heathen for thine inheritance ’’ will be known 
in its utmost, purest, most precious lorce, 
when another existence will have have openqd 
its endless page. Other demands olten forbid 
a yearly and most pleasing donation, or any 
aid to tbe humiliating arrearage of the Bishop’s 
fund. Let me cite a history by way of illus- 
tiation. Two years agone Conference sent us 
lor a pastor an old man without lamily. We 
had been wont to link age with wisdom and 
valuable experience. We had not learned 
that some old people have ceased to read or 
to think. We awaited such development. 
Time only chronicled his inefficiency. A year 
o\ general dissatisfaction held, as its only plea­
sure, a prospective change. I am not croak­
ing, and this may be an exceptional case. The 
excellent livinig which the people from the 
best abodes gave to this au omaton-fossil ol a 
minister, guiltless alike ot thought and study, 
and ol any progressive movement, would not 
be recalled if it could, hut to it was added 
every cent of four hundred and fifty dollars. 
The amount, which came from the earnings of 
men whose wages it outmeasured, was demand­
ed and paid because expected, and not because 
ol just Iruition. The Church-women entered 
no protest, though debarred their donation to a 
preferable cause where the cry was eager for 
laborers ill a whitened field. Another appeal 
from the orphanage of departed worth con Id 
receive no hearing. A distinguished minister 
of the old regime once received lor one 
year $2U—I think of it with “ sorrow that is 
not akin to pain.” A preacher sent is not en­
tire master ol his actions, except when he 
proves so flagrantly incompetent, and there is 
no investment made for the mental and moral 
advancement ol the charge. Are tbe people 
remiss who reluse a salary, or have ihey not 
paid their utmost when they provide for him 
physically ? Giving to the Lord should not 
prove a premium upon covetousness. Our lay 
delegation in Conference should know how to 
prevent such infractions, or they tail to answer 
their design.

Trott has had the honorary title ol “ Mayor ol 
Tucker’s Town," and lor the same period has 
been the pillar of our church there, the leader 
ol a class, every member of which esteemed 
and loved him, a thoroughly earnest, consistent, 
active Christian, always ready, with a smile, a 
word ol cheer and a helping hand, to greet and 
welcome the olttimes weary and jaded Meth­
odist preachers.

From a frequent observance of his daily 
piety the writer has learned many a lesson that 
he will remember with profit tv his file's end. 
There is no Wesleyan Methodist lay mail or 
preacher, who ever resided at tbe East end of 
Bemuida, hut knew Bro. Sammy Trott, and, 
whilst all must regard the loss to our church at 
Tucker’s Town, ol its most prominent member, 
and its brightest light, we cannot help but re­
joice that another bright jewel is added to the 
Saviour’s crown, and another addition made to 
the ranks ol those whom Jesus has redeemed 
out of every nation and kindred, and people 
and longue.

Whenever we saw Bro. Trott he was alway » 
hard at work, always very busy and always 
ready to stop or leave work, to help a Meth­
odist preacher in any way.

Again I tried lo send him home and let his 
class join mine lor once, but be would not leave 
his post. At the close he oflered a beautifully 
earnest, simple, comprehensive prayer, and 
just managed lo get to his own home door, 
when he lei! down exhausted, was taken to bed 
and never rose again.

1 saw him on the Sunday and Monday, hut 
neither him nor I thought it would be fatal, on 
the Tuesday evening I was scut lor in haste, as 
he was dyiug, I got there about hallfpast eight 
and remained to the end. lie was suffering 
great pain and could scarcely speak His last 
words, uttered with great difficulty, were in 
answer to my question. “ Are you at peace, 
Bro. Troll ?" raising his band as far as bis 
weakness would allow, and fixing his ey es up­
wards he said, “Thank God. all is well." lu 
about fifteen minutes alter, he had gone “ to 
tbe realms ol the blest,” “ that country so 
blight ind so fair." I repeated the woids of 
the l’salmist to those around, ” Mark the per­
fect man, and behold the upright, for the end 
ol that man is peace," and asked them to sing,

The funeral took place on Wednesday 11 tb, 

and was very numerously attended. He was 
buried in the churchyard at Bailey ’s Bay.
