Steamboat on the Thames.

OVER 200 PEOPLE
DROWNED.
WHOLE FAMILIES SWEPT AWAY.
Heartrending Scenes and Incidents,

LONDON A GRIEK CITY.

'RICKEN

Gross Carelessness the Cause of the
Accident,

Loxpoy, May 24, _This afternoon the
peopleof this ¢.ty were thrown into the
wildest excitement through the occurren-
ce of one of the most tenible eteamboat
disasters onrecord. In all the annals of
steamboat fatalities not excepting even
the Narraganset and Seawanhaka disas'-
ers, which are yet fresh to the minds of
the public all over the continent, none
has probably ever equalled in extent that
which we record to.day, by which about
150 lives have been sacrificed. During
the day a large number of citizens sought
enjoymient in the varions excursions
Jeading from the city toad oining towns,
and for those who remained at home the
chief out-door attrnction was aseries of
steamboat excursions through the day on
the Thames River. - This eujoyment was
rendered more attiactive from the
that this was the first day of the season
for the boats to run regular trips, and
this circumstance, taken in connection
with the public holiday, naturaliy drew
large crowds of pleasure seekers to the
river.

THE FATED VESSEL.

About four o'clock in the afternoon
the Victoria, of the Thames Navigation
Company’s line; started from the docks
on her fourth and last trip for the «ny
with a large load of passengers of all
ages, vatiously estimated at from

400 1o 600IN NUMBER.
All went well on the down trip,
though the boat was so heavily laden
that she shipped water in small
quantities occasionully when the crowu
would happen to surge to any particular
side. On the return trip, when wore
than half way home, a slight comnmotion
on the boat, said by some to have been
the playful pranks of u numrber of youths
on the lower deck, and by others as-
cribed to the‘boat striking on a snag,
caused the crowd out of curiosity to rush
to one side, and as the side of the boat
sank with the additional weight, a vol
ume of water a foot or two in depth
poured in upon the lower deck, which
was crowded with passengers. Instant
ly the crowd on both dec shed to the
opposite side, and their weight together
with that of the water shipped by the
boat, caused a lurch in the opposite
direction. Then it was that

THE DISAs

OCCURRED.

The side of the boat sauk in the water
to the depth of one or two feet, and
while the crowd on the lower deck were
strugghng to save themselves from slip

i own into the river the stanchions
supporting the upper decks suddenly
gave way, and the whole structure, with

its load of human by , came down on

those who were below,

CRUSHING THEM ON TEE DECK, AND RENDER
ING ESCAPE IMPOSSIBLS.

It is impossble to deseribe the scene
that followed. The Loat continued to
settle on its side deeper into the water,
taking with it many of the passengers
who were stunned by the fall of the
upper deck, andwere unable to help
themselves, Scores sank in the water
without an eftort, while many others who
were precipitated in the river unhurt
rent the air with their vain appeals
for that succor which those of the pass—
engers who were sate were powe to
extend to all in a moment. The utmost
ex« rtions were put forth torescue as many
of the drowning ones as possible, an
many were in this way saved from a
watery grave.

As goon as possible help was secured
and the work of recovering the bodies
from the river and from the wreck was
proceeded with.> The bodies were placded
on the steamboat Princess Louise as fast
as they were brought up, and then taken
to the Company's docks, where the task
of identification began. The accident
oceurred at about a quarter past six, and
it was past midnight before the bodies
so far recovered were Lrought back to
the eity. Hero

A MOST HEARTRENDING SOENE
ensued. The bodies, as fast as trans.
ferred from the steamer, were laid out
in rows in.the grass by the river side, all
in their holiday attire, and with the aid
of torches the faces were eagerly scanned
by hundreds of anxious friends looking
for their missing ones. A goodly pro-
portion of the drowned are men in
middle life and many are children in
tender years. Many were the wails of
sorrow which followed the identification
of a relative.. Perhaps it is a mother
who discovers her child or the children
a parent. . One man was heard enquir-
ing for four. children. Asfast as the
corpses were claimed they were taken
in charge by their friends and removed
to their housés.

The utmost contusion prevails, and it
§8 impossible ot present to secure even
a partisl list of the drowned, but many
prominent citizens and their families
are included in the number. The num-
ber of bodies recovered so far is variously
estimated ot frony 130 to 160, and more
will probably be found to-morrow.

THE OAUSE OF THE ACCIDENT.

Thé accident is said to be due to care-
lessness. ‘The boatappears to have been
overcrowded toan alarming extent. The
manager was exposiulated with by seyeral
at Spring Bank and urged not to let the
boat zn out in such anovercrowded coadi-
tion but he is reported to have replied,
“All right, I know my business,"" or some-
thing of thatsort. Mr. Samuel Stewart,
stove merchant,one of those who protest-
‘ed left the boat at Spring Banks, with his
family. Several hundred more remained
ghere, unable to get pas: They had
to walk home, a distane
tonight, no conveyanl
being available. e

I'REPARATIONS FOR BURTAL.

The undertakers of the city were
kept at work during the whole ‘night,
there being at one time eight vehicles
waiting for coffins at one establishment,
while with.n there was being prepared
a number of corpses for burial. At the
place indicated lay two little boys, aged
about 8 and 10, with a quiet smile play-
ing about their little mouths, and if it
were not for the sorroundi one would
suppose they were slumbering peacefully,
while on a stretcher, a little distance
wway, two young men also with a calin
and contented look on their pale faces.

Iinmediately to the right of the last
named, two assistants were taking the
clothing from the body of a strong young
man supposed to have been employed as
a machinist at one of the manufactories
of the city, whose face would indieate
that a desperate struggle had taken
place before the King of Terrors had
gained the mastery.
INCIDENTS OF THE CATASTROPNE.

Miss Shipley, of Lobo, who had come
with a sister to the city on a holiday
tour, was brought out of the water with
apparent signs of life. The spurk soon
died out, however, and three hours of
incessant labor resulted in a failure to
restora it in the least degree,

) Henry Smart, of the Free DPress
news room, lost his wife and two children,
leaving bu: one child as the remnant of
a happy houseliold. Mrs. Smart was
the daughter o' Mr. Coughlin, who also
lost two other children in the accident.

Mr. James Robertson, the Manager of
the Bank of British North Anierica, was
sitting on the lower deck smoking, and
when the upper deck gave way he was
shed below the boards and prevented
om rising to the surface. His body
was not recovered for over two hou
and then it was taken home by friends.

Willie D, Glass and Miss Fannie
Cooper had been sitting on the boat as
lovers, and went down together under-
neath the heavy machinery. Ihey were
in the very springtime of life.

A sad sight was the mourning of Thos.
Stevens over the bodies of his wife and
family. The frantic man threw himself
prona upon the lifeless form of his
partner, and refused to be comforted by
the friends who flocked about him.

The saddest scene on board the boat
was that in the case of George Evans,of
Maitland street, 1le came on board,
where the bodies were lying, fearful that
his family migh* be among the lost.
After searching for a time he was about
to turn aw: when he discovered the
corpse of his golden.haired little girl.
e gathered her in his arms and sank
down broken -hearted with grief. Beside
the body lay that of another little child,
whom JMr. Evans did not think belonged
to him. An hourlater, however, he took
his handkerchief and on wiping oft the
little face he exclaimed, “My God! here’s
another little one of minel” Sitting
nursing and weeping over the inanimate
forms of his two dead chil.iren, he re-
mained for another hiodr. - Near by lay
the form of & wonian ‘well dressed and
comely. Searchers for friends came
along one by one, peering wistfully into
the upturned faces, and finally some one
suggested that the watch of this lady be
examined forinitials. As the chain was
being drawn out, Mr. Evans said: —“I
know that trinket. Merciful God, it's
my wife! Then my two other children
are still in the water.” Sad sight! His
wife and four children gone from hLim
forever on earth.

Orville Smith, a fine y2ung man, son of
Edward Smith, of Westminster, whilst
going down for the last time said to his
sister, who was also in the water, “ [ am
ready to go ;' and in company with a
lady cousin and two lady friends went
down to rise no more. This was the
message which sister, who was saved, was
happily left to be the bearer.

LATER PARTICULARS.

Loxpox, May 25,3 p.m.—When the
water was let oft by the removal ot the
splash-boards this forenoon, the search
was continued for those under the lower
deck, and twenty two more bodies were
brought to the surface, making about two
hundred in all recovered. It is not
known how many more, if any, are lost.
The Council met this .orenoon and passed
resoluti of dolence. settled
gloom reigus over the city to-day and
many business places are closed.

THE CORONER'S INQUEST.

Last evening Coroner Fiock received
an order from Mr. Hutchinson, Crown
Attorney, to proceed tohave an inquest
on the bLodies, and accordingly a jury
was sworn in and empanelled this alter-
noon. They viewed one body, that of
Miss Fanny Cooper, age 20 years, daugh-
ter of Mr. Cooper, photographer ; after
which they adjourned till Friday at 3 p. m.

The undertukers are taxed to
their utmost to supply even the most
ordinary demands.

All
the available Lenmea from neighboring
villages have been brought into requisi
tion.

At the instance of some of the prom-
inent citizens a plot of land in Mount
Pleasant Cemetery has been placed at
the disposal of those who muy wish to
bury friends f om a distance in the
cemetery. I'he expense of the inter-
ments will be borne by the city.
THE LATEST—UPWARDS oF 200 VICTIMS,
The latest intelligence from London
places the number of lives lost ¢t up-
wards of two hundred. OUne bundred
and ninety two bodies were recovered
up to Wednesday night, and several
supposed to havebeen drowned, are not
yet accounted for.

THE BIISDUEH~ MURDERS.

STARTLING REVELATIONS BY ONE
OF THE VIGILANTS.

James Feheely Tells What he Knows.

From the London Free Press.

‘When the particulars of the cold=
blooded assassination of the Donmelly
fumily were made known on the 5th of
February, 1880, the world stood aghast
at the enormity of the crime and the
fiendish manner in which it had been
perpetrated. The excitement, however,
was in a degree calmed when the alleged
murderers were brought to the London
Jail and held for trial on what seemed
convincing evidence. As time went on,
and the story had been told at inquests,
examinations, arguments on matters of
venue, and the trials, the public became
in a measure divided on the probable
result of the case. All doubts and ex—
pectations were set at rest, Lowever, in
February last, when a verdict of * not
puilty ' was returned in favor of James
Carroll, and the prisoners then being
held were released on bail. On the part
of the Crown a keen disappointment
was felt, and irrespective of the merits
of that trial, the justice~loving people of
the Dominion were unanimeus in the
regret that so enormous a crime had
gone unavenged as they beheld the case
sink from general notice. There were
srave doubts in the minds of many as to
the sufficlency of the evidence in James
Carroll’s case,but on all hands there was
felt a strong desire that justice should
be meted out to those against whom |
proots of the murder could be brought.
In Biddulph there was great joy over the
release of the prisoners, and congratu-
lations were indulged in most freely; but
as the spring came, and the work on the
farms was resumed, the people relapsed
into that quiet state of industry which
had characterized them befora the
troubles of the memorable Fourth.
There, as everywhere, the matter grew
to be less frequently spoken of, and in
the course of a few months the expenses
of the trial Lad been paid by general
subseription, and the word “ murder *
allowed to.drop from the conversations
of the countryside people.
Now and then, again, however, as the
days went by, little altercations st Lucun
gave rise to rumors which startled the
community for the moment, and then
like the smoke of a boy’s torpedo, were
blown into obscurity. ‘The survizing
Donnellys settled down into that quiet
life which long months of trouble bring.
Willinm remained at Lucan, Patrick
came to London, and Robert went with
his family to Glencoe. On the part of
those at whose doors the guilt of the
crime had been laid, Martin McLaughlin,
John Kennedy, Thos. Ryder and James
Ryder, returned to their farms, Carroll
continued in Biddulph, as he had been
hefore the trial, and Purtell came to
work in the city.

‘I'hus the matter stood amid the general
quietude, when 3

A FEARFUL BOMB

was exploded in the midst of the people
of Biddulph. ‘The circumstances which
brought it avoutaresomewhat complicat
ed in their character, and will require a
little explanation. It will be remember-
ed that Johuny O'Connor in his thrilling
story of the murder spoke of James
Feheely's visit to the Donnelly home-

stead on the evening preceding the
murder, It was said that he had come

there, sat around for a time and then
went away. This same young man had
a brother named William, who was sum-
moned to appear at the various tria
but having nothing in particular to sq
wasnever examined. The last trial had

scarcely ended before the aged father ot

these two young men died, and this
circumstance is said to have had a sing-
ular effect on their minds. They had
been warm friends of the Donnellys up to
the time of the tragedy, and nothing had

then transpired to dissipate this feeling.

Fear of thegetual mui derers on one hand,
and that desire for personal safety which

is said to-be the first law of nature on

the other, impelled James toseal his lips
at the various trials and keep to himself
whatever information he possessed. Not

long a0, however, he had a disagreement

with the late pri-oner, James Carroll—
an unpleasuntness which led to hard

words and from that to still harder ac-

cusations against the latter. As mention

ed in the Free Press at the time, he
said

YOU ARE A MURDERER, AND I CAN PROVE
i

The matter caused astrong wave of ex-
citement to sweep over the township, but
when the two Feheely boys shortly after

wards left for Michigan the calm which
had previously prevailed was restored.

These facts were communicated to the
officers of the crown, but in view of the

difficulties which had ulways beset them
in the case before they were loth to act
on what was necessarily regarded as
words spoken under the {)ut of passion.
Subsequently, however, facts of 4 most
startling character were brought to light.
Stung by the injuries he had received at
the hands of Carroll, affected by the death
of his father, and prompted by the
troubled state of his sister, James Fehe-
ely made :

A FULL CONFESSION OF THE MURDER
to several competent witnesses in Lucan
prior to hisdeparture for Mizhizan. That
story was even more blood curdling in its
dark details than the accounts which have
hitherto been based on the evidence of
Johnny O'Connor, and the general ap-
pearance of the case. At the present
time a number of obstacles stand in the
way of the Free Press in telling the
story as it has been communicated, but
with a full regard for the intrests of the
Crown and the unfortunare ones who have
been taken into custody, the general
facts may be summed up ns follows:
—Long-nursed feelirgs of injury and
prospective failure in the Ryder barn
burning case had stung the members of
the Vigilance Committee to a pitch of
the bitterest enmity agsinst the Donnelly
family, and it was decided to wait no
longer on the uncertainties of the law
for a conviction.

A PLOT WAS ACCORDINGLY ARRANGED
whereby the Committee should visit the
Donnelly homestead on the night in
question, take Tom and.the old man out,
hang them up, and otherwise torture
them until a full confession was made of
all the crimes for which it was held they
were guilty. Thenon their own testi-
mony they could be sent to the peniten-
tiary or otherwise disposed of. It was
not exactly intended to kill them, al-
though it was understood that the hmit
of their proceedings should be as near
the dissolution point as possible. Thus

law. Fr m this point out the story of John
'Connor is almost literally corroborated
and when the facts come outin evidence
it will surprize many to notice the wor-
deiful correctness ot the little fellow's
testimony. Feheely's narrative speaks
of Carroll’s &) proach to the old mun's
bedroo:n and the remarks of the latter to
‘Tom as he came out and saw that he had
been handeuffed.  This had been done by
Carroll and his assistants prior to the time
when the father had been aroused from
his sleep alongside Jolinny O'Connor. In
the kitchen afearful scene ensued. The
old man understood the nature of the
vigit from what he heard, und announced
his intention of dying rather than being
handled in the way proposed. Maddened
by that fire which comes of apprehended
danger he began
A DESPERATE STRUGGLE,
at the very beginning of which those an
the outside rushed in. In less time
than it takes to write it the grey headed
old. father hnd been-silenand by ew
blows that broke his skul', and he {dll to
rise nomore. Instinctively the wife and
mother had thrown herself into the
struggle and fought like a woundel tiger.
Overcome by numbers, however, and
bleeding from many a wound, the old
lady was soon laid beside her dying hus-
band in the little back kitchen. Tom
saw all this, and freeing himself by a
desperate effort from his captors, he
rushed through the sitting room and out
into the snow-covered yard in front,
Here he was
FELLED BY A BLOW FROM ONE OF THE 4s-
sAssINs' e
clubs and pounced upon by numbers of
his blood-thirsty pursuers. [Ie was
stunned, however, but for the moment,
and then springing to his feet he fought
as only a powerful man with his life at
stake could fight. Blood filled his eyes,
as blow after blow fell with cruel force
on his head, his arms dropped to his
sides, and he was soon prostrated on the
snow. Then they picked him up and
carried him into the front room of which
John ('Conner spoke so often in his
testimony. I'here they laid him down
and stood over him while the handcufts
were being removed, This had scarcely
been accomplished when Tom, with a
sign of returning consciousness, raised
Limself slowly up, and with the blood
clogging his eyes faintly endeavored to
speak. Then, it is said, Carroll cried out,
“Hit that fellow on the head with a
spade " and,taking the weapon indicated
in his hand, a grey headed old member
of the Committee sunk the blade deep
into Tom's skull. He feli back dead !
This scene, Feheely said to a friend,
would never fade from his view while
life should last. and often in the darkness
of his chamber he saw the bleeding
head ot Tom rixe slowly up, and his lips
part asthey did on the fearful night of
the murder.

Meanwhile nothing had been done to
idget, whose escape upstairs had been
unnoticed ; but

HER SCREAMS AT THIS MOMENT
were heard sounding shrill and loud on
the midnight air. Feheely said they must
have been heard for & mile around. A
number of the assassins rushed up the
little stairway to the gwret, and the
wromptatillion.of tsetis W
told the story of her deathy rat
scene ! Anagonizing appeal for assi
by an unoffending girl, and no response
but by the cruel slavers of the dead ones
down stairs. ‘I'hus the work of blood-
shed had been completed at the home-
stead. The men were excited, thea
blood was up, and hastily agreeing to
proceed at once to William Donnelly’s,
they thought only of the quickest means
of hiding the immediate marks of the
tragedy by fire. Coal oil was poured on
the beds, and after muking sure that the
house would burn they left the oid
homestead to its fate. In all the pro-
ceedings, however, Feheealy contended
that he was only a witness and not a
participant—and that only by force of
the pressure which the vigilants had
brought to bear on him. On the road
as they stood und watched the house fora
moinent they numbered about 40persons.
Some were disguised, but the mujority
were not. [Hurriedly they marched
down the sideroad to the 8th concession,
and while the reflection of the flames of
the burning homestead could be seen
breaking through between the trees
and over theirtops they stood in front
of Willam Donne]ly's little house at
Whalen's Corners. According to a
previously arranged plan,the cry of “‘fire’
was raised, as told in evidence, and two
of the men prepared themselves at the
side door to

SHOOT AS THE FIRST PERSON APPEARED.

It was John who came, although the
murderers believed it°to be William, and
as he opened the door a charge of buck
shiot was poured into his breast and a
bullet sent crashing through his body.
Those who had revolvers in readiness
fired them into the air, and the entire
party stood once more on t..e road. It
had been arranged on the way to not
only kill the Donnellys, but James Keefe
as well, who was looked on as altogether
too warm a friend of the obnoxious
family. As they paused for a moment,
however, Feheely says he stepped for
ward ‘and said, *There has been
ENOUGH BLOODSHED, BOYS ; LET'S 60 HoME."

After a good deal of argument, during
which it was to be seen/hiat the Lot blood
of many had cooled ghwn, it was dgreed
toseparate. ThusJim Keefe was spared,

These are the unembellished outlines
of James Feheely’s confession, which in-
cluded the names of every man at the
murder—those who struck Tom Donnelly
on the heaad, fired the shots into John
Donnelly’s body, set fire to the house,
