The United States as well as those
greater European countries that have
profited by the victories of ‘William of
Orange now enjoy . a freedom that pre-
ceding ages never dreamed of. Lib-
erty, however, is only preserved by in-
stifutions and history, moves forward
but in" epochs. To preserve that lib-
erty and to hold fast the ties that make
for an*ynited Empire should be. our
chiefest purpose in the defense of those
principles that we have been called
upon to represent.

What does thie day mean to us. Let
us see.

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THE ACCESSION OATH

There is' room:for meére freedom of
thought in the Orange Order than its
critics understahd, as s notably ex-
emplified in" thé stand taken by Grand
Master MacRae with referefice to the'
British Adcession Oath in his admir-
ably broad and conciliatory speech
Monday. The head of the order in
Canada and many of its leaders have
made public protest against the pro-

! posed elimination from the Accession

Oath of certain phrases which are un-
necessarily offensive to loyal Catholics
and-of no ceonstitutional value. Dr.
MacRae recognizes that the Protestant
succession to the British throne is
soundly secured, apart from this Oath,
and that the objectionable phrases are
meaningless and useless. As they
stand they are a perpetual taunt to a
large body of citizens as loyal as any
who bear the name British and the
spirit of the age demands their re-
moval, )

ers at Monday’s celebration feared, this
step might open the way to the ac-
cession of g Catholic king, the Pro-
testant Subjects of Great Britaln would
havé nothing to fear. The statement
that this would mean the rule of the
Empire -from the banks of the Tiber
is absurd. England is a democracy.
7'he king must rule in accordance with
the will of the people. If Romeé desired
t6 dominats England she .would have
to convert the majority of the English
to Catholicism, In no 6ther way could
this purpése be accomplished.

PULP WOOD AND PAPER

A few years ago a ¢ouple of Quebeqa
villages on the St, Lawrence river—
Batiscan and Grand Mere—fad about
the same population. Bastican be-
came a centre of thie pulp-wood indus-
try; the chief shipbing port of the In-
ternational Paper Company. -In Grand
Mere a company startsd a paper mill
Today Batiscan is just where it.start-
ed, while Grand Mere has a population
of 5,000, of whom 1,200 are employed in
the paper mill, :

There, in striking comparison, arg
the results of -experting our raw ma-
terial and of manufacturing it our-
selves into the finished prcduct. The
advantage to Canada in making paper
rather- than exporting pulp-wood may
be foroibly illustrated in another way.
‘What does Canada get for the thou-
sands. of cords of pulp-wood sent out
of the country  yearly? The.. govern-
ment, not $1 a eord. The chopper, the
loader, the teamster, the Ppeeler, not
much more.. The railways a low rate
on coarse freight. The whole result is
$6, or $7 per-cord left in Canada. But
every cord of wood ground to pulp has
a value of $20. Every cord of wood
made into fibre has a value of $30 to
$32.  Every c¢ord of wood made into
paper has a value of $40 to $45 and up.
The difference betwen these figures is
practically, Jost to, Canada when our,
raw material {5 manufactured in the
United Stated, whence we are not al-
lowed to import the finished product
-ex2ept by _paying a high duty.

WASTE IN EDU CATION

In a notabie address before the Na-
tional Bducation Association in recent
convention at Depver, Dr. J. W. Rob-
ertson .of Macdonald CoHege set forth
with strength and conviction the waste
of boy and girl life that goes on in our
elementary schools, not only through
lack of efficiency in the teachers, but
on acount of the unpractical nature of
what i taught. The fact that the
rural children have for the most part
very few years at scthool, he pointed
out, renders that brief'opportunity un-
spéakably precious to them individual-
ly and to the community that is re-
sponsible for the school system; for a
‘child is worth more or. less to the na-
tion -according as he is fitted for effi-
clency in life,'and is more or less pub-
lic spirited according to his breadth of
view. There are things which all alike
have to iearn, commonly spoken of as
the taree R’s, but outside of these es-
sentials, Dr. Robertsoa took strong
ground with regard to the education of
those faculties which have hitherto
been neg!ecte_d at school because they
have not to do with books, If a boy is
to be a farmer, for instance, he should
be trained in those things which a
farmer needs to know, to think clearly,
to observe intelligenily, to vestigate
carefully, to understand fully, to man-
age economicaily, to form habits of ge-
curacy, of truthf-:lness, of self-reliance,
in building up ¢haracter, for ~happi-
ness, usefulness and success, in life.
And for every walk of life the same
general training is of value, together
Wwith .special  instruction along the
chesern lines of work.

In thus setting forth the need of spe-
cializing, this sort of training .in the
case of farming populations by intro-
dueing children to the things of their
oWn craft, Dr, Robertson was only say-
ing at Denver whai His Majesty the
King has been Baying at the laying. of
the foundation stone of the Imperial
Institute of Seience and Technology at
South XKensington when he " declared
that the brosperity and-even the very
safety of the existence of the country
depended on the quality of the special-
1zed scientific technicaj training of
those who were to guide angd control
our industries. When the King spoke
of the very safety of the country he.
no Goubt reasoned that te be able to
hold hgr own Great Britain must be
great, &nd that to fall behinZ industri-
ally woéuld be-to imperi] her national
life. Armaments depend < on" ' pigness

AN UNREASONABLE PROTEST

The American Review of Reviews
takes exception to the proposal to
build a Canadian navy. The Review
says: ‘“American relations with a
non-militant Canada are clear—cut and
inevitably those of a deeply -interested
friend, Between the American peo-
ple, however, and a Canada aggressive
and military, and therefore conceiv-.
ably vulmerable ~to foréfgn invasion,
there are grave possibilities of differ-
ences and of radical pelitical changes
that merit the earnest consideration of
Canadian brethren.”

This is a -most unreasonable attitude.
Surely the Review of Reviews will not
contend that the American navy is
desigried to threaten Canada. Yet it
takes for grafited, that Canada’s par-'
ticipation in Imperial navar defense
would be a challenge! to the
United States., To _us' In New
Brunswick the people of Maine are
neighbors with whom our relations
are as close and  friendly a8 . a
prohibitive tariff well permits,’ We
take'it as no breach of these relations
when the people of Maine contribute
to the maintenance of the. American
navy, Why should they object if we
contribute to the naval defense of the
British Empire, with the interests of
which we are as dlosely identifieq as
Maine is with the American Union?
Canada has and desires no Quarrel
with the United States, but if the
price of peace is to be a humiliating
incapacity for self-defense it is too
high a price to pay. Canada would
doubtless be glad to join with the
United States in any fair proposition
for disarmament, but to ask that we
disarm while our neighbors pile up
weapons is asking too much.

———
CORRUPTION IN MONTREAL

Civic corruption in Montreal gs re-
vealed by the svidence already taken
before the Royal Commission, has
been developed to such a state of sys-
tematic robbery as Surpasses even the
flourishing days of Tammany, although
of course the Canadian metropolis
does not afford anything like as exten-
sive a fleld for exploitation as that en-
J'Oyeq by the New York gang. Quite
recently the scope of the, commission
has been extended to include all
branches of the administration, and
the wisdom of this step has been im-
mediately shown in the scandals un-
earthed at the outset in those depart-
ments, other than that of police, into
whick the inquisitdrs have looked.

A very large number and variety of
witnesses, so numerous and varied in-
deed that the suggestion of eollusion
must at once be set aside, have related
their dealings with those in authority.
And invariably it has been foungd: that
€n the police and fire departments en--
gagement or promotion depended upon
the ability of the applicant to pay for
{ the betterment desired. Tt may be
i that among those who testify that
contributions were demanded from
them were some who knew fuli well
that they were not deserving of the
positions desired, and who realizing
the Pecuniary or other advantage ac-
cruing to them through the granting
of the requests made, were préepared
to pay. But in the majority of in-
stances the men from whom money
Was accepted, sought only whet seemed
to them ordinary fair play. They
looked for common justice in the city’s
attitude toward them, ang Wwere forced
to pay for it.

More than this, in the larger matters
of civic business, the same system of
robbery has been found to exist. Con-
tractors have, according te their own
admissions, consenteq to bribe those
having authority to make contracts or
reject tenders; these bribes going under
various names but doubtless reaching
In the ordinary way the pockets of
those for whom they were intended.

Sufficient has been revealed befora
the commission to indicate how wide-
spread has been this system of cor-
ruption; it is known that the plan by
which tolls were levied on all who
sought to work for the city was no
hsappy—go~lucky scheme, but a, careful-
ly developed method by which ' the
closest - secrecy has been maintained.
Efforts dre novw being made to unravel
the whole affair, tg trace some of the
méany bribes fo the ultimate recipients,
and to fix the crime where is belongs,
A  number of those higher up,
to  whom the evidence has been
strongly pointed, are now un-
dergoing examination. Several of
them, including aldermen and heads
of departments have absolutely eon-
tradicted stateménts made by other
persons who apparently have nothing
to gain by telling what they have done.
On the fact of the evidence, to the
crime of corrruption has been added
that of perjury, wilful and deliberate,
and certainly more than one or two
men have saddled their consciences
with the blackest falsehood. In Mont-
real, where all parties are well known,
press comment on the revelations pe-
fore the commission is remarkably
bold. The newspapers are g wunit in
expressing their opinions of the guilt
of those to whom the early evidence
has pointed. And while no open accu-~
sations are yeét made the obvious infer-
ence is that the leaders of the ring
which has controlled Montreal for some
years are under grave .suspicion,
which the explanations they have al-
ready offered does not disperse.

Montreal’s experience is peuliar. The
state of affairs found to exist there
while possible of development in almost
any city, and while it is the natural
putcome of electoral indifferene, does
not represent civic government in Can-
ada. As a rule our cities and towns
are remarkably free from anything of
this nature, perhaps because in Can-
ada there are few cities offering suffi-
clent inducements to the bribe seeking
official, and for this reason ‘the real-
ization of such svstematic corruption
in the commercial metropolis comes in
the nature of a surprise. It should in
Some measure serve as an incentive to-
ward increased interest in local affairs,
to a strengthening of the demand for
high principle in those who conduct

&nd on'financia] strength. It is a pity

»

even the business affaifs of g corpora~

tion, and to actuate honorbale and
able men to seek those offjces in which
they ean safeguard the interests and
advance the welfare of their fellows.

PROTECTED SHIPPING

In the United States, whose shipping
pbrotection provisions Canada. has re-
gently copied, there were 1362 merchant
vessels of 232,816 gross tons built last
year, comipared with 1506 vessels of
588,627 gross tons during the fiscal year
1907. This is the smallest annual output
of “American - shipbuilding since 1898.
Aside from commerce of the Great
Lakes, which requires an increasing
supply of steamers, barges and canal
boats no foreign power can.  supply,
trade in American bottoms is now
near the vanishing point. And this in
spite of the most drastic protective
regulations and in competition with
Great Britain, whose shippng has no
protection at -all. There is food for
thought in this,

Rl an o

IRON IN CANADA

In connection with the recent devel-
opment of a valuable iron ore deposit
of high grade in New Brunswick ahd
the expert opinion that rich deposits
exist elsewhere in the province, it is
of particular interest to mote that the
quality of ore in iron mines under
operation on this continent and else-
where ‘is showing constant deprecia-
tlon ang -is being rapidly exhausted.
Mrt, F. Hille, of the Oa.n-adiax Depart—
ment- of Mines, has calculal ed, from
exhaustive investigation that if the
Dbresent rate of increase is maintained
the quantity of ore used in the United
States in the decade 1906 to 1916 will
aggregate over 1,000,000,000 tons. Prof.
Tornebohm, of Sivedén, has estim#ted
that the ore reserves of the Republic
total only 1,100,000,000 tons. According
to this the ore supplies of the United
States will be used up before 1920, Sup-
posing that the Ameri iron deposits
contain five or even ten times as much
Cre ag the Swedish’ expert-says, they
are likely to be entirely exhausted by
1940. Long before that date arrives
the large iron producing centres of
the Eastern States will fe8l the pinch
and look abroad for supplies.

No reliance can be placed on Buro—
bean countries;” which would probably
follow the example of Sweden by cur-
tailing the export of this valuable
commodity, The nations of Asia
might be expected to do the same
thing. Africa is an unknown quan-
tity, and the remiaining source of sup-
ply is Canada. The provinee of On-
tario alone contains immense deposits
of ore, scattered over a very large
area, sufficient to furnish a supply to
the smelters both on this side and the
other side of the international boun-
dary for many years to come, and the
recent discoveries in New Brunswick
give hope for far more extensive de-
velopment than hag yvet been made.

Mr, Hille thinks that if an esti-
mate were made of what is already
known of the iron. ore reserves
throughout the, thole Dominjon; there
can be little doubt that Canada would
stand very high, if not first among
the nations of the world as a pros-
peetive iron producing country.

A LIBERAL DANCER

The World
will no doubt be pleased to know that
this condition still continues, We
are getting as much now from' “the
bublic crib” as we ever did and, as
The Sun’s advertising value and its
capacity to do good printing are bet-
ter than ever, we know of no reason
why we should lose the government
from our list of patrons. If The
‘World’s statement is in the nature of
a prediction and should prove true, we
should naturally regret it, but the
policy of The Sun would not be
changed thereby,

The Sun is a Idberal paper because
we belleve in the principles upon which
the Liberal party is based, and though
We are constrained to admit that at
times the party errs from those prin-
ciples, as all things human must err,
we honestly believe that Canada is
safer and is surer of sane and Dro-
gressiVe management in the hands of
the Liberal government led by Sir
Wilfrid Laurier than in the hands of
any possible combination of his oppon-
ents in public life today. But it will
be an evil day for the Liberal party
and for the country it has ruled wisely
and well, in the main, when there are
none within its ranks to point out
its weaknesses and dangers and to
labor for their elimination. .

Men vmole'aueg‘da.nce to
the Liberal party and whose contribu~
tions to necessary party funds are due
solely to the fact that they are look-
ing for direct returns to enrich their
Own pockets—such men are entitled to
no conslderation. Such men, not a few
of whom suddenly becdfne coriverts to
Liberalism after 1896, are worse foes

The lofidon Times ha beerr -dis-
cussing the Guestion of draught horses
and it seems greatly impressed with
the popularily .ef Pgrcherons. in Am-
erica, where tHey have' aftained a
Vogue, which they do not ‘enjoy in*any
other part of the world: It contrasts
these horses with the Clydes and
Shires, and finds itser unable to ac-
count for the preference in the United
States for the French stock. Poasibly
the explanati~n lieg in the fact that
for the purpoces of the great majority
of United States farmers the quick-
moving Percheron is better than the
slower Clyde or the sluggish Shire.
The two great British familles men-
tioned were bred to suit the conditions
existing in Great Britain, and we take
leave to ddubt if breeders in the Unit-
ed Kingdom could hope, as the Times
thinks they might, to compete with the
Percherons in the United States mar—
ket. While the Percheron has a
French name ang has a French origin,
the American horse so classed is hard-
ly to be considered a French product.
Those who rememter the first importa-
tiong of Percherons will recall that
they were very large and awkward
animals, with a tendency to flat hoofs
and round legs. They were what were
then called Norm.an-Percherons, and
they were the product of the- quick-
moving horses of La Pe¢rche and the
dull heavy mares of the low countries.
American breeders have built up a
type of horses from this stock, which
is exceedingly useful, and during the
last twenty years French breeders
have endeavored to establish a class of
Percherons which would conform to
what America wanted. The Percheron
Stud Book is not yet a quarter of g
century old. It was got up so that
horses eéxported to- America might
have a stud-~pok number, and the first
horses recorded in it were of widely
different types. No. 1 was a typical
horse of Le Perche. -He weighed about
1,650 pbounds, was compactly built,
stood with his feet ‘well under him, and
had fine feet and flat legs; he walked
quickly and liked to trot. No. 2 weigh-
ed nearly 2,000 pounds. He was long
in body, hag round legs, his feet had
a tendency- to flatness; he was soft and
sluggish, - resemblinig the Flemish
mares. Both these horses came to
America as representattive Percherons.
As a matter of fact, the Percheron stock
had not been fully established twenty-,
five years ago, and it has really been
brought to its bresent quality in Am-
erica or through American influence.

The Clydes are a much older family
than what is now called the Percheron,
although the Stud-book is compara-
tively recent origin. The origin of
the (;lydes is from the crossing of
Flemish and native stock. The Shire
Seems to be an indigenous product of
certain parts of England. It is only
about twenty years ago that- Shire
breeders thought it worth while to
have a stud<book and they, like the
breeders of Percherons and Clydes, got
up the book for American use. TUn-
like the thoroughbreds, the draught
horses, and with them may be includ-
ed the so-called Suffolk Punch, which
is ‘a’' very much Cross-bred animal, the
Cleveland Bay and the 'Hackney do
not’ represent familles of horses, but
only types. The thoroughbreds are
all of kin to each other, although they
may trace ultimately to one of three
differerft ancestors, namély the Brier-
ly Turk' the Darley Arabian and the
Godolphin Arabian, three horses
brought to Bngland in the days of
Willlam and Mary. While these horses
were not, as far as any one knows, in
any way related to each other, their
blood has. heen so intermixed that the
thoroughbred_s of today really form a
Separate family among ‘horses. Just
here it may be mentioned that ‘the
term “thoroughbred” is not correctly
used when ‘it is applied to any other
horse than these, or any other stock.
The proper expression to use, when ga
horse or other animal has been so
bred that his type is established, is
“pure bred.”

SAN FRANCISCO, July 13.—John
Madson, alias Christian (. Johnson,
and half a dozen other names, is in-
der arrest here, charged with having
married at least half a score of vo-
men. The trail of women he is alleged
to have married and swindled extends
from the Atlantic to the Pacific coast.
His arrest ends a pbursuit of nine years,
begun in 1900 by the New York police.

The police say they have now prcof
that since then he has married ten
women, has probably married at ieast
fourteen others, and has “borrowad”
more than $30,000 from the ‘‘brides”
he deserted the moment he could oh-
tain their wealth,

The specific charge on which Mad-
son_is facing tria'l,l_]e;g is the defraud-
Ing Of Mrs. H. Leoppl out of $600, Tol
lowing their marriage a few days ago.
But since his arrest the* police have
been literally deluged with complaints
from other women all over the coun-
try.

Madson denies his identity, .bu: ad-
mits his marriage to at least one of
the San Francisco women who claim
him as a husband. “I'm not Madson,”
he declares. “I never married a wo-
man in the east in my life.”

Nevertheless, the police say  hat.
with the aid of the New York audl.or-
ities they have obtained the man’s
complete record. It began = when he
married an Oyster Bay, widow in Sep-
tember, 1900, cajoled her out of $1,500
to set up a ranch near Los .Anegins,
then skipped to Freeport, where he be-
came the husband of Miss Julig A
Fredericks, a domestic in the employ
of Truman Hanks, a Brooklyn - court
officer. Miss Fredericks married him,
gave him all her savings to buy the

At an early hour
morning in & ' thick
heavy sea, the two-masted
schooner C. B. Wood ran aground
off the Marconi. Station op Partridg s
Island. The craft is a total
wreck. The schooner was consigned tq
A. W. Adams of this city.

As soon asnews of the disaster was
received assistance was sent to the
disabled vessel, but the low tide ang
dense fog made it impossible to clear
her from the position which sheg
struck.

The C. B. Wood is a two masted
American craft, in command of Cap~
tain Mitchell. She was running unden
great difficulty this morning. Tha
fog was very heavy and the captain
could not see for more than fifty feet
ahead. Underneath the Marconi Station
in the island the schooner went fast
ashore. The captain with the assis~
tance of six men worked vigorously ta
Save the craft but their eff.orts werg
unsuccessful. The news of the acci-
dent was conveyed to the city by tele—
phone. Communication was received
with A. W. Adams who 8sent the tug
boat Help to the secene of the wreck.
The tug left the city about 9.30 o’clock
Her efforts to haul the schooher froml
her position proved unavailing. The
tugboat Liilie shortly afterwards was,
sent to the island with a scow. It was
Impossible however to aid the vessel,
as the tide had receded considerably.

At noon the water was several yards
from the schooner, which was Iying on
her side. Another effort ‘twas made in
the afternoon to haul the schooner off,
but to no avail.

The crew and commander of tha
schooner experiericed little difficulty in
reaching the island and assisted in the
efforts to haul the boat from her po-~
sition.

The schooner is owned by the Stot«
son Cutler Company of Boston, and
was uninsured. A, W, Adams, the lo«
cal representative told The Sun last
night that the vessel was a total loss,
