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French Ministry of Marine Announces That Nearly 4,

000 Were on Board and

Only 870 Saved—Most

of Troops Are Algerians.

Paris, March g4It was announced
at the French Ministry of Marine to-
day that there were nearly 4,000 men
on board the French auxiliary cruiser
Provence when she was sunk in the
Mediterranean on February 26. i

It was stated that on board thej
Provence were the staff of the Third
Colonial Infantry Regiment, the
Third Battalion, the Second Company
of the First Battalion, the Second
Machine Gun Company and one ex-
tra company, in all nearly 4,000 men.

As the Ministry of Marine on Feb-
ruary 29 announced that the number
of survivors of the Provence disaster
was estimated at 870, it is indicated
by the foregoing despatch that up-
wards of 3,110 lives were lost.

The loss of more than three thou-'
sand lives in the sinking of the French
auxiliary cruiser Provence is the
greatest ocean disaster of modern
times, Up to the present the largest'
number of lives ever lost in one
wreck was the White Star Liner Ti-
tanic, which struck an iceberg off thz
Newfoundland Banks on April 14th,
1912, and sank with a death loss of

1,505. The rescued numbered 743. !

Ap-
plleant must appear in person .at the Deo-
minfon Lands Ageucy or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
st any Dominlen Lands Agency (but mot
Bub Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cnltivation of the lund in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
Rine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certaln couditions. A
babitable house Is required except where
realdence Is performed im the vicinity.

in certain districis a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongslde his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months’ residence im each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also B0 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon
as homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A gettler who has exhausted his hoine-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
scre. Dutles—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres amd
erect & hoase worth $300

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
ductiom in case of rough, scrubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted for
caltivation under certain conditions.
