Restores The Dying.

Caicaco, Nov.13. —A new discov-
ery in relation to the prolonging of
human life has just been announced
by Prof. Jacques Loeb of the Univer.
sity of Thieago, who is preparing to
take & position at the University of
California,

Salt and water, the “elixir of life”
dissoverad by Dr. Loeb two years ago
to be efficient in making turtles’ hearts
beat again with rhythmic throbs, has
been found to be & powerful restora
tive for dyicg animals, and the scien-
tist is a step nearer toward the goal
of prolonging human life indefinitely

The experiments of which Dr.
Loeb toid his class were made by
Asst. Prof. Edvard ‘P. Lyons in the
laboratories at  the university.
While Lyons’ experiments were car.
ried on with the idea of ascertaining
the properties of solutions of sodium
and calcium as a life restorer, the
announcements made by a Russiun

INCREASED WAGES.

PuiLavkLpria, Nov., 17.—The Penn
sylvania railroad company announced
an inerease of 10 per cent in the wages
of all empioyes of the company east of
Pittsburg and ‘Erie and uow earning
ess than $200 a month.  The advance
became operative Nov. 1

This iucrease, which was decided
upon at & meeting of the directors
will, it is estimated, affect about 59,-
000 employes.

The various division superintend
ents  were notified of the directors’
action and notices announcing the
advance were immediately posted

The cost of the increase to the com
pany will be heavy. = Estimating the
average wage rate per month at 60 a
man the additional  expense to the
company would be $354,000 a month,
or about $1,250,000 a yar.

First Vice Pres. Pagh said the ad
vance was due to the increased bus
iness of the company ard also to the
fact that living is at present more ex
pensive than heretofore. He also
said that many employes had not had
their wages adjusted for some time
and as they had worked fuithfully for
the interests of the company it was
conaidered only just that they should
rexeive some substantial recognition
of their services,

Robert Piteairn, assistant of Pres.
Cassatt, said the announcement of the
advance was entirely voluntary.
