Thaw Again Free After Nine Years

New York, July 16—Harry K,
Thaw, who shot and killed Stanford
White, on the night of June 26, 1906,
walked from the courtroom a free man
at noon to-day, :

Justice Hendrick accepted the find.
ing of the jury that declare Thaw sane
and immediately after announcing the
decision admitted Thaw to $85,000
bail. - Warned by the deputy marshalls
the big crowd in the court room
attempted no demonstration, Thaw
himself sat unmoved by the decision.
When the court overruled the state’y
attempt to block his release on bail,
he turned on Deputy Attorney Gener.
al Cook a quiet smile of triumph.
His nine years’ fight for freedom had
been won, bat Thaw was the most un-
demonstrative person in  the great
crowd in and around the Suprewe
Court Building,

The state immediately entered an
appeal from Justice Hendrick’s find-
ing.

Illegal Branding of Whey Butter

Owing to the fact that considerable
quantities of whey butter are being
made in Eastern Ontario, the chief in-
spector of dairy products, J, & Single-
ton, is watching the matter of wrong-
ful branding of the product. [t is
illegal to do so. To put a stop to the
practice which has an injurious effect
on the reputation of the industry
generally, prosecutions have taken
place that should prove a warning to
others.

In this connection at Morrl’sbm‘g,
on July 8th, Glen Becker Cheese and
Butter Co., of that place, pleaded
guilty before Police Magistrate Wm,
Eager to the charge of branding whey
butter as creamery butter,

The same day W, Gogo, butter
dealer, of Morrisburg, for whom the
whey butter had been talsely branded,
pleaded guilty to having knowingly
sold whey butter branded as creamery
butter.

A fine of ten dollars with costs was
imposed in each case.

AN JLL-USED FARMER'S FRIEND.

The skunk is of mora value to the
farmer than he is apt to be given
credit. It stands among the most im-
pertant animals that choose for thelir
diet insects harmful to the farmer. It
is the best-known ecnemy ‘of army
worms, including the comrpron army
worm, the wheat-head army worm,
znd the fall arcy worm, all of which
are destructive to small grairs, corn
and grasses and cause heavy losses
every year to farmers. according to
tke United Stat2s Departm2at of Agri-
culture’'s bioiogist.

Th: skunk, which Js ra3oreseited
throughout the country by a number
of varietiez genera and species, is an
aninial of great econonmic importance.
Its food consists very largely of in-
sects, mainly of thos» species which
are very destructive to garden  and
forage crops. Field observation and
Inperatory examinaticns demonsteate
that they destroy immenss numbers
of white grubs, gras:hoppers, crickets,
cutworms, hornets, wasps. and other
noxious forms. The alanning increase
of the white gzub 1 some loeallties 18
largely due to the extermination  of
this valuable animal.

It is a matter of common observa-
tion where white gruls are particu-
larly abundant in cocafizlds to not2
little round holes burrowed in the
ground atcut nills of corn. These are
made by skunks in their s2arch dur-
ing the night for these grubs. During
an outbreak of  grasshoeppers 1
Kansas it was Jdetermined that in
many cases a large proportion of the
food of skunks coasisted of these
srasshoppers. ;

Strawberry growers generally regard
this animal with favor, even though in
its cager gearci for th2 grubs it may
uproot the plant or eat a herries
The skunks als) cats many 1sature
“May bectles” and “Junec bugs,’ which
hatch from the white zrubs.

Skunks also Cestroy the hop grub,
grasshoppers, cutworms, crickets,
sphinx moths, sweet poiato beetlcs,
Colorado petate bectles, field mice and
rats. The animal i3 especially usetul
in destroying the rats and mice that
comreronly infest farm buildings. If a
skunk takes un his residence near
premises wnere these rats are abund-
ant, it will r:main there !t not dis-
turbed until practically all the rod-
ents are destroved.

Oil meal is one of the very best con-
centrated foods for domestic live stock.
It Is valuable not only as a highly
palatable, neutritious food, but it gives
tone to the digestive system and thus
alds in the digestion of other feeds.
O1f! meal has a beneficial effect upon
the whole physical economy; it com-
bines food tonic and laxative proper-
ties. Ten per cent. of oil meal added
to other forms of grain food will im-
Prove the general condition of the ani-
mal and give to the hair a desirable
lustre. It is guod for young animals as
well as older ones. For dairy cows,
which are not fed either alfalfa or
vetch hay. or kale, oil meal {8 almost
indispensable for best results. It is al-
80 the best substitute for succulent
teod for the dairy cow. For cows kept
in or near towns and cities, where
succulent feed is not available, it is
Invaluable for maintaining a healthful
vigor, Oil meal may constitute 10 or
20 per cent. of the grain ration of
dairy herds.

Protein is a feed element which
should never be slighted. Protein is
present in most feeds, but in quanti-
ties too small for proper balance. For
successful preparation of live stock
for any stock function do not everlook
the protein content of feeds. It pro-
motes vigor, builds frame and increas-
es the digestibility of other food. Al-
falfa hay contains a considerable pro-
portion of protein, according to our
leading article this week. Among oth-
er protein feeds may be mentioned oll
meal, tankage and the like.

The soils 0f no two farms are alike
—neither are the solls of two fields on
the same farm exactly alike. The to-
tal plant food in one field differs from
that of the adjoining field; the amount
of decaying organic matter (humus)
differs in different fields; the degree
of coarseness or fineness of the soil
particles varies greatly; the moisture
conditions of no two fields are identi-
cal; neither are other physical condi-
tiong nor texture of soil exactly alike
in two different fields—and so on with
an almost infinite number of condi-
tions, each having more or less in-
fluence upon the fertility or producti-
vity of the soil, each having its in-
fluence upon plant growth.

FRUIT OUTLOOK

Summary of Reports as to Pros-
pects in Ontario.

Below is given a summary of the
reports sent in from the chief fruit-
growing districts to the Ontario De-
partment of Agricuiture:

East of Toronto, including the coun-
ties of Ontario, Durham, Nortthumber-
land and Prince Edward, applies gen-
erally promise a fair to good crop,
probably 60 to 70 per cent. of that of
last year.

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CARE OF GROWING CHICKS.

Extreme care is necessary in caring’

for chicks during the growlng season
in order to secure stronj, productive
stock. The chicks should bas kept in a
healthy condition, always growing and
free fromt vermin.

It must be rvcognized that prozgr
feeding is oz ly one of the factors coh-
cerned, in the successful rearing of
chicks. Proper hatching and proper
brooding are also of great importanca
it strong, healthy flocks are to be
raised.

Scur end mouldy foods are respon-
sible for numerous loses evary year,
and too great care cannot be taken to
see that all the foods to which the
chicks have access are free fgorn any
trace of mould or fermentation.

Graina tha: have heated, though
they may not show any trace of
mould, are often injurious and should
not be fed. Soft foods which hase
been mixed with water or nulk sour
quickly, espccially if exposed to the
sun, end should not be used if there is
the slightest t1ace of formoentation.,

It 18 a great -leal more economical
in the long run to throw away talatod
food than to take the chanece of injur-
ing whole flocks of voung chicks by
its use. All trouczhs or other utensils
used in feeding chicks should be
cleaned and scaldod frequently and
kept scrupulously free from any tracz
of mould or fermentation. Great care
thould te taken in the use of foods
which, while neither mculdy nor sour,
are solled by being trampled by the
chicks cr mixed with seil or drop-
1ings. The dange~ cf infection is such
that it s cever eafe to use foods that
are in that condition. Rer:emboar that
cenly the cleanest foods shouid b2
placed before young chicks.

‘I'nere is practically no danger cf
cver-feeding chicks aftos they are
three or four weeks old and are run-
ning at large. 'They should then he
induced to eat the largest possible
qnantity of food in order to sccure
Japid growth znd dovelopment.

A large proportion of the diseazas
which affect voung chicks is due to
improper feeding or 0 Injurions foods.
Frozea vegetables, tainted meat or any
focdstuffs which are not in rerfect
conditon are liable to cause sour crop.
inflammation of the crop sr s*omach,
81.d insestinal and liver Jisorders, in-
cluding some forms of so-called “white
diarrhoea ™

When chicks are out of coniiton,
slight modifientions  in rations or
methods may result in correcting  the
tendcney te diseas> T¢ is much better
to protect the health of the chicks by
careful feeding than to resort to
drvuzs after discased cenditions have
developad,

During carly stazes of the chick's
life, when intestinal troubles are most
common, the use of boiled milk and
boiled rice wili be of great assistance
in correcting any tendency teward
diarrheen or inflummation Boiled
milk shouki be given to drink, and
boiled rice should be supplied twice a
day im place of tne rezular feed. Rice
sheuld be boiled in a double boiler un-
il 1t is thorenshly cooked und as dry
s possible. \When cold, any surplus
moisture should be taken up by mix-
mg it with fine bran, secared by sift-
meg ordinary bran through a flour
sieve and disearding (he coarser grade.
Ivan mself has a decide tohnie offect,
and the combmation of bran and boll-
ec rice will often check what might
otherwise becomn a serious epidemic
of diarrhoea. Charcoal also will ba

AIDS IN BATTLE,

Most Unique Ships Accompany
Fleet, But Do Not Fight.

One of the largest ships in the Bri-
tish navy does not fight, but it al-
ways accompanies the fleet in actual
warfare, This ship is the Ark Royal
and the most unique in the world. She

is the last word in special units, and
is at the present time located off the
Dardanelles. She is a floating aero-
plane factory, and carries spare pro-
pellors, wings, floats and every con-
ceivable part of a hydroplane or sea-
plane. Great Britain is the first navy
in the world to possess such a ship.
These flying machines accompanying
the fleet can be repaired and practl-
cally rebuilt right on the ground, by
means of this mother ship.

Another famous ship, and which
does not fight, attached to the navy, is
H. M. 8. Cyqclops. She is nothing more
or less than a huge dockyard foundry,
employing three hundred skilled me-
chanics, in addition to the crew ne-
cessary to #all the ship. She does not
carry a gun, because every inch of
room is required for machinery. Every
battleship has a small work shop, but
it cannat do big repalrs or casting,
but the Cyclops can. She carries a com-
plete foundry, where as large a cast-
ing as a battleship’s propellor can be
made, In the ship are huge cupolas or
domes for emelting and casting,
stretched away above the deck like
huge mushrooms.

Over the bow of this ship hangs a
huge anchor, made of wood. This is
a template for casting a complete an-
chor, should one of the warships lose
one, In addition to her huge repairing
plant, the Cyclops carries a vast dis-
tilling apparatus to supply fresh wat-
er to all the ships in the fleet. She is
fitted up with ice-making machines
and refrigeration rooms, in which
fresh meat is stored for the crews of
those small craft, like submarines, ‘tor-
pedo boats and destroyers gad small
cruisers, which cannot be so fitted.
The Cyclops is 500 feet long, and at t*a
time she was built was the first of
her type and size in the world.

There {s also another ship of the
same class, called the Assistance, but
she is nct so large. There is stiil an-
cther called the Vulean, of 7,000 tons
displacement, which has abiiity to
cruige 10,000 miles without re-coaling.
This latter ship has two huge crane
Worked by hydraulic, which are large
enough to lift a small vessel clean
out of the water on. to the deck with
in half a minute. These crancs are
tened to the keel of the repalr ship, tr
prevent her tipping over when lifting
a large vessel. These facts possily
throw light for the general reador up-

Out of my battalion,
which was over 1200, there are 400
alive, I have been through the battles
of Neave Cbappelle, Ypres, and Teste-
burt, s0 T have seen some fighting.

Population is over Eight Millions

The total population of Canada at
the beginning of the present vear ac-
cording to an official estimate made by
the census department, was 8,075,000,
This is the first time that the eight
million mark has been passed, and in
the population was included, of course,
Canada’s soldiers at the front.

The growth of population since the
census was taken in 1911 is officially
estimated at approximatelv 850,000, or
an average of about 200,000 per year.
It is worth noting that the total immwi-
gration of the past four years since the
taking of the census has been‘in round
numbers 1,330,000. It is apparent,
theretore, that since the immigration
exceeds the estimated increase in pop-
ulation by nearly half a million, there
is still a considerable annual exodus
of Canadians to the United States or
other countries.

The total immigration for 1914 is
given as 168,930, a decrease of 149,-
908, or oyer 50 per cent as compared
with the preceding year. For the
present year it is expected that there
will be another large decrease as with
the exception of the new settlers still
coming into Cunada from the United
States, immigration bas practically
ceased on account of the war, and the
existing financial depression,

It would not be surprising if at the
end of the present year the official
estimate of the population of the Do-
minion shows the total to be again
under the eight milion mark,

To The Citizens of Athens

The destruction of noxious weeds is
a live question just now., A short
notice in last week’s issue «f the Re-
porter seems to have met with no
general response. We are now pre-
pared to serve notices on all that do
not comply and in the event of their
failure then the matter will be attend-
ed to by the proper authoritives at
their expense. The law requires that
noxious weeds shall be cut as often as
is necessary to prevent seeding, conse-
quently it is important that they
should be dealt with in such manner
as to prevent them growing up a sec-
ond time. Burdock and such biennial
plants should be cut out by the roots.
We are going to enforce this By-law
on all, not excepting members of coun-
cil, Street Commissioners and Village
Officer.

ROUMANIA

Balkan Power’s Dilemma in the
World War.

Like Bulgaria Roumania is only
indirectly affected by Italy's entrance
into the European war, though indi-
rect effects sometimes have far-
reaching consequences. Roumania's
position is much like that of the tra-
ditional ass between the two bales of
hay. To the west of her lies Austro-
Hungarian Transylvania, to the east
Russian Bessaraba, both of these pro-
vinces inhabited predominantly,
though by no meane exclusively, by
Roumanians. Of course Iioumania
would like tnem both, but since this
is imposesible she has been Lo see
which appeared the safer prey.

Last winter, when tae Koummanians
seemed about to overrun Hungary,
Roumania visibiy stirred for a spring
at ‘transylvania. Later on, the leu-
tonic victories at her very gates gave
her pause. To-day she 1s closely
watching the effect of Italy’s on-
slaught upcan Austria-Hungary. She
is also interested in possible happen-
ings at the Daraanelles,

Roumania, like Bulgaria, would
greatly dislike to see Russia at Con-
stantiuuple. She would then lie
squarely in Russia's overland path,
and sheould Ausiria-dungary give way
to a Slavized Central Kurope, Rou-
mania, even with Transylvania, would
be but an isolated islet in the Slav
ocean. Of course there are string
internal . cross-currents which may
modify her decislon. But, looking at
the matter from the standpoint of
purely foreign policy, we may expect
someth like this: If Constanti-
nople falls and the Teutonic allies fail
in their stroke against Russia, Rou-
mania will almost certainly strike for
Transylvania. If Constantinople
stands aud Russia crumples up in Ga-
licia and Poland, Roumania will as
certainly strike for Bessarabia. In any
other event, Roumania will probably
continue her present neutrality, al-
though, as I have said, there are in-
ternal factors which may tip the scaleg
one way or the other.

Such are the main political
bilities involved in Italy's
into the European war. They are,
as we have seen; both far-reaching
and complex. What the actual re-
sults wil] be, only time and the for-
tune of the Italian arms can disclose.

POWER U} RAINDROPS.

Immense Electrical Energy Wast-
ed in Heavy Shower.

There is a certain amcunt of popver
in a,falling raindrop, as may be de-
monstratea by any one who will so
dispose a small water wheel that the
drop may strike it av a proper angle.
Such a drop is, indeed an infinitesi-
mal waterfall. Its energy is easily
to be measured.

Multiply this bit of energy by the
number which designates all the drops
of a shower, and you have more pow-
er, the power of a very considerable
waterfall. If, again, the shower be
supposed to last for a period of hours,
he who takes’the trouble to estimate
the energy exerted by its failing drops
combined may acquire at least a faint
idea of the energy in nature that is
Quite unavailable as yet for the use
of man.

A severe -rain storm suBgested
these thoughts to an English man of
science, who forthwith proceeded to
calculate the amount of power that
was wasted in the downpour, at least
80 far as human purpose was con-
cerned. The problem was one of no
great difficulty, inasmuch as all the
elements were known,

The full force of the rain endured
for ten hours. If affected a territory
of approximately ten square miles.
The entire rainfall amounted to evact-
ly 4.17 inches, according to the accur-
ate measurement of the weather - de-
partment men. The average height
of the rain clouds was 5,000 feet.

With these facts known it was a
simple matter of arithmetic to find
that in the ten hours of the storm
something like 10,000,000,600, gallons
of water had fallen over a distance
of 5,000 feet.

That -was a majestic cataract, for
the time being at least,

with any that exists upon earth. In

energy, as the scientist figured, it was :
equivalent to no less than 15,000,000

horse-power hours.

That power, converted into electric-
ity,
for a period of 425 days.

Ten square - miles is but
finitesimal portion of the earth's sur-
face, hardly a pin point on the map.
A single rain storm, no matter how
great the precipitation, is but the
merest fraction of the vast annual
fall of water from the skies. What,
then, must be the energy in the whole
vast volume of water that pours down
from above in the course of an entire
Year?

And what as the scientist himself
asks, would be the effect upon the
industries of the world could all this
bower be economically harnessed to
the use of mankind?

CALL FAILED

Why the Moslem Jihad Did Not
Rally Against the Allies.

The men in the government eaddle
at Constantinople last November is-
sued a call to Moslems everywhere to
rally in revolt against their alien
rulers. The call was lost in the air.
It met with response nowhere. The
frantic effort failed utterly. 1t is
importang for us, if it be possible, to
find the real meaning of this outeédme
of a plan from which so much was
hoped.

We have been accustomed for many
years to see on the part of the Mos-
lems of Turkey, ot kgypt, and of In-
dia an acceptance of aid from Christ-
ian nations in material things accom-
panied by a firm attitude of fidelity
to their ancestral faith, and with a
revulsion from our religion.

Very few even of the most intelli-
gent among them have been able in
the past to understand Christlan
teaching or t6 appreciate the constit-
uent elements ot truly Christian char-
acter,

The events now taking place in
Europe have intensified Moslem re-
vulsion from European Christianity
and deepened their conviction of the
;supreme excellence of their own relig-
on. !

Why, then, have Moslems who are
subjects of Christian governments
turned a deaf ear to the call of the
Calif and remained loyal to the gov-
ernments under which they live?

We may interpret their loyalty to
their rulers of Moslems under the do-
minion of England, France, and Rus-
sla as meaning that they know that
listening to Turkey's appeal would
imperil their material interests. Yes,
but is this a sufficient explanation?
It is very far from sufficient.

Men of the East have from time
fmmemorial been accustomed to a
governmental administration and to
Judicial procedure that made more of
personal claims and money induce-
ments than of the demands of right
and justice, where, therefore, the rich
had every advantage over the poor.

The rich men and men of rank in
India and Egypt have of late years
often been dazed at finding that neith-
er rank nor wealth could move a judge
a hair's-breath from what the law and
equity demanded. This has not made
them love their western rulers, but it
has made them respect and trust
them.

GREAT‘SHIPS OF OLD.

Noah’s Ark About the Size of
Modern Ocean Liner.

It is gencrally agreed that Noah's
ark measured about 450 feet in length,
75 feet in breadth, and 45 feet in
depth. It is interesting to note that
the proportions of these dimensions
are practically the same as those of
the great modern ocean liners.
The Greeks and the Romans con-
structed several large vessels measur-
ing upwards of 500 feet. These were: A
built for the emperors or rulers, and
were little more than enormous scows,
without any means of propulsion.
A vessel 420 feet in length, was
built by Ptolemy, which was propelled.
by 500 rowers, arranged in five banks,
using oars 57 feet in length.
The fame of the Thalamegus still
lives. This boat, which measured 300
feet in length, 40 feet in breadth,, and
60 feet in depth, was said to have
been the most beautiful craft in an-
tiquity, and was used exclusively by
the Emperor.
A king of Syracuse is also credited
with having built a very palatial boat,
whose cabins were hung with costly
silks and decorated with rare statues.
After the decline of the Roman Em-
pire no great ships were constructed
for more than 1,000 years.

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TOOK STRONG SECTION
OF TURKISH TRENCHES

Allies Capture 400 Yards of Strongly Forti-

- fied Positions.

Along Whole Front, and Repulse Counter-
Attacks.

London Cable, Gen, Sir Ian
Hamilton, in command of the land
forces at the Dardanelles, reportg that
on Monday the British right wing and
right centre captured two lines of
Turkish trenches to a depth of 200
to 400 yards. In the right section of
the enemy his first and second trench-
es were taken, together with 80 pris-
oners, That night two counter-attacks
were repulsed.

Ag anticipated, progress against the
Turks is very slow owing to the na-
tural and strongly fortified positions
which they hold. But British military
authorities express satisfaction with
the gain of an occasional line of
trenches, relying on breaking the
morale of the Turks and on the ex-
haustion of their supply of ammuni-
tlon. Germany's eagerness to have
Roumania allow the passage of am-
munition through that cguntry do
Turkey is taken to mean that the
supply is running short.

The announcement is as follows:

“Gen, Sir Ian Hamilton, command-
er of the allied forces at the Dardan-
elles reports that on the 12th instant
the forces under him made an attack
at daybreak with their right and cen-
tre. After heavy and confused fight-
ing, lasting all day, the troops en-
gaged. including a French corps, sue-
ceeded in carrying two strongly held
and strongly fortified lines of Turkish
trenches opposite to them, the ground
covered by the advance varying in
depth from 200 to 400 yards.

“The second phase of the operation |

was then ungertaken, and the right
section of the enemy’s llnes was at-
tacked. Ag in the former phase, the
first .ine of trenches was easily car-
ried, a preliminary bembardment
having been successful Following up

“This position being vital to the
safety of life a further attack was
organized, and a brigade of the Royal
Naval division, supported by French
artillery, was sent forward, and with
the support of 75's retook the trench-
es. In the meantime the French had
pushed their extreme right down to
the mouth of the River Kerevesg Dere,
where it runs into the sea, This po-
sition wag maintained without diffi-
culty.

“During the night of the 13th-14th,
2s on the previous night, the enemy
counter-attacked, but without suc-
cers.

“Thus  in these successful opera-

ive of the attack was attained, ex-
¢ept on one small portion of about
800 yards, which still remains in the
hands of the Turks.

“Four hundred and twenty-two
brisoners were captured, of whom
290 were taken by the French in the
tirst attack.”

WRECK OF THE
TOWN OF YPRES

To-day an Unearthed Imitation of

Pompeii,

May Remain Monument to Hun.
Vandals.

Ypres, Belgium, Cable.——(Corre-
spondence of the Associated Press)—
The last tenacious inhabitants of
Ypres were dragged from their under-
ground refuges and taken by force to
Dlaces of safety a fortnight ago; - the
cellars themselves had ceased to af-
ford protection from the continual
bounding of the German shells. The
town to-day looks like an unearthed
imitation of Pompeii; not one of its
12,000 houses is intact, and not a dozen
of those that remain partly erect are
repairable, The ancient pride of
Flanders, if it ever risos from its
ruins, must be entirely rebuilt from
the foundations. Of the famous hall,
which three weeks ago still showed a
semblance of resistance, there remains
nothing but a single little tower stand-
ing out against the sky like a gigantic
finger raised in protest. The only part
of the walls remaining is a battered
breached remnant on the side of thes
“Grand Place.” Only here and there
is it possible Ly close formation to dis-
cover any traces of the details of its
former architectural beauty.

There were ten thousand people here
three weeks ago, and it was still
possible to enjoy a cud of tea at the
cafe on the “Grand Place” while con-
templating tihe agonizing “Ha W b0~
day the only living creatures that re-
main ars two cats sticking to the de-
bris. of their homes in the Rue de
Thourout. No one knows what they
live on, and the British soldiers have
been unable to capture (¢ m.

One of them lies di-
rectly in frent of an enclosed plot
of ground covered with field flowers,
above which rise fourteen crosses.
Here were buried the remains of a
little detachment of British troops
that were sought out by one of the
16-inch German shells while resting in
an abandoned cottage on the edge of
Ypres.

The eventual restoration
raises conflleting views,
originate from sentiment,
had long ago lost all commereial im-
portance.

RUSSIA READY
" FOR THE HONS

Fully Prepared to Deal With At-
tack on the Narew.

Opinions Differ as to the Drive on
Warsaw, 7

London Cable. “Experts differ,”
says the Times Petrograd correspond-
€nt, “whether the new German move
on the Narew River is preparatory to
an advance on Warsaw from the north,
or merely a demonstration to guard
their communications with Courland,
at@\er the check sustained by thewm in
the, south and west.”

The_ I\VIomIDg Post’s Petrograd cor-
respondent says:

“The Germans have begun an ad-
valce on the Narew on a front of one
hundred miles in extent. This mo-
mentous event has been expected for
Some weeks past, and Russia is per-
fectly prepared to deal with it on much
the same lines as have become famil-
iar in the Galician adventure. The
German plan is to catch' the Russian
armies like a nut between a. nut-
cracker, but the Germans have an in-
calculable amount of fighting to face
before they win to the area enclosing
the nut. And then the cracking is
still to be done. It is all sheer frontal
fighting. The Russians have been so
disposed to take advantage of their
natural strongholds that wherever the
Germans attack they must break in
by frontal attack.”

STUBBORN 'RUSS RESISTANCE.

London Cable. Reinforcements
have been sent to the German troops
in the Russian provinces of Courland
and Kovno, with the result that vig-
orous military operations have Leen
resumed in that section. The Russians
2re offering a stubborn resistance and
are holding strategic positions, accord-
ing to an official statement issued
Vesterday at the headquarters of the
general staff in Petrograd, and tele-
graplied to the Central News and Ex-
changr~ Telegraph Company herz. The
text of the communication follows:

“The enemy, having received rein-
forcements in the region of Riga and
Shavli, began on the 14th an advance
from Hazenpol on Goldingen, and the
sector Shnmden-l’np(:linr,\'. Our cav-
alry and advance guards are holding
the enemy at the passages of the
Windau and Venta Rivers, and at
cther favorakble positions.

Detroiter Back From Europe Says
All Nations So Believe.

Even Pecple of the Fatherland
Are Showing Fears.

Detroit Report.—Justice R, Pearson,
reai estate Operator, returned to De-
troit Tuesday from a two months’
business trip to Europe, which took
him through Germany, S\vitzerlanq,
France anqg ltaly, and contributed
generously to his store of experience
and reminiscence,

Mr. Pcarson quotes a former United

States consul whom he met abroad,
Dr. John Jones, of Washington, reci-
pient of decorations from Emperor
Franz Jcsef and King Victor Em-
manuel for distinguished Red Cross
service, to the effect that the war will
€und August 29 of this year.
: “Dr. Jones told me he had positive
information regarding this,” said Mr,
I’eurson: “His prediction carries some
\x‘elght in view of his connection with
fereign military affairs, Some time
agc he ventured g similar prediction
relative to the probable date of Italy’s
onlx?anco into the conflict, and the
Italian declaration came the day after
that named by Dr. Jones.”

But Mr. Pearson’s views as to the
probable duration of the war do not
coincide with Dr, Jones'. On the trip
llome, he said, his ship passed an
armada of British vessels steaming
eastward through the Straits of ib-
raltar for the Dardanelles. There were
cruisers, transports, destroyers, coi-
liers, mine sweepers, supply ships and
other luxuries in the grim company,
Mr. Pearson said, and in his opinion
a movement of sufficient magnitude
to justify such a mobilization will have
no termination by the date named by
the Red Cross man.
