NO ENTIIUSIASM, NO CHEERS.

A CRIT WATERLOO B¥ THEIR
OWN ARMS.

About six o'clock or thereabouts
in the afterncon of Wednesday last
the Chatbam Branch eame trundling
in, wheels shrieking, old crazy tim-
hers squeaking, the distinguished

“visilor,Hon.EdwardBlake on board.
The party was there in almost full
strength, about sixty in number,and
was headed by Mr. J. B. Snowball
—who it will be remembered pre-
fers his deais to his constituents.
The crowd toox off their caps, and
bellowed and cheered out of time,
and out of tune,lustily as they could;
and then a negro, probably the same
African who was brought here from
St. Jobn “to run the whole thing”
went out, being primed to -0 by
one of the Grits, and offered ‘*three
cheers for Hon. Peter, Mitchell.”
There was no cheer given and the
imported African grinned audibly.
The Grits were crowded closely
around the steps of the old car, and
looked for Mr. Blake to come forth,
as Lbe circus goer looks for the ap-
pearance of the mammoth clephant.
When he did come they soon knew
him, for he bent upon. them a look
which showed the struggle it cost
him to be polite.  Mr. Blake is a
man who bas a sovereign contempt
for mo3t other men: The ecringing
crowds who hang around to pay
him adalation, he most heartily des-
pises and with all his arts, and all
his strength of will, he is unable to
conceal the sneer which he intends
to be asmile when exchanging salu-
tations. Itis on'y those whom Bir
Blake fears, he respects—the rest he
tolerates, and hardly that. The
poor little creatures who made them-
selves conspicuous here yesterday
by their fawning upon him, and
thrusting their unappreciated ser-
vices upon him, he would not re-
cognize if he met in Ottawa or in
his own town tomorrow. Their
adulations, #nd their fawning he
conceives to be a matter of duty,and
feels himself annoyed and worried
to have to tolerate it. -Nor docs he
"respect Mr. Snowball, Lecause Mr.
Snowball has not the parts that a
man like Mr. Blake could respect,
Mr.Blake docs not want to talk deals
and invoices all the time -he is here,
and nothing but deals and invoices
—yet beyond thesc Mr. Snowball
cannot go. He is thorougbly illiter-
ate in history, in letters, in modern
evenis outside his own mill, and
store and counting room,and cannot
present in conversation anything to
entertain the cultured or the
thouglhtful mind. Mr. Snowball is a
“smart business man.”  There his
genius and his learning, and his
ability end. That is the ullima thule
of the intellectual part of his »pas
ture.

However it is a queer place a man
cannot pust in a few days. If Rob-
inson Crusoe could live years on the
island of Juaa Ferpundez,Mr.Blake
ought to be able with all his con-
tempt for Mr. Snowball and his
party to spend four or five days in
Chatham.

A reporter. of the Star interview

ed the bandmaster and asked him
how beliked Chatham. I like it
well enough he said, but I caunt say
so much for the arrangemonts of
this reception committee. They
sent after us and when we cawme
here, only half of us could stow
away in the hotel the committee
directed us to.  The rest had to go
around town, and hunt up lodgings
the best they could. I have been,
bandmaster now for 25 years and
rever had to see my company div-
ided anywhere I ever went ‘before,
Mr Hayes must have been wuistaken.

The critics of the Langevin recep-
tion surely could not have made
such a blunder as this!

THE DECORATION.

For the last week the committes had
been scouring the town for flags;
and havipg got everything they
could, from a colored pocket hind-
kerchief up, they went out and got
from the ships in port, flags of every
nation—Krench, Eaglish, German,
Duteh,Chinese,—andMormon. They
hung these around the town.at lead-
ing points. There was a string of
flags 7 in number from the Cowm-

THE MOTTOES &C.
A kind of gallery had heen erected
at the end of the Masonic Hal', fac-
ing the patch where the town cows
are usually pasturel. Over tlLis
gallety there was a kind of roof in
case il rained or that the sun was
too liot. On the front and above the
rest was an arch, nicely formed with
green bushes.  Around this was the
molto “Welcome Liberal Leader.”
Other mottoes were stuck on to
other portioas of the plece.
