The Freeman’s Journal denounces the new
scheme of the Government for effecting emi-
gration from Ireiand to Canada, anu warns
all Irishmen against it.

The Times’ special London cable says the
Canadian officers, Coionels Otter and Turn-
buil, and Count D'Orsonnens, who have been
studying the workings of the English mili-
tary system *for the purpose of applying it
to the defence of Canada, are about to re-
turn home. They have had several confer-
ences at the War Office on plans for the de-
tence of their country,

From Dublin it is reported that Michael
Walters, sentenced to imprisoument for com-
plicity in the Crossmaglen murder conspiracy,
recently ‘died in prison.

Walters
was secretary of the society, the object of
which, it was claimed, was the assassination
of the landlords and the officers of the Gov-
ernment.

Qur cable despatches state that the condi-
tion of the poor 1n London is again attracting
the attention of the English people. Lord
Salisbury has written a manifesto on the sub-
ject, and the matter has led to a great deal
of correspondence through the press during
the past week.

The Rival Irish Factions.

A Dublin degpatch says that the National
League meeting near Loughrea has been pro-
claimed. The Nationalists announce an in-
tention to hold a meeting near Belleck, county
Fermanagh. This has greatly excited the
Orangemen, who have 1ssued a manifesto,
calling upon their order to assemble 1n thou-
sands, and bidding the Nationalists beware of
their just anger. A meeting of Nationalists
at Castle Lion, Cork, has also bLeen pro-
claimed.

A Belfast despatch says there is reason to
fear there will be a conflict at Belleek, county
Fermanagh. If the Nationalists hold a meet-
ing it will be difficult for the police and
military to keep the Orangemen off as they
did at Roslea. Two thousand Orangemen
have been armed with revolvers. The
Nationalists have made noj preparation to
protect themselves.

Canadian Railways,

The London 7'elegraph, in an editorial,
said of Canadian raillway matters, as present-
ed by the recent speech of Sir Henry Tyler,
president of the Grand Trunk railway :—
** The guarantee of a fair percentage instead
of a subsidy would meet the approval ot all
concerned. Such an arrangement would
not hurt the Grand Trunk. The more
the Government is identified with the
railways the more it will be disposed
to assist in everything which would
be advantageous to railway interests and to
discourage the introduction of the American
system of building lines, which has
been 80 needlessly disastrous to KEnglish
investora. It is unlikely that the Dominion
will permit an alliance with any American
rallway.” The Standard is puzzled t6 under-
stand the action of the Dominion. A subsidy
of 85,000,000 was promised, and $3,000,000
of this sum has already been paid. Now,
without explanation, this subsidy is with-
drawn, and an annuity equal to $8,000,000
substituted therefor.

Loxd Lorne on Home Rale,

The Contemporary Review contains an
article by the Marquis of Lorne on Canadian
home rule, written in compliance with a re-
quest to furmsh notes suggestive of steps
that might be taken to meet the demand for
Home Rule in Ireland, or provide informa-
tion having a bearing on the future of Aps.
tralasia, The Marquis discusses tne chief
features of the Federﬁ Government of Can-
ada, and dwells upon the danger which must
arise should one member of the Confedera-
tion become strong enough to oppose the will

of the Central Government. Lord Lorne de-
clares that should a provincial feeling. be
developed stronger than the feeling of loyalty
to the General Government, the American
civil war may be repeated in Canada. The
experience of the American States, he says,
showsthat while purely local mattersmaybeleft
to Central Local Assemblies, it i all-impor-
tant that no province should be organized in
such strength as to be able to formuiate a
policy leading to a conflict with the rest of
the country.

The Daily News says :—‘‘ It is quite im-
possible to avoid the conclusion that the mys-
terious explosions were caused by ioul play,
and it 18'quite needless to say that the out-
rage is attributed to the Irish.”

Fortunately for Michael Davitt, who was
lecturing in St. James’ hall, the news of the
explosions was slow in getting abroad. The
great hall was packed with a demonstrative
crowd, largely Irish, and deafening cheers
greeted the orator as he denounced Lord
Salisbury, and declared that ‘‘Private right
in land was public robbery of the nation.”
Had London known what had happened in
the underground railroad the consequences
might have been serious.

The Times says that since the explosion at
the Local Government Board nothing has
occurred which is so calculated to excite
public alarm as the explosions last night. It
18 evident the occurrence was not an acci-
dent. The explosives were of the most
powerful nature.  Suspicion points in ope
direction only, and it is hoped the authors
will speedily be brought to justice.

Shall We Abolish Hanging ?

It has been the fashion of late to exalt cer-
tain foreign methods at the expense of our
own, chiefly because the latter has sometimes
broken down. Two of these foreign systems
in particular have been glorified, and no doubt
both have certain undoubted methods of their
own. The guillotine it most effective as a
means:of destroying life. It is an unerring,
nearly dutomatic machine, and probably anni-
hilateés withont uncecessarily protracted pain.
1ts inwentor went so far as to claim for it that-
the sufferer felt merely a pleasant freshness
about the neck and nothing more. To the
sensitive mind, however, there is something
terribly disgusting in decapitation ; it
is horrible to see, or rather to hear,
the head fall into the basket amid
torrents of blood. The Spanish ga-
rotte, again, which is obviously oriental in
origin, and an adaptation of the bowstring, is
also instantaneous in itqeaction. The old
mechanism, which was sinfpily a rope and a

iece of stick used tourniquet fashion, has
en improved into a brass collar encircling
the neck,and containing a sharp point, which
is forced 1nto the spinal marrow. But neither
of these forms are really so far superior to
ours a8 to be entitled to supersede 1t, After
all, one method is as good as another, provid-,
ed it follsfi certain indispensable conditions.
Capital punishment is intended to remove
the criminal, to extinguish a life forfeited to
the laws, and if this can be accomplished
promptly, without inflicting torture, encour-
aging bravado, or demoralizing the execu-
tioner, the desired end 1s achieved, These
are not unattainable results, and so long as
they. can be compassed by hanging there can
be no, sufficient reason for trying to do-
mestioate exotic methods ot execution.
It has also been mooted recently whether
some thore scientific process might not vet be
adopted with advantage. The chemist and
the glecprician have tremendous agencies at
their disposal, one or other of which might
be utilized for the destruction of the arimin-
al. Bat poor humanity is already too sorely
beset by murderous enemies, and legislators
may well pause before they permit the devel-
opment of the means of taking life. Great
practical difficulties. too, would probably su-
pervene in giving effect to any new process,
wheth#r by poison orelectricity. The inter-
ventighi of some skilled agent would be indis-
pensable ; the fatal poison must be adminis-
tered sefentifically ; the dread forces of elec-
tricity ¢hust be set 1n motion by some expert,
and 1% might not be easy to persuade
; or savants to act as ex-
ecutiofiers. But a still stromger ob-
jection~ exists to this or any kind of
change in the manner of carrying out the
penalty of death. It is not likely that any
such change would easily secure legisiative
sanction, not from any positive dislike to ac-
cept this or that new method, but because
the opening of the question at all would end
in the abolition of capital punishment alto-
gether. Whether society can quite afford to
part with one of its greatest safeguards is be-
yond the scope of this paper to discnss. But
all who feel that the law which exacts a life
for a.life is our best and perhaps our only
protection against the growth of homicide
will prefer to leave our system of execution
unchanged. An imperfect process is better
than none at all, and it will be better to adopt
reasoniable improvements than bring about
abolition by vain search after an impossible
ideal.’

Associating with him
were Messrs. Root, Mason, Woodbury, and
other well-known hymn writers, They thus
gave to the world the first collection of music
of the ‘distinctive class known as Sunda:
scheol music, which has spread so widely
over all the civilized world. As an evidence

The annual meeting of the Ontaric Mana-
facturers’ and Industrial Association was held
atthe Rossin jhouse on the 25th.

Its weakness has been in some
breeds of cattle. Need the Government hesi-
tate in' granting & liberal sum for this pur-
pose, ss everyone wiil favour our Ex-
perimental Station being kept in the lead
in the future asit has been in the past in all
live stock matters.

AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION.

In last week’s issue was published the de-
tailed scheme recently adopted by the Agri-
cultural and Arts Association of Ontario for
affording farmers’ sons or those who intend
embarking in  agricultural - pursuits—a more
thorough knowledge of firming than can be
obtained without attedding the Ontario
Agricultural College. The scheme alluded
o will be conducted on the plan - of reading
Jand studying agricultural books and publica-
tions, and granting certificates of merit. to

similar plan is now in vogue in England and
Scotland, and the most beneficial effects have
been the result. As many of the farmers
who come out here from the Mother Country
are well acquainted with numerous details
connected with the composition of soil and
the crops best saited to i, which frequently
enables them to outstrip-Canadians who have
not . enjoyed such advantages, the Council
of the Agricultural and Arts Association have
performed a commendable action in bringing
this matter to such a sgage of completion,
and the association has given another proof
t'na::ﬁ usefulbess lm‘n not de tﬂd' as some
mischievous persons ently affirm.

Professor Mills, of m)nurio Agricultaral
College, while noontl{ addressing’ & con-
vention of public sehool teachers in Drayton,
advocated the necessity of teaching agricul-
sare in E:blio schools'in ruraldistricts, and
it.is to be hoped thatsome steps will be taken
to out the mme sanctioned
by the Minister of ueation. He said
that there could be mo dopbt but that
the primary object of our education was to
give s thorough and ‘practical kmowledge of
reading, writing, spelling, arithmetlc, Eng-
lish grammar, and composition with an out-
line of geography..
