is left to volunteers who have had no
training or experience in such work.

Live stock may be substituted for
cultivation under certain conditions
In certain districts a homesteader
ir. good standing may preempt a
quarter-section alongside his home-
stead.

Some of the mem-
tbers, therefore, are in favor of at-
faching a fair salary to the position
and employing a secretary on a per-
manent basis. Others are stronzly
epposed to such action and contend
that inasmuch as the Patriotic Fund
Js a benevolent institutio», the sec-|
retary should give his services free
as do the other officers and workers
in the fund.

‘The Advocate’s view of the matter
is that if anyone can be found who
has the time and disposition to do
the work required in a proper man-
mer without salary it is desirable to
accept the services of such a person. |
It should be clearly understood, how- |
ever, that neither the Patriotic Fund
nor the public have any right to de-
mand that anyone do this work for
nothing. The duties of the position
#n question are exacting ,and require
for their proper performance the
possescion by the incumbent of cer-
fain qualities, which are not any too
common, namely: energy, tact, sound
judgment, a strong sense of justice, |
and considerable back-bone. Usually |
people possessinig these qualities |
are in such demand that their time |
is so much taken up with other mat- |
ters that they have not enough spurei
time on their hands to permit them
to do what should be done by the
secretary of the Patriotic Fund. Peo-
ple of this stamp can devote more or|
less time to this work but inteitnit-|
tent attention to the position is not |
likely to produce satisfactory re»i
sults. |

The diphtheria epidemic ~which
prevails around : McNamee's near
Doaktown is now reported to be well
in hand, and * the quarantine which
ras been established is thought to be
sufficiently strict to prevent any fur-
ther spread of the disgase.
