Plenty Of Sugar

Montreal, May 26—In the various
yards of the rallrcad companies at
Montreal there are hundreds of car
vads of raw sugar from the United
Stetes being held up consigned to the
St. Lawrence Sugar Refineries, Lim
jted, and the Canadian Biugar Refin-

Presse of this city, which claims tq
have the Informatic= fijom a good
sowrce. This s due to tke strike
which #s at preseniL being called in
these , rpfineries. -

Presse adds that demurrage
ea at the rate of five dollars a
day ane pliling up on these cars, pay
able by the oomsignees. The total
weight of sugar Involved runs into
millions of pounds, it is asserted. .

Mcntreal, May 26—In reference to
a despatch from Halifax today that
great quantities of sugar were be-
ing plled up there presumably for
expory abpoad a prominent official
of a Montrpal sugar refinery stated
today that the export of granulated
sugar from Canada was prohibited
except to ~ Newfoundland..

The Maoufacture
Of Clover Silage

‘

We are but beginning - to appre-
ciate the value of clover silage in
modern stock feeding, Whea pro-
perly made clover silage 48 an ex-
cellent féed for nearly all classes
of live stock. Aside from fts. higher
protein content, it has ar advantage
Gver- comn wilage in polnt of lower
coét of production. The yields of
clover - compare favourably
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with |

Only as much should be cut at ons
time as may be placed in the silo
during the day. The mower should
be started early in the morning
while the dew is on and followed at
once by the rmmke. The clover should
not be lef¢ to wilt between culiting
and siloing. I severe wilting does
take place better’ results are ob-

cught to feel wet as it drops in the
silo. FKrequently attempts are made
to make silage out of clover after
it is spoiled for hay. This is ¢ poor
policy. Par'tly spolled clovor makes
very inferfor cilage es it loses its
colour and likely decay has begun.

Clover silage has boen made with
some degree of success by placing
in the silo without cutting. This
should not be done” if it can be
avoided. Not only 1is there less
liability of the clover spoiiing when
cut into short lengths but it can be
placed in the silo and also removed
with much greater ease. The
knives on ithe cutter must be kept
shanp and set to cut approximately
half inch lengths. It ts a good plan,
where possible when sil/ng clover,
to put a layer of corn on top to
weighy down the mass below and
secure a more thonough packing and
thereby also a better quality of
silage.

First White Man
Born In Province

—
Father-In- Law Of Newcastle
Boy

Huntfngdon.—Mr, Thomas Fra-
ser York has the proud distinction
of being the head of the mainland
of British Columbia, as he was the
first white man to be born in the
colony of British Columbia before
Federatiof, when Vancouver islamil
became part of the new province.
At the age of 62 he is still a young
man, strong and ereat, and posees-
sing a set of pearly white teeth
which need mo dentisty Mr. York
has never known a day's {llness,
and proof of his great staying pow-
ers is afforded in the fact that he
made no less than eight round trips
between
with the Rallway Service guards.

Born on October 21, 1858, in Fort
Yale, the son of Thomas and Maria
York, he lived in adventurous times,
putting in the first four years of his
life mostly at Spuzzum, where his
father operated the first ferry boat
across the river just below where
the present suspensiou bridge now
stands. In the tefribly severe win-
ter of 1862, the minens were starved
out of Spuzzum, and Mre. York
trekked back tov Fort Yale, while
little Tom was carried in a rocking
chair on the back of an Indian,
whose name was Old Yod{k” after
little Tom's father.

Spent Life At @luntingdon

In 1865, the Yorks moved tdown
to Sumas to what is now known as
the York farm, a few miles from
Huitingdon near the intérndtivnal
boundry. With the exception of the
time when he was at school or ser-
ving his country Mr. York has been
a resident of Huntingdon ever since.
and can be reckoned the father of
Huntingdon. The only white people
in the district in those, days were
Mr. Volket Veder, Mr. David Miller
and Mr. James Chadsey, all well-
known names in the Faaser valley.
There were big settlements of In-
dians at Kilgard and on- the Sumas
reservation which has since been
washed away, the band
migrating to Dewdney. There
were no roads, and the
dairy produce was shipped from
Miller's Landing, at wk’ch point the
great Sumas reclamation dyke will
be buil in the pear future. Every-
thing had to be carriel by canoe,
and Victoria was ithe best market
for Huntingdon produce.
Mr. York had a great admiration
for his parents. His father, a York

{shire ccal miner, came out under the

Huison's Bay company and landed
in Nanaimo in 1854, Mr. York's
mother and sister accompanying
him. An officer on ithe boat was
Robert Dunsmuir, afterwards to be
come famous in the history of Bri-
British Columblia.

As a miner, Mr. Tom York, Sr,
assisted in opening up the coal
mines at Old Whatcom, now known
as Bellingham.

From Old Whatcom his mother
and sister canoed stmaight through
to Yale, being the first white wo-
men on the river. Mrs. Phoebe
Campbell, Mr. York's sister, still
resties on her farm in the district.
Preg®ted with Farm

In recognition of being the first
white man born in the colony of
British Cclumbia, Mr. Fraser York
was presented with 160 acres of land
on the Sumas prairie by Premler

Walliem} Mr. Yu.k farmed until
1893, when he was appointed customs
officer at Huntingdon, occasionally
filling also the post of immigration
officer. He was in the service for
22 yeans when he resigned. He en-
listel in 1916 for overseas, but on
account of his age he was put in the
railway guarjls, although he was
quite prepared to go over to France.

One would imagine that educa-
tion would be overkwoked in those
early days, but there was a private
school in Yale, conducted by Mon-
sleur Travoir, an enterprising Fren-
chman, and young Tom attended
that school, later go‘ng to St. Louis
college in New Waestminister, des-
troyed in the fire some years after
wards. There was no free educa-
ticn in those days, and children
made the best of their opportunities
