France Before The Revolu­
tion.

(M. Y. Freeman'» Journal.)

It ie one ot the favorite platitudes 
of soertaio class of Frenchmen that 
under the old regime ignorance was 
widespread in France owing to the 
absence of facilities for popular ed­
ucation .

Kings cared little for the literary 
or scientific advancement, of their 
subjects, while the Church, if not 
actually hostile to the mental train­
ing of the masses, was supremely 
indifferent to their intellectual im­
provement.

The revolution of 1789 wrought 
• faSoefioent change—to «bat glori- 

eveej is due, amongst other 
things for the betterment of human­
ity, the movement for the promotion 

universal instruction that has 
iseeed in results of which all lovers 
of progrèsj may legitimately feel 
proud.

Such ie the legend carefully oulti. 
rated and industriously circulated 
by friends and admirers of the exist- 
ing order in France.

One of the prominent spokesmen 
of the Bloc, M. Buisson, a noted 
Antiolerioal, expresses himself as 
follows on this subject :

“That which is new, that which 
dates from the Revolution, is the 
idea of regarding primary instruct­
ion as an interest of public order, 

a social necessity, or, which 
comes to the same thing, an oblige, 
lion of society, That which is new, 
ie to find primary instruction in* 
scribed on the first rank of the in­
stitutions of a free country, instead 
of being an affair of private charity, 

pions work, or a philanthropic 
service."

M. Bouiseon’s étalements are wide 
of the truth. As a matter of fact, 
the Revolution, in this respect in­
vented nothing ; on the contrary, 
instead oi building up, in its blind 
rage it crushed and swept away 
every educational institution which 
was not to its image,

Before the Revolution instruction 
in every grade was as diffused as it 
is at the present day, and quite as 
much within the reach of every­
body.

Not only 40, primary instruction 
W absolutely gratuitous ; as to 

secondary education, it was free for 
most student* on account of the 
great number of scholarships avail­
able.

Previous to the Revolution, and 
two hundred years before the {ferry 
Jaw rendered school attendance 
compulsory, primary instruction 
was obligatory on all French child­
ren up to the age of 14 years, under 
pain of fine or other severer penalty.

But this education was not, as in 
our days “ausectarian” ; it was 
essentially Catholic. Primary in 
etrnotion was then compulsory, 
gratuitous, and based on religion, 
as was emphatically laid down by 
Louis IÇIY in his famous decree 
'given at yersailles the 15th 

December, 1698, and registered by 
Parliament."

Qu this point the pnguage of the 
royal instrument Is dear And pre­
cise.

"It ie our wish," says Article 9, 
“that as far as possible ra.-s'ers and 
mistresses b» apgtinted ie every 
parish, In whlob there are no 
teachers, for the instruction of all 
the children in catechism and pray­
ers, as also to teach reading and 
writing to those who have need of 
those arte. In those places where 
there are no funds for the purpose a 
tax may be imposed on all the in 
habitaoL r mounting to 150 livres 
annually for the mistress,”

Not lees definite are the terms of 
Article 10 which acts forth the 
measures to be adopted in order to 
secure school attendance 1

"We enjoin fathers, mothers 
guardians, and all other persons 
charged with the education of child 
ren to send them to the said schools 
and 10 catechism until the age of 14 
years. We further enjoin our 
magistra'es, public prosecutors, and 
others charged vyitb the administra 
tiqn of justice to use all diligence 
and to adopt the requisite measures 
for the execution of our will in this 
regard, and to punish by fjnes and 
Other penalties those who m«y be 
negligent in complying with our 
olden, or who may have had the 
temerity to infringe them in any 
manner wbelBOever,"

It will be seen by these extracts 
from the decree of Louis XIV that 
elementary instruction in that age

From very early times popular 
instruction in France engaged the 
serious attention of the Ohnrob.
By orders of the bishops the priests 
and monki were obliged to eetabliab 
elementary, or more properly, 
grammar schools in connection with 
their preebyteries and monasteiiee. 
Amongst other documents in proof 
may be cited a decree of the Par. 
liament of Paris, of the 231 Janu­
ary, 1680, confirming a decision of 
the Court of Amiens, dated" 231 
May, 1678, by which the right of a 
Cure to open a free school in bis 
pariah without the permission of the 
diocesan inspector was authori­
tatively reoogoieed. Tais. remark­
able decree gives an interesting re- 
same of the history of grammar 
schools (n Prane* from tber earliest 
times of the monarchy—even from 
the commencement of the sixth cen­
tury.

From it we learn that at the 
close of the seventeenth century 
there existed two classes of schools, 
“Mercenary” schools, as they whre 
then called, io which the teacher re­
ceived a sa'ary, and the small 
“charity" schools conducted by the 
parish priest, his assistant, or other 
representative, who gave their, 
services gratuitously.

Io neither class Ot schools were 
any foes demanded from the pupils 
—instruction was free.

In a statement submitted by tbe 
Cure to the Court ot Amiens occurs 
the following passage—which was 
reproduced and adopted by tbe 
Parliament of Paris in the above- 
mentioned decree : j, , .

"The poor,” remarked the Cure, 
"are euffioieutly instructed in the 
ordinary schocls." * * * It is 
easy to see that this distinction be­
tween (mercenary’ schools and 
'charity* schools is a novelty.

Is this distinction Io be found in 
tbe Councils, in the laws, or on the 
Canons f A°d because it is newly 
invented, it deeerves all the more to 
be examined, and tbe Court is res­
pectfully requested to observe that 
under pretext of charity recognition 
is sought for a distinction injurious 
to tbe Gallican Church and con­
trary to its spirit, which desiring 
that everything may be done grdtie, 
has allocated certain funds for tbe 
diooeeae inspectors so that they 
may not exact payment for the 
letters of authorisation they give, 
(or theologians that they may teach 
gratuitously the Holy Scriptures, 
and for preceptors that they may 
teach tbe humanities,

A schoolmaster who teaches the 
humanities.

A schoolmaster who teaches the 
catechism cannot accept payment 
for bis lessons. All the function* 
of ecclesiastics, particolaily those 
of school teaching, should bo gratui- 
tons,”—that ie their ministrations 
should be given without any pay­
ment being exacted from those who 
benefited by them.

As far back aq the fourth century 
the duty imposed on the tlirgy of 
establishing schools was very gener­
ally discharged.

Io the sqooeeding centuries this 
solicitude of the Church for the edu­
cation of the people was continuous 
ly displiyed, as numerous doou- 
ments hair testira my.

Doe of the eaiiiest of those docu­
ments goes back to the Oounoil of 
Vaison, which was held in the year 
529 Vaison was then tbe capital 
of Proven^». {Troua the text of this 
document (cited in the decree of the 
Parliament of Paris), we learn that 
the Council ordained that tbe clergy 
should assemble tbe children with a 
view to their religious and secular 
instruction,

The famous oapitqiary ol Thoodul 
phe, bishop of Orleans (787) com. 
plete* and explains the Canon of 
tbe Council of yaison. {th ex^ 
presely laid down In this capitulary 
that the parish priests should eS' 
tablish schools in the towns anj 
villages to leach children "letters" 
and give them other Ins'.ruotion 
gratui'ously :

"Presbyteriig per villas et vioos 
sobolas hebeaot et si quilibet 
jiJejium snos parvulis ad disoentas 
litteras eis comtnmdare vult, eoe 
suscipere et dooere non remnant sed 
cum somma oaritate attendent^ 
i(lud quod eoriptum eat. * * 
oum ergoeos dooeot, nihil abeis 
pretii pro hac re exigent, nee 
aliqnid ah eis aooipianl exoepto 
qnodeie parentes caritatis studio 
»Ua voluntate o*tolerlnt,''

It thus appears that even io the 
eighth century, and before Cbarle 
magne promulgated his capitularies,

and*other trouble», these regulations 
fell in-many places into disuse, but 
Louie le Débonnaire recalled tbe 
clergy to their doty by ■ special 
oaptnlary, reminding them lhat 
“the clergy were obliged to keep 
pariah schools which the Fathers of 
the sixth Council ol Paris confirm­
ed, restoring the ancient usage."

Sobool-keepirg in thoee remote 
times was not, we repeat, simply an 
optimist work of charity—it Was 
obligatory, imposed by the civil law 
which, in this matter, but confirmed 
the eocleeiastioal law.

Tbe Paris decree remarks :
"Tnis right of keeping schools ie 

as old as the institution of Cures ;
H is confirmed by the Conseils, 
which shows that in Fratoe this 
rig>4 has always been part of the 
eocleeiastioal discipline."

The decree goes ou to esy :
“Is not this right of Cures to keep 

school confirmed by a canon of the 
Council of Rome, held under Pope 
Eugene II, wherein it appears that 
the Fathers of that Council ordain 
that great care should be taken of 
the study of letters ?”

It adds that the Cure of Amiens 
was strictly obliged to obey his 
bishop, "who orders in his synodal 
statutes of 1662 ell Cures to see that 
schools exist in their parishes, and 
to exercise suitable supervision over 
them so as to prevent disorders and 
abuses therein. This regulation," 
observes the decree, *<is not peculiar 
to the diocese of Amiens jit is in 
force in all the dioceses of France.”

Summing up the facts set forth in 
this very important decree of the 
Parliament of Paris, we find that 
tbe Cbureh of France from a very 
early period of her history imposed 
on her clergy, secular and religious 
tbe obligation of establishing schools 
for tbs gratuitous instruction of the 
youngs and that successive monarehs 
sanctioned the eocleeiastioal pre­
scriptions in this regard.

Later on, under Louis XIV, A 
royal ordinance spade primary in- 
stiuction, with religion as its basis, 
compulsory throughout the kingdom 
under pain of fine or other form of 
punishment. It wogld be easy to 
show that similar care was bestow­
ed on secondary and higher educa­
tion.

Not in France alone did tbe
Church labor for the moral and il. 
telleotual enlightenment of her 
ohildrén; in every laqq to which 
she has parried tbe Gospel education 
in ail its branohea has ever been the 
object of her earnest solicitude. 
Only ignorance or deepeeated pre­
judice will deny the eminent ser­
vices she has rendered for the 
furtherance of learning, both eaored 
and profane. In this connection 
bow true is the saying of Cardinal 
Newman :

“Not a man in Europe now, wko 
talks bravely against tbe Church, 
but owes it tq the Church that he 
can talk at all." -

But the middle classes at once 
declared that they had nothiug to 
do with the meeting. "It jg a 
blessing,” said one of their news­
papers, “that Mr. R. waa but an 
‘honorary1 master ; a real master 
carpenter oonld never have thua 
betrayed the interests of our class. 
Wtio gave him the right to apeak 
in the name of 300,000 tradesmen ? 
If be has such power with his fellow 
tradesmen, why does be not add hie 
500,000 men to onr Federation of 
Middle Claee Uoioqe? , , .The
present majority has done more for 
our interests than any majority be­
fore it."

To swell the membership and to

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The Bedeque Election

As stated in our last issue, 
a by-election is on for the 
fourth district of Prince 
Ccunty. This is usually 
known as the Bedeque dis­
trict. It is the district in 
which Mr. M. C. Delaney, 
Conservative, was elected last 
autumn. He was not allowed 
to occupy the seat in the 
Legislature to which the elect 
ors of the district had return­
ed him ; for the reason that 
the seat was stolen -from him 
by the Sheriff of Prince 
County and handed over to 
Captain Read, Government 
supporter who had received a 
minority of the votes polled. 
These facts are all familiar 
to our readers ; as they were 
fully ventilated at the time of 
their occurrence.

Our readers will remember, 
too, that Captain Read came 
out in the press in a bom­
bastic effusion attempting to 
justify his retention of the 
seat, and expressing his pride 
in the vote that placed him in 
it. He said he appreciated 
that vote more highly than a 
good deaî larger majority, by 
which he had previously been 
elected. He also pretended 
to be ready and anxious to go 
to the courts to establish his 
lëgàl right to the represent­
ation of the Bedeque district. 
The Captain even went so 
far as to say that he would let 
Mr. Delaney have, on his 
personal promissory note, the 
money necessary to ensure 
the bringing of the case before 
the election court. In mak­
ing this statement Captain 
Read well knew that Mr. 
Delaney’s note would be con­
sidered gilt edged security at 
any Bank, and that the Cap. 
tain’s endorsement would add 
nothing to its value. He was 
evidently anxious to get hold 
of such valuable negotiable 
paper as Mr. Delaney’s. 
But Mr Delaney was not to 
be caught by the Captain’s 
sophistry and he told him this, 
and a good many other plain 
facts in a vigorous communi­
cation to the public press. 
The crushing logic of Mr 
Delaney’s letter completely 
demoralized the Captain's 
correspondence bump, and 
anything he ha^since said in 
the press has fallen mighty 
flat.

Mr. Delaney’s attitude to­
wards the Captain’s pretend­
ed desire to go to court and 
prove his claim to his seat 
was not left long in doubt. 
He filed a petition against 
Mr Read, claiming the seat, 
and putup his own money. The 
case did not come to trial be 
/ore the Session opened ; con­
sequently was not called until 
the latter part of May. Dur­
ing the session, the Captain 
had been frequently reminded 
of the untenable position 
he occupied and one would 
think that, after all his brag­
gadocio, and his expressed 
desire for a chance to vindi­
cate himself in court, he would 
be only too glad when the 
day of trial arrived. What 
did he do when the case was 
called? Did he face the 
court and establish his right 
to sit in the Legislature as the 
representative of the fourth 
district? Not at all; he 
simply resigned the seat.

By resigning the seat, 
rather than make any attempt 
to prove his legal claim to it 
this political braggart made 
an open confession before the 
whole world that his 
was untenable and dishonor 
able; that he had occupied a 
seat to which he had not been 
elected ; that he had usurped 
the place belonging to Mr. 
Delaney. By his action he 
falsified all the statements be

had made for the purpose of
holding on to the seat ; he 
virtually confessed that he 
stole the seat from Mr 
Delaney. Having gone that 
far, he should have gone a
little further;_ He should
have made restitution of 
money dishonestly received ; 
he should have handed to Mr. 
Delaney the $200 he took as 
sessional indemnity. That 
would be the only course for 
an honorable politician to pur­
sue.

Bearing these facts in mind, 
it will be readily seen that the 
electors of the Bedeque dis­
trict are face to face with no 
ordinary by-election. It is 
up to them now to determine 
whether or not they will right 
the wrong done them at the 
general election, when the 
seat was stolen from their 
representative, and a man 
who was not elected at all 
was permitted to sit jn the 
Legislature as if he were their 
elected representative. The 
electors of this district are 
now called upon to decide be­
tween their elected represent­
ative and the man who usur­
ped the seat of that repre­
sentative in the Legislature.

This political buccaneer, who 
usurped Mr. Delaney’s seat, 
and when driven, to bay con­
fessed his political theft by 
resigning the

revision has been headed off. 
Moreover the retaliatory 
clauses in the Senate bill, re­
tained by the conference, are 
not satisfactory to all the con­
gressmen. Some of them

The United States Tariff

The conference tariff bill 
has passed the United States 
House of Representatives by 
thesrpall majority of twelve. 
This leaves the modified 
measure with only the Senate 
betvyeen it and the statute 
book. The history of the 
proceedings is this :—First 
the House bill, fathered by 
Chairman Payne, made some 
important reductions in tfle 
Dingley tariff, generally pur­
suing the course of downward 
revision, but making few 
radical changes. Then name 
the,Senate bill, bearing the 
name of Aldrich, which was 
generally more nearly pro­
hibitive than the Dingley bill. 
This measure was substant­
ially an upward revision, At 
this point President Taft Inter- 
vened and used his influence 
to modify the Aldrich bill by 
reducing its schedule of duties 
on raw material.

Meanwhile the Senate and 
House were taking the 
regular course provided for a 
case of conflict of opinion. 
Each chamber appointed 
representatives to a confer­
ence and this joint committee 
proceeded to frame u coni 
promise measure. ThePresi 
dent constituted himself an 
informal member of the con­
ference by holding daily in­
terviews with his friends In 
both delegations and persist 
ently pressing upon the Re­
publican legislators the bind­
ing obligation of the tariff 
platform , While the confer­
ence bill is mainly the Senate 
bill it contains some striking 
modifications on which Mr. 
Taft had set his mind, and 
which will go some way to 
“save the face” of the framers 
of the tariff platform. These 
modifications include reduct­
ion of the tariff on rough 
lumber from $2.06 to $1.25, 
free hides, and some mitiga­
tion of the iron, steel and 
coal duties. Concerning these, 
President Taft can say with

Earthquakes in Mexico.

had hardly recovered from the 
fright occasioned by the quake 
when a second and more severe 
shock caused,'an outpouring of.J 
nearly all of the residents to the 
streets and open plazas. This 
movement was of a twisting cha­
racter and~ lasted with marked 
severity for 90 seconds. The tall 
buildings of the capital swayed 
and some instances cracked the 
pavement open in places and in 
the poorer quarters a number rçf 
houses collapsed. So far as can 
be learned from police records, six 
persons lost their lives in Mexico 
City and its environs, as a result 
of this second shock. Three 
women and a child are among the 
victims. Four persons are now in 
hospitals and they cannot recover, 
it is said. The large American 
cology is safe. Some were hit by 
falling plaster, but no serious in­
juries were reported. They, with 
the entire native population re 
rnained in the plazas or squares 
until daylight gave them courage 
to enter their dwellings. The 

^ peons were terribly frightened. 
d For days these humble folk have 

been predicting a disaster because 
the snow on the peak of the vol­
cano Poporntapetal, visible from 
the city, has been melting. An 
old Aztec legend declares- when 
the snows on this volcano disap 
pear, so too will the city at its 
base. That Mexico City escaped 
comparatively slight damage is 
said to be due to the fact that the 
city rests on an old lake bed, this 
made the ground act as a spongy, 
jelly-like mass which neutralized 
the severity of the shocks. The 
doatk list in Mexico Çity has 
grown to five. Three persons 
were fatally injured. Report, 
from the city of Pueblo, Japan 
and Toluca say that the shock was 
the heaviest in years. There was 
no loss of life at these places 
Many cities arp ypfc tq be he#rd 
from. The property damage here 
was insignificant. Mostly shacks 
were destroyed.

Some old cathedral walls were 
cracked, as were some pavements, 
/he shock was felt for over 100 
miles. No deaths have as yet 
been reported from other cities. 
The squares and plazas are tilled 
with praying people. There was 
no loss of life in tfie American 
colony. The federal Telegraph 
Company has just established 
communication with Acapulco, a 
seaport on the Pacific in the state 
of Guerrero, with a population of 
about'5,000 persons by the round­
about way of the isthmus >pf 
Tehuanthee. The first message 
received lead as follows : “ The
entire lower half of this city has 
heeq destroyed, ffherp hqve been 
many casualties. The branch here 
of the National bank is in ruins. 
The cashier is mortally injured." 
Communication was then inter­
rupted. It is rumored that 15fi 
persons were killed in Santa Julia. 
The néw post office building and 
qne catfiedra| flave been badly 
damaged. message from ffoÿ 
Ros, an American commercial 
traveller, has just been received 
from the town of Chilpancingo, 
saying that the place has been 
completely destroyed, The inhab- 
Hants are living in the'ppen anfi 
suflering greatly from the elem­
ents. The shocks continue accom­
panied by subterranean rumblings 
and electrical storms.

Chilpancingo was destroyed, 
Acapulco partly razed and pos­
sibly many lives lost in an earth­
quake which shook central Mexico 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific 
and from Querato on the north to 
Oaxaco on the south, an area of 
more than 100 square mile» at an 
early hour last friday. The shock 
Was a serial affair and was the 
most severely felt in the region for 
the last quarter of a century. In 
Mexico City it w is quite pro 
nounced, but
but little destruction in the cap­
ital city. Reports telling of the 
loss of life are meagre, but the 
official figures thus far given show 
at least 13 killed and more than a 
score mortally injured. Word 
comes from G. Poyros, an Ameri­
can commercial traveller at Chil­
pancingo in the state of Guerrero, 
that the city was destroyed and 
that the inhabitants are living in 
the open suffering from the elem­
ents. The loss of lives there 
problematical. The shocks con­
tinued at Chilpancingo with spb 
terranean rumblings, flashes of 
lightning and hail. Acapulco also 
in Guerrero was partly raped, feet 
the extent of the damage is not 
definitely known as communica­
tion with that part of the republic 
is not well established. Accord 11 g 
to the obseryatqry records, the 
first shock of the series was felt at 
4.15 in the morning, the rocking 
oscillation being from the east to 
the southwest. It was severe, 
e.iusipg tfle bells of the many 
churches of Mexico City to toll, 
breaking crockery and in many 
instances levelling walls.

Advices of the 1st, inst state 
that confusion prevails at Osaka, 
Japan, as the result of a disas­
trous fire during Saturday last. 
Thousands of persons say the re­
ports, are homeless and hunger is 
staring many of them in the face. 
A system of relief has been or­
ganized by the municipal author­
ities, but it is inâdeqiîate. The 
number of casualties has not yet 
been determined, but hundreds of 
injured persons are crowding the 
hospitals. The last estimates are 
that 20,000 buildings were des­
troyed, these including banks, the 
stock exchange, the museum, Gov­
ernment edifices and factories. 
While at present it is impossible 
to state accurately thé losses, 
these are given roughly at several 
million yen. It is feared that 
some of the insurance companies 
will fail as a result of the heavy 
losses they will have, to pay. 
The conflagration lasted more 
tjjjan twenty five hours and today 
the burned section presents a 
deplorable sight. The streets of 
the city are very narrow and the 
houses’mostly of wood construct­
ion. Under a strong breeze, the 
buildings were easy prey for the 
flames. Once hope was almost 
abandoned that the conflagration 
could be arrested. The firemen 
fought valiantly against the odds 
of lack of water and wind, and 
many of them fell unconscious at 
their posts. Had not the water 
supply been curtailed by- the 
existing drought, it is believed 
the fire would haye been checked 
without great damage. During 
the fire the greatest confusion 
prevailed among the spinning 
girls in the factory quarter, but 
fortunately no serious loss of life 
occurred there. The belongings 
of the people who were able to 
save anything from their burning 
l)omes are piled in great heaps 
along the railroad tracks from 
Osaka to Robe, where they were 
removed .early Saturday morning 
when the fire Broke out. The 
able-bodied members of families 
returned to the city to assist in 
fighting the flames, leaving the 
plj people |o guanj their effects

miles square, containing some of 
the city’s handsomest structures, 
including the Ifhuddiat temple, 
the largest in tbe wqrld was eq- 
tirely burned over before the fire 
was brought pnder control.

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The South African Union.

Many interesting side lights on the 
accomplishment of the union of the 
South African sta es-éte-contaioed in 
the last volum of the Times’ History 
which has just been published. The 
comparative ease with which the un­
ion was achieved has been little short 
of a marvel, especially to the people 
ci those countries that have-gone 
through similar experiences in nation 
building.

Following the sequence of events 
through which four states that were at 
war seven years ago ate now banded 
together in a mutually satisfactory 
confederation, the result suggests i 
happy chapter of accidents rather than 
inspired and concerted action. If 
the Liberal government bad not come 
into power in England when it did, 
the Boers would not have been grant 
cd sell government for some years to 
come, and confederation would have 
been correspondingly delayed. As it 
was this unexpected granting of self- 
government created a condition of af­
fairs which made confederation the 
only solution. The business depres­
sion caused the people to keep a sharp 
eye on government expenditure, and 
In the Transvaal, where capital had 
become alarmed at the return of the 
Boers to power, reassurance was af­
forded by the unexpectedly friendly 
attitude of Botha and his colleagues, 
due partially to revenue necessities. 
Then followed a movement in the 
Transvaal in favor of a high protec­
tive tariff against the other states, and 
this proposal précipita1 ed trouble with 
the railways.

When fears throughout the whole 
country were apparently at their worst 
the Boers uncertain as to the use to 
which they would put the unexpected 
power placed in their haqds, the loy 
«lists disheartened and almost help­
less at what they considered the sacri 
fice of all the war bad gained, a happy 
combination of .circumstances forced 
conviction upon all the warring ele­
ments that confederation was what the 
country needed. For some time pre 
viously a group of young Oxford roeq, 
disciples of Milner had inaugurated 
the union movement. It is said that 
they were inspired to the work, not 
Withstanding the apparent hopeless­
ness of the task at the time, by the 
appearance ot Oliver’s life of Alexan 
der Hamilton. The condition of the 
thirteen states at the close of the Re­
volutionary war formed such a para! 
lei to the then condition of South 
Africa, that it furnished an inspira-- 
tion and renewed the courage of 
these young constructive statesmen.
A campaign of education was com­
menced and vigorously carried on, aid ■ 
ed by a memorandum from Lord Sel- 
borne suggesting the consideration by 
the different states of the whole sub­
ject and their mutual relations, espe­
cially in connection with a conference 
to be held in May, 1908, over the 
railway squabble already referred to.

The psycbologicgl moment arrived 
when the conference of customs and 
railways assembled at Pretoria, faced 
with the prospect of an absolute break­
down of the existing arrangements. 
The conference resulted in the franjc 
declaration that the problem was in­
soluble without political union, and 
instead of drifting away towards a lo­
cal ideal represented by a group of 
small «tales each surrounded by a 
protective barrier, the gathering affirm, 
ed the principle of union and declar­
ed for a united South Africa. Events 
then progressed with bewildering 
rapidity. The Boers rallied so read­
ily to the unionist idea that the loy­
alists became alarmed. It was feared 
that the Dutch population proposed 
to rush through a constitution which 
would give them special rights over 
other British subjects. The loyalist 
party in the Transvaal, as a precau­
tionary measure, interviewed Botha 
and made it clear to him that they 
would fight to the last ditch against 
any constitution which did not pro­
vide equal rights for all. They found 
their fears were groundless, and gov­
ernment and opposition got together, 
and there, in the Transvaal' drafted a 
constitution satisfactory to Boer and 
loyalists.

The original 
loose confederation of the United 
States which subsequently needed 
civil war to demonstrate the domin- 
esfce of federal over slate authority, 
ils contrasted with the strictly defin­
ed provincial powers of strong nation­
al executive provided in the British 
North America act. It is curious to 
trace the gradual return towards the 
centralizing of authority in national 
affairs. In the United States con­
stitution the individual states had 
mote power thin the federal govern 
ment. Ai » result of the Civil war it 
was made clear that the whole is great 
et than ill' part. f Immediately fol 
lowing that came the Canadian con­
federation, which, profiting by the 
then recent lesson, made the federal 
executive dominant, and while leaving

The South African constitution mak 
ers reverted still further towards the 
liiqited monarchy idea, and vested 
practically all the power in the federal 
government, so that, the provincial 
administrations are little more than 
executive bureaus. Under the new 
system of government South Africa 
will be almost as completely under 
the direct administration of its feder­
al government as Bogland, Ireland, 
Scotland and Wales are under the 
Imperial parliament. Io the conch: d- 
ing chapter of the Times' History the 
writer says : “In the union of South 
Africa, in the birth of a new nation 
among the British nations, the war 
and the reconstruction alike find their 
completion and their final justificat­
ion. To the conflict of irreconcilable 
ambitions and incompatible principles 
of government war brought the only 
possible solution. So long as the 
main issues remained unsettled, bit- 
terness, prejudice and intolerance 
were forever kept alive by the incon­
clusive strife. With the war racial 
passion blazed up in an intenser flame 
But the war did its work. The ternis 
Imposed at Vereenig—terms as mag­
nanimous as they were uncompromis­
ing—left no fuel for fresh hatred to 
feed upon, A-H that remained of 
bitterness lay in the memory of the 
past. And as the struggle receded 
that bitterness was softened, while 
other features, hardly realized at the 
time, began to aland out in stronger 
relief. ‘ After all there never was a 
war fopght so obstinately and yet with 
such humanity and such essential 
chivalry. Neither side had cause to 
reproach itself or its adversaries. 
Both hadtgoed cause for just pride 
and mutual respect. The war silenf 
ed alike the braggarts who would 
march to Pretoria in a fartnighl, and 
those who tyould make a breakfast of 
the British army. It taught the Boers 
face to face with the unshakable re 
aolution of England, to realize the 
essential justice and reasonableness of 
her claims. It taught the British to 
recognize that if the Boer pretensions 
were inadmissible, goerdom itself was 
no mere imposture, but a stubborn, 
abiding fact in the life of South Af 
rica. It taught each to acknowledge 
the other’s right in the land for whose 
aajke botj) jigd shed their blood- 
South Africa could baye grop po 
peace but through the reconciling 
sword.”—Ottawa Citizen.

tion. The Idea existed in Britain 
that the oversea» dominions should 
make a cash contribution towards the 
np-keep of the fleet. The over-sea- 
dominipos w.ere quite ready to ebonl- 
der their share of the harden, bat 
not in that particular way. Neither 
side seemed to understand the view­
point of "the other. According to 
the report of Mr Ross this deadlock 
and inertia seems to have been over 
come. Henceforth the British press 
will understand the view-poiijt of 
the over-seas press, and vice versa.

The 
calling together of representative jour­
nalists of the Empire to discuss Im­
perial matters, marks probably the 
highest recognition of the pgwer of the 
press that haa ever been accorded by 
gny country.

lute policies and make laws, but un­
less the mighty force of public opin­
ion is behind them, the laws becoms 
1 dead letter and their policies fizzle 
out, The press of a country does not 
in reality create public opinion, as bj; 
sometimes been cliimed, but ft dir­
ects and crystalfees public opinion, 
and ulriraVely marshals it into a force 
fo which legislators give expression. 
It is a trite saying that thg ajtpte 
statesman has bis hand on the pube 
of public opinion. An honest and 
patriotic press represents in a large 
measure the power which quickens 
that pulse in the face of national 
arises.

The inability 
of science to accomplish desired 
resul s, is significant intimation of 
her weakness and gradually she is
