The members appeared to
bave met for the purpose of doirg somes
thing in the way of Retrenchment, and if in
some instances they have applied the knife
rather closely, yet theéir character of the
several officiale which have been chosen,
shews that a-dueregard-has been-manifest.
ed for efficiency as well as for cheapness. —
The Officers and their Salaries are as 10l-
lows :—William Chalk, Esq.,, Warden,
£20; David Hood Ritchie, Esq. Clerk, £85;
George Brown, Jr., Esq., Treasurer, £100;
Jobn Strachan, Esq., Solicitor, £20; Joseph
G. kirk, Eeq., Surveyor—no salary fixed—
Messre. Nichol and Lyster, Auditors, £6
each; Mr. Robert Ellie, Constable, five
shilliogs per day ; Mr. John Nairn, Soper~
intendent of Schoole for the Northern Dis-
trict: Rev. John Logie, Superintendent for
the Southern Division,on the London Road,
and Mr. Redford for the County of Perth.—
It will be obeerved that there have been
some serious redoctions of last year's salas
vies, viz.: the Warden's ten pounds—the
Clerk forty pounds—The Treasurer {wenty
pounds—the Solicitor ten paunds—the Au-
ditors four pounds each, and the Constable
five shilling per day of reduction. The re-
muneration of the Superintendents is fixed
by the Statute, and varies according to the
number of Schools in their respective Divi-
sions. And it is probable that the Sirvey-
or wi.l be paid for the services required. It
may, however, bs assumed, that the aggre-
gate reduction of salaries this present year,
compared with the salaries of last year, will
amount to at least one hundred pounds
and as Brother Jonathan would say, this is
a pretty considerable saving in & emall bu-
siness. But the question i, Will the bu-
siness be as efficiently done ? And, here,
for the hundredth time, we take the oppor-
tunity of protesting against that fallacious
argument that haogs on the tip of the
tongue of every official, from the highest to
the lowest in Canada, pamely, that high
salaries are absolutely necessary to ensure
the services of properly qualified officials.—
This is an arrant deception. We, at once
admit that a faithful and well qualified pub-
lic servant should be fairly remunerated for
his services. And, we further admit, that
some men are cheaper at a hundred pounds
a year, than others would be at & hundred
pence, but we deny distinctly that the of-

fer of the hundrad pounds will pecessarily
result in a good, faithful, and well-qualified
gorvant. We have only to look around us
to be convinced that high salaries are no
guarantee for the efficiency or integrity of
the persons who receive them. For in-
stance, we have known a mau to receive
£130 as Superintendent of Schools, and we
have known another man perform the duties
of the same office far more honestly & more
efficiently, for little more than one~half
that sum. And, we dare say, most of our
readers can easily point to many similar in-
stanccs. ;
