ministration of the law, It was
known or belieyed that an vrange
culprit was perfoctly safe in the
hands of an orange jury; and all
confidence in the local administra-
tion of justice by magistrates was
destroyed. 8o great was the popu
lar distrust of the administration of
justice in party questions, that for
s long time the Lord Chancellor
Isid down ““a rule,” by which no
member of the orange association
was admitted to the ission of
the peace.” The Irish emigrants to
Canada bave imported ard are try-
ing to keep alive all the old bitter-
ness and domestic feuds with
Roman Catholics. The outrageous
attempt of the orangemen on the
ocoasion of the prince ot Wales visit
to Canada to compel him to recog
nize the society, and the insulw
heaped upon him for wisely ae-
clining to do so, have not been for-
gotten. [ quite agree with your
late correapondent Protestant that
Orangeiam is at variance with the
true apirit of Christianity, and is
no aid to protestantism.
