Stéttler, April 18.—When 'the
Soderberg trial opened this morning,
Sergt.-Detective Ashe, generally sSup-
posed to be the star witness for the
Crowp, was immediately put on the
standl. He 8tated, in reply to ques-
tiong. from{iCi' A. Grant, ‘Crown pro-
secufbr. that he reached Stettler won
March 28th, four days after the
murder. On the morning of the
29th he went out to the scene of the
murder with Sergeant Shorer. They
first investigated the house of the
murdered man, Lennox, followed,
from the. spot where the man firing
the bullet .apparently stood, and
through the brush to a tree where a
horse had been tied, according to
the marks, This tree was some-
wheré about 50 or 60 yards away.
They- started to track from the tree
at a molehill nearby. There was a
clear indentation which could not be
mistaken. - ‘THis was 25 yards from
the tree, going in 4 ‘south-westerly
direction.

Again the annual report of the de-
partment refutes the ‘common notion
that the Canadiap Indian is a disap-
pearing figure; that like the Mound-
puilders his fathers succeeded and
probably slaughtered, he in turn is
disappearing from the earth
the sweep of a civilization to which
he i{s unaccustomed.and for which he
is unfitted. - This melancholy view Iis
no longer true at least of those abor-
igines who reside within the area
covered by treaty with the Canadian
Government and concerning whom
statisties are procurable. These are on
the increase;, and have been for sever-
al years. True, the gain is small, but
still it is a gain. Coming as it does
after a long period iIn which the
deaths annually exceeded the births,
it gives room for.a reasonable expeca-
tion that the tide has turned defin-
itely in the affairs of the Indian race.
l.ast year the net increase was 397,
not a large gain the numbers consid.
ered, and chiefly notable because it
is a continuance of the tendency to
increase noted some years ago and
indicateg that the change in the an-
nua] balance from a 10ss to a gain
is likely to be permanent. That it is
small is hot of course because the
birth rate is low but. because the
death rate is .abnormally high. In-
fantile mortality and tuberculosis stil
play havoc with the race, and to their
combined ravages is due largely the
failure of the statisticg for so many

- years to show signs of a growth. The

first is claimed to be due to the pre-
valence of too early marriage; the
latter is undoubtedly due to the -ex-
posure which the conditions of the
Indian invites, and the indulgence to
which he too readily yields, The most
sinister aspect of the case i8 hinted
at by the Deputy Superintendent in

To those who have looked
with sympathy and understanding at
‘the condition of the Indidn on the re-
serve. under the most favorable cir-

He had come into a new world whose
ways he must leard or perish from
the earth. That at the first shock.of
the change he seemed likely to go
under need excite no surprise.

The span of a long life
measures the whole time since the
wiping out of this old world and the
introduction of the new. If the In-
dian has not yet completely adapted
himself to the change that is not to
be counted against him for a fault.

MOUNTED POLICE
DENIES REPOR1

Comptroller White Issues Denial of
Story of Indian Out-
rages.

Ottawa, Appril 17—Referring, to
dispatches which have been sent out
from Ottawa stating that there havc
been attacks by starving Indians on
Hudson Bay Company posts, and that
they were looting supplies cached by
the Government, Comptroller White
of the Royal Northwest Mounted
Police gave the following statement

to the. press—

“The story is absolutely without
foundatigon. It is the most atrocious
thing I Have ever seen. It is absurc,
and the man’ who gent out the story
is a liar.

“No reports have been received by
the Government indicating conditions
such as are stated in the despatches.
The Government have no supplies
cached at various points between
Churchill and Lake Winnipeg, nor
have they received any reports of in-
tentions of Indians, half breeds, or
‘ferocious half-breeds’ to attack Hud-
son Bay posts or Mounted Police
posts. There have been no  skir-
mishes, so far as the -Government is
aware, between Hudson Bay posts
and ‘ferocious half-breeds.’

‘‘On the contrary, reports state
that Hudson Bay officials and half
breeds are ' working harmoniously
and in conformity with Government
arrangements. There are no ‘feroci-
ous’ half-breeds in the district be-
tween Lake Winnipeg and Hudson
Bay.”
