Household Notes-
To keep water pipes from rusting 

draw off a couple of pails of water 
occasionally from the faucet at the 
bottom of the hot-water boiler.

Keep an onion planted in a flower 
pot. When a little seasoning is need­
ed, clip froto the young shoots. The 
shoots can be cut fine and used in a 
salad.

If a china cabinet has no grooves 
for plates to stand upright in, it Is 
a good plan to use glass-headed tacks. 
They will answer as well and will not 
injure the shelf.

When padding scalloped edges for 
toweling, use tiny rolls of raw cotton 
instead of the usual darning cotton. 
This is sewed in place with fine 
thread. It makes a satisfactory and 
thick padding.

To cut citron easily, place it in a 
bowl, pour boiling water over it, and 
allow it to remain for a few minutes. 
One can then cut or shave it, almost 
as easily as one can cut raisins or 
soft fruits.

When a candle, wax, sperm or 
paraffin, is too large to put in the 
candlestick, dip the end in hot water 
for a few moments to melt down to 
the required size. A simple expedi­
ent worth remembering.

To let air into a sleeping room in 
winter, I fignd that muelto tacked on 
a removable screen and placed in the 
window to a success, as there can be 
no draft or snow admitted; ft can be 
removed in the daytime. ___

Old potatoes are apt to turn to a 
dark color in the boiling. The way 
to prevent this is to add a tablespoon 
ful of sweet milk to the water in 
which you boil them. You will find 
them nice and white when done.

When hanging clothes on a cold 
day it will be found a comfort to hâve 
a rubber water-bottle filled with hot 
water put in the basket with the 
clothes, for the heat will keep the 
clothes from freezing before they can 
be hung up.

In drawing threads for Mexican 
work or hemstitching, it saves much 
time and trouble to drawr the thread 
from the middle of the space first; 
after this two threads, one on each 
side of the drawn one, may be pulled 
out at once.

Do not throw away vinegar In 
which homemade cucumber pickles 
have been preserved. Keep It and 
use It in salad' dressing, Instead of the 
ordinary vinegar. The flavor is deli­
cious, and one that cannot be gained 
in any other way.

Lamb’s-wool soles in rubber shoes 
will keep the feet warm when one is 
outdoors a long time. Get those soles 
which, come for bedroom slippers. 
Besides keeping the feet warm they 
Will keep them dry should the heels of 
the rubber shoes leak.

To save the top of a stocking from 
being worn out by the supporter fast­
ening, attach a Small brass ring to a 
piece of tape and sew the tape to the 
stocking. Clasp the supporters 
through the rings, Using rings that 
will allow them to slip through.

The Railway
Tie-Up.

The Editor of the Evening Chron­
icle accuses the Editor of the Even­
ing Telegram of inconsistency in re­
ference to the Reid gifts. Now. id the 
first place, the Editor of the Evening 
Telegram never wrote a word of ap­
proval or disapproval about the gifts 
until after the debate in the House 
of Assembly. Further, the Evening 
Telegram has never expressed any 
approval of the feature to which Sir 
Robert Bond too.k objection, viz., the 
acceptance of the gift by the Govern­
ment. What did appear in the Even­
ing Telegram was the correspondence 
between Sir Edward Morris and Mr. 
W. "D. Reid, and an appreciation of 
the munificence of the latter and his 
brothers; and this was written and 
published without the knowledge of 
the Editor, who was absent from the 
office on the day of publication and 
did not know anything about it until 
the day after publication. For what 
did appear the Editor accepts respon­
sibility, but Mr. McGrath will have 
some difficulty in making it a dish- as 
nauseous as the Chicago letter is to 
him.

Our contemporary, the Evening 
Chronicle, also stated last night that 
Sir Robert Bond’s criticism of the con­
duct of the train service was “check­
mated by the official report of the 
Government Engineer.” The Govern­
ment Engineer made two reports, one 
in answer to question put in the 
House of Assembly by Sir Robert 
Bond, and a second in reply to a let­
ter addressed to him by the Colonial 
Secretary on 15th February. We will 
deal with both reports. Number one, 
we submit, more than bears out all 
that Sir Robert Bond contended for. 
It is admitted that no report upon the 
railway has been made for three 
years, while the law (Sec. 7 Railway 
Contract, 1898) presumes that there 
will be an. inspection and report at 
least once every year. The Govern­
ment then have been content with the 
reports furnished by the Railway Con­
tractors and have not taken the steps 
provided by Contract to check these 
reports. The Government Engineer 
has admitted that the railway is not 
«fully equipped with rolling stock”; 
that there has been “a good deal of 
trouble with regard to freight delays 
which have caused inconvenience to 
passengers”; that “the principal 
cause of delay on the Carbonear and 
Placentia lines for the past year 
has been the handling of freight 
in conjunction with passenger traf­
fic. and to shunting operations at Pla­
centia” that “there are not sufficient 
section men employed to attend to 
matters of detail”; that he does not

I locomotive engine, as Mr. Hall is pro­
bably aware, and it was that engine 

1 that I saw taking on board coal, and 
it was that engine with rotary plow 
attached that ‘returned to Brlgns 
Junction,’ as I set forth in my tele­
gram to the Colonial Secretary. 
Again, Mr. Hall says that ‘the rotary 
plow after clearing the Placentia line 
reached Brigus Junction ahead of the 
Placentia train, which got there at 
8.30 p.m.’ My reply is that the rotary 
plow did not clear the Placentia line, 
neither did it make any attempt to 
do so before returning to Brlgns Junc­
tion, and that after coaling It Imme­
diately returned to Brigus Junction. 
Mr. Hall’s letter to the Colonial Sec­
retary would lead the reader thereof 
to suppose that ’the rotary plow had 
cleared the line to Placentia and then 
immediately preceded a train from 
Placentia to Brigus Junction.’ That 
Is entirely misleading and incorrect 
The last train from Placentia was* on 
Saturday, the 10th, the engine of 
which became derailed between Whit- 
bourne and Brigus Junction, and the 
rotary plow and engine went to its 
assistance, with two men and two 
hoys from Whltboume, and there has 
been no train FROM PLACENTIA 
FROM THE 10th INST. TO THIS 
HOUR, THAT IS TO SAY FOR 
NEARLY THREE WEEKS. It is en­
tirely evident to me that the Govern­
ment Engineer, Mr. Hall, is without 
knowledge of the facts, which are 
that no train with mails has left Pla­
centia since the 10th Inst, en route 
to St. John’s, and that no train with 
mails has reached Placentia from St. 
John’s since the 9th inst. As I stated 
in the House of Assembly a few days 
ago, ‘His Majesty’s mails that have 
been sent out for Trinity Bay South, 
Whitbourne, . Placentia and other 
points coursed bv the Broad Cove and 
Placentia lines, SINCE THE 9th FEB.. 
HAVE BEEN DUMPED ON THE 
STATION AT BRIGUS JUNCTION.’ 
There they are to-day, as far as I can 
learn from the Postmaster General. 
It this is not a disgraceful condition 
of things then I do not know what 
other language to apply to it.”

It is unnecessary for us to amplify 
this clear and concise answer of Sir 
Robert's to Engineer Hall’s report, 
which our contemporary declared 
checkmated” that gentleman’s ex­

posure of railway matters.

know how many men “would be re­
quired to keep the lines of railway 
open in the winter months”; that he 
trusts absolutely to the mail clerks 
for reports on operating of the rail­
way lines when the trains are run­
ning, and “when they are not avail­
able he keeps in touch with the Com­
pany’s operations through the De­
spatching Officer” of the Contractors. 
Of course the mail clerks cannot re­
port anything about the railway lines 
when no trains are running, so the 
Government Engineer, and his mast­
ers the Government, are content with 
such information as the Railway Con­
tractors’ official is disposed to give 
them. If this is what our contem­
porary regards as “checkmating” the 
enquiries and exposures made by Sir 
Robert Bond, we regard it, and we 
think the discerning public will also 
regard it, as an apologetic admission 
of all that lias been contended, and a 
deplorable admission of inattention to 
duty on the part of the Government 
Engineer and Government. The Gov­
ernment Engineer is employed by this 
Colony as a check upon the Contract­
ors, and is not supposed to be an 
apologist for them, or to obtain his 
information as regards operating 
of trains and condition of railway 
lines from their Despatching officer. 
If reports furnished by the Railway 
Contractors as to the condition of the 
lines, and the operating of the rail­
way, must be regarded by the Gov- 

i ernment as satisfactory, then what is 
\ the need of paying five or six thous- 
l and dollars per year for a Govern- 
I ment Engineer? Better add the 
• amount to the poor man’s dole and 
I dispense with the services of that 
j gentleman at once.

The second report of the Govern- 
1 ment Engineer referred to a telegram 
received by the Colonial Secretary 
from Sir Robert Bond. Feb. 14th, in 
which that gentleman said “No mail 
received at Whitbourne since Friday 
(Feb. 9th). No train passed through 
here since Saturday afternoon (Feb.

Death of Father 
Curran.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Apropos of the shocking

Father Curran, and such has quite 
unnerved vv that we seem scarcely 
able to address you in the matter. Out 
of the three or Loi r hundred plants 
we have running in all places, no in­
jury has ever been brought about to 
any person to our knowledge, and 
you can in a manner realize our feel- 
lings after so many years in the busi­
ness, and to think that one holding 
such a sacred calling, devofing all his 
energies and life to the wdl-being of

the people should be so suddenly call­
ed away, and in such a manner, seems 
to us one of those mysteries which 
would seem to appall us in attempt­
ing to realize it.

!. “Further than that, we understand 
1 Father Curran was about the machine
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with a light. We have not heard 
yet, but we cannot understand how 
any quantity of gas could have been 
present outside the machine or any 
condition that would bring about es­
cape there.

“As regards danger you ask in your 
telegram, we would say that we di­
rect on our card of printed directions 
that all operation be done by daylight 
only, but if from frost or other cause 
machine stopped working, it should 
be allowed to stand so until daylight 
and then thawed with hot water, but 
no flame or light of any kind taken 
near it.

strikers and other rioters will not be 
able to seize the weapons so readily.

. dopt the general principle of a mini­
mum wage, from which only old men 
; nd boys should be excepted. The 
Government will be urged to put 
special pressure upon recalcitrants, 
whose extremist views hinder a com­
plete settlement of the dispute being 
irrived aL It is understood that the 
owners were also able to inform the 
Premiear to-day that they were pre- 
lared to hold another conference with 
he representatives of the miners, in 
irder to see if they cannot agree up­
on some safeguards which would make 
the minimum wage workable and eli­
minate the fears of maligners bene- 
fitting from its introduction. Some of 
the Welsh owners are believed to 
have already agreed to yield to the 
opinion of the majority and to discuss 
the question of the minimum wage, 
although still outwardly opposed to 
granting it. At the conclusion of the 
meeting this afternoon between the 
Cabinet and the coal owners, one of 
the latter authorized the statement 
that the situation was easier and de­
cidedly more hopeful.
