J. F. Downey, M.H.A. for St. George’s
during the last term of the Assembly.
it will be observed that Mr. Downey ,
strongly disapproves of the tone and
iemper of political discussions in'
newspapers. Although he strains at a
gnat he has no difficulty in swallow-
ing a camel. He was not so very ni.e
about accepting a standing retainer
which required a whitewashing act
. to purge him from a violation of the
Placeman’s Act.

He holds the opinion that an un-
warranted use was made of our col-
wmns for the publication of a letter,
from “Western Shore Man” in the is-
sue of Thursday of last week. Surely
Mr. Downey cannot be contending
that the advocacy of replacing a Peo-
ple’s Party man by a Liberal is an un-
warrantable use of the columns of a
newspaper supporting the Liberal
Party. We can interpret his remarks
only as resentment at an attempted
usurpation by a People’s Party man of
the seat Mr. Downey occupied
recently. We take it that this is the
real intent of Mr. Downey’s letter.

Rumors have been rife for some time
to that effect and we find them borne

out by ap editorial in the Western
Star.

Mr. Downey asks the correspondent
for the name of the man seeking to
usurp him as a candidate of the Peo-
ple’s Party. We can tell him it is town
talk, and if it is really an enigma to
to him, the attack in the editorial col-
umns of the Western Star should re-

_Solve his doubts. But we take it that
this query is but rhetorical on Mr.
Downey’s part and that he knows all
about it and could make “interesting
disclosures” thereon. 5

As is well known, the Western Star
has supported Sir Edward Morris and
his policy. It is under the control of

the Hon. M. P. Gibba. who directs the
editorial policy. Its latest utterance
was made on Wednesday, June 11th,
and that utterance is a clear and de-
finite indictment of Mr. Downey as a

representative for the distriet which
the Western Star sets out to serve spe-

clally, Mr. Downey cannot now pro-

fess Ignorance of the destre of Mr.

Gibbs to turn him out of that district,
In our next paragraph we quote part
of the editorial which impugns Mr.

“What about the representative for
St. George's? Why is he not manifest-
ing the same zeal, showing the same
active public spirit? Does he imagine
the large sum expended for cattle,
sheep and pigs that are being distrib-
uted by him is going to satisfy the
desire of the people to be treated in
the same manner as those residing in
other districts? If he thinks so, then
he is laboring under a delusion. The
West Coast not alone asks, but de-
mands that its public needs. be at-
tended to, and in-order that that de-
mand may have force behind it, we
must have the right men to champion
our cause and press home our right
for increased representation, better
roads and bridges, ingreased steam
facilities, and a larger share of the
public grants.”

This is not my conception
of a newspaper’s mission and caonse-
quently I do not read current political
matter, and so I did -not see the let-
ter of your correspondent, “Western
Shore Man,” in last Thursday’s .is-
sue of the Telegram until my atten-
tion was directed to it to-day.
With reference thereto I ask you
to permit me to say that your col-
umns have been made an unwarrant-
ed use of for the publication of the
letter in question.
It is hardly worth your while to
do so, but you could ascertain this
by asking your correspondent to
name the man whom he would:like to
have -succeed me in St." George’s, and
his reasons for desiring the change.
He will not give you the facts,andl
may be compelled to do so, and if
I am, it will make an interesting dis-
closure that will show that your cor-
respondent, in- his letter, -established
the truth of the axiom that “language
was given to man to enable him to
disguise his thoughts.”
If your correspondent can name a
single instance of neglect, on.. my
part, of the District’s interests, or
a failure to procure for it the maxi-
mum possible in the way of grants,
I will promise to allow his man a
“walk-over” in the coming, elec-
tions.
You will note, - Mr. Editor, that
your corréspondent does not charge
me with anything other than being
“the saviour of the country from Con-
federation.” This shows his absolute
dearth of material in the way of ac-
cusations, as I never made such a
claim, and I don’t know that anyone
made such' for me unless it be the
writer, not the signer, of the letter
in question.
I could, however, advance claims
to having very materially aided my
District’s development in the time
that I have had the honor of repre-
senting it, and for your correspond-
ent’'s benefit I will here prove this to
be correct, though so far I have nev-
er mentioned the matter, even in St
George’s District, that has been ma-
terially advantaged thereby, as has
also a great part of the country.

Brooklyn, N.Y., - June 9.—A report
of the Transfer Tax State Appraiser,
on file to-day in the office of the
Clerk of the Surrogates’ Court in
New York City, on the estate left by
Harriet McGregor, late cousin in St.
John’s, Nfid,, of Mary Ann Clancey,
of ‘No. 70, Hayward Avenue, shows
that when the decedent passed away
on January 31, 1912, she left an es-
tate of $217,321.80.
This sum represents $42,666.76 in
cash, on hand, and in 16 banks; $14,-
756.85 in household - furniture, pic-
tures, ijewellry, silverware, and six
bonds and mortgages on some pro-
perty in New York City; and $159,-
898.19 in securities.
Out of this sum, $217,321.80, how-
ever, there are expenses of $4,761.84—
funeral, $523.30; administration ex-
penses, $929.25; personal debts,
$979.61, and executor’s commissions,
2,329.68-—charged up against the es-
tate which brings the estate down to
the $212,559.96 figure and which, un-
der the decedent’s will of January
26, 1912, passes over to many of her
friends, two churches, a college and
two of her cousins, William J. Doyle,
of Halifax, being her other cousin,
there being no other surviving rela-
tives of her’s, each of her two Cana-
dian cousins receiving only the sum
of $250 as their share out of the es-
tate.
The decedent’s reason for not be-
gqueathing them any larger sum, ac-
cording to one of her paragraphs of
her will, follows: “I have no imme-
diate relatives whatsoever, and no
relatives in the United States, and,
hence, have remembered my friends,
advisers, and acquaintances of long
standing. The only relatives I 'have
are, Williami Doyle,, and Mary ‘Ann
Doyle Clancey, my cougins, of Cana-
da, of whom I have seldom ' heard
since childhood, and with whom T
have never had any intercourse or
correspondence. I give to each of
them the sum of $250 as a token of
my remembrance.”
To. four of her New York friends,
the decedent left as follows:
Mary Lewis, of No. 929 Park Ave-
nue; Jane MacKenzie, of No. 2,252
Gleason ' Avenue, Westchester, N.Y.,
and Andrew J. Shipman, of No. 37
Wall Street, who is the executor, the
sum of $47,076.65 to each, and the
sum of $45,076.66 to Catherine Black,
of No. 200 West 99th Street, the house
in which the decedent lived.

The decree on this report, it is ex-
pected, will be signed by Surrogaie

Fowler, of the Surrogates’ Court, in
New York City, in the near future.

Alan’s house in which it occurred
was in‘a_ mdss of flame which quickly
burst thxough the windows both in
the front ahd rears of the. house. A
stiff westerly breeze fanned the flame
and when the firemen arrived they
saw that a hard fight was before them
if they were to confine the blaze to
the immediate neighbourhood of the
place whencesit started. Water for-
from the strat, was plenti-
ful and the firemen soon had five
powerful streams playing on the con-
flagration. These were tgken from

When the -firemen arrived the fire
had ate its way into the residence of
Mr. John White, blacksmith, west of
and adjoining Alan's and - also ad-
joining the big office building of the
Horwood - Lumber Co. Both houses,
Alan's and White's, were enveloped
in flames and the firemen who had
run up ladders to the windows on
which they brought their hose had
hard work of it as they gradually ad-
vanced on the enemy and poured tuns
of water into the houses.

The -men working at the rear of the
building had to be careful te escape
injury. as the explosions continued
and more than once they were driven
from the positions they held but for-
tunately no ome received any injury.
Had the fire worked up through the
Horwood Co's sheds and buildings
wheére millions of feet of lumber are
stored a serious-and widespread con-
firagation must have resulted. Many
thought of the match factory stand-
ing east of the big lumber mills and
reasoned that if this building caught
the West End would be seriously
threatened. The firemen who work-
€d splendidly led by I. G. Sullivand
and guarded by his instguctions gave
particular attention to this danger
and the outhuildings of the company
and the match factory were kept de-
luged with water, until all danger
of their igniting was at an end. From

the sgart burning -embers:and ‘flan-|

kers’ were thrown high in the air and
alightfhg on the Water St. sidewalks
blackéned them, while some falling
on the  roofs of buildings ignited
them. One house opposite, on Water
Street, took fire, the roof of Mr. P.
Alan’s house also caught but this
was quenched quickly by the firemen.
Mr. P. Walsh, his brother-in-law, and
Mullaly’s coeperage away to the
eastward, also caught but was quick-
iy guenched. On Franklin & Co's,
Silver’s and Monroe's - premises,
where there is a lot of codliver and
other oils, burning embers continual-
lv fell both on the wharves and the
sheds and the laborers - abandoned
their -usual avocations and elimbed
to the tops of the sheds to guard
them or quench the burning embers
When the fire fiend had
been properly vanguished the dire ef-
fects of his onslaught could be real-
ized. Mr. Alan’s residence  which
was also occupied by the family of
his son-in-law Mr. -Alan Knight, is
gutted from attic to basement. Mr.
Alan is badly hit.as a result of this
fire. The stock in his store is éom-
pletely spoiled with  water, smoke
and fire. His residence and that of
Mr. Knight which were excellently
furnished, is completely destroyved
and very little of the furniture was
saved.  The insurance compared with
the loss sustained is a mere bagatelle,
and Mr. Alan has the sympathy of
his many friends. Mrs. White, whose
husband John, is at Campbellton with
the Horwood Lumber Co., lost all her
furniture and effects including new
clothing bought for her children dur-
ing the .afternoon, and $50 cash which
she had in a purse on her dressing
case.  Mrs. Alan, wife of Mr. T. J.
Alan, is dangerously ill in the coun-
try and Mrs. Knight, Mr. Alan's
daughteér, when the fire occurred yes-
terday, had to be aBsisted to Mrs.
Ennis’ across the street as she too is
very ill. Firemen and citizens work-
éd well and the efforts of all were
ably assisted by the Southside Re-
serve firemen who were quickly pre-
sent arid who deserve credit for their
work. .
