Industrial Crisis Will be Averted- 
Viviani Says Germany Must 
Meet Obligations-Steel and Coal 
Company’s Merge With Halifax

A BAT OF HOPE.
LONDON, April 6.

Another day of tensp alternatives of 
hope and fear with one of the Prime 
Minister’s characteristic eleventh 
hour interventions bringing renewed 
prospects that a grave industrial crisis 
will be averted he announced in the 
House of Commons to-night the will­
ingness of the Government to partic­
ipate in a conference to discuss the 
resumption of pumping before1 matters 
were considered. Informal conferences 
continued throughout the evening, 
moderates tike Mr. Aiquith, Lord Ro­
bert Cecil, ' Arthur Henderson and 
John Robert Clines wobkl-ng hard in 
an endeavour to induce the miners 
to relent on the question of pumping, 
and it was supposed that the whole 
question was turning on this slender 
hope. Premier Lloyd George had been 
absent during the latter hours ot the 
debate on the situation but returned 
to the House unexpectedly at eleven 
o’clock and informed members that 
the Government had agreed to the 
course which it is believed practical­
ly is certain the miners will accept 
the calling of a conference of owners 
and miners to discuss with the Gov­
ernment the difficulties relative to 
pumping mines before touching the 
question of wages and other matters 
involved-in the demands of the men. 
What steps exactly had led up to'this 
change of front are unknown as yet. 
Henderson who rose to reply to the 
Premier was clearly non-plueed. He 
had, he said, to express regret that 
the Premier had not given notice -of 
such an important statement, as Mr. 
Thomas, Secretary of the National Un­
ion Of Railwayman, and other leaders 

1 had gone home. As he had earlier ex­
plained the Miners’ Federation would 
have to open the conference without

sets forth the arguments of both sides, 
concluding with a strong repudiation 
ot the accusation that the Government 
Is engaged in a general attack on

YITIAin DEFENDS
FRENCH CLAIMS.

NEW YORK, April 7.
An impassioned defense of French 

claims for German reparations was 
made here to-day by Rene Vivlani, 
former Premier of France and now 
extraordinary envoy to the United 
States. In an address before' ^ gather­
ing of business men at the New York 
Chamber of Commerce he declared, 
"Germany has contracted debts, she 
shall and will pay them. Contrary to 
general belief” he continued, “this 
problem interests not only France and 
Germany but the whole world because 
peace which is so desiratue among 
men will only flourish anew when 
economic balance which brings forth 
moral balance shall be re-establish­
ed.” He went into details in recount­
ing the devastation caused by the Ger­
man armies, pointing out that as a~ref- 
suit of the war approximately tea 
million acres of French soil must be 
rehabilitated. Speaking on Germany’s 
claim that she is being taxed beyond 
capacity to pay he said, “some have 
said that the claim of France was ex­
aggerated. It is a lie. French experts 
have sine#'' the treaty lowered their 
claim and reduced their right. France 
has abandoned more than one-third of 
what she had the right of asking and 
very long delay is educeded" to Ger­
many.”

‘The Story of
the Alabama.”

Fifty years ago this month the 
Joint High Commission which ar- , 
ranged the Treaty of Washington was 
in sessiori. This commission upon 
which Sir John A. Macdonald was 
one of the British representatives, 
met primarily for the purpose of find­
ing a solution of the famous “Ala­
bama Claims." These claims arose 
out of the destruction wrought by the 
filibustering Confederate ‘cruiser Ala­
bama on the shipping of the. Federal 
States. ‘ j

The story of the Alabama, which 1 
Was like an old romance of the sea, 
may well be recalled. On April 19, 
1861, Abraham Lincoln, as a war 
measure, blockaded tiie Southern 
ports. Jefferson Davis, President of 
the Confederacy, at once issued “J«t- 

' marque and reprisal” to any 
wishing to prey upon the 

nt marine of the North,- and 
ibama became, some time la­

ter, chief of a privateering fleet that 
wrought almost incalculable damage

The enormous claims put in by 
the States called for “indirect dam­
ages" caused not only by the build­
ing of ships for the South, but re­
sulting also from official sympathy, 
which, it was asserted, had helped 
prolong the war.

ington was that of the “Alabama 
Claims” question was referred to 
what became known as the Geneva 
Convention, which met in Geneva in 
December, 1871.

Since the 
publication of these exposures 
of the Food Control Board and 
Railway Commission relative to

foundland, the Telegram has 
been censured by certain cir­
cles, because of its naming of 
those connected with the legal­
ised plundering, on Sugar pric­
es, from the pockets of the con­
sumers. But how in the name 
of all that is serious could àny 
respectable journal, with full 

‘knowledge of conditions with­
hold complete information of 
the personnel of a Board which 
has so bungled and blundered 
that in addition tb saddling the 
general revenue with a loss of 
$200,000, has also taken from 
the scanty earnings of the peo­
ple a sum much more huge in 
an endeavor to cover up their 
ofrn incapacity and lack of acu­
men in dealing with the Sugar 
situation. We make no apolo­
gies whatever for the Serving 
criticism levelled at the "Food 
Control Board, and if it is deem­
ed necessary, we shall quote

The Telegram could not rer 
tain possession of the title of 
the “People’s Paper” if it de­
liberately condoned the usurpa­
tion of popular business by any 
class or clique, whether appoint­
ed by the Government or not. 
We could have referred more 
harshly to the personnel of the 
Food Control Board, had it been 
rendered necessary, but deem­
ing that sufficient had beèn said 
to show that our comments 
were neither unduly severe nor 
personal in their relation to in­
dividuals, we have nothing for 
which Ü» apologise or take back 
We are not going to permit any 
person to side-track our expres­
sion of opinion upon matters 
which it is our duty to make 
public, and no threat will deter 
us from pursuing a coqrse tak­
en in the interests of the whole 
people. It is not our desire to 
introduce any extraneous mat­
ters into this discussion, nor 
yetf to. make reference to 
irrelevant issues. We could do so 
an’ we wished, but enough has 
been written and proven to show 
the people of Newfoundland thàt 

! for the past eighteen months 
their destinies have been hand­
led by men utterly incapable of 
appreciating the position into 
which they were thrust by the 
accident of circumstances, and 
utterly incompetent to perform 
the public duties required > of 
them to the benefit affd satis­
faction of the people. The 
story, as told in the few days 
since the opening of the Legis­
lature, is sufficient proof of the 
contention thus made, and as it 
is further unfolded, chapter by 
chapter, the voters of New­
foundland will be reading a story 
more interesting than any writ­
er of fiction has yet produced. 
The conclusion has by no means 
been reached. Salt and Sugar 
and Steamers and Gas Compan­
ies, and Railway Commissions

North Sydney Herald intimates his trip 
to Newfoundland Is In connection 

With Perry case.
Under, the caption of “Perry murder 

case takes on a new phase,” the North 
Sydney Herald of Wednesday says:

There was much conjecture in cer­
tain local circles Over the mission of 
Dectective Horace Kennedy, of Hali­
fax, who passed through here Monday 
night, and was a passenger sailing on 
the steamer Kyle to some part of the 
ancient colony. Naturally the Halifax 
sleuth was not telling anybody just 
what his business was, and tor that 
reason the Herald reporter could 
glean nothing of his trip.

However, rumor had it in certain 
circles that Mr. Kennedy’s mission to 
the colony has something to do in con­
nection with the latest and .mom: 
shocking and mystifying tragedy1 nr 
Nova Scotia, the untimely death of 
Captain Perry, who was slain in the 
yard of his home in Yarmouth up­
wards of a month ago, a crime that 
attracted more universal attention 
than any before in the province, the 
perpetrator of which is still at large.

In speaking of the body of Captain 
Perry being disintered, the Sydney 
Herald continues: This lends color to 
the belief that Detective Kennedy’s 
trip to North Sydney and Newfound­
land has more than ordinary signi­
ficance, as the Halifax sleuth or the 
Crown have never ceased working on 
the case; At any rate there is reason 
to believe startling developments may 
renew further interest in the mysteri­
ous tragedy.
