From beginning to end in the op- j 
entions which ended with the cap­
ture of Limerick on Friday by thej 
Free State forces, the irregulars out-. 
numbered the Nationals. Not more 
than seven hundred Free State troops 
were engaged, while Republican for­
ces reached at least one thousand. The 
whole centre of the city was involved 
In the battle zone. The fighting dur­
ing the week consisted mostly of rifle 
and bombing duels, each side tunnel­
ling from house to house so that en­
tire streets were transferred into 
miniature forts. The irregulars from 
the outset occupied the strongest posi­
tions. Before evacuation the Repub­
licans set fire to all barracks by ex­
ploding mines. The new barracks, a 
great block of buildings erected 
around a square of about two hundred 
yards, were levelled to the ground. 
The Castle barracks were completely 
destroyed with the exception of the 
thirteenth century tower of King 
John's Castle. The civilian population 
Buffered acutely, many were made 
homeless and at times to grave men­
ace of starving.

Mystery surrounds the cause of the 
death by drowning at Ocean Pond, 
Saturday night, of Charles R. Duder, 
Manager of the Standard Manufac­
turing Company, prominent fish mer­
chant and clubman, and Chesley 
Crocker, foreman of the Paint De­
partment of the Standard Factory. 
The boat in which both men went 

wU C fishing at 9 p.m. Saturday, has been
Well aennon. found, bottom up. near the shore. The 

top joint of a fishing rod, with line at­
tached, and a dlpnet, badly torn, have 
also been found. Of the occupants of 
the boat there Is no trace, and al­
though the police hare been dragging 
the pond since yesterday morning, the 
bodies had not been recovered up to 
2 p.m. to-day. St. John’s was horror- 
stricken at the news of the tragedy 
which deprived the city of two men, 
who enjoyed unbounded popularity 
among all classes of the community,

Ocean Pond, where the tragedy oc­
curred, is a large pond, situated be­
tween Portugal Cove and Bauline. In 
parts, it is some 20 fathoms deep. Mr. 
Duder had a shack there, and late 
Saturday afternoon, he and Hon. 
Frank Steer, with Chesley Crocker 
and James Taylor as guides, went out 
for a week-end fishing trip. Despite 
the disagreeable weather, the party 
went out on the pond as soon as their 
fishing gear had been assembled. 

.There were two canvas boats for 
'their use, and Mr. Duder and Mr. 
Crocker went out first in the larger 
boat. This was at 9 p.m. Taylor 
usually accompanied Mr. Duder, but 
on this occasion, it was suggested

Mr. Duder was the eon of the late 
Henry Duder, a well known butcher 
and victualler, and brother of the late 
Edmund Duder, exporting merchant 
of this city. His mother was a Miss 
Pitts. He was educated at Wesleyan 
Academy, and left school to enter his 
uncle’s office, where he was employed 
for some time as a bookkeeper. Later 
he went to Brazil on business in con­
nection with fish for Job Bros. It 
was while he was with his uncle’s 
firm and with Job’s that he gained 
that knowledge of the fish business 
which later stood him in good stead. 
For twenty years past he has been 
with the Standard Manufacturing 
Company which under his capable 
management, has made great progress. 
He was also purchasing agent here 
for several big Brazilian fish firms. 
Mr. Duder belonged to many clubs 
and organizations. He was Vice- 
President of the Board of Trade at the 
time of his death and was a former 
President. He was prominent in 
Masonic circles and for several years 
has been District Grand Master of 
local Freemasonry under the Scot­
tish Constitution. Only last year he 
attained the Silver Jubilee of his 
Mastership of a Masonic Lodge, and 
was the recipient of a Mark Master’s 
Jewel, "from his brethren of Tasker 
Lodge. Mr. Duder was also a promin­
ent member of the newly formed Ro­
tary Club. He was twice married, his 
first wife being a daughter of the late 
Sir F. B. T. Carter. K.C.M.G., and by 
whom he had two sons, Capt. Stan 
Duder, R.N.R., and Mr. Frank Duder 
now in Quebec, and one daughter, 
Mrs. Walker, who is the wife of the

THE TRAGEDY DISCOVERED.
Mr. Steer and Taylor went out a 

few minutes later and returned ifter 
half an hour, to prepare supper. As 
the hours passed and the othei* ang­
lers had not returned, it was thought 
that their keenness was delaying 
them. The men on the shore had 
their evening meal, and turned in for 
the night. In the early morning, they 
awoke to discover that the occupants 
of the other boat had not yet come 
ashore. When no trace of the boat 
could be seen on the pond. Steer be­
gan to have fears for the safety of its 
occupants ,and sent Taylor to Tor- 
bay to telephone to Sir John Cros- 
bie, one of Mr. Duder’s closest friends. 
Sir John immediately informed Mrs. 
Duder that there had been an acci­
dent. He then fetched Capt. Stan 
Duder, a son. and Mr. W. H. Duder, 
a brother of the missing man, and 
brought them out to the scene of the 
tragedy.

In attempting to 
use the dipnet, he probably over­
balanced the boat, falling into the 
water with rod in one hand and net 
in the other. Both he —and Crocker 
were heavily clad in oil coats and 
waders, and although Mr. Duder could 
swim the "weight of the clothes and 
the shock of the sudden immersion 
would hive rendered futile his efforts 
to keep afloat. Crocker was unable to 
swim. Some of Mr. Duder’s friends 
still believe that he managed to swim 
ashore and is now lost in the woods 
on the side of the pond. .

Shocking and almost unbelievable 
savagery has marked the first shed- 

of blood In the American coal 
strike, and brought about the deaths 
of 44 men. At Herrin, in the State of 
Illinois, the owners of a mine whose 
men were on strike attempted to re­
sume operations with non-union men, 
and to intimidate the strikers posted 
armed guards and a machine gun 
about the mine. The strikers in

great force besieged the mine, and 
after firing all night the non-union 

I men ran up a flag of truce. They 
| were told to come out and they would 
not be harmed, but as they surren- 

I dered they were disarmed and tied 
together In groups of three and six 
and ordered to march. They had gone 
but a few paces when they were fired 
upon. Some of the wounded in fall­
ing pulled down their comrades who, 
while struggling on the ground were 
fired upon at short range. Others 
managed to break their bonds and 
were shot down. One of the invaders 
asked for the name of the machine 
gunner. He was pointed out and shot

In his tracks, and his body laid over 
the gun.

Men, writhing In agony and dying, 
begged piteously for a drink of wa­
ter. It was denied them amid the 
taunts and Jeers of men and women. I

The 
taking away of the "Portia” is the 
most absurd thing the Government 
has done in all their career as "Busi­
ness Managers." On this Coast it now 

. takes from ten to twelve days, to get 
freight or a reply from letters to St 

I John’s by the "Glencoe,” as mails 
that go to Argentia by her, cannot be 
answered or freight shipped on return 
trip. They have to wait until the ship 
goes to Port aux Basques and back 
again. The people of this Coast have 
not kicked, as they regarded the tak­
ing away of the “Portia” as a matter 
of economy on the part of the Gov­
ernment, but when we read by the 
Public Dispatch, that she is being us­
ed as a freight boat, to take salt 
North, and to bring back salmon - for 
Cold Storage purposes, then we think 
it is time to call on the Government 
to put her back on the Coast she was 
intended for, when the first contract 
was made. We have taken this out­
rage lying down “so to speak,” but 
we do not intend to do so any longer. 
Already there is a rising tide of in­
dignation against the action of the 
Government, and also against the Re­
presentatives of the three Districts 
from Placentia to Port aux Basques, 
who agreed to the cessation of this , 
Service. But there is a remedy for 
this in our own hands, and it will be ! 
the St. John’s business men that will 
be the sufferers in the way of trade, j 
Already negotiations are being enter- j 
ed into with a firm at Halifax, to run | 
a boat from that port as far east as !

Flour—During the week price» hare 
been subject to considerable fluctua- 
tiou^but a steady undertone‘has been 
noticeable all through and the market 
closed with quotations at ahput the 
level that had prevailed the prenons 
week. The imports to date are well up 
to the average and large stocks are 
held by local dealers who, are quot­
ing leading brands at $9.76 wi«i other 
qualities ranging from $9.20 to $9.60. 
The United States crop report pub­
lished on the 10th Inst, reduced the 
estimates by about forty million bar­
rels, but stronger markets Which 
were looked for as a result did not 
materialize. The Canadian crop out­
look continues good and growing con­
ditions have been so favorable the 
past week as to eliminate almost all 
possibility of. anything but a large 
harvest in the Northwest.

Perk—Fat back advanced one dol­
lar In New York this week, according 

"to latest quotations received by local 
dealers. There has been little buying 
since last report, but no reduction is 
looked for on stocks to arriva At 
present there are sufficient'holdings 
to meet domestic requirements, some 
five hundred barrels having come in 
by the different steamers the past few 
days. The advance in pork has not yet 
been reflected here and dealers are 
quoting the same as last week. Pres­
ent prices are: Ham Butt $30.04); Fat 
Back $29.00, and Grocers’ Family 
mess $29.00.

Beef—The stronger tendency in 
pork finds no reflection in beet and 
some brands of this commodity are 
quoted at lower figures this week. 
There is not much buying yet and 
dealers anticipate no advance in 
present prices for some time to come. 
Fairly large stocks are now held here 
and holdings were augmented by ar­
rivals during the.week amounting to 
over a thousand barrels. Bos Flank is 
now being quoted at $23 per barrel, 
other grades being. Family $21, Fam­
ily Special $18.50, New York Bone­
less $17.60 and Morris’ Boneless 
$17.00.

Molasses—The molasses markets 
are strong at present quotations and 
further advances are not unlikely. 
Fancy Is quoted at 80 cents per gallon 
by the puncheon and Choice at 70 
cCMts. One cargo arrived since last 
report, the schooner Union Jack from 
Barbados, bringing a shipment of 420 
puncheons. A small shipment of about 
200 tierces also arrived by steamer. 
There are several cargoes of mo­
lasses now landing and on the way 
here from Barbados- which -will mean 
ample Fall stocks.

Sugar—Reports indicate an enor­
mous distribution of sugar the pres­
ent season, .The markets during the 
past week or so nave been quiet and 
the tendency has been easier, the na­
tural reaction of previous unusual ac 
YîÇty. Refiners are largely sold 
ahbad and when demand again re­
vives, it is anticipated that prices will 
advance. Transactions in raw sugar 
have in the past two weeks been prac­
tically nil. Granulated is still being 
quoted at $11.10 per hundred pounds.

Potatoes—The week’s imports have 
not exceeded 500 barrels, the demand 
showing no increase. Stocks will be 
kept down to immediate requirements 
as a few weeks more will see new 
local potatoes on the market. The po­
tato crop promises to be the largest 
on record this season, and the keen 
competition between local and Im­
ported tubers should give the con­
sumer a much cheaper article than 
has been obtainable for many years.

Oats—Oats continue firm but there 
is very little buying. Despite the fact 
that this is the season of least de­
mand it costs as much to stock oats 
to-day as it did several months ego. 
Mixed oats are still quoted at $3.80, 
but other feeds show a lower ten­
dency.

Capture of Gibraltar.
On July 24, 1704, an event happened 

which has proved to be of the greatest 
importance to Britain, namely, the 
capture of Gibraltar, the "key” of the 
Mediterranean. Gibraltar had been a 
famous place for many centuries. It 
was celebrated, even In the days of 
the Phoenicians and Greeks, and it 
was fortified by Tarik the Berber 
leader who Invaded and conquered 
Spain in 7ll. It was finally captured 
by Spain in 1462. After its capture by 
the British in 1704 it was repeatedly 
attacked "by the Spaniards, and under­
went a long siege in 1726. From 1779 
to 1783 It withstood the greatest siege 
in Its history under the gallant El­
liott against the Spaniards and 
French. Since this unsuccessful at­
tempt it has remained In British 
hands, agj is considered impregnable. 
The Rock has only a" length of 2 8-4 
miles and a breadth of 8-4 of a mile.
