No casli grants were made, relief
béing {ssued in grocery and coal or-
ders except In cases where a cash
grant for remt, etc, Was necessary,
Some 223 families were assisted in
all.

Remémbrance Day  will again be
observed this year by the selling of
Ma18ks Poppies, the object being
the augmantation of the G.W.V.A. Re-
liet Fund, and it fs hoped that every
citizen will wear a Flanders Poppy on
November 10th, and thereby help this
deserving movement.

Some Church authorities
pointed out that the element of
Thanksgiving to God did not have a
very large place in the observance of
such days. It was accordingly ar-
ranged t(hat the Sunday nearest
mistics Day would be o‘m n re-
spect of the Thanksgiving Services,
while the following Monday would be
the holiday for rejoicing. The Church
authorities gave their approval of the
plan provided that all were agreed:
so that it should be a National
Thanksgiving Day.

«The Boafd of Trade wrote suggest-
ing “That the Sunday nearest to the
date of Armistice Day should be kept
as a Holy day, and the next day as
a holiday.”

The Importers’ Association passed
the following resolution:—

“In the opinion of the Import-
érs’ Association, shonld the Gov-
ernment decide upon arranging a
National Thanksgiving Day in No-
vember, the day set. aside for
such Thanksgiving should be Ar-
mistice Day (November 11th), and
that this Association would be
prepared to observe it as such.”

Dive to Death

FAMOUS GLIDER’S FATE—HORRI-
FIED CROWDS.

(Glasgow Weekly Herald, Oct. 20.)

The successful light-powered aero-
plane competitions, which were being
held all last week at Lympne, were
marred on Saturday, the last day of
the meeting, by a tragedy that hor-
rified the great watching crowd.

M. Maneyrol, the daring French
pilot, was descending perfectly from
a great height. The graceful opera-
tion delighted the thousands of spec-
tators. - Admiration, however, was
speedily changed to amazement, and
then to horror. For the tiny ’plane
had dropped to within 100 feet from
the ground when both wings flew up,
broken and crumpled, and the ma-
chine dived nose first into the ground.
For 2 moment the crowd was struck
dumb with horror. Then a dash was
made to the wreckage. The pilot was
found to be just alive, and he died
in a few minutes.

French mechanics went to the
scene of the tragedy and kissed the
face of their dead féllow-countrymen.
Among the people who saw the crash
were the Duke of York and Sir Sam-
uel Hoare, Minister for Alir.

How the accident occurred .is not
exactly known, but during the week
there were adverse critivisms of the
construction of M. Maneyrol's ma-
chine. After the tragedy, it was de-
cided to cancel the dinner to the
pilots and officials.

M. Maneyrol had created a holght
record in the morning by rising to
9,600 feet, but this was beaten, and

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record as a war pilot, won the £1000;

The Indian native is often an ex- ¢ to erawl intd the snow:

Some years ago in France a shower
of frogs descended near Toulouse, and
go great was the “downfall” that a
carriage containing an eyewitness of
the affair killed thousands in its pass-
age along one of the roads.

Instances of fish descending mland
in showers are numerous. In 1828, at
Fodderty, in Scotland, a farmer, walk-
ing on his land, saw a great portion
of the ground covered with herrings,
each three to four inches in length.
About two years: later, in the island
of Islay, in Argylishire, after a day or
go of heayy rain, the inhabitants were
surprised to find swarms of herrings
strewed over the' fields, some perfect-
ly fresh. &b

- On another occasion flsh were car-
ried from the Firth of Forth to Loch
Leven, a distance of eight to ten miles,
and at Wick, in Caithneas, a large
quantity of fish were found lying scat-
tered in a garden about half a mile
from the seashore. ¢

How can one account for these
strange happenings? There is a sus-
picion that winds, whirlwinds, and
waterspouts are the chief sources of
their production. Waterspouts are not
unknown at Fodderty, and the shower
of fish at Islay occurred after a day
of heavy rain. The herring fall at Lach
Leven happened at the time whén a
strong gale was blowing from the
Firth of Forth.

Sucked up by the Wind.

Just ‘before the shower of frogs at
Toulouse it was noticed that a heavy
cloud appeared on the horizon,

Pach case of these “plagues” is prob
ably due, wholly or in part, to the
fact that wind, having a tendency to
become cireular or rotary, sucks up
any small, light objects, carrying them
for a time, and then. deposmng them

ed. An example -of this occurred in
Norway some years ago, when a col-
ony of rats, migrating from the high
to the low regions, were overtaken by
a strong wind and, being caught up,
were carried to a valley where they
fell as a rat shower! ;

Probably the flies in the Channel
were migrating fo a warmer country,
when, running into a strong wind,
some were carried back to land again
and others were killed by the wind
and fell on to the water.
