Great 
as are the oatm'al advantages which we 
possess, they may, alter all,, be sacrificed 
through the stupidity or negligence of 
man, Commerce never forces itself 
npon any people. But what we mean 
to say is this : If the people of Victoria' 
have only the common sense and the 
energy to remove the ebstractions which 
short-sighted mm has placed in the 
way, nature will command commerce 
to come here. In this way the people 
have a great responsibility resting upon 
them. To all human appearance, upon 
their action now must, in a very great 
measure, depend the commercial destiny 
of Victoria. It tests with them to de­
cide whether she shall,be built up into 
a wealthy and prosperous maritime 
city, or whether she mast, decline before 
neighboring advancenynt. ' Nor is the 
question a merely local one, which con­
cerns this community alone. It is one 
in which the whole Colony has a direct 
and large iuterest. It is this : Shall 
the commercial entrepot for the 1 ritish 
Pacific be established here or on Facet 
Sound? Tfie one or the other is certain.
If we do not unbar oar gates now and 
let it enter, that commerce will sail past 
oar door and seek a seat at the terminus 
of the American railway, on Puget 
Sound. We would beseech the commer­
cial men of Victoria to remember that 
they are called upon to act, not only in 
their own interest, but in the interest 
of the whole colony and of future 
generations. As “pioneers,” it be­
hooves us all to remember that 
we are called upon to lay the founda­
tion , bo to speak, of future empire j that 
whatever we construct now must pro­
ject a potent influence into the distant 
future, for good or evil. If ever there 
was a time when it behooved men to 
rise to the great responeibilty resting 
npon them as the architects of fotnre 
empire it is sow. Great events crowd

In outline dim and vast,
Their peaceful shadows cast,
The giant forms of empires, on their way.

Our tide is rapidly approaching its flood; 
and it rests with the people to say 
whether it ia to lead the colony on to 
future greatness, or leave it stranded- 
like a miserable lobster ! Let the peo­
ple endeavour, then, to view these im­
portant questions in the light of indi­
vidual responsibility and intare Wells 
being, and let it be the manly resolve 
of each to approve himself not to have 
been altogether an unworthy master- 
builder lor future generations. It 'is 
in this way we shall, best sèrte our own 
day and generation ; and it is thus alone 
that we can discharge those sacred ob­
ligations resting upon everyone of ns aq.

Plain Words on flame Affairs.

However unromantio and unpopular 
with some it may be to revert to the 
thread bare subject of Retrenchment in 
the Public Service we cannot but think

Preliminary Notice.*

that a few plain words will not be al­
together out of place. And, we con­
fess, it requires no little courage to face 
•tbe subject. For years has it been the 
burden of popular complaint. In the 
press and fn the Legislature the changes 
hare been incessantly rung upon it. 
Every “Speech from the Throne” has 
contained great swelling promises with 
regard te it. Yet to-day we find tbe 
Civil List very much as it was at the 
beginning, while we find the Colony 
in a less favorable condition to bear 
the expense. This constitutes one of 
-the most important and, at tbe same 
time, least agreeable subjeote that will 
shortly demand the fatten tion of tbe 
new Governor. It is a subject upon 
which, one would imagine, public opin­
ion must by this time be tolerably well 
matured, and we venture to think that 
the uncertain sonnd, tbe - discordant 
note occasionally beard on this question 
from a section of the colonial press 
finds no echo in the popular mind. Let 
'the subject be approached in a spirit of 
sober honesty, and with due regard to 
the public interest, on one hand, and 
justice to the public service, on the 
other. It is not the most agreeable dut) 
which falls to the lot of a merchant, 
whep he finds that his establishment 
and expenses are out of proportion to 
his means and, in tact, his need, to cut 
down the list of clerks and assistants ; 
and tbe want of sufficient moral courage 

- to do this promptly has left many an 
amiable, well-meaning mao to drift into 
the Bankrupt Court. The people are 
«verse, and, donbtleee, the head of the 
Executive will be equally averse to any 
-rash and over measure of retrench­
ment. The general public will be in 
favour of an under, rather than an over 
"measure. Tbe desire of the people will 
•be to retain as many of tbe public 
servants as pan be employed with ad­
vantage to the Colony, - and as the 
straitened financial circumstances of 
the Colony will justify us in payipg. 
There are two principles which must 
form the test, the guage of any mea- 

of retrenchment in the public 
service: the efficiency of that service, 
and the capacity of jthè Colony to pay 
the civil list. It is easy to conceive a 
case in which tbe former of these should 
be made to bend in some measure to the 
latter, where efficiency muet even be in 
pome degree sacrificed to necessity. It 
bae been said, and not without some 
show of reason, that this Colony has 
been over-governed. Under-government 
would be infinitely preferable to finan­
cial ruin. It were better that the Col» 
ooy should be just a little bit under­
governed for a tew years* than that an 
expensive civil list should leave no 

of undertaking much needed 
public works, ( works, too, of a highly 
reproductive kind, works for want of 
which large interests are materially 
suffering. Of course there is not banks, 
ruptcy staring us in the face. Numer­
ically weak as the Colony is, 'it has 
demonstrated its wonderlul revenue* 
producing capacity. But if, with the 
maximum of taxatiou, there, is barely 
enough produced to pay the interest on 
the public debt, and tbe pensioners on 
the public revenue, our case is scarcely 
better than that of one tottering on the 

1 verge of bankruptcy. In order to colo­
nial wellbeing a certain amount of 
productive publie expenditure would 
appear to be absolutely essential. If we 
keep on for a few more years paying 
every dollar away in current expenses 

• and doing absolutely nothing calculated 
either to employ '.labor or promote per­
manent development, the Colony will 
continue to dwindle down, as it unques­
tionably has done in the past, until it 
reaches a stage of existence which may 
notinapily'be defined as “ tbe small 
end of nothing.” It has been said, and 
well said, that “ Governments exist 
1er tbe people.” In this Colony the 
axiom wonld appear to be reversed. 
The people, one wonld be led to believe, 
exist for tbe government. Of coarse, 
in these remarks we have left Confed­
eration wholly out of view. If it should 
turn out that the Colony is at once to 
undergo such a sweeping constitutional 
change the whole case, as respects finan­
cial reform, will be altered; for Con­
federation will bring with it a complete 
net of machinery which1 will at once 
place the purse-strings in the hands of 
the tax-payers and relieve the Gover­
nor of a disagreeable duty* Should 
this change, however, be lees Imminent,

' the people will expect, and have a 
right to expect, that when the Esti­
mates for 1870 come down from the 
Executive they will exhibit such a mar­
gin for expenditure in public works and 
publie enterprises as will have a ten­
dency to re-establish public confidence 
and colonial prosperity. x

The Court Surgeon and the Prince 
Imperial—Surgical Operation.
Some years since tbe Prince Imperial 

was seriously ill. Medical men differ* 
ed upon the natore of his disease. The 
majority of them were of tbe opinion 
that there was an inflammation of the 
thigh bone at the hip joint. Dr. Hela- 
ton was summoned in consultation. He 
made a diagnosis and deduced from it 
that there was an abscess in tbe thigh, 
near the hip joint. He was alone in 
his opinion. His arguments failed to 
convince the other medical men. The 
decision of the proper course to adopt 

; involved great responsibility. Were 
there no abscess and merely inflamma­
tion of tbe hip joint, tbe knife would 
aggravate the inflammation and super* 
induce erysipelas or caries or gangrene. 
On tbe other band, were no operation 
made, tbe same results would be su-> 
perinduced by the absorption of the 
virus from the abscess. Dr. Nelaton 
was positive in his opinion ; the Em* 
peror said to him : ‘Do you assume all 
the responsibility of the operation ?' 
‘Unquestionably, sire.’ ‘Then perform 
the operation.' Chloroform -was given 
the Imperial Prince. As soon as the 
insensibility was complete, Dr. Nelaton 
at once set about his work and (began 
bis incision. He was not tbe man to 
require the apostrophe Napoleon ad* 
dressed to Dr. Dnbois when tbe delivery 
of Marie Louise drew near: ‘Doctor, tie 
as isool as if your patient was the wife 
of a tradesman in the Rue St. Denis.’ 
Dr. Nelaton handled his knife as calmly, 
quietly, deliberately as if he stoodjin the 
amphitheatre of the Hospital de la 
Charité. The Rmperor, pale, anxious, 
turned with knitted brows to the win­
dow and drammed on its panes with 
his nervqus, restless fingers. As Dr. 
Nelaton’s knife drew near the thigh 
joint one of tbe surgeons pieeent =xe 
claimed : ‘Ah ! yon see there Is no 
abscess f The Emperor turned sud­
denly around, and involuntarily laid his 
hand on Dr. Nelaton's arm, as if to 
entreat him to mangle wantonly his eon 
no more. Dr. Nelaton gently put aside 
the Emperor’s hand, and without losing 
in the least degree his calmness, said, 
‘1 beg par Jon, sire, there is an abscess.1 
As he spoke he thrust with a sure 
6hd steady hand his knife deep into the 
thigh, and as he withdrew it the pus 
flowed ont ; and the Imperial Prinoe 
was saved.

Felons of the Finger. —Many per* 
sons are liable to extreme suffering 
from felons on the finger* These acflU 
tions are not only painful, but not un- 
freqnently occasion permanent crippling - 
of the members affected. Tbe fol­
lowing simple concoction is recommend­
ed as a sore care for thé distressing 
ailment. Take common rock salt, snch 
as is used for salting down pork and 
beef, dry it in an oven, then pound it 
fine and mix it with spirits of turpen­
tine in equal parts. Put it on a rag, 
wrap it around the thumb, and as it 
gets dry put on some more and, in 24 
hours, we Are assured, the felon will 
be dead.

Fenianism not Dead. \

be seen that Fenianism still ex­
ists under the very nose of the British 
Lion, nor hesitates to take an airing 
upon every fitting occasion. Recent 
iutelligeuce fiom Canada would appear 
to indicate, the rejuvenescence of the 
organization in the United States, and 
that, too, at a time when it had almost 
disappeared from view. It will have 
been observed that the sodden calling 
out of the Canadian Yolun'eers has 
been attributed to two causes, viz : 
Hornet complications, and a contemplat­
ed Fenian raid. It is difficn>t to see 
in what way possible Hornet compli­
cations could suddenly esseme a form 
such as would necessitate the dragging 
of volonteers from their beds at tbe 
hour of midnight, The cirrnmstanoes 
under whkh the steamer Hornet waa 
fitted out and sailed for Cu.ban waters 
would not appear to ns to be snob ae to 
justify the conclusion which was arrived 
at in Montreal. We are rather disposed 
to accept the Toronto opinion, that 
these sodden apd decisive steps taken 
by the authorities had their origin in 
information received by tbe government 
to tbetffrct that “tbe Fenians were 
about to attempt another raid/’ And 
although accepting this hypothesis in 
preterei ce to thé other, we confess it is, 
difficult io believe that at present Fen­
ianism in the Eastern States can be 
peg e-sed either of the vitality or the con­
summate ftol-hardiness necessary to at­
tempting another raid upon Canada. If, 
however, snch should really prove to 
be tbe case than shall we be strongly 
tempted to accept, a theory, long enter- 
taintng by some, but which we have un­
til now preferred to reject, viz, that 
there stands at the back of American 
Fenianism, if not also at tbe back of 
Fenianism on the “onld sod,’’ a greater 
and more ancient enemy of onr nation 
end our race—one who has for many 
yean been quietly bat steadily plot­
ting for the accomplishment of the i n- 
miliaticn, if not tbe overthrow of the 
British nation, and that it is employing 
the agency pres' nted by the Fenian or­
ganization ranch fn the same way that 
the monkey is said to have ntilized»tbe 
services of the cat. We mean no al- 
jnsion to the celebrated “Killkenny eats.” 
It will be quite within the recollection 
of onr readers bow that during the 
Crimean war Russia operated through 
American sympathy ; and no obser(van'' 
person cuu b>ve failed to remark that 
the Czar has eagerly availed himself 
of every occasion for the purpose ol 
makii-g a display of bis great love for 
Brother Jonathan, a orurse of conduct 
Tendered all ■ the more remarkable 
bv the fact that the two governments 
thus “ sidling ’’ up to each other, repre­
sent the two ex remes < f Republican­
ism and Autocracy. Extremes, it, is 
said frequently meet ; find the case of 
Russia and the United Slates would ap­
pear to afford an apt illustra1 ion of the 
axii m. But this^game of Russia is 
traced back to a period antecedent to 
the' Russian war.

'•For the present there are no pros­
pects of weakening England materially 
either in Ireland orln Canada, in which 
latter province, however, ibe Opposi­
tion should be assisted as ranch as pos' 
Bible/*—Russian Memoir, 1837.

The remarkable document from 
which the above extract is taken was 
prepared for the instrnc ion of the 
present Emperor of Russia, found its 
way to the light through the compunc­
tions of a Prussian Minister, and was 
published in Borland in 1859. Here, 
then, is documentary evidence that as 
far back us 1837—how much earlier de­
ponent sayeth not—it was the fixed 
policy ot the Russian Government to 
operate against Great Britain through 
Irirh bate and Canadian discontent. 
Such being the case, it is not difficult to 
believe that the Fenian organization in 
America would be seized upon by Russia, 
in pursuance of this policy. There have 
been those who have seen in all this a 
deep and important political signification. 
The United States de»ire the exclusion 
of British, in fact European power,from 
this contient; while it is no secret that 
Russia aims at the exclusion of Great 
Britain from Asia; and the oonclosion is 
not altogether an unnatural or unrea- 
eonaule one, that these two great pow­
ers have covenanted to aid each other 
in the furtherance of their ambitions 
echemes. We have recently Been Rns- 
eia retire from the American continent 
by transferiug an immense and,it would 
now appear, most valuable territory to 
tbe United States for a sum of money 
•which scarcely represents two years’ 
rental value 1 We do not ask onr 
readers to accept this theory ; but we 
most confess that there is mnoh reason 
and color of truth about it ; and if 
Fenian and other movements are viewed 
in tbe light ot this theory there will 
certainly be less difficnlty in accounting 
for much that otherwise most appear 
wholly inexplicable.

Napoleon’s Illness.
A Paris correspondent writes, under date 

of September 3d as follows :
“ His illness began with rheumatism, which 

visits him at this season of the year—unfor­
tunately it attacked the bladder and depend­
ent organs, and was attended with intermittent 
fever, each attack qf which lasted two hours. 
As soon as Dr. Oorvisart saw the Emperor was 
seriously ill he summoned Dr.Nelaton, because 
the Emperor feels more confidence in him 
than in anybody else. xDr. Nelaton, howev­
er, has repeatedly told the Emperor that he 
was incapable of attending ae a physician— 
for all his studies and practice have been di­
rected to a surgeon’s duties. Therefore-Dr. 
Nelaton commonly takes Dr. Fauvel with him. 
General Fleury, seeing the Emperor "seriously 
ill, asked permission to send tor bis physician, 
Dr. Ricord, in whom he feels unbounded con­
fidence. These four physicians met twice a 
day in consultation, at 7 o’clock a.m. and 9 
o’clock p. m. The press wrote to the Duke de 
Persigny to appeal to the physicians, and got 
them to give their written opinion whether 
the Empress might safely go on to Corsica, or 
whether she should return at once to Paris. 
Duk‘e da Persigny assembled the physicians in 
a room in the Palace of St, Cloud, where 
Marshal Vaillant, Marshal Canrobert, General 
Flenry and one or two other intimate friends 
of the Emperor had met. Dr. Ricord at once 
declared he could not—he would not take up­
on himself in the present illness of tbe Emperi 
or to advise the Empress to quit France, taking 
the Imperial Prince with her. Marshals Vail­
lant and Canrobert were ot this opinion. Dr. 
Nelaton replied : ‘What are you thinking of, 
my dear Ricord? Do you find the Emperor’s 
condition alarming, or even disquieting ?’ 
•No.’ 1 Do you apprehend any accident?’ ‘No.’ 
* Well, then, how can you advise the Empress 
should be called back? Do yon not know the 
disastrous effect of her unexpected return ? 
Trade would receive a terrible blow which 
would ruin hundreds of people. Consterna­
tion would reign abroad as well as in France. 
Besides, what would be the effect upon tbe 
Bfmperor should he see the Empress suddenly 
return, abandoning a voyage fer which so 
many preparations had been made, and which 
had been announced everywhere?’ Dr. Ri­
cord replied : 1 But suppose a pulmonary 
phlegmasis should supervene, for it is possi­
ble?’ Dr.Nelaton answered: ‘Yes, everything 
is possible. You may fall dead of aploplexy 
in leaving this room—that is possible, but not 
probable. We marry our daughters—it is 
possible they may die in childbed—it is not 
very probable.’ As Drs- Corvisart and Fauvel 
took the same view Dr. Nelaton expressed.
