-She was ordered by
the Union Steamship Company in 1892
and was shipped ; from Scotf:n in sec-
tions and put together in Vancouver un-
der the supervision of Mr. H. Darling.
She was'sent North as a tender to the
sesling fleet in -June, 1892, and was
seized by the United States government,
who confiscated her.”

&distress among the farmers. He believed

2 matter was now in a forward state to
relieve the farmers from that distress,
Hon. gentlemen opposite had said dar-
ing the budget debate that if we get pub-
licworks be%un in the province the farmer
would be helped legitimately. He himself
questioned whether any other form of
help-would be as good as that. He
inted out betore, that in offering the
armer the Torrens system the mover
was offering worse than a stone. How
that system*would relieve the farmer he
could not at all understand, and he did
not think any farmers would be found to
say that the system would help them.
‘What the farmers wanted was a market
and easy access to it. At the present
time there was a good prospect that the
farmers—especially in the district which
the mover referred to specially—would
be given that. They read in the resolu-:

" tion that the simplification of the titles

to land, by facilitating its transfer and
enabling a lender to ascertain, at a trifi-
ing cost and with absolute certainty, the
borrower’s title to ‘the security offered,
would be of advantage to this
industry. He thought if farm-
‘ers 'were satidfied with, such a
proposition as that they must beeasily
gulled indeed. He did not : believe that
one farmer would accede that it would

give "him any alleviation of the trouble |

that existed at the present time. The
reference to the Assessment Act was an
old, old story. Every one knew the
actual position at the present time. The
farmers unfortunately had arranged for
themselves. that they should pav that
tax. That wag the actual position. The
resolution if carried out in its entirety
would mean double taxation to farmers.
He did not think the house favored the
motion. :

Mr. Booth complimented the hon.
member for Vancouver on his ingenuity
in drewing up the motion. . The present
system of land titles was, however, in
his opinion, quite good enough.: There

n no complaint from the farmers
about it, He did not see that any good
would result from changing the system
to the Torrens system. To allow the
hon, member to take this part of the
resolution. away from the mort, tax
motion he moved that the debate be ad-
journed to this day three months.

Mr. Semlin, in opposing the amend-:
ment, declared that they all knew the
agriculfval interest had " been suffering
for years past and it was suffering now
more than any other class. The hon.
member for the Islands (Mr. Booth) had
said there were other clasges suffering as
badly. He would like to know what
clagses they were. As to the Torrens’
system, after conversation with legal
gentlemen he was satisfied that the
sooner the system was adopted, the bet-
ter for the province.

ule * A” of "this act to any person, un-
known to the seller, unless introdueed

fore delivery, make, or cause to be
made an entry in a book to be kept for
that purpose, in the form set forth in
schedule “ B’ of this act, stating the date
of the sale, the name and address of the
purchaser, the name and quantity of the
article sold, and the purpose for which
it is stated by the purchaser to /be re-

the person (if any) who introduced him
or her shall be affixed ; and for the pur-
ses of this section the person on whose
chalf any sale is made by any appren-
tice or servant shall be deemed to the

FAST ATLANTIC ROUTE.

Sanford Fleming Does Not Think St.
Lawrence River Admits
Speedy Travel.

8till It Can Be Thirty-Six Hours
Ahead of New York
Route,

In Mr. Sanford Fleming’s. second ar-
ticle upon ““ Qur Atlantic Steamship Ser-
vice,”” now issued fn pataphlet form, he
continues his indictment against the St.
Lawrence route ag dangerous to speedy
navigation. Speaking of his first article
he says: ‘ Naturally, the conclusion
formed by me, that the St. Lawrence
route generally is unsuitable for rapid
steaming; was not received with satisfac-
tion. Ifully share in the disappoint-
ment experienced, and gladly welcomea
suggestion which if carried into effect
would give to the St. Lawrence.an ever-
increasing proportion of the European
bassenger business. This suggestion is
tocombine summer voyages through-the
placid waters of the gulf and river, with
a short passage across the ocean, This
object may be accomplished in two ways;
in both it is proposed to use only the
southern entrance to the gulf. The
first proposal is to run fast steamships
between Quebec and Liverpool,;and with
the view of expediting the mails and ac-
commodating passengers from the Mari-
time provinces and Eastern states, to
make Sydney a port of call. Tha steam-
ghips to run at full speed hetween Syd-
ney and Liverpool. Between Quebec
and Sydney the speed to be reduced as
circumstances may require. The second
proposal is to divide the voyage into two
distinct parts, one extending over the
ocean proper from Sydney to the most
eligible port in Great Britain, the other
embracing the ' river and gulf; on the
former, tast steamships constructed
specially for cairying only passengers
and mails to be employed, on the latter,
steamers of less speed thah the ocean
steamships, and 'suitable for the naviga-
tion of the gulf and river, to be placed
on the route. The remarks which fol-
low will refer chiefly to the second pro-
posal, as on examination it will be found
on economic grouuds to be -entitled to
the preference. With the view of mak-
ing the proposal clear, I may explain
that Sydney is on a well-sheltered inlet
of the open Atlantic, directly outside the
southern entrance to the Gulf of St. Law-
rence. It is conveniently situated for
vessels passing between Quebecand Liy-
erpool by the Cabot Straits. The geo-
graphical position of Sydney is in other
respects important. It is the extreme
eastern terminus of the Intercolonial
Railway, and with the exception of the
channel about a mile wide, known as
the Gut of Canso (now crossed by a
steam railway ferry), Sydney is in un-
broken railway connection with Halifax,
8t. John, Quebec, Montreal, Toronto and
Vancouver. The fact that Sydney is
eight hundred and sixty nautical miles
nearer Liverpool than New York, itself
indicates that with steamships of equal
speed the gcean passage can be made to
and from Sydney in nearly two days less
than®*to and from New York.

The suggestion to follow the St. Law-

rence from Sydney to Quebec does not
involve the necessity of running at any
unsafe speed in the Gulf or river St.
Lawrence. As the mails can be con-
veygd to and from Sydney by railway
much faster than by water, passengers
only would go by the river and Gulf,
and there would I‘;e no pressure from the
post office department to accelerate the
movement of the river steamers. The
one object of the captain in command
would be the safety and comfort of his
passengers.
) These steamers meeting at Sydney,
would during the summer months con-
stitute a passenger line of the highest
class between Quebec and Liverpool.
At the end of the season the river boats
would be laid up and the ocean steam-
ships would extend their voyages to
Halifax. On the opening of navigation
in each new season and the disappear-
ance of ice on the route to Sydney, the
fast steamships would be withdrawn
from the Halifax route and placed on
the Sydney route. In the first part of
the summer it would be expedient for
them to follow a southern course across
the banks of Newfoundland, as the New
York ships do, in order to keep at a safe
distance from icebergs and obviate all
chance of delay.

‘In making a comparison between
routes it is necessary to bear in mind
that the reported passages from New
York to Liverpool are misleading. The
passage is reckoned from Sandy Hook
Lightship to Dannt’s Rock. The former
is outside New York harbor, and if tide
and weather be favorable it may be
reached from New York in two hours,
but under unfavorable conditions it may
take twelve hours or more. On the other
side of the Atlantic ‘ Daunt’s Rock’® is
two hundred and twenty-eight miles from
the bar at the entrance of Liverpool
harbor. These facts go to show that it
is impossible to accept the time given in
the press reporte as the actual time re-
quired to make the passage from land to
land. One may make a just comparison
bstween the proposed mail ronte via
Sydney and the route via New York, if
we take a common point in Canada such
a8 Montreal, and a common point in
England such as London — reckoning
equal steamship speed in both cases and
;naking all reasonable allowances for de-
ays: :

The **Empress of Japan” Arrives
Early and Spends the Day
in Quarantine.

Sailing Craft in Port After En-
countering Boisterous Weather
in Crossing the Paecific.

The R.M.S. Empress.of Japan, inward
bound from China and Japan, reached
quarantine at 4 o’clock Thursday morn-
ing, and spent the entire day gomplying
with inspection and fumigation regula-
tions. Aboard were 789 Chinese, 12 in-
termediate and 40 saloon passengers, the
first mentioned including, besides 62
destined for Victoria, a theatrical trcupe
of 100 members. The troupe are on
their way to Nashville, Tennessee,
where they are to make up a proposed
Chinatown and to give daily perform-
ances in connection with a bi
exhibition there, to be held be-
fore many months. They ecall
themselves the ‘‘Dragon Exhibitors.”’
and anticipate making a tour of the con-
tinent before their return to the Flowery
Kingdom. Of the saloon passengers
only two were for Victoria, these being
Miss McKellar, a lady doctor who has
had an important charge in a mission in
Central India, and Miss Ramsay, of
China. They are at present the guests
of Rev.J. C. Foreter, and this evening
Miss_ McKeller will conduct a prayer
meeting in the 8t. Andrew’s Presbyterian
church. They came in from quarantine
on the tender Maude, which early yes-
terday morning conveyed a number of
the other passengers into town.
Among them were Rev. J. M.
Francis, of the ‘American Episcopai
church, who will make a tour of Ameri-
can cities before going to ‘England, his
destination; and Mr. J, Campbell
Thompson, aseociate member of the In-
stitute of Civil Engineers, who is
making a tour of the world, He left
London on the 26th of December, taking
the P. & O. steamer for Bombay, where
he saw saome of the many scenes of
famine that have been 8o numerous in
India this year. He went from there
by way of Singapore to Hongkong, and
after visiting many of the Chinese coast
cities spent three weeks in Japan.

The Prepared Resolution at Last
Night’s Meeting Is Practically
°  Negatived.

‘ Advance With Caution”’ the Poliey
to Be Adopted by Vietoria
Citizens.

In orthodox railroading parlance, Mr.

the Coast to Kootenay—and to discuss
matters generally pertaining to railway
construction in this province.”’

Such a requisition as this, if* was
maintained, left the public entirely «dn
the dark as to the real purpose of the
meeting. ' Surely the petitioners should
give some outline of their topic—if it
might not after all be desirable to make
a public meeting like 2 money by-law,
only obtainable in the event of a certain
percentage of the citizens asking for it.

How This Bich Section of Canada
Should Contribute to Vietoria's
~ Prosperity,

Information Necessary as to the
Most Practical and Econ-
omical Route.

Cargoes of Congratulatory Resolu-
tions Not Looked Upon ag
' Needed.

“The trade of the Yukon gold fields
for Victoria’’ was the keynote of the
quarterly meeting of the board of trade
yesterday afternoon, how best to win for
Victoria’s. merchants this important
commerce—their natural heritage—
being under earnest consideration for
upwards of two and a half hours. . A re-
grettable absence of precise and unbi-
aged information as to proposed routes
was generally admitted, and as an out-
come of the protracted debate a resolu-
tion was adopted appointing a special
committee to interview the proyincial
government * for ' the purpoge of
urging that immediate  steps
thken to ascertain and open u
the best trade route’' into the Yukon
gold fields lying in Canadian teeritory,
with the object of diverting the trade of
that district to British Columbia.” Vice-
president G. A. Kirk, with Messrs. J.
OClearihue, R. H. Hall, ¥. J. Claxton, H.
Cuthbert and Arthur Robertson com.
pose the committee, heir instructions
being to lose no time in carrying out the
expressed wishes of the board. -

It was in a letter and petition from
the miners of Forty Mile that the matter
was brought forward, the former bear-
ing date of the 19th of January, and the
signature of *‘ George Batler, secretary.”
This communication set forth that the

accompanying petition, addressed to the T

Dominion-government, had been signed
by more than 500 miners of the district.
The latter had then met and ordered
that a copy of the petition be forwarded
to the board of trade, with a request that
its members use their best endeavors to
secure the compliance of the govern-
ment. :

Territories,
desire to direct your attention to the fol-
lowing statement of facts, to wit: We
believe that we have the best mining
region on earth, but we are so far re-
moved from all sources of communica:
tion and supplies from the outer world
that it has become a serious question

with us as to whether we will have sui-

ficient supplies next- year-upon which 1o

. exist,as at'the present time the majority
of ‘our men are 'on limited rations, and
just now there is'no prospect of better-
ing’our condition without the aid-of the
government,
enue derived from this district is suffici-
ent to fully warrant the government in
offering to some company or corporation
a subsidy for the construction of a nar-
Tow gauge railway from salt water to the
headwaters of the Yukon river, which
would not be a distance of more than 70
or 80 miles. We therefore most
urgently request that the govern-
ment take immediate action in
this  matter, “as it ig more
than probable that the population of
this district will more than treble in the
next year, and without the assistance of
the governmept we will most certainly
suffer. We believe, with the expendi-
ture of half a million dollare in building
this road, a country would be opened up
that has no equal in mineral wealth anc
resource. Should your government gee
fit to take immediate action in this mat-
ter, your petitioners ever will be duly
grateful.”’

. President D. R. Ker was glad that the
board had received this petition, as it

The verv great majority - of
the miners firmly believed that they
were going into American country, and
this was one of the Primary reasons in-
ducing them to g0 to an American city
to outfi. They generally remained in
ignorance of the fact that the mining
streams were in British territory until
they had formed ‘the acquaintance of
Inspector Considine of the Northwest
Mounted Police. - This misconception of
the geographical fact so greatly bene-
ficial to the nearby American cities, had
no doubt been developed largely through
the persistent ¢ talking up” of the
‘““Alaskan”’ trade by the Seattle
papers, which were continually sent
East—all telling of the importance of
the *‘Alagkan”’ gold fields and emphagiz-
ing that Seaftle was the place to outfit
for them. A second point for considera-
tion was that the trade thus déveloped;
and which at present was keeping Se-
attle’s merchants busy, goes not by the
Ynkon but to the head of Lynn Canal,
whence, via the White or the Chilcott
pass, “packing in’ was the process
adopted. The object lesson to Victoria
was very apparent. What the merchants
of this city wanted was first of all to get

Victoria has been named the terminus
of the Vancouver, Victorial & Eastern
Railway Co., and as a result of the
meeting between the government and
the delegates from Vancouver and N ew
Westminster a‘definite proposal is now
before the executive in regard to the as-
gistance desired from the province, The
delegates had two interviews with min-
isters yesterday. The first, which was
held in the forenoon, lasted nearly two
hours, and the matter wag gone into so
thoroughly as to clear the way for draw-
ing up modified terms. These terms
were submitted at the evening meeting,
‘which was of only a few minutes dura-
tion. They are contained in the follow-
ing. memorandum:
Vicrorit, B.C., April 8, 1897,
““ To Hon. J. H, Turner and members of
* the Ewecutive Council of the Province
of British Columbia:
“ GENTLEMEN ; —The undersigned dele-
gates representing the city eouncils of
{ the cities of Vancouver and New West-
minster, and the boards oftrade thereof,
having had the opportunity discussing
with you this morning the provisions of
the railway aids bill, and having partially
ascertained the views oj the executive
thereon, hereby beg to gubmit for your
consideration the proposal made verbally
concerning the subsidy to be asked in
aid of a-direct line from the coast, that
is with a ferry to be operated from Eng-
ksh Bluff on the Mainland, as will secure
the city of Victoria what practically will
the western terminus of what is
known as the Vancouver, Victoria and
Eastern railway.

‘‘ The line to be constructed from the
city of Vancouver to the city of New
Westminster, thence to g point of
junction with the extension of the road
to the coast as aforesaid, and thence
easterly through the valler of the Fraser
river to a point at or near Hope or the
u;:fer_ .end of Chilliwack. The total
mileage of this divigion or section to be

in connection with the about one hundred miles, more or less,

and .to be known as section No. 1 of the
aforesaid railway echeme. The aid to
be voted by the legislature for this divis-
ion. to 'be the sum of four thousand
dollars ($4,000) per mile, as specified in
the bill (No. 54), introduced by the Hon.

‘‘The total distance from the coast,
being a continuous line of railway, will
be about two hundred and thirty miles

*“The extension from Penticton to
Grand.Forks, in the Kettle river dis-
trict, having been already provided for
in the railway bill, No. 54, the same to
‘stand as mentioned in the bill.

* From information in-the possession of
this delegation, received from Ottawa, it
is their belief that if the aid now asked
for, in behalf of what is known as the
direct railway from the coast into the
heart of the Kootenay country, from the
government of British Columbia is
granted, they are strongly of the belief
that such arrangements can be made as
will ensure an early start being madeon
the undertaking, and its completion
being secured at the earliest possible
period.

It isimpossible even  to approximate
in years the time that has elapsed since
the close of the Tertiary Age. Various
suggestions have beem made as to how
the'interval cah be measured, such as
the wearing away of the rock at Niagara
Falls, the growth of the corai reefs on
the Florida coast, the thickness of vari-
ous deposits of gravel ; but there is such
an element of uncertainty about the
data upon which such calculations are
based that the conclusions reached vary
all the way from 10,000 to 10,000,000
years. In a general way it may be stat-
ed that the Tertiary Age was brought to
a close by the upheaval of the great
mountain ranges, and was marked by
the extinction of almost all forms of life,
including the great reptiles and the mas-
todons and mammoths, whose tusks are
found in such vast numbers in Yukon,
Alaska and Siberia.

There is a very great deal of evidence
of the existence of man at this remote
era, In excavations for a sewer made
in New York about three vears: ago
some copper articies were found in what
was supposed to be a Tertiary bed. At
various depths in the gravels of the
Pacific Northwest stone implements
have been found. A% Neanderthal in
Prugsia a skull was foand that evidently
belonged to & man who "had lived ina
previous geological era. In France hu-
man bones, stone implements, shell
heaps, fire places and other evidences of
the existence of man have been found
under circumstances indicating an ex-
tremely ancient origin, but it may be
said that the Java discovery is the most
convincing of all. ?
