New York, Dee. 17.—By the burning
of the Starin line steamer Glen Island
in Long Island Sound today, nine lives
were ‘lost and property roughly. estimat-
ed at a quarter of a million dollars was
destroyed. That more lives were not
sacrificed was undoubtedly due to the
personal courage of the officers and
crew and the excellent discipline main-
tained when a horrible death for all
seemed almost a certainty. When the
steamer 'was abandoned she was flame-
swept from stem to stern, and the only
persons who lost their lives were those
wuose escape had been entirely cut off
by the fire before the alarm reached
them. Of the ten passengers and the
crew who sailed on the steamer, 22,
ineluding eight passengers, were brought
back today.

Capt. McAlister, of the Glen Island,
says: “I believe Assistant Engineer
Hendrickson must have been burmed at
his post. It was impossible for the six
members of the crew to get from their
bunks in the first hold where they had
been sleeping. We heard their cries, but
there 'was not a change to rescue them,
Fireman Miller, who %ad dragged a lot
of people out of their bunks, said to me,
‘I can’t see that woman roast to death
there, I.am going to get her.’ I told him
it was imposisble, but Miller saying ‘It's
worth a try, anyway,’ plunged right
through the fire and reached the woman.

Revivalism

A liemorkable Religious Move-
ment Now in Full Swing In
Wales.

Miners Devote Hours of Rest
to Singing and Praying
Emhuslastlca_‘lly.

Pubs and Football , Gamés are
Forsaken and Meeticgs
Spreading,

London, Dee, 17.—There has been a
remarkable spread in the religious re-
vivals which were started at Bolton,
Lamcashire, on September 4th of this
year by Kev. Reuben A. Torrey and
Chas. wder, of Chicago. Wales,
whicti is Jargely wonconformist, is ring-
ing with revivals and the churches are
crowded on weeks days and on Sun-
days. Some of the places of worship
will not accommodate those who wish
to attend and people gather in halls and
in the open streets. All classes are af-
fected. No such movement has been
known in Wales during the past half
century, but the leaders of the revivals,
noting this fact, point out that similar
religicus - demonstrations have occurred
at intervals of fifty years of time, and
cite as instances the years, 1750, 1800
and 1859. A notable difference between
the Welsh revivals and other revival
meetings is the fact that the proceedings
are mot conducted solely by those on the
platform. The leaders commence the
services with prayer, then individuals
or groups of individuals offer prayer ua-
til the ‘whole becomes a babel of inda-
pendent supplications, with varying de-
grees of fervor, and im the chorus of
which the voices of the women mingle
with the deep tones of the men.

The Welsh people are famous for their
singing, and at times during the mee*-
ings one of the leaders commences a
well-known hymn, the congregation tak-
ing it up. The singing continues unia-
terrupted for hours. The meetings, which
commence early in the evening, last far
into the night, and sometimes the ssui-
ing capacity of churches is taxed io
the utmost until 3 or 4 o’clock in the
morning, The miners commence work at
6 o’clock, byt they ungrudgingly sacri-
fice their hdurs of rest to attend the
meetings.

The effect of the revival movement
is noticeaple everywhere, and it is stated
public houses are almost empty. Form-
erly they were crowded with miners af-
ter the working hours. Drunkenness is
now almost unknown in the Rhondda
valley. in Glamorganshire, where prayer
meetings are éven held in the mines dur-
ing working hours.

The
British and Russian members of the
commission will arrive heré Monday.

Mrs. Chadwick
Is Arraigned

Together With Her Two Dupes
Cassie L. Appears In
Court,

With Tottering Step She Leaves
Jail Supported by the
Officlals.

After Formalities the Prisoner

Cleveland, Dec. 17.—Mrs, Chadwick
was arraigned before Judge Wing of the
United States district court this after-
noon and pleaded *“Not guilty” to every
charge brought against her. She de-
clined to give b
jail 1o await ¢r Beckwith
and Cashier Spear, of the Citizen’s Na-
tional Bank of Oberlin, were arraigned
at the same time and were allowed to
depart after furmshing bonds, each to
the amount of $25,000, an increase of
$15,000 over the boud they previously
had given. The arraignment was quiet-
ly arranged between District Attorney
Sullivan, United States Marshal Chaud-
ler and the attorneys for the persons. It
was deemed best to have them ealled
on Saturday at a time when few per-
sons would expect t0 see them in court.
Not over thirty persons were present
when Judge Wing took his seat to pre-
side for the arraignment. Court was
adjourned as soon as it 'was over. The
entire session did mot last over fifteen
minutes,

While Marshal Chandler and Deputy
Sampson arrived ‘at the jail to take Mrs.
CLadwick to court, Dr. Wall, the phy-
sician of the government was called to
examine the prisoner and decide if she
was in a condition to stand the trial.

FATAL EXPLOSION ON
U. 8. BATTLESHIP

Manhole in Boilers of Massa-
chusetts Blows Out Killing
Six Men.

Philadelphia, Dec. 15.—Four men
were instantly killed, and two were prob-
ably fatally injured, by an explosion on
the United States battleship Massa-
chusetts at the Leaguwe Island mnavy
yard. The men were working in the

vessel, when a manhole blew out,
of the men were terribly burned and
mangled.

Con-
sequently, four times the energy is re-
quired to drive the ship over a given
distance at the double speed, and as the
engines have only half as much time
to gemerate four times as much power,
they would have to be eight times as
nowerful.

“Omnce upon a time,” concluded Sir
Hiram, grimly, “I msade a little gun,
which I claimed would be about twice
as effective as other guns. It was.
Later a man who had never made a
gun in his life constructed a very large
one, using’ no machinery except a
Remington typewriter. This man, not
bheing troubled by anv mathematical
laws, said his gun was 50,000 times as
effective as my gun.

THE D.wWSON ELECTION.

LAYING THE FIRST CABLE.

The completion of the submarine cable
by which the Telephone Compsny hxis
heen enabled to connect Vancouver with
Victoria via Blaine and the group of
islands of which San Juan is the chiar,
recalls some reminiscences of eatly davs
when Victoria was first electrically
switched on to the wide world. It was
a memorahle day that in the history of

ktive old colony.

The failure of the laying of the At
lantic cable in 1858 set om. foot an en-
terprise having in view the connection
of the two hemispheres by a land ‘line
and cable vin Behring Straits. A com-
nany was formed known as the *“‘Col-
lins Overland Telegraph (Russian Exten-
sion) Company,” which was subseqnent-
ly merged into the Western Union Tele-
graph Company. Surveys were made, and
im 1 the telegraph lino« from the
United States entered British Columbia
and established communication = with
New Westminster. Construction from
this. point was pushed northward to
Quesnel Mouth, following the valley of
the Fraser and Thompson Rivers along
the wagon road leading to the Cari-
boo mines. In the autumn of 1865 the
line was completed and commercial
business established from New West-
minster to Quesnel Mouth,

The same and following year a branch
line from Swinomish, Washington Terri-
tory, was constructed via the Sam Juan
archipelago, connecting with Victoria.
The route of this line was across four
islands—Topez, San Juan, Sidney and
James, and five channels aggregating
fifteen miles in length, which were cross-
ed by submarine ecables. In this con-
nection, we 'have the note made by Sir
James Douglas in his daughter’s journal,
in the following language. It will be ob-
served that the love of Sir James for
mnature in all its forms crops out in his
'ra}g:rence to the tulips coming into

Monday, 23rd April, 1866.
A beautiful, warm day. The tele-
graphic cable conmeoting Victoria and
San Juan Island was successfully laid
today, and messages were sent hoth
ways, immediately after the laying of
the eable. There is still a strait of three

Tuesday, 12th April, 1866.

The memainder of the cable was laid
today and Vancouver Island is now
brought into "communication with the
world. A memorable day for the colony.

To complete the story of the flaying
of the cable” to connect two continents,
of which the above is sm incident, three
miles from Quesnelr Mouth the main
line crossed the Kraser to the wes?,
and following thence a northwesteriy
course towards Behring Strait, reached
—by the 27th of July, 1866—a point on
the Skeena River known as Fort Stager.
Here it was that the news of the sue-
cessful laying on_that. date, and the
satisfactory working of the second At-

party, over the wire which they had
stretched from Quesnel Mouth 300 miles
toward Behning Strait. The enterprise
of an overland telegraph via Behring
Strait was, on receipt of this informa-
tion, abandoned, though the line from
Quesnel sduthward, connecting with the
American system, and to Victoria, have
since maintained. Large quantities
of line material’and supplies carried in-
land from the coast were left where
they had been stored, the cost of freight-
ing them out being more than their
value. A large sum was also expended
in preparvativn for laying the cable in
Behring Strait, in which the steamer
George S. Wright, fully equipped, -man-
ned and under
gaged.

It is estimated that the work
in this connection in British

Columbia
cost the company $3,000,000.

In 1867 a line from Quesmel Mouth
to Barkerville, a distance of sixty miles,
‘was constructed by Mr. T. R. Buie,
merchant, as a private enterprise, and
has since been maintained. By purchase
the Provincial Government assumed con-
trol of the telegraph lines of the Prov-
ince in 1869, and in turn they fell to the
care of the Dominion Government after
Confederation. Nanaimo was connectad
by a line from Victoria in 1878, and in
1880 the Government daid the cable
across the Gulf of-Georgia from Valdez
T<land to Point/Grav. thus counecting
Vancouver Island with the Mainland,
from which date the old line via San
Juam archipelago was abandoned.

Travelers through the morthern inter-
ior still come dcross the wire for the
overland line, which was left, being too
expensive to fréicht back. Great quanti-
ties of it have been nsed by the Indians
for bmilding their wonderful suspension
bridges that are fannd across the rivers
and streams in Coksiar. and for other
purposes. An overland line via Behning
Straits will probsbly vet bp an me-
complished fact, although the necessity
which finst plaeed the enternrise on foot
has long ceased to exist. Tt is mossible,
of econrse. that wireless teleeranhy may
he tha meams of communication nsed
for this purnose, The eable deserihad
wog a memarkable advance at thet timae.
hut when we consider what proomees
has simee been made in the nea af eloa.

It is gquite true that with the prefer-
ence so much in favor of the British
merchant and manufacturer that the
trade balances are very much in favor
of the United States. There are two
things to account for that. In the first
place, the United States manufacture a
great many thinzs which suit our re-
quirements better than English-mads
goods of similar classes. In other words,
ithe United States manufacturers have
greater adaptability’ and wunderstand
our wants petter. In the secong place,
the need of adequate protection.in many
lines is apparent. lying alongside of us
and having many things in common with
us, the Americans manufacture many
things we want and the way we want
them. The number of United States set-
itlers in the Northrwest of recent years
has greatly increased this demand. The
fact the Clronicle overlooks is the tre-
mendous increase in fhe value of hame-
made goods and of home consumption
througn the prosperity we have enjoyed
and tho rapid develonme~t that has tak-
ien place. To meet this demand the
United States manufacturers have been
“cumping” tueir goods in the Canadiau
market. .he inference that Canada is
in the colu vecause of the statistics
quoted is entirely astray. Nor has she
any desire to enter the fold along. with
our neighpbors and enjoy the execlusive
distinction of being “American.” That
title we have as much right to claim as
they thave, but we are contenmt to be
known as Canadians.

Revertine to the failure of the Brit-
ish manufacturers to keep pace with
the Americans in our markets, even with
a preference in their favor, it is not an
economic cond'tion such as Goldwia
Smith would urge. which accounts for it.
1t is mot a geogranhical. but a commer-
cial reason. The British manufacturer
has mot yet grasped the idea that to
secure the market in Camada, which the
o-portunities afford him. .e must study
the requirements here and supply . the
goods that the people want. He will
persist in manufacturing goods in the
way which ue thinks we ought to have
them. ‘I‘his does not apply to all classes
of goods, because there are many lines
in which the Rritish manufacturer is
still supreme but to many kinds of ma-
chinery and implements in daily ecom-
mon use in this country, and which are
supblied more to our taste from the
other side of the line, »nd for the sum-
ple reason that they know “our wants,
which are similar to their own, better
tlran the English people do.

Then as we have said there are many
inequalities in the tariff, which the tar-
iff commission to be appointed by Mr.
Kieldine wi. fully enquire inte. This
‘w'll result, no doubt, in many meore in-
dustries moving from the United tes
to Canada. . The list of these alrea@y .n

The sequel goes to
prove that he never at any time appreci-
ated or understood the principle of Iib-
erafism, for which he boasts of having
«o0 long stood as champion in this Prov-
ince.

MORE ANENT BETTER TERMS.

Senator Templeman says that the Me-
Bride  Government made Better Terms
an issue in the recent Dominion elec-
tions. ' Not so. Better terms was adopt-
ed by the Conservative leaders and cam-
didates. Premier McBride, acting in his
individual capacity as am elector and as
a Comservative, stood on the same plat-
form as the others. MeBride, as Prem-
ier and a member of the Government,
in @ letter to Sir Wilfrid Laurier poiat-
od out that the subject was one which,
soomer or later, if not taken up seriously
by the Dominion Government, would en-
ter the arema of partizan politics. He
implored Sir Wilfrid to give it this mt-
tention, apart from all political consid-
erations; but whether he was 'badly
advised as to the situation, or did not
attach sufficient importance to the ques-
tion to consider it, it is impossible for
us to say. At all events. he gave the
representations of Premier McBride the
cold shoulder. Now the question arises,
whao is responsible for Better Terms be-
coming an issue—Mr. McBride, who
pleaded for a nom-political, impartial
considaration of the merits of our case,
or Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who refused to
Hsten? - Mr. Haultain, Premier of the
Northwest Terrifories, who had been for
some time agitating without avail for
Provineial autonomy in the Northwest,
went on 'the stump during the recent
elections. He made the question am
issue, amd Sir Wilfnid immediately
promised to give the subject his atten-
tion after the elections. Since the elec-
tions he has made ‘his promise good by
inviting a delegation from the North-
west to meet him and discuss the sub-
ject. If Sir Wilfrid will meet, and dis-
cuss Provincial autonomy in the North-
‘west with, Mr. Haultain, who took the
stump ‘against the - Government, why
should he not listen to Mr. McBride?
Are the sins of one greater than the
other in fighting for the wights of the
people they represent.

Rev. E. 8. Rowe is another of the
Liberals who believe in Better Terms,
He had a seat of honor at the great
feast at Duncans, and he is credited
with a powerful *post-prandial treat.”
Dr. Rowe is one of the politicians who
“savves” things, and 'he 'is shrewd
enough to observe the bent of publie
opinion on this subject, and to be “in”
on it when it culminates. He apparent-
Iy, however, shares Senator Temple-
man's semtiments about the desirability
of making the election of the Liberals
@ part of the case. 'As reported by the

,_ “he hoped Semator Templeman
would be zivem a pertfolio as one phase
of better terms, and that as amother the
lpmyledaby Mr. Id would be
returned to power in this Province. And
‘wiren the question of ‘better terms’ was
taken up, British Columbia would mot
approach the Ottawa Government as a
mendicant, but as a Province ready to
deal with tke . matter along business
lines. (Lomng applause.)”

THE.PORTLAND EXPOSITION.

A despatch published in the Colonist
yesterday mworning states that the Do-
minion Government has decided not to
take part officially in the Lewis and
Clarke fair next year. We do mot know
what has changed the decision previous-
Iy announced, but if our information is
correct it is greatly to be regretted in
the,interests of British Columbia. The
exhibitions which the Dominion Govern-
ment has been represented at hereto-
fore have been of little advantage to
British Columbia, either from an immi-
gration or a commercial point of view.
The Portland Exposition, so far as we
are concerned, is in a class by itself. It
is virtually an  exposition of Pacifie
Coast products. British Columbia would
derive very great benefit from represen-
tation there, because of the character of
the main body of visitors and the simi-
larity of our products with those of the
Pacific Coast states, with which we
shall always be more or less in competi-
tion. ' The people of the Western States
should have an opportunity of contrast-
ine: ‘and comparing our products with
theirs. A very fair percentage of all the
engairies that come respecting this prov-
ince come from those States, and what
we have to -offer would be much more
highly appreciated by such visitors te
the Portland fair than by any other
class of persons. They are familiar with
products that are similar, and would
consequently be much more easily inter-
ested in the Province. There is amother
reason why Canada should be represent-
ed. The coast eities are looking forward
to a large tomrist trade from Portland
next summer, and a large and creditable
cahibition of Canadian products, and es-
pecially of British Columbia produets,
would materially assist in attracting yis-
itors here. Favorable tramsportation ar-
rangements are being, or have been,
made towards this end, and it, would be
very regrettable if we had no part in the
exhibition dtself. As we have stated,
Canada has been represented at every
large exhibition held for some years
past. and now that a fair is to be held
in which British Columbia is specially
interested, and would be specially bene-
fited by, the Dominion draws out. This
is a case in which the “solid seven”
should get to work and have something
done to advance our claims. British
Columbia has had to pay its share of
all the advertising Canada has been do-
ing in the past. and expects and de-
served some consideration when her own
interests are specially affected.

THE DEEP SEA FISHERIES.

There are usually two sides to a ques-
tion. The special committee having
charge of the deep sea fisheries—
especially the halibut—question, has
been taking evidence, and it finds
some difficulty in reconciling the state-
ments of witnesses with the state-
ments made at the Board and in
the press. The manager of the New
England Fish Company, of Vancouver,
was examined and his evidence has gone
to disabuse the minds of the commit-
tee ‘as to the charges of discrimination
and fishing within the three-mile limit,
which has been laid at its doors. Mr.
Stirrett was very frank about the oper-
ations of that company, and was will-
ing; he said, to answer any question at
all, except as to profits, about which he
did not know. He stated that his com-
pany has spent a very large sum of
money in obtaining a survey of the hal-
ibut beds up and down the coast, and
as to that he was willing to sell all the
information the company had in this
'way to the Dominion Government for
the use of the public. As to fishing with-
in the three-mile limit he invited rep-
Tesentatives of the Board to go along
on the company’s steamers and see
where and how the fish were caught.
With reference to alleged discrimination
against local fishermen the manager
informs wus that the company has to
meet the competition of the Seattle fish
companies, who, if the New England
Fish Company did not, would supply the
market. A local dealer, in confirmation,
states that the supply from the local
fishermen is too uncertain and irregular
to depend wmpon. He says, also, that
the local market ‘is held up by them
when the supply is scaree. Mr. Stir-

money by the Victoria trade, but that
he had supplied it in order to hold the
market. He says that the trade in Can-
ada west of the Lakes would not pay
for “the smoke of the steamers,” and
that the market of the company is whol-
Iy in the United States. Nor has the
company a monepoly. There are forty-
three dealers who are shareholders. Out-
side of these the company has no pull,
except in their ability to supply the
demand. While two or three of the
boats are American bottoms to save the
duty, the whole benefit of the industiry
is confined to British Columbia. One of
the boats is a Canadian bottom, and is
owued by himself, a Canadian.
‘These statemeqts place a different as-
pect on the question; and until disproved
must materially influence any deci-
sion to be arrived at by the Board
of Trade. At the same time, however,
‘we still maintain, the Dominion Govern-
ment should be in possession of its own
data, and the appointment of capable
experts to report on the general condi-
tions of the fisheries on this coast and
the possibilities of marketing the varied
roducts would be of value in develop-
ng the industry.

TREE SEEDS
IN DEMAND

Douglas Fir .and B. C. Cedar
Wanted for Reforestation In -
Europe.

No higher compliment could possibly
be paid the unsurpassed excellence of
the Douglas fir and Western cedar than
is indicated in the expressed desire of
the forestry experts of Denmark, cer-
tain large areas of Prussia, Norway,

the seed of these magnificent native
trees of British Columbia for the re-
clothing of the deforested districts of
the countries named.

Brief reference was made to this
matber in_a recent issue of the Colonist.
Further particulars were yesterday ob-
tained from Mr. M. J. Heanry, the vet-
eran nurseryman of Vancouver, who has
been commissioned to secure something
like 2,500 pounds of the much-wanted
tree seeds, for export chiefly to Den-
mark.

The procuring and tramsportation of
amy, large quantity of young trees
would involve too great expense to
permit of this process being considered
practical. The seeds must therefore be
depended upon in such a gigantic un-
dertaking as is had in view by the
various European forestry experts.

“I am exceedingly anxious,” said Mr.
Henry to a Colonist representative yes-
terday, “to execute the commission, and
will be glad to take all the clean Doug-
las fir and cedar seed I can get, paying
$1.50 per pound for the former and $2
a pound for cedar seed. These seeds
can easily be secured by gathering the
cones from the trees, or after they have
fallen, and spreading them out on a
tight floor, or on sheets of paper in a
dry room. In a few days the cones
will open and the seeds will drop out
by stirring them over occasionally. The
ceed can then be cleamed with very
little trouble by the use of a sieve or
by pouring from one receptacle into
another in a slight breeze to separate
the light seed and the dirt.

“I wamnt all the seed I can buy, and
there is good mofiey in it for those who
will take a little trouble. Mo anyone
living in the neighborhood of logging
operations particularly there is a good
opportunity to make money. The cones
cam easily be collected by the sackful,
and the rest is easy. The use of aban-
doned kilns, or even common ovens
slightly warmed, provides a quick and
convenient method of treating the cones.
I hope that amyone having seed to sell
will ndvise me as soon as nossible as
to the anantity awvailable. and T will at
once send directions as to shipping.”

OUR AVAILABLE
IRON SUPPLY

Real Facts In Relation of Con-
! sumption to Avallasble
Stock.

.

The falling-off in demand for iron ore
and iron ore properties last fall, inci-
dent to the slackening of general busi-
mess and the curtailments by the iroa
manufacturers, principally the Unitel
States Steel Corporation, has in a
measure obscured the real facts as to
the relation of consumption to available
\iron ore supply and put a damper on
the wild rush for iron properties which
prevailed in 1901 and 1902.

The sagging in the iron trade has not
changed the facts, nor have there been
made within recent years any discover-
ies of available ironm ore that will ma-
terially postpone the day when the
great jron industry of the country is to

, be brought, face to face with ‘the prob-
lem of supplying the vast and increasing
! amount of ore anmually consumed.
i‘ About five years ago United States
| Geologist C. R. Van Hise predicted that
{inside of a+decade the standard of
marketable ore from the Lake Superior
district would be between 50 and 60 per
cent. of iron content, instead of over 60
per cent, the then prevailing timit. The
condition has been realised in less than
Galf a decade, and there is a prevailing
inion that even 2 lower standard for
merchantable ore in ‘the Lake Superior
country is even nmow at hamnd. Consider-
able ore between 40 and 50 per cent.
in iron was mined at Ishpeming, Michi-
gan, last year, and iron men RO longer
Jook away from the “low grade” proper-
ties as formerly. This lowering of the
standard has increased the supply con-
siderably. It has been due partly to the
advantages of chean mining ;and trans-
portation and improvement in furnace
practice, but it is a certain indication
of the realization bv the iron consumers
thiat there is a limit to the high grade
ore in the Lake Superior district.
The chief consideration in the situa-
tion is the Lake Superior supply, since
from that district in 1902 79 per cent.
of the iron ore production of the United
States came, and in 1903 an increasing
proportion. The older Eastern and
Southern districts do m~ hold any large
ore meserves, and the newer districts
are.as yet all mncertain or unavailable.

From the standpoint of the Lake

Superior supply, an interesting estima-
tion as to the available iron ore of the
whole country can therefore'be drawn.
Estimates made by the United States
geological survey in 1902 of the amount
of merchantable ore in sight, that is,
ore above 59 per cent. in irom, give the
ore reserve in ‘the Mesabi district as
500..00,000 to 700 000,000 -tons. The
aggregate ore in sight in all the other
Take Superior districts is placen} at 350,
000,000 tons. Explorations since this
estimate was made have not mat_ermny
increased these reserves. It is fair then
in the light of the present kmowmn facts
about the iron-ore supply in the 'Lake
Superior districts to place the available
reserve at 1,000,000.000 tons of .59 per
cent. ore. With this as a basis and the
figures of annual <consumption as a
measure the time of exhaustion of these
iron ore reserves can be estimated.

The production of the Lake Superior
mines in 1890 1891, 1892  averaged
about 8,000,000, in 1893 it fell to 6,000.-
000. Since that time it has imcreased
at about 2,500,000 tons a year. The
production in 1902 was 27,869,000 tons
and in 1903 24,300,000 toms to use
round figures. ‘Take this as indicatiog
a present yearly demand for 25,000,000
tons, and allowing for mo increase, the
visible ore would be exhausted in forty
years., Allowing for an average an-
mual increase of five per cent., whica
is a fair increase deduced from the
years since 1899, and is’ within the esti-
mated general of business for.
country, not allowing for the_yearly. en-
largement of the uses of iron in all lines,
it ean be arithmetically comp_uted that
the available ore estimated will be ex-
hausted in twenty-turee years!

On the other side of the question is
#he possibility and probability that
iron ores below 59 per cent. will be
utilized in the mear future. This will
largely increase the available supply,
but how much cannot he estimated, as
these “low grade” ore bodies have not
been ordinarily explored. Then there s
a fair certainty that new ore bodies
will be located within the districts now
worked for ore. - The new bodies canno*
be very large, mor can they affect the
supply in any such manuer as the find-
ing of the Mesabi, for instance, did; bu'
these undiscovered ore bodies are to be
considered as a factor in the problem
of ore supply. There is also a chance
that mew irom districts will be openel
up in this region. The new Baraboo
digtrict in Wisconsin, though not up to
predictions, has added perhaps 700,000,-
000 tons to the available ore. Explora-
tions in Canada on the Antiroken range
and on the western extension of the
Mesabi give some promise of mnew
sources of supply, The recent discovery
of a new iron district im Aitxin and
Crow Wing counties in Minnesota may
be of importance. These new districts,
however, have not, since the discovery
of the Mesabi in 1893, come up to th»
expectations.  Notably has the Michipi-
coten district in Ontario failed 'to real-
ize- the hope of its discoyerers. The
other iron ore deposits in Hastern On-
tario are unceftain. as 4o extent also.

So we have a possibility that within
a quarter of a ceutury the Lake Super-
jor mines will he unable to meet the
demands for a high grade ore. '

Is Arraigned

your standing before the court. There
is nothing that affects the issue of the
trial one way another.” This was
an evident relief te Mrs. Chadwick and
she arose to leave the room in a man-
ner considerably more energetic to that
which he had entered it.

Paris, Dec. 17.—Dr. L. Chadwick, of
Cleveland, is still here. He resents fur-
ther enquiry concerning the case of Mxs.
Cassie L. dwick or his conmection
with it. He spends much time at the
French branch of the Young Men's
Christian Association for the purpose of
following the case in the Amenican
papers.

Mrs. Chadwick’s first day in the
county jail was a busy one for the wo-
man who se easily borrowed a million
from financiers. She received several
visits firom her attorneys, held long coa-
ferences with them, conversed with
newspaper men and for 15 minutes stood
face to face with President Beckwith of
the Oberlin bank, who thas come 0
such great trouble through his financial
transactions with her,

The meeting was dramatic. The aged
banker, who had for hours been before
the county grand jury, went to the office
of Sherniff Barry this afternoon and ask-
ed if he might see Mrs. Chadwick. The
sheriff readily consented, and Muxs. Chad-
wick was eager to meet him. Accom-
panied by Mrs. Beckwith, who, owing to
her husband’s ill-health, is always by his
side, the aged banker made his way
slowly and feebly up the long flight of
stairs leading to Mrs. Chadwick’s cell.
She met him at the entrance of the corri-
dor and shook hamnds with him cordially.
After some general conversation, M-=.
Beckwith referred to their business re-
lations by saying :

“Mms.' Chadwick, you have ruined me,
but I'm mot so sure yet you are a fraud.
1 have stood by you to my last dollar,
and I do think now that the time has
come for you to make known everything
‘in relation to this thing.”

Both Mr. Beckwith and his wife be-
trayed deep emotion as he spoke, and he
leaned heavily on the arm of his wife,
who was almost compelled ¢« support
him, so great was his physical weak-
pess,

Mrs. Chadwick did mot reply directly
to the words of Mr. Beckwith, but her
manner and the look on her face were Rot
conciliatory. Seeing that she would not
answer, Mr. kwith went on; ;

“] have always told you tifat 1 did
not like it becaiise you changed  your
Jawyers so often. Why don’t you get a

one and stick to him?”

“Wiell,” said Mrs. Chadwick, in reply,
“I have reasoms for that.”

“Have you heard fromr Judge Olcott
recently 2’ was Beckwith’s next
question. - “Not since I left New York,”
was - ‘Mrs. Chadwick’s reply.

“Has he changed his mind?”’ “No, sir;
hn has the same belief Le always had.”
¢ To what matter the questions referred
was not-knows.

Mr. and Mrs. Beckwith then both said
they hoped the matters connected with
the Chadwick affair would be eventually
straightened out. The interview then
closed. ,

Mrs. Chadwick thanked them for call-
ing, shook hands.with Mr. and Mrs.
Beckwith and said she would be pleased
to have them call again.

In an interview here President Beck-
with said : “I still believe there is some-
body back of Mrs. Chadwick, something
that has not yet appeared, something I
canmot fathom. If there is nothing there
but wind, then this thing has been the
bngggst and cleverest swindle of the
age.

“Have you really hope left?” he was
asked. -

“I would not say that I have not a
bope. 1 would not say what it is, but
there is something there, something back
of all this, It was wpot ible tor
all this to go on with nothing back of
1. It was not possible.”

‘Mr. Beckwith said that Mrs. Chad-
wick had done business with his bank
for some time before he made her ac-
guaintance.’

SUBWAYS IN N. Y.

Contractor McDonald Outlines
Probable Route of Next
Extensions.

New York, Dec. 14.—John B. Mec-

Donald, the contractor who built the
New York subway, today was elected
a director, vice-president and member
of the executive committee of the
Metropolitan Securities Company, which
operates many street nrailway  surface
lines. The Metropolitan Company has
‘a proposition before the rapid transit
commission to build additional tunnels
in New York.
_Mr. McDonald had only recently re-
signed as director of the Inter-Borough
Rapid Tramsit Company, which oper-
ates the new subway and elevated lines
in Manhattan.

“It was my interest in the develop-
ment of transit facilities of the ecity
which induced me and my friends to
acquire an interest in the Metropolitan
Securities (Company large enough to
entitle us to representation on the
Hoar ,” said Mr. MecDonald today.
"The present subway gives to the west
side a greatly improved condition, but
it does not solve the problem of rapid
transit, especially for the great and
growing population of the east side.

} . independent, four-track east
side line, connecting Harlem and the
Bronx with business sections of the
city, should, in my judgment, be con-
structed. The sections which it will
reach are most populous and most in
nmeed of rapid transit with suitable con-
necting lines for transportation. The
system will, therefore, mecessarily in-
clade not only rapid tramsit north and
south, but later all conmections, which,
without additional fare, will transfer
comfortably the people to their homes.”

interview on this subject, was to the ef-
fect that the Dominion government would
surrender absolutely to the province of
British Columbia two portions of the re-
serve, one marked on the attached plan
by an enclosing line in red, <consisting of
25 acres, the other marked a green
line, consisting of 17 14 acres; that the
remainder of the reserve would be sold,
and the proceeds of the sale together with
the moneys already ‘standing to the -credit
of the band would be- utilized in removing
and rehabilitating the Indiang upon the new
reserve, such reserve to be furnished by
the provincial government free of cost in
return for the land which the latter would
recelve, and the reserve to be satisfactory
to the department. The Dominion gov-
ernment would under this agreement ab-
solutely own the new reserve, but if there
were any surplus moneys after rehabilitat-
ing the Indians, as proceeds of the old
reserve, the province would retaln its re-
versionary right to such surplus.
