They had not advanced far
when men began to fall one by one {rom the
deadly fire of the enemy until they arrived
within 150 yards of the foe, when the sup-
ports reinforced the Eghting line, as did
also the reserves. Then the officers sound-
ed their whistles as a signal for _the charge,
and with a ringing cheer the ‘‘thin red
line” dashed jheadlong towards the deadly
breach and halted at the usual 50 yards dis
tance, as laid down in the dnll k. After
the stronghold had been loft uataken the
men were formed up in column and ad-
dressed by Capt. McDougall and Lisut.-Col.
Dawson. Capt. McDougall said that as soon
as the men had caught the idea the work
was well done, except for the fact that some
of the section commanders did not give
the number of the section when giving a
command, and the men, of course, could not
tell who was -meant to move.
