PARIS HAS ANOTHER MYMTERF,

Two Men Decoyed to Death by a Woman
_in a Closed Carriage.

PArts, May 16.—Paris is excited over
another mysterious tragedy, Last Wednes-’
day M. Dulamon, one of the officials of the
Hotel des Monnaies, was summoned to a
closed carriage in the street by the an-
nouncement that a lady wished to see him.
On his return he was evidently much an-
noyed and requested a commissionaire, in
his service, to accompany him on &
mission, the nature of which he did
not mention,

Neither of the men returned and the first
chapter of the mystery was solved to-day
by the finding of two bodies in the Seine,
which, subsequently, were identified as
those of the missing officiul of the Hotel des
Monnaies andihis companion.

The spot where the bodies were found
Wudlome distance from any well-frequented
road.

The theory of the authorities is that
M. Dulamon and the commissionair€ were
decoyed to this locality, murdered and
their bodies thrown to the river. There
ia,. however, no motive known for the
crime.

LiLir, May 16.—Gustave Rasson, a saus-
age vendor, und his wife have been
sentenced to six months’ imprisonment for
selling doge’ flesh, and their shopman goes
to prison for three months.

n and his wife lived at Roubaix
until last October, They had a very
prosperous butcher business and made a
specialty of® sausages of a peculiarly
savory taste and flavor, which were very
popular.

A warrapt was issued October 26 for
their arrest upon a charge of dealing in
dogs’ flesh and selling it for human food.
The indignation of their customers was
intense.

Rasson succeeded in escaping across the
frontier into Belgium, but his wife and one
of his shopmen were arrested. The trial
took place yesterday. The court-room
was packed to suffocation. s

M. Leclercq, the health inspector, said
that he found four pounds of chops in a
basket in Mme. Rasson’s jiou. Bac
of the shop was a slaughter house, in which
were 13 carcasses of d and 60 dog skins
out to dry, while some living dogs
wereé waiting their turn to be slaughtered.

A veteri surgeon named r testi-
fied that u::{opl seen and mm‘pumh
of inviting were of the satné char-
acter of flesh and in his opinion the flesh
was that of dogs. The witness said dog’s
flesh is not unwholesome providing the
ammal was not diseased,

Several of Rasson’s regular customers
testified that they patronized his shop be-
cause of the agreeable flavor of the sausages
sold there, but had no idea of any imposi-
tion.

But there is
one condition: the wother aund the child
must not be separated, Before she goes to
the hospital the girl is required to romise
to keep her baby, and when she receives the
shelter and protection of the™ Haven, she
must be accompanied by her child.

A Sound Yet Christian Method of Work.

On what basis, it may be asked, are these
women kept in the home thus provided? On
a basis of work. In some institutions &
labor Ec is applied, women applying
for aid Being _required to_do sewing asa
condition of [assistance. But itisnot every
woman who can sew well, and in the Haven
a more complete labor test is applied. A
great deal of laundry work is done at the
establishment and the women who are able
to work are employed at that, with the ex-
coption of expert seamstresses, who are found
congenial occupation. Mother and child are
thus kept, and good and steady labor 1s en-
couraged by a gradualiy-increasing scale of
actual remuveration, Situations, too, are
provided, so that the women, after a longer
or shorter tifhe, pass out to good places.
ro-
viding occupation, of preventing any fee ing
of pauperization and of rendering the insti-
tution imore self-supporting.

As already stated, no one is turned away ;
but a classifieation is of course made. There
are the hardened offenders, who are inmates
for the second or third time, There are the
pwmerous cases in which women come for
the first time, and are generally more sinned
agaipst than slnninf. There are again un-
fortunate widows for wbom the death of
the breadwinner has meaut destitution;
there are wives deserted by their husbands;
there are old wowen who are belpless; there
are even insane creatures who are kept thete
pending a medical examination auvd trans-
ference to the asylum.

Now for the Needs of the Home.

So far the work of the home has been
stated, the needs are important and are
guided by the characteristics just deseribed.

In the first place, anyone who after re-
alizing the great amount of work done, and
after being told that sometimes 70 souls are
sheltered there, visits the ‘home iu Seaton-
street, will be painfully struck at the cramp-
ed quarters; and imparfect means of classi-
fication and isolation. There is a fine front
and an extension that is by no means
ont of place; but the original building is an
old roughcast house, tiat has been .con-
demned by tbe Health Officer, and is tol-
erated only on sufferance because of the
promise of the management to build. It is
old, and the/ woodworl is saturated with the
accumulat¢d odors of years; the plnmbing
is as bad as can be, and the roown
is so limited that almost incredible
expedients have to be resorted to
to accommodate those epplying, DBeds have
had to be made upon the floor; women have
slept three in the same bed, and as the venti-
lation is extremely bad the atmosphere at
pight may be imagined. Even the iay nur-
sery bas cots for the little ones in it.  What
is needed is a new building; the plan is to
muove the antiquated rouzhcast cottage back,
build a new and improved bome upon the
frontage, and then destroy the old one,
When the new building is completed the
froot rooms wili be reiained for the Good
Samaritan work, for the accomiuodation of
the respectable women who, by the various
exigencies detailed above, are obliged to
apply for refuge.  With the increased roomn
a further classification could be carried out
and the old offenders separated from the
comparatively inunocent.

What 1s Asked of the City Council,

How is the money to be raised? Here is
where tho special application comes in, It
is estimated tbat the new building will cost
$25,000. Now, in the first place, the City
Council is paying the Haven 8700 per year,
the interest upon a loan of $14,000. What
will soon Le asked of the City Council will
be, to give the $14,000 down, in lieu of the
yearly interest, the remaining $11,000 can
then be raised upon a mortgage,

From what has been said already it may
be seen that the heartless baby-farming
system is steadily avd strongly nnta%nnis':d
by the Haven. On this ground the Provin-
cial Parliament will be appealed to for aid.
At present the Haven is in receipt of the
munificent sum of two cents per day per in-
mate, As an uncompromising opponent of
the system that practically means slow child-
murder, the authorities of the Haven intend
to appiy for an increase of the granv
to about 10 cents ter day for each
nursing mother. 1f these requests are
complied with the institution will be in a
good condition, and. anyone who has seen
their work will uot grudge them such help.

of the master bakers will be. apt to allow
that their objocﬁonnfo the bread bylaw are
founded en fair gr ds. They ate entitled
to ask why the sale of their particular com-
modity ghould be subjected to conditions and
restrictions not imposed op the sale of other
commodities. The regulations are undoubt-
edly of immemorial age, and perhaps are re-
tained mow when the conditions of life are
entirely different from what they were when
it was considered necessary to impose them.
The cost of the loaf and. the greater
rari means of weighing it in earher
days perhaps made the regulation
indispensable ~ for the  protection of
the buyer. Whether it is so meces-
sary to-day, when almost every housekeeper

a pair of weighing sicales, may well
be doubted. If the public were aware that
it had to protect itself we may be sure that
{nstead of being watched by an inspector or
two the baker would be watched and weigh-
ed by everyone of his customers, and there
would be even less chance than now of peo-
ple being defraaded out of their proper
weight.

The bakers’ side of the case should also be
fairly considered. They tell us, and it.ap-
pears reasonable, that it is very difficult in
producing large batches of bread to avoid
an odd loaf “ being underweight, For
example, a bpker turns out of his
oven a hundréd two-pound loaves. He
has put in enough dough to produce 200
pounds of bread and more.
majority of the loaves are cverweight.
Some may be underweight, but the cus-
tomer who getsa lightweight loaf to-day
gets one that more than makes good the loss
to-morrow, and perhaps is similarly fortu-
pate for the next ten days. Itis manifestly
unfair, therefore, to challenge him and ex-
pose him to loss for that one sneaking loaf
that failed to seize its proper quantum of
dough. If the public were left to look after
the. matter, just as it isin the case of the
other products it buys, we would find that it
§s thoroughly competent in this intelligent
snd competitive age to look after itself,

We really think that the legislation is in-
vidious, and the indignation of Mr. Tait and
his fellow-tradesmen is not unreasonable.

The Pigeons of 8t. Paul’s Cathedral
[The Dean of St. Paulin The London Church
Monthly.]

The question is sometimes asked, when did
pigeons first find a home amid the architec-
ture of St. Paul'si A more correct way of
putting the question would be, when was the
time when they did not find a bome theref?
In 1385 Robert De Braybroke, Bishop of
Lonydon,complains that there are those ‘“who,

injure more than to profit, and throw from
a distance and hurl stones, arrows and vari-
ous kinds of darts at the crows, pigeons and
other kinds of birds building their npests and

sitting on the walls and nings of
the church, and in so doing hrgg; thg glass
windows and stone imagesin the said church.”
And as further illustrative of the exist-
ence of .pigeons finding their home in
various parts of the outside of the fabrie,
we find that the boys being educated at
St. Paul's School were called - “Paul’s pig-
eons,” ~This bringsus down to a time not
very remote from the Great Fire of London,
when the magnificent old catbedral was de-
stroyed. Ever since the present building of
St. Paul’s was completed it has farnished a
home for pigeons. In the many places pro-
tected from tae weather, in the extensive

rtico at the west end of the cathedral and
n the lesser porticoes at the northern and
southern entrances, they have found con-
venient places for their neésts, Besides the
external resting-places some of the birds huve
found within the walls of tke cathedral
deserted spots where they may lay their
nests. There are sundry openings in the
two western towers through which the birds
can fly. These lead to staircases rarely trod
by the footof man, which must furnish much
quieter resting-places than the cornices of
he porticoes, where so many nestsare found,
It is strange that tbhe birds should have

\grownso indifferent to the many things

which it might bave been expected would
have arou: their fears,

The question of keeping their numbers
within reasonable limits is a difficult one, At
one time the vergers were allowed to shoot
them, and so lately as 30 years since they
have been shot from the steps at the western
front of the Cathedral, when the area be-
fore these steps was iuclosed. Complaints
were made of this at the ‘time by people liv-
g in the churchyard, and since then mno
gun has been fired at them. The eggs are
now sometimes destroyed, as it is felt: thav
if the dirt the birds make is. allowed to in-
crease indefinitely the exi of the birds
themselves will be imperilled; besides this,
wire netting has been placed oveér sofne of
those more prominent places where they used
to build their nests, Their present estimated
uuﬂber is about 300, ¥ .

There are some curious larities moticed
about them. The birds that live in the vari-
ous parts of the western front and  those
that have their dwelling in the north and
south porches never seem to mix, but to
keep themselves quite distinct from one
apnother, = The gardens at the east end 8f tbe
catbedral would seem to he a plare in which
all the birds would naturaily be found; but
those who watch them most closely say
that the pigeons finding their home ih; the
western front are never seen there.' Dr.
Liddon took great interest in them, and
frequently filled his pockets with seed
wherewith to feed them. They learned to
know him, and it was no uncommon thing to
see the pigeons on his shoulder or ' pecking
out of his hand.

The pigeons are of the common breed, and
there has never been any attempt to intro-
duce any of the fancy kinds among them.
All that are there have come of their own
free will or have been batched on the
premises. The dirt, of which they are the
cau®®, makes them far from popular with
many of the servants of the cathedral, who
are responsible for the cleanliness and good
order of the exterior of the fabric; but not-
withstanding this, they seem to have exer-
cised much patience -and shown grea¢ kind-
ness to these self-installed occupants of
various parts of the building.

The coro-
ner's act says distinetly that unless the coroner
has just reason .to ’qnpect foul play he is not
called on to hold an inquest. But it is not very
difficult to find a probable reason why coroners
are so anxious to held inquests. It issimply be-
cause they generally are doctors themselves and
want t9 give a couple of M.D.’s a chance to
hold “an autopsy and play baseball with

~the remains of some poor unfortunate crea-
ture, whose only fault was he died suddenly, or
may be a house may have fallen on him. If a
house would only fall on some of these irrepres-
sible coroners, it would, indeed, be a blessing,
for it would have a tendency to teach them that
while it is necessary to have coroners, it is not
at all necessary for coroners to make themseives
& nui to the ¢ ity atlarge, or that
they have not any right to relegate to them-
selves functions foreign to their office. The ab-
surdity of the thing can best be illustrated b,
going back to the time when Birchall was hanged.
