The speeches were of a high order, espe-
cially that of Mr. Meredith, and nothjng
could exceed the enthusiastic welcome which
the honored Jeader received. Each of 'whe
other speakers received a flattering ovation.

Hon. G. W. Allan presided and spoke
briaﬂy“é'As a member of the Dominion
Parliament he had hitherto refrained from
taking park in Provincial politics, but when
asked to preside at a meeting when the views
of ove of the leading political men of the
day were to be enunciated, he felt iv his
duty to consent. He hoped the day was not
far, distant when once more the adwministra-
tion of the public affairs of tbis province
would be in the hands of a good, strong,
honest, and capable Liberal-Conservative

Then the chairman eulogized the states.
manship of the late Sir John A. Mac-
aonald, and paid a tribute to the present
Premuer, - Sir John Thompson, the mention
of whose names was the signal for enshusi-
astie cheers. Next came someé generous words
for Sir Oliver Mowat, the principal reason
being that he took such a brave aud plucky
stand for olose conuection betwesn Canada
and the Motber Country.

A steru Arraignment,

Mr. William Laidlaw, Q.C., was compli-

mentary to both chairman and the candi-
dates for the four divisious of Toronto, but
especially for the great and trusted leader of
Liberal-Conservatism, William R. Mere-
dith. The career of Mr, Meredith, he
said, had been unstained by prosti-
tuting public” interests to private pur-
poses. ‘The duty of the Liberal-Conserva-
tive party wasto return four supporters of
the honored leader, whom be hoped would
soon hold the reins of power. Then Mr,
Laidlaw categorically arraigned the policy
! of the Mowat Government which had en-
croached upon the libsrties of the people.
They had created offices which were not
needed for the sake of rewarding their  poli-
tical friends. Sir Oliver Mowat acted on
the good old plan of taking and keeping all
he could. Wut the day of reckoning was
at hand and the speaker was sanguine thal
the verdict of the people would condemu the
Mowat Government. [Cheers.]

Not Rejected In Muskoka,
. Marter, Conservative candidate
for N0rt4 Toronto, madea capital speech. |

Iie denied that he was *‘the rejected of Mus-
koka,” and explained his candidature for a
division of Toronto. Then in vigorous style
. he arraigned the Mowat Government, and
gave a catalog of their misdeeds. He twitted

Sir Oliver on now espousing woman enfran-

chisement, when as late as 1893 be had in

the Legislature opposed it. [Laughter and
cheers. ] " /

Ou the probibition question Mr. Marter
enlarged and showed the double-dealing
of the Governmeant. He then showed the
glaring’ abuse of the license system by the
Mowas, Government. - He referred to the
declarations of Mr. Robert Cuthbert that as
a licensed victualler be had to contribute
§100 anjl other sums to the election fund.
Mr. Mgrter justified the prohibitory bill he
introddced ioto the Legisiature, which the
Government opposed. The Dowling *‘white-
wash” and other shady transactious were
scathingly referred to.

Mismapagement of Instisutions.

The next indictrpent Mr, Marter preferred
was the mismanagement of the public insti-
tutions of the province. It had been party
firet “;and public intevests afterwards.
£ s.] There was an annual loss to
province © of from . $50.000 to

00 in regard to what were known as
Jl1es.” Tenders were not asked for, but
~eat bulk of goods supplied were. ob-
vw. 1 from political friends. These were
enChed at the expense of the public. The
Public Accounts Cominittee and its revela-
tions formed. an interesting and amusing
topic. He gave a detailed list of * tras”
to officials, such as sberry, candy, walnuts
and other luxuries. Government officials
lived on the fat of the land at the expense of
the people. [Chéers.] .The particulars of
enormous sums paid tor wash bills, eggs and
milk caused much laughter. Many good
Conservatives could not endorse’ such ex-
travagant items. Hpw offlcials drew salaries
which they did not éarn was told with gusto
and much effect.

The West Toronto Candidate,

Ald. Thomas Crawford, the nomiunee for
West Toronto, was received with wild ap-
plause. He scored Sir Oliver for his shuffle
on the probibition question. The citizens of
Toronto owed nothing to the Mowat Govern-
ment. ltsattentions to this city consisted
in gerrymanders and the providing of fat
offices for party heelers. He could heartily
indorse every plank in Mr. Meredith’s plate
form and hoped that the day would soon
come when the wallg of sectarianism would
crumble into dust. [Cheers.]

The East Toronto Candidate,

Dr. G. 8. Ryerson, the candidate in To-
ronto East, was the nextSpeaker. When he
arose the applause was tremendous. He
poticed that Mr. ‘Hardy at London had
spoken laughingly of his adventure with Mr,
Dryden’s calf. “Buat I had the calf by the
tail no matter whether Mr. Dryden liked it
or not.” [Applause and ‘laughter.] The
speaker told of tbe carelessness of the Min-

The Candidate For South Torvonto,

Mr. O. A. Bowland, who had a very cordial
reception, made the gratifying announce-s
ment. that result of the revision of
the ¥oters' lists the Conservatives bad gained
1008 “votes. [Great ‘cheering.] He was of
opinion that the tihe had arrived for a
change in the Government of this province.
The Mowat Adnuinistration, he maintained,
had ceased to merit the confidence of the
people, In explaining the reason of his can-
didature be said he'was not ashamed of his
record, and he did not withdraw one line of
the book which he once had the folly
to write. His enemies bhad read the
book, would that his friends, $oo, would
do so. [Laughter.] He maintained that
therein ue had taken the position of a
very thorough Conservative, whilst candidly
acknowledging the services which Liberalism
had rendered to this country.

Mr. Howland then declared that his Con-
servatism was -that of honest 'conviction.
Said he: *We are not Tories ngwadays, but
Liberal-Conservatives—{chee and there is
no incousistency or countradiction in those
terms.” This he proceeded to illustrate, and
then, turning to the record of the Mowat
Administration for 22 years, sgid they had
been in office 80 long that their virtue had
run out.

Misappropriation of Public Money.
Next Mr. Howland ‘laid down s
a. Liberal-Conservative axiom that the
public money of Canada should only be
‘expended in the public interests. In proof
that this had not been done special reference
was.made to the iniquitous division of the
ragisiry office - of Toronto. The Govern-
ment said it was only a question of a ‘small
sum—$20,000. It was unot a question of
money, but of principle. [Cheers.] There
was only a small amount in question when
Hampden resisted the ship movney; it was
only a questiou of a few shillings to each io-
dividual in the United States when they re-
sisted the Stamp Act. *‘Sball the Govern-
meut in the exercise of its legislative trust
rob the city of that $20,000?” This is the
issue on which the election in Toronto
will largely turn. 1f the revenues of
the registry office can be cut .and
carved onee there is danger that the opera-
tion may often be repeated.
The Government and Peter Ryan.

Another point which must be considered
in counection with the Toronto Registry
office was that this misappropriation of
funds was to make s place fora supporter
of the Government. For what purposs had

he used that position? In answering this
question the speaker gave credit to Sir Oliver
Mowat for discharging Mr. Elgin Myers, an
avowed anngxationist. The Government
took credit for this one good deed to cover
up other misdeeds. *“If they did not ap-
point an annexationist as registrar of To-
ronto they continued him in  offica.”’

[Loud  cheering.] _ The annexationists be
lLikened to a dewdrop trickling down the
Eddystone lighthouse. Of ail places Peter
Ryan sbould not be in the registry office in
charge of records and books of the city.

grem $o show that Canada is overburdeved
with debt, would not the possession  of the
register books be a considerable advantage
to. that cause? [Cheers.] ‘‘Are we sure
they are not being used in that way?”

*‘We Dare Not Slay Peter Ryan,”

Mr. Howland then told “a classical story
witich he humorously applied to Sir Oliver
Mowat, the little Premier, and to his little
vizier, Mr. Hardy. In respouse to the query,
“Dare you kill Peter Ryan?’ the little Pre-
mier and the little vizier, dropping their
swords, answer, '‘We dare not slay Peter
Hyan.” [Laughter and loud cheers.]

Mr. Meredith's Address.

Mr. Meredith, on rising to speak, was
given a grand reception, the vast audience
rising toits feet and .cheering again and
agaio. ?

“The magnificent reception of this even«
ing,” began the Leader of the Opposition,
“jg the best earnest of what the Metropolitan
City will do on June 26. We have been told
that there is no blot on. the escutcheon,
no. stain on the record of Sir Oliver
Mowat. No government bas made higher
pretepsions and fallen lower than that
of 8Sir Oliver. Our opponents talk
with unction of the gerrymanderers at
Ottawa, and, while I am not here to speak
tavorably of anything designed to throttle
the free expression of the people, I claim that
no gerrymanderers have been so dishonest
acd so unjust as those of the Mowat Gov-
ernment. They - tell us they have kept
within municipal bounds, as if there were
magic in that. We can judge by the manner
in which eight counties have been divided
whether there is woything in that. In
these eight counties, whick return 24 mems
bers ~in all—18 Government supporters
and six supporters of the Opposition—it re-
quired 6400 votes to elect each man who sits
on the left of the Speaker and only 2447 to
elect each of the 18 who sit and vote bebhind
the back of Sir Oliver Mowat. Our op-
ponents talk about their ‘majority, but for-
get to say that it ismot a majority of th

popular vote.”. )

The Minority Representation Insuls,

After briefly referring to the refusal of the
Government to provide a secret ballot and
the iniquitous license system, Mr. Meredith
referred to the minority representation
which had been foisted upon Toronte, and
said: ‘It for,mo other reason than this
dastardly attack on the city of Toronto, you
should unite, now that you have for the first
time the opportunity as free men, and strike
him down for the insult he cast upon you.
The charge that he had stolen a seat from
you was frequently made. Now that you
have a chancs to show that you resent this
you should do so by electing the four Con-
servative candidates. [Cheers.] We have
beard them to-nmight, and they will do credit
to Toronto.”

Mr. Meredith next addressed himself par-
ticularly to the young men. He pofhited out
that manhood suffrage was granted by the
Government when forced by the Conserva-
tive party. While he had;no objection to a
proper system of registration he did protest
againust a system wheu vested in the hands of
nominees mainly consisting of: oflice-holders
under the Government, and he did protest
against the needless registration this year
after the lists had been prepared. But there
is a reason for it. The Goverdment knows
that the majority of young “men in this
city are Conservatives—[cheers]—and they
placed every obstacle 1n tne way of reducing
the majority., *‘I. hope the young men will
join with the old men,” said Mr. Meredith,
“sand teach them that they cannot play a
triock of that kind with the citizang”

Peter Ryan, whom the speaker described as
registrar, manager of the Hutontario Ship
CJanal, manager of the liquor vote of the
city of Toronto, chief boss of the Re-
form party, and the person responsible
Mr. Moss’ nomination in South ‘Toronto.

principles involved in theslection--yet claims
that he isin faver of Sir Oliver and that
every voter who has the interest of the
province at heart should | vote for the Gov-
ernment. Let us see the professor’s reasons.
First, Because Sir Oliver bas had the custody
of Ontario’s strong-box aund hasn’s stolen
anything. Either Prof. Grant doesn’s possess
the astuteness he is given credit for
or he has a low.opinion of the people of On-
tario. Why doesa’t he quote the name of
Mercier, the bosom frieand and colleague in
conterence of this same Sir Oliver, when the
latter led the dance amidst the champagna
and other festivities incidental to a proposed
raid on the Dominion treasury for increased
subsidies?

“IT WAS NOT WHAT I EXPECTED.”

Murderer MacWherrell Expected a Com
* mutation, Not a Reprieve—Men Busy
At the Scaffold Yesterdav.

BRAMPTON, May 30.—The paper news that
MacWherrell’s execution had been post-
paned until Oct. 1 was recsived in town by a
mixture of views. Hitherto we have only
heard the people talking who wish to hear of
the pfisoner being pardoned. Now the
clamor of those who think not a moment’s
respite shoald be given the murderer of the
helpless Williamses is being heard with a de-
cided tone and the sneering comment, *“They
never hang anybody in Peel.”

MaoWherrell was informed early this
moruning by Jailer Modeland of the news in
the papers regarding his case. MacWherrell
took the news very quietly, merely saying,
“It was not what I expected.” The prisoner
has had a strong belief that his sentence
would be changed to imprisonment for life.
Although the jailer bas been of the
opinion that MacWherrell has not
changed under his confinement and that
his spirits have been uniformly cheerful,
still be was surprised in the afternoon by
the decided change in the prisoner’s manner.
In comparison with his habitual expression
he ‘was light-hearted as if a great deal had
been lifted from his mind. The good-
natured jailor remarked to MacWherrell on
his cheerfuluess and the inappreciative man-
per in which he bad received the news of the
morning. “Well, it’s like this,” said the
prisoner, *‘supposing & man is presented with
something very valuable he cannot appre-
ciate the gift until he bas time to think
about it.”

Up to this, evening no word had been re-
ceived by Sheriff Broddy regarding the post-
ponement of the execution. All day the
carpenter has been working on the
scaffold, with Radclive frequently sup-
erintending the construction. The hang-
man’s voice had a decided tone of regret
in speaking of the adjournment. He had |
anpounced on his arrival here that he had a |
sort of professional foresight that the trap |
would drop on Mac. The hangman comes |
up in the morning and returns to Parkdale |
every evening. To-day has been rather a |
joyful one for MacWherrell, for besides the |
ne ws of bis respite he received half-a-dozen |
copies of the phovos mentioned yesterday. |
The artist had put special work on them, |
blueing the cravat and touching up the pri- |
soner’s chesks, Mac. enjoyed looking upon |
the fac-similes of his beloved features with |
great pride and congratulated the artist on
the excellence of his skill.

Merely to Givey Time For Consideration.

The message to Judge Ferguson requesting
him to reprieve the prisoner under the pro- |
vision in that behalf contained in -section
937 of the Criminal Code, 1892, embodied a
statement that the reprieve is merely to
give time for full consideration of the case,
and that no inference is to be drawn there-
from as to the ultimate decision. It (the
message) also expressed a desire that this
fact should be publicly known. The re-
prieve will be till the first day of October
nexs.

WHOLE VILLAGHKS IN BRITISH
COLUMBIA WASHED AWAY.

The Frazer on a Riot—Valleys Sabmerged ,
« Houses Washed Away From Their
Foundations—Herds of Cattla and
Flocky of Sheep Drowned-600  Yards
of O.P.R. Roadbed Washed Out,

VANCOUVER, B.C., May 30.—The overflow
of the Frazer River is causing great destruc-
tion and loss of life. The surrounding val-
leys have been submerged. Houses and out-
buildings of ranches have beep swept away
and herds of cavtle and flocks of sgeep have
been drowned. 3

Whole villages on the banks of the stream
are floating. So far eight lives are known to
have been lost,

At Langley a little boy fell from a porch
of the Langley Hotel and was sweptaway
by the flood. The~hotel was afterwards
washed from its foundations. The town is
flooded. The whole ‘of Langley FPrairie
is now under water, and the island
on which is  the Indian Reserve is
entirely under water. Two ocanoces, in
which four Indians were trying to tow
some cattle from a ridge on the island to the
mainland, were capsized and ; three of the
Indians were drowned.

The dead bodies of three men and a little girl
were found on Hatztic . Prairie entangled
among floating trees. Many other bodies
are reported as having been seen in the stream
in other localities.

Farmers fearing to remain longer are
taking passage on steamers and bringing
their families here.

BOARD OF TRADE NOTES,
The Report of Committee Re Arbitration
Passed By Council,

The report of the Committee re Chamber
of Arbitration was pr ted at the ti
of ‘council of the Board of Trade yesterday
afternoon and carried, In bis report to the
president and douncil of the board the Ghair-
man says: ; /

“Your comniittes direct special attention
to what is offered by the propcsed system.,
Briefly - stated, all the advantages may be
reduced to three primary esssntials of justice
—cheapness, celerity and certainty. * * *
The panel of arbitrators will include repre-
sentatives of all trades and allied interests,
will be nominated by the council of the
board and balloted for by.the corporation.
Thoe eatire préveedings of :the chamber will
be counsidered strictly private and confiden-
tial, the parties and their agents alone being
present and no reports being issued. * * *
The' rules further provide for an impartial
legal assessor to whom any questiou of con-
struction of documents or admissibility or
relevancy of evidence or other legal question
may be referred by the parties or arbitrators
for their guidance, thus safe-guarding the
parties by the advantages of practically an
inexpeunsive judicial determination of mat-
ters, and avoiding the necessity of procuring
legal advocacy to guard against departure
from legal and judicial rules.

“JI'he advantages of this are so obvious in
inexpensively settling disputes, no matter
how large the sum involved, as to require no
comwent. It may be proper to say, how-
ever, that in England it has been found pro-
ductive of the greateat benefits, ensuring as
1t does the disposition of cases as satisfuc-
torily as if tried before one of the courts
without the necessity of the enormous ex-
pense of litigants having to retain solicitors
and counsel to advocate their views. The
chamber gives trained experts or practical
business men, with power to call in trained
impartial legal t where ry.
The award of the arbitrators may be en-
forced in the same mauner as a judgment or
order of the High Court of Justice to the
same effect.”

Not less than 30 arbitrators are to be
nominated by the council and 25 to be elected
by ballot by the general board.
