Sunday, April 9th, 
brought the congregation together in the 
old town hall provided rent free by the 
Reeve and tidied up and made as bright 
as possible by the willing labors of some 
of the young men. Discouragement 
caused by the first sense of loss was 
already passing away. The sister churches 
in town, Baptist, Presbyterian, and Ang­
lican, had offered the use of their build­
ings for morning service, but the people 
while grateful prefered to keep up their 
usual services as they could do in the old 
hall. The General Secretary was present 
for conference and to report the promise 
of $250.00- from the Church Extension 
and Building Fund as well as the pro­
posed gift ot a fine organ trom the sister 
churches in Toronto. The congregation 
voted unanimously to rebuild, committees 
were appointed to solicit subscriptions 
and already $1.200 of the $1,500 needed is 
in sight. The proposed plan for tbe new 
building includes use of the old founda­
tions and part of the wall uninjured, but 
the new walls will be solid brick and the 
floor of basement and of the auditorium a 
couple of feet higher than in the former 
building. . . . The mother church 
at Zion has also contributed $150 to­
wards the rebuilding.”

The Late James Watt.

erence to the late James Watt, brother of 
Mr. D. Watt, of Watford :—“As The 
Midwestern goes to press, word has just 
reached us of the sudden passing away of 
one of the bravest, sweetest, truest souls 
that we have ever known, James Watt, 
president of the German Savings Bank. 
Here was a man in the great sense of the 
word. He was so true to the best in him­
self, so regardful of others, so beautiful 
in spirit, so great in carrying out big 
schemes for the good of others, that all 
who knew him did him honor in their 
hearts.

Some 
years ago, at the death of James Callan- 
an, he was elected president of the Iowa 
Humane Society and has held the office 
continuously since his election. It was 
here that the real man shone forth. He 
loved the work.

In 
every emergency he was ready with per­
sonal aid. No detail of the work was too 
small for his attention and his heart went 
out to every suffering creature, whether 
human or beast.

He had the simplicity and sweetness 
that belongs to all great spirits. His 
horses loved him. Tbe boys at the bank 
held him in honor and affection. Every 
business man trusted him entirely. And 
in humble homes all over the city there 
were tears shed at the departure of the 
best friend these poor people had ever 
known.

Such a spirit can never be lost to the 
world and must have stepped into a 
greater, more beautiful life when the door 
closed upon him, and shut him from mor­
tal vision. But such a friend, so dear, 
83 loyal, so great-hearted, can never be 
replaced to us. Blessed be his memory.”

Procrastination.

The wisdom of prompt action was 
lately demonstrated in rather a path­
etic way. Two sisters had listened 
to an address directing attention to 
the Canadian Government Annuities 
system as an opportunity for safe 
investment to people of small means, 
and with the result that both resolv­
ed to take advantage of it immediat­
ely. Each had a sum of $2,000 
invested in the stock of a certain 
Bank. The younger sister, aged 65, 
did not delay, but at once sold her 
Stock and made the purchase, and is

now in receipt of an income of over ! 
$50 quarterly, the first instalment of 
which was paid to her three months 
after the purchase had been made. 
This gives her for life an income 
equal to 10% on the amount invested. 
The elder sister intended to follow 
her example, but unfortunately, on 
the advice of Mr. Knowall, put off 
doing so until it was too late. The 
Bank failed and her savings of a life­
time were swept away as in the 
twinkling of an eye. But not only 
was her $2,000 lost, but she became 
indebted to the Bank under the 
double liability clause to the sum of 
$2,000. Had she invested the, 
amount as did her sister in the pur­
chase of an Annuity she would have 
had an income no matter how long 
she lived of $225 a year.

Rural School Gardens.

A successful school garden was 
conducted last year at school, section 
No. 6, Chatham township, south, un­
der the direction of Miss Jean Sohlei- 
hauf, who took the course in Ele­
mentary Agriculture and Horticul­
ture in the 1909 Teachers' Normal 
class. Besides the experimental 
and demonstration lots, there were 
38 pupil’s individual plots, in the 
garden ; of these it was estimated 
that thirty were a success.

The work was encouraged by the 
trustees and neighborhood in gener­
al. A friend of the school furnished 

supply of manure. The pupils 
spaded half of the ground required, 
and the janitor the other half. The 
hoes, rakes and spades were borrow­
ed for the work ; the pupils brought 
their own stages and twine for mark­
ing off the plots. Each child kept a 
garden journal. The work did not 
interfere in any way with the regular 
school work, and on the other hand 
Miss Sohleihauf reports that the gar- 
(jpn work gave greater interest and 
vividness to the other studies.

No difficulty was experienced in 
caring for the garden during the holi- 

On the opening of the school 
in August, the flowers and ether 
plants were found to have been well 
looked after by the pupils during the 
holidays.

There are good prospects of a
idor adoption of gardening in the 

schools of Kent County. There are 
now four teachers in West Kent 
qualified to take up the work. With 
the active support of the Ontario 
Corn Growers Association, the in­
spector and a body of trustees who 
see the value of education that deals 
with the concerns of the home and 
farm, the future promises well for 
the boys and girls in the rural 
schools of that county.—Essex Free 
Press.

The Ignorenee That Exists In Russian

Light dawned on the concert pro­
moters, and they quickly explained 
that the “Kreutzer Sonata” which ap­
peared in their program had no refer­
ence to Tolstoy’s book of that title, but 
to a musical work composed by Bee­
thoven. “Everybody knows Tolstoy,” 
snapped the governor, “but who knows 
your Beethoven?’’ It was only by a 
telegraphic appeal to M. Stolypln, who 
assured the governor that there was 
such a person as Beethoven and that 
he had written a "Kreutzer Sonata.” 
that the club officials were able to con­
vince the governor that he had Jumped 
to a hasty and wrong conclusion.

How to Arrange the Garden.

Make a path three feet wide or more 
along two sides of the garden at right 
angles to the rows. Have no path in 
the center. Make a path a foot wide 
between every five rows of small veg­
etables.

Put the tail vegetables (corn and pole 
beans) where they will not shade the 
small vegetables—that la, at the north 
end of the garden.

Use the warmest, highest and best 
drained spot for the earliest crops—viz. 
the first sowing of peas, with spinach, 
lettuce and radishes between the rows.

Thên with a soft piece of 
cheesecloth all the woodwork should 
be washed. It is astonishing how much 
dirt will come off. A second piece of 
cheesecloth should be wrung dry ont of 
hot water. On this should be poured a 
tablespoon of first class furniture pol­
ish. The heat will spread the polish 
through the cloth. Next the furniture 
should be gone over with the second 
Cloth. There will be no need of put­
ting on more polish, Tor that much will 
do all one needs. Too many persons 
make the mistake of using too much 
polish and leaving It thick on the furni­
ture, where It looks dauby and where 
It gathers more dirt”

There Is furniture In homes today 
that Is cast off because of Its appear­
ance when It might be brought back 
to Its original freshness by this simple 
process of washing. Many persons do 
not know that a fine bit of mahogany 
Is Improved by careful washing, and 
hundreds of pianos have never been 
more than dusted In years. A square 
of cheesecloth for the washing and an­
other for the polishing will do the 
work, and the result will well repay 
the effort—Indianapolis News.

HOT DRINKS.

If Taken Above 130 Degrees They In­
jure the Stomach.

Many people without realizing It are 
In the habit of drinking tea at much 
too high, a temperature. Sir Henry 
Thompson points out In his book on 
“Diet In Relation to Age and Activi­
ty.”

“Few persons are aware that they 
habitually swallow hot liquids, tea es­
pecially, at a temperature which If 
applied to the bands or feet Would In­
flict painful scalds. Most tea drinkers 
take It about 140 to 145 degrees F„ 
which the mouth bears very well if 
slowly sipped, while the cup Itself Is 
too hot to be held by any band.

“But the habit of swallowing such 
tea is Injurious to the stomach, and It 
ought not to be taken above 130 de­
grees or so. Again, water at 120 de­
grees, which feels a little njore than 
lukewarm In the month, causes severe 
pain If the hand Is dipped In it and 
cannot be endured.”

He has, however, some good words 
to say for the early morning tea.

“This morning tea In any case should 
be taken at least an hour and a half 
before the first meal of the day. For 
many years I have been accustomed 
to write for an hour every morning in 
bed after tea, as I am doing at this 
moment, and at no time do I find the 
brain clearer for work, while the ap­
petite for solid food Is excellent when 
the hour for breakfast arrives.”

Death of Mrs. (Dr.) Monkman.
The Vegreville, Alta., Observer of 

April 26th records the death of Margaret 
Bruce, wife of Dr. Herbert S. Monkman 
of that place, which occurred on April 
20th.

“The late Mrs. Monkman was in her 
28th year, having been born in Battleford, 
Sask., on April 12th, 1884, the first white 
child to be born in the historic old town.
