SURNAMES OF HUNS.

Some of Them Are Odd But
Appropriate.

Odd surnames are to be found in
every nation; but in Europe, for
downright eccentricity, vulgarity,
obscenity, and unpleasantness gener-
ally, the palm must readily be
awarded to Germany, in whose direc-
tories appear cognomens one can
hardly imagine being suffered by in-
telligent individuals of any nation-
ality.

Very many of these German sur-
names suggest most unpleasant ori-
gin, while collectively they cast a
curious sidelight on the mentality
of the modern Hun.

For a surname is at once a history,
originally , designating occupation,
estate, place of residence, some par-
ticular thing or event that related to
the person; or perhaps some physical
peculiarity of the original owner’s—
as we see in English names such as
Carpenter, Woodville, Bladkburn,
Strong i’ th’ Arm, Whitehead,
on. \

In the first place there is Wilhelm
II. of Germany, whose family patro-
nymic is Hohenzollern. His English
name, cut down all his resounding
titles, would be plain William High-
taxer.

In the Berlin directory are to be
found a clergyman named Brawler,
a captain of infantry named Sour-
herring, a milliner called Mrs. Blis-
tervillage and a rate collector who
can scarcely rejoice at his name of
Murder. We also find a professor of
theology named Hatred, and an ac-

countant named Extortioner. Mrs.
Wickedvillage is a laundress, Mr.
Cowardly is a police official, Mr.
Scorn is a cheesemonger, and Mr.
Giantcabbage an engineer.

What intelligent Briton, for in-

stance, would care to have inscribed
on his or her visiting-card as a sur-
name any one of the following Eng-
lish equivalents for German indivi-
dual names listed in the Berlin and
Hamburg directories: Mandevil,
Wooddevil, Squint, Littlebeast, Giz-
zard, Chitchatmountain, Beastcorner,
Falsehood, Cat, Buglife, Gooseeye,
Mustardlife, Cucumber, Rage, Pot-
sprinkler, Doornail, Cat’s-elbow,
Horsedeceiver, Frothmountain, Pan-
handler, Tigerstream, Doublefiourish,
Scissors-corner, or Scoundrel?

Yet these, and hundreds of others
like them, are the patronymics of
modern Beriiners. Such names utter-
ed among Germans occasion no sur-
prise, afford no humor; they are quite
usual. But a German royal duke who
bears the farcical title of “Brown Be
Silent” is the limit. Such a one fig-
ured in the Almanach de Gotha some
yvears ago, and may be there still, for
aught I know—or some successor.

Deutschland, in its original mean-
ing, is Heathenland, a name much
more appropriate -than “Germany’”
—which would seem to be of honest
Keltic origin.

As most of the world knows, Wil-
helm II. styles himself Der Aller-
hochste—the All-Highest. Each time
he returns to his capital the fact is
announced in the following outrage-
ous and ungrammatical formula:
‘“‘His Majesty are returned to Berlin.
All-Highest the Same Ones (Aller-
hochst-dieselben) rejoice themselves
in possession of a blooming health,”
ete.

According to the Berlin Press,
Wilhelm still enjoys his ‘“blooming
health.” One is tempted to wonder
for how long.

East Africa’s Popular Song.

The war has produced some stir-
ring songs. The earlier “Tipperary,”
which originally was not intended for
a war song, has been succeeded by
“Keep the Home Fire Burning,”
“Over There,” and other composi-
tions that set the patriotic pulse to
beating in tune with the marching
men. But probably no song produced
by the war is being sung with more
genuine fervor that this chant of the
natives of East Africa, now emanci-
pated from German misrule: ‘‘The
twenty-five lashes are gone, are
gone.” This colony, according to the
moderator of the Church of Scotland,
was known as ‘“the land of the
twenty-five lashes” because of the
terrible punishments with whips of
rhinoceros hide inflicted on the na-
tives for trifling offences.

This former use of the whip was
quite in-accord with the regular Ger-
man policy. Germany’s conception of
ruling is terrorism. Her home gov-
ernment being an autocracy, the re-
pression of democratic instincts, her
attitude toward subject peoples could
scarcely be less than that of a slave-
driver. But we do not have to go so
far away as Africa to find Germany
employing the whip as an instrument
of government. The recent proclam-
ation “‘issued by the headquarters of
the German military government of
Udine to the inhabitants of conquered
Italy,” stated that. “lazy children,”
that is, those who were disinclined to
labor in the fields from 4 a.m. to
8 p.m. every day, Sundays included,
“will be punished by beating’” and
that ‘“‘the commandant reserves the
right to punish lazy workmen with
twenty lashes daily.” The people of
Belgium are well acquainted with the
whip. It is kultur’s sceptre. One of
these days it will be thrown on th
junk pile along-with the rest of kul
tur’s equipment.

Timber for war purposes became
urgently needed as the war went on,
and in February, 1916, Bonar Law,
then Secretary of States for the
Colonies, cabled for help from Can-
ada.

Within three months from the re-
ceipt of Mr. Law’s cablegram, No. 1
detachment of the first forestry bat-
talion recruited had estgblished it-
self in Windsor Great Park, England,
and was delivering timber to the Im-
perial authorities. One month later
Gen. (then colonel) Alexander Mac-
dougall reported favorably on certain
forests offered by the French Govern-
ment for exploitation, and in Novem-
ber, 1916, drafts of Canadians were
leaving England to cut trees and saw
logs across the channel.

Canada equipped its forestry forces
with its own machinery. Battalions, |
split up into companies of about 170
men, were sent into the bush in wide-
ly scattered parts of Great Britain
and France. Among them were some
workers of the highest skill, and oth-
ers—though every Canadian is ‘born
with an axe in his hand”—who had
almost everything to learn about in-
tensive forestry on a considerable
scale, Each company had its tree
fellers and loaders, its sawmill, its
varied mill employes, and its light
railway builders. Hutments sprang
up magically, the Y.M.C.A. came with
its bright and practical service, vege-
table gardens, pigs and poultry were
added, and the camps took settled
form as hard-working forestry com-
munities.

At present forty of these Canadian
companies are operating in Great
Britain and sixty in France. The to-
tal number of men engaged in the
two countries is near 30,000. Of
these some 800 are officers. DBesides
the Canadians working in Great Bri-
tain there are 819 Portuguese, 480
Finns and 589 prisoners of war. In
France the prisoners of war attached
to the Canadian forestry corps num-
While there have
been no war casualties in the corps—
though many of the mills in the fight-
ing zone have been under bombard-
ment from the land and from the air
—by far the greater number of the

present employes are men.who have J

been wounded or who fell ill in bat-
tle service.

On January 2lst
1918, he joined ‘the 1st Depot *Battalior
Western Ontario Regiment and went to
France Aug. 18th with A Co. 18th Batt,
While in France last August he celebra-
ted his eighteenth birthday. He, saw
active service in France, being in several
of the big pushes towards the end of the
war, He returned home on Dec. 4th,
and was warmly welcomed by his many
friends and acquaintences.

Negroes Hate Teutons.
The negro races have their own
particular score to settle with the
Imperial German Government. Per-
haps that is why the colored soldiers
of the British, American and French
armies are making themselves 8o
heartily feared by the Teutons.
Extermination of whole tribes was

in their African colonies. Gen. von
Trotha issued a proclamation to the
Hereros, in Southwest Africa, as
follows: ‘“The Hereros must now quit
the soil. If they refuse, I shall force
them with the gun. Every Herero,
with or without a weapon, with or
without cattle, found in German ter-
ritory, I will have shot. I shall not
look after the women and children,
but will drive them back to their own
people or shoot them.”

The German pastor, Schowalter,
wrote in 1907, that, as a result of
this policy about 15,000 Hereros
died of hunger on the desert.

Dr. Rohrbach, Imperial Commis-
sioner for Southwest Africa, reported
that “The question is solved. The
Hereros have lost their land; but
that cannot be regarded as tragic,
owing to the splendid fertility of the
land, which is now fiscal.”

¢“Dad” Turnbull
a Great Athlete

ORTY years ago a ruddy-
checked lad sat on the rails
surrounding Toronto athletic
fields and watched the la~
crosse giants of that day perform,
wondering whether some day he
would get his chance to fill their
shoes. To-day the youngster of 78 is
completing a lacrosse career that ex-

cord in point of service in not only

! our national game but in all branches

of athletics in the Dominion, It has |
oft been said that a man is just as '
old as he feels, Assuming this to be
correct, Alex, Turnbull, of New West-
minster, the lad of ’78, must still
be classed as a young man. ‘“Dad,” a
sobriquet wished on him by the writ-
er many years ago at a time when
the veteran was said to be preparing |
to retire from the athletic field, and |
by which he is more familiarly known
to lacrosse followers, ranks to-day as |
Canada’s most remarkable athlete, !

Beyond the sunny side of the half-
century mark, by just how many
summers he refuses to say, and we
do not propose to hazard any guesses,
Turnbull is to-day, thirty-four years
after he first broke into senior com-
pany, still playing the national game,
one of the most strenuous of all out~
door pastimes. Records of twenty-
two years in the majors established
by Lajoie and others fade when com-
pared with the wonderful record of
the New Westminsger stick-handler.
That he has played lacrosse for thir-
ty-four years is perhaps not so re-
markable as the fact that he is still
playing the game.

Many stars with whom he played
years ‘ago have passed into the Great
Beyond, others have long since retir-
ed from the game, but as the years
roll by, the daddy of them all, the
greatest centre fielder in Minto Cup
time and probably one of the greatest
home fielders the game has known,
plods along, taking his place regu-
larly in the line-up of famous New
Westminster teams. This may be his
last season. He has not said so him-
self, but he believes that with the
game re-established this year and
the youngsters interested in the sport
that the time is opportune for him
to hang up his stick. And it may
be said that when he does retire he
will take with him much of the credit
for bringing the national game back ‘
at a time when the outlook was far |
from promising. Not only has the
veteran no peers in the mnational
game, but his record for length of
service in senior company will prob-
ably never be equalled in lacrosse,
baseball or any other sport. The |
name of Turnbull ‘will have been
written large and indelibly in the |
history of the national game.

Turnbull, in his youth, played in
almost every small hamlet in On-
tario. In those days it was customary
for the different towns to strengthen
their teams for matches from players
in other places, and Turnbull was
one of the players who was frequent- |
1y called upon to make barnstorming !
tours. His first senior lacrosse was
played in Toronto in 1884. From
there he went to Paris, Ont., which
boasted one of the greatest teams
that ever played the game. “Dad”
started as a defence player, playing
point in front of old Charlic Robin-
son, of the Paris team. Ia those
days Indian teams were numerous |
throughout Ontario and Quebec, and
among the tribes which the Paris
team played were the Onondagas and
Tuscorras. Turnbull got his fill of
defence playing against the latter
team, which trotted out a chieftain
weighing 200 pounds. Turnbull, '
never very heavy and not standing |
much over five feet checked the big }
chief, but took no chances until |
Charley Robinson planted his foot
in the seat of Aléx’s trousers when
the latter was wearing ’em and ad-
vised the veteran to exhibit pluck or
there was no lacrosse future for him.

From that time on Turnbull was
ready to tackle them. In 1890 Turn-
bull was back in Toronto, and play-
ed with the old Athletics in the
C.L.A. From then until 1894 he
played in Brockville and Perth and
at that time played alongside the
great Joe O'Meara. ‘‘He was some
home player; they never made them
any better,” recalled the old time
star.

Turnbull has not only played la-
crosse, but has taken a whirl at al-
most every other game, but lacrosse
comes first, last and always in his
affections, As a basketballer he was |
a star; he can break the blue rocks
along with the bést of them, and has
taken a hand in other sport. *“But
zive me iacrosse always. It's .the
greatest game,” declared the old-
timer. ‘“We are not doing much this

Turnbull made his debut in West-
ern lacrosse along towards the fall
of 1897, locating first in Rossland,
and later going to New Westminster.

Many times leading writers have
referred to Hans Wagner, Lajoie and
other diamond performers as Wwon-
derful athletes because of the 22
years they spent in major league com-
pany. But what of a lacrosse record
of 34 years, all of it in senior com-
pany and with and against the great-
est teams playing the game, and still
at it? It is a wonderful record, one
that will never be surpassed in any
sport.

A sharp command, a scuf-
fle on deck, a bluejacket kicking the
torch overboard stayed the Spaniard's
desire to fondle an electric flashlight
in the submarine zone.

Prizes For Good Writing

A Barrie paper states that the late
Capt. W. O. McCarthy has made a be-
quest ot $150 to be donated in prizes in
the Barrie Public schools for the improve-
ment of writing. The views of Capt.
McCarthy on the matter are setforth in
s lletter to Principal Marlin in a letter
from Leighton G. McCarthy, K. C.,
(brother of Capt. McCarthy) and we re-
produce the commnnication because we
believe it to be of as much interest here
in Watford as in Barrie:

‘“‘My late brother, Captain W. O. Mc-
Carthy, of the Second Rhodesian Regi-
ment, who was killed in action near
Turiani, German FEastaAfrica, charged
me to pass on to you, in his name, the
enclosed $150, to be competed for in
prizes for penmanship by the boys (boys
only) attending the wvarious Public
Schools of the town of Barrie,

*‘My brother stated that the above idea
struck bim owing to its having been very
noticeable, when Canadian troops have
brigaded with other British, both home
and Colonial, in Africa, that, though the
calibre and education ot the Canadians
was usually superior to the] other, their
handwriting has always been much in-
ferior. He further said that many times
in the South African Constabulary, which
was made up of twelve.hundred Canad-
ians and three thousand others, he has
been asked the bald guestion: why it was
that Cananians wrote so badly, though
they seemed as well educated as the
others. He also said that the day before
he bad written his letter to me: ‘When
paying my company yesterday the two
worst signatures on the pay sheet were
those of the only two Canadians in the
company, theugh I reckon them amongst
the five best soldiers.”’

What Capt. McCarthy said of the fine
ineligibility of the Canadian hand is true.
The average Englishman or Enflish-
women of moderate education writes a
hand that 1s far superlor to that of the
Canadian man or woman of moderate
education. As for the writing of the high-
ly educated Canadians, why, it cannot
be read at all.

There is one other point connected
with the rock-bed of education that is
worthy of note. The writer has had a
somewhat considerable -experience with
younger people from both *Canadian and
0ld Country public schools, and we are
able to say this: We have never yet found
an Old Countryman who was not scrupu-
lously accurate in figures and calcula-
tions. With the average Canadian you
had better check oyer the figures if you
want to make sure.

An education that leaves the student
shy on the spelling of ordinary words
on accuracy in rudimentary problems in
arithmetic, and with a writing hand that
can only be guessed at, is no education
at all,

HENS ARE NOW LAYING

By Lighting Pens Till 9 p.m. Egg
Production Nearly Doubled.

Cause, Symptoms and Cure of Ring-
worm Explained—As It Is Very
Contagious the Stockman Must
Take Great Precautions to Pre-
vent Its Spread.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

OSTLY everybody who is
keeping poultry wants to
get eggs in winter. Gener-
ally speaking, the number

of eggs gradually goes down from
week to week from September to
January and then there is a slow but
gradual increase until March, April
and May, which in Ontario are the
best months for egg production.

It is unysual, and in most cases
very unwise, to publish figures in re-
gard to experiments until the ma-
terial has been very thoroughly test-
ed, but in this particular case, con-
sidering the high cost of feeds and
the general scarcity of new laid eggs,
we are giving the figures on a rather
short test of but four weeks’ dura-
tion. The results appear to be gen-
erally true in all pens tested and are
in accord with results obtained else-
where.

The increase in egg yield has been
obtained by the use of electric
lights, or prolonging the day. The
facts of the matter appear to be that
a hen’s crop is too small a reservoir
to hold sufficient feed for the long
night. A hen, to lay, must have a
surplus of feed over and above that
required for body maintenance.

In these particular trials, the re-
sults of which are given below, the
lights were turned on at dusk and
were turned off at nine o’clock at
right. The birds get their first feed
in the morning at seven o’clock and
a few dull mornings require lights
for about one hour.

The usual feed of grain given at
about four to five o’clock in the after-
noon is missed or only a handful or
two of grain is given to twenty-five
birds, simply to keep them moving
a little. The full feed is given at
about eight o’clock.

Fair to good results have been se-
cared elsewhere by using ordaary
barn lanterns. The danger of lire
when using lanterns is inatcrially in-
creased Ne have not tcsted these as
yet but hope to have them under way
soon. For electric lighting we use
three ordinary bulbs for a pen of one
hundred birds, or one light in a
twenty-five bird pen.—Prof. R. W.
Graham, O. A. College, Guelph.

Ringworm.

Ringworm is a contagious disease
to which all classes of aniinals, and
man, are sub’ectl.

Calves and young cattle appear to
be more susceptible to the trouble
than other animals, but no age ren-
ders an animal immune, It is purely
a skin disease, and is due to the
presence of a vegetable parasite,
which is readily capable of being con-
veyed from one animal to another by
direct contact, the hands of the at-
tendant, pails, stable utensils, cloth-
ing, harness, saddles, blankets, the
contact of one animal with the stalls,
ete., of affected animals, ete. In like
manner. curry-combs, brushes, rub-
bing ciuths, ete., that are used on
affected animals of any class, if used
on other animals, become a fertile
cause of infection.

The infected premises
should be disinfected by thorough-
ly sweeping and dusting, and then
giving a thorough coat of an insecti-
cide, as a hot 10 per cent of oné of
the coal tar antiseptics or carbolic
acid, or a coat of hot-lime wash
with 5 per cent; carbolic acid.
Local treatment consists in mois-
tening the scales with warm water
and soap, cr sweet oil, removing them
in order to expose the unprotected
surfaces of the affected areas. An
insecticide, as tincture of iodine
should be applied once or twice daily
until cured.

WAR BEGAN IN APRIL, 1913
[ ]
Huge War Credit Was In That Year
Voted in Germany and Supported
by Socialists.
When did the war begin? April,
1913; not August, 1914, as the press
always has it, writes Charles Edward
Russel in Harper's. The real declara-
tlon of war was made by the German
reichstag when It struck observing
Europe dumb and chill by passing,, an
extraordinary war credit of $250,000,~
000; and to that act of belligerency in
a time of profound peace the socialists
in the reichstag gave practically their
support.
All men in the world accustomed to
make upon the day's news an intelli-
gent diagnosis must have gasped and
stared at this portent. Unless Ger-
many deliberately planned now to
bring down upon mankind the war her
armament had silently threatened these
many years, there was no good reason
for this perilous saber rattling; cer-
tainly none appeared in the state of
Europe. Yet the socialists seemed to
be for it; that was the incomprehen-
sible fact.
August Behel, then still active, was
the ahlest and most famous of their
leaders, and criticism from many lands
seemed to goad him into a defense.
It was of a nature to chill the last
hope in any friend of peace. Two
reasons he gave for the reichstag's
action. One was that President Poin-
care of France, who had been but new-
ly elected, was a warlike and danger-
ous man, and no one could tell to what
lengths he might go. The other was
that in the Balkan wars the Turks,
taught by German officers, had been
beaten by the Serbians, taught by
French.

The judicious might grieve indeed
when they came upon such an offering
from such a source, and anybody able
to read might see that war was close
at hand.
