not she was always ready to supply them 
with news. From the moment she beard I 
was going to dig a well she took a vital in­
terest in it. Her own water supply was un­
satisfactory, as she depended upon a little 
spring which sometimes dried up in the sum­
mer, and should my well turn out to be a 
good one, she knew I would not object to 
her sending the children for pails of water 
on occasions.

—The decision given last week by the 
judges of the Supreme Court of Canada, on 
the prohibition question, is just about what 
was expected. Three of these judges hold 
to the opinion that a prohibitory law must 
come from the dominion parliament, while 
the two remaining judges are of the opinion 
that the local legislatures have power to 
enact provincial prohibitory laws. As, how­
ever, the opinion of the majority is always 
taken as the decision of the court, it will be 
seen that so far as the Supreme Court of 
Canada can decide the question the dominion 
parliament is the body to be looked to for a 
prohibitory liquor law. But it was never 
expected that the decision of the Supreme 
Court of Canada would be accepted as final; 
and even had the judges of that court been 
unanimous in their opinion, the case would 
have been taken a step higher and submit­
ted to the Judicial Committee of the Privy 
Council for a final verdict. When this is 
done solid ground will be reached and both 
our dominion and provincial parliaments 
will then know just how far they can go in 
dealing with this question. Until such a 
decision is obtained it would be very unwise 
on the part of any of our parliaments to at­
tempt further legislation in the direction of 
prohibition, as all such legislation would 
stand a fair chance of being upset or declared 
ultra vires by the decision of the Privy 
Council. The friends of temperance through­
out the dominion must therefore wait in 
patience for the final decision of the case, 
which, without doubt^yill be pushed to its 
tefshauSTat as early a day as possible.

The fact that the Canadian court was di­
vided, the Chief Justice and one other 
judge believing that the provinces have pow­
er to prohibit, leaves much room for doubt 
as to what the verdict of the Privy Council 
will be. Should the opinion of the Chief 
Justice be upheld it will throw upon 
provincial parliaments the onus of dealing 
with this question which is such a trouble-

We have heard of 
sales being made here at as high as three 
dollars per barrel for good No. 1 nonpareils, 
which is as high as that variety averages the 
best of years. A good many of our fanners 
have this year tried the experiment of ship­
ping to the English market at their own risk, 
instead of selling to speculators, and In 
cases the results have been most satisfactory. 
This practice, we think, is commendable, as 
the grower who ships bis own fruit will, from 
the very nature of the case, take care that 
none but the best are sent, however careless 
he might be about the quality and the pack­
ing of those he puts up to sell at home. 
This should not be the case of course, but 
unfortunately too frequently it is.

Considering the enormous crop of the past 
season, the prices and general results have 
been exceedingly satisfactory. One fact 
must have been brought home to our fruit 
growers with more force than ever before,— 
the necessity of raising only the best varie­
ties. With the apple as with everything 
else in the world, it is going to become more 
MdlnSïfr'Sr question of the survival of the fit­
test. However excellent the gravenstein 
may be in flavor, and however pioductive a 
grower, this year's experience has apparently 
sealed its fate. Its culture has been over­
done, and it must go.

—Evidently there are more desirable 
situations in the world than that of Presi­
dent of the French Republic. It is only a 
few months since one of them, M. Carnot, 
was killed by the dagger of an assassin. 
Noughts sucessor, M. Casimier-Perier, after 
a brief and turbulent tenure of office, has 
resigned his high position and retired to 
private life, rather than continue the strug­
gle against the difficulties which beset him on 
every hand. The chief magistracy of a great 
nation, a splendid palace for a residence, 
a salary of $120,000 a year, with as much 
more allowed for expenses, seem a good deal 
to resign, but the late president recently did 
It, so great were the difficulties with which 
he had to contend. Political affairs in 
France just now appear to be in a terrible 
state, reminding one of the turbulent times 
which preceded the period of the first revo 
lution, and it only needs the man for the 
hour to accomplish another of those political 
upheavals for which that nation has now be­
come noted.

ATTORNEY GENERAL LONGLKY’s LECTURE AT 
ST. ANDREW’S CHURCH.

We Keep 
Them Barking1!

Attorney General Longley had a large 
audience, and an appreciative one, at St. 
Andrews church, Halifax, last Friday 
ing, when he lectured on 
problems. ” The chair was occupied by Rev. 
U..M. Gordon. Hon. Mr. Longley, after 
some introductory remarks, indicated that 
his subject would be in the direction of social­
ism. This was a word that usually shocked 
and alarmed nervous 
nothing to be agitat 
It meant simply the right of the majority to 
impose laws upon the whole people for the 
general good. All laws, criminal and civil, 
were purely socialistic. They interfered 
with the rights of the individual and placed 
him under restraint, and an enormous step 
had been taken in that direction in the school 
law which compelled the childless man to 
pay for the education of other people’s chil-

Socialiste were not content with present 
achievements, and wanted to make other 
radical reforms. The greatest and most 
dangerous evil of the present day was the 
inequality of fortunes. Ten per cent of the 
people owned and controlled mere than ‘90 
per cent of the property of the country, and 
rolled in luxury, while a majority of the 90 
per cent had barely the means of existence. 
The lecturer dealt fully with millionaires. 
They were created at this age by unfair privi 
leges and by special laws. The three chief 
methods of making millionaires was, first by 
land monopolies, which led to a discussion 
of the land question and the single tax theory. 
Secondly, special privileges and franchises 
which opened the discussion of government 
railways, telegraphs and telephones, as be­
ing analagous to the. post office. Thirdly, in 
absorbing the profits of manufactures. La­
bor and capital were essential to production, 
but under existing conditions the capitalist 
absorbed all the profits and rolled in luxury, 
while the toilers whose labors created the 
wealth, had hardly the means of existence. 
Labor unions were discussed and the great 
problems connected with capital aud labor, 
which were bound to force themselves upon 
the attention of the world, whether it wanted 
it or not.

The lecturer was warmly applauded 
throughout. The thanks of the audience 
were tendered Hon. Mr. Longley on motion 
of the superintendent of education, seconded 
by Rev. Mr. Clarke, of New Glasgow. —//a/i-

A SUBJECT OF PRIME IMPORTANCE TO THE

The management of the soil is at the pre­
sent day a subject of importance to the man­
agement of stock, and as the soil can gain or 
lose in fertility according to its treatment, 
the value of a farm depends upon the man­
ner in which the soil has been cultivated. 
And not only does cultivation affect the soil, 
but the kind of crop grown influences it also,

ONE OP ITS HIDDEN SOURCES. Many women can manage to look sweet- 
tempered in spite of varions forms of physi­
cal suffering, h*it there are very few who 
can do so when enduring agonies from a bad 
o rn.or from tender and swollen feet. There 
are several ways in which suffering caused by 
tender feet can be lessened,- if not entirely 
got rid of.

First and foremost, the boots and shoes 
for summer wear should be half a size larger 
than those worn during the winter* Shoes 
are generally considered more comfortable 
than boots, and should certainly be adopted 
if possible, in the summer, for they leave the 
ankle free and the circulât n unimpeded. 
However if boots must be v. vn, they should 
not be very high, as any additional pressure 
means additional suffering. It is hardly 
necessary, I hope, to mention that extremely 
pointed toes and really high heels should 
never even be thought of by anyone who 
values peace of mind and comfort. The 
leather for summer footgear should be light, 
but not too thin, and brown in preference to 
black, when brown is suitable to the occa-

Dr. Longstaff, of England, last year, put 
forth a voluminous work on “Statistics: So- 
lial, Political and Medicine,” and he seems 
to have clothed what is generally considered 
the driest of themes with a garment of light;

'which they may find their way; and there 
may be a condition of the system in the 
second instance. that will bring forth a far 
severer case than in the first. In the first

The evil effects of tight lacing will be very 
soon realized by the woman who has tender 
feet; the undue compression adds ten fold to 
the pain, and very often the ankles, even of 
young girls, who are silly enough to sacrifice 
their well-being for the sake of having a 
waist of 18 inches, are so swelled and in­
flamed by the end of the day that they are 
utterly shapeless.

In cases of this kind the rem^iy is not far 
to seek, but it is more difficult to relieve 
those who sutler legitimately, so to speak. 
The following treatment should be preserved 
in; it will give immediate relief, and, when 
practicable, should be resorted to twice a 
day. Do not wait until you go to bed, but 
if the opportunity offers when you come in, 
weary and footsore, apply the remedies then:

Soak the feet wéll in tepid water, to which 
a little ammonia has been added, and as the 
water gets cold pour in more hot to keep up 
the temperature. After drying the feet, 
rub them gently and thoroughly with a mix­
ture made thus:

Add one ounce of the best linseed oil to 
the same quantity of lime water, shake the 
bottle in which the ingredients are until a 
mixture about the thickness of cream is pro­
duced, then pour in half a dram of spirits of 
camphor, shake again, and it is ready for 
use. The feet, after being rubbed, should 
be wrapped in soft linen for a little while, 
and then powdered with boracic acid before 
the stockings are replaced. In the event of 
the feet and ankles being in a very inflamed 
condition, after soaking them as I have de­
scribed, apply an arnica lotion, which will 
soon allay the discomfort. This is made by 
adding 20 drops of tincture of arnica to half 
a cupful of tepid water; saturate a piece of 
lint sufficiently large to envelop the entire 
foot with the lotion, cover it with a piece ot 
oiled silk, and rest for an hour or two.

It is an advantage to plow some soils late 
in the fall, but scientists are not unanimous 
in their opinions regarding this subject. It 
advocated that there is too much exposure 
of the soil, by which large portions of soluble 
matter are lost.

Weeds compel the indolent farmer to 
cultivate to soil with heavy growth as soon as 
the farmer ceases to have crop on land. If 
the crop of the farmer does not cover the soil 
so as to afford complete protection, the weeds 
make an attempt to gain the mastery, but 
when the crop is heavy and dense the weeds 
are kept down. Different soils may be 
covered by different weeds, even the poorest 
soils having weeds that will thrive on them, 
though not suitable elsewhere. If the weeds 
are allowed to produce seed they become a 
crop, but if plowed under they add to the 
soil. The question then arises as to cover­
ing the soil in the winter.. If the land is 
plowed and then seeded to a crop in the fall,
