As a result of experiences in the Hispano-
American war, the new German battleships
now in course of construction will be armed
with 24 centimetre instead of 28 centimetre
guns.

The largest American flag floats at Tyron,
Pa., and is made of navy bunting, measures
60 by 100 feet, and is suspended by a galvan-
ized wire cable half an inch thick and 3200
feet in length.

A few carloads of new Manitoba wheat
have been marketed, but no price is yet es-
tablished. Some sales have been made for
September delivery at sixty-flve and sixty-
six cents at Fort William.

Seventy farmers and their families from
North Dakota have notified the Dominion
lands agent that they will move in a body
this fall to new land in Manitoba with con.

The officials of the Hawthorne A. C., says
a New York despatch, have formally an-
nounced that the opposition to the McCoy-
Corbett bout at Checktowaga has disap-
peared, end that there will be no interfer-
ence with the contest.

The statement of the receipts and expen-
diture of the Province of Qaebec, for the
fiscal year ending June 30, has just been

Major J. M. Walsh, ex-commissioner of
the Yukon district, estimates this season’s
gold output at $11,000,000, while the clean
up will undoubtedly be $10,000,000. He
predicts that further developments in the
Yukon will go beyond the expectations of
everybody.

It is now alleged that the Czar’s peace
proncuncement was directly inspired by
Queen Victoria, whose hope is that her
reign may not again be disturbed by war.
The Queen confessedly, has long sought to
restrain the Emperor William, and it is not
unlikely that she used her great influence
with the Czarina to secure the Czar’s support.

After expending over $50,000 in makin
preparations for attempting the rescue o
the Spanish cruiser (Colon, now on her beam
ends 90 miles west of Santiago, the United
States government has decided to abandon
the plan.

Regulations have been passed empowering
the Yukon commissioners to sell public
lands in blocks of not less than 40 acres for
a minimum price of $10 an acre. Minerals
are reserved to theCrown, and if it turns
out to be a town site the government may
expropriate every third lot of 55 by 100 feet.

In Carmarthen, Wales, women constitute
63 per cent. of the persons whose names are
on the government register as qualified to
vote. The reason is said to be that Carmar-
then is a health resort, and its househclders
are chiefly women who keep lodging houses,

Training of journeymen in computation,
bookkeeping, and in practical work in model
workshops, by holding so-called ** courses,”
as first for shoemakers, carpenters and lock.

Arranging of permanent exhibitions of
first-class machines and tools.

Formation and support of good associations
for workmen and shopkeépers.

There is practically no doupt that the
government will obtain the necessary power
and money to carry out these reforms, for
such movements 28 these are popular in
Germany and their value recognized.

A Cure for Hunchbacks.

Hereafter there are to be no more hutche
backs, says the Literary Digest, if children
afflicted with that terrible spinal curvature
are submitted to the treatment which the
French doctor, Calot, has so successfully ap-
plied in the course of practice in Rothschild
hospital at Berk-sur-Mer. Dr. Calot’s pro-
cess, in broad, general terms, consists simply
in pressing down the curved hump of the
backbone until the verterbra resume their
normal place with reference to each other.
Assistants pull vigorously at the shoulders
and feet of the suliject while the doctor with
his hands bears down heavily upon the
hump. The sound of bones crackling as
they come into place is distinctly audible,
but the patient is under the influence of
chloroform and is not conscious of pain. For
several months, or until the vertebire are
firmly in their places, the child is kept in a
plaster of Paris mould, but he is allowed to
go abroad after a time with only the sup-
port of a tight-fitting corset. About ten
months are required for complete cure. Dr.
Calot has performed thirty -seven operations
of this kind, all of them without accident
and all resulting in the complete oblitera-
tion of the hump, leaving the back as
straight as anybody’s.

“ Remember the Maine.”

(Toronto Weekly Sun.)

The evidence in the case of the Maine has
now been impartially examined by a first-rate
expert, Lieut. Colonel J. T. Buckuill, of the
Royal Engineers, who was a member and the
secretary of *‘ the joint war office and admir-
alty committee” which carried out the ex«
periments against the double bottom of H.
M. S. Oberon during 1874 to 1876.

Colonel Bucknill comes to the conclusion
that the explosion was due to coal-heating
in a buunker containing forty tons of soft
Pocahontas coal.

1t therefore seems to him that  Americans
should dismiss from their minds the idea that
the Maine was blown up by the Spanish
authorities, or with their cognizance ; all the
evidence pointing entirely in the other direc-
tion, viz., that the disaster was purely acci-
dental, and that the explosions were confined
to the interior of the ship.”

There is some production in the neighbor-
hoed of Petrolia and Oil Sprirg-, Lambton
and Kent Counties. In 1897 140 wells were
operated, with 297 miles of pipe, employing
84 men, whese wages aggregated $43,338.”

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The Agricultural Outlook in Nova Scotla.
By J. E. Hopkins, Dairy =1
in Fariig
In this age of competition, especially in
agriculture, it might e of intcrest to the
farmers of Nova Scotia to discues what place
Nova Scotia can take in the race in order to
compete in the products of the farm.
Nature has done much for Nova Scotia,
not to speak of its wealth in coul and gold,
fisheries and forests, but of its beanty and
possibilitics as an agricultural province,
when clothed in its robe of green, with its
many acres of dyke land, which have been
producing hay for hundreds of year Its
rich *“intervals’ (of which nearly every
farm has some), its many rivers and springs
afford abundant water, and its broad sloping
Fills crowned with evergreens, fic and spruce,
not only give a picturesque scenery, but
there is amid this beanty great prospects in
agriculture; and we often wonder why her
own sons seek other places not so promising
and other fields that have not so good a cli
mate. Nature has done much, and it is for
the Nova Scotia farmers to improve their
resources and make their province rich in
agriculture by solving the problem of how to
compete and how to conduct their farm
operaticns. There may be some truth in the
statement that agriculture is not as well ad-
vanced as in some of the other provinces;
but this can be accounted for from the fact
that the farmers have not been relying fully
on agriculiure ; lumbering, mining, fish-
ing aud shipbuilding have taken up a large
part of their attention in the past. But now
there is a growing interest in agriculture all
over the province and a marked change is

already become a promiuent
feature, and is bringing to the farmers and
the province a large revenue.

In a railroad wreck at Chester, Mass., 800
hogs that escaped from the cars made lively
times in and around the town. Many were
shot, while a large number were with difii
culty rounded up and re shipped.

Verditschew, a town in the province of
Kiew, Rus:ia, will be sold at auction at the
end of this month. It owes the government
and other creditors 3,919,382 roubles, 63
kopecs, which it is unable to pay.

Canada has 100,000 Tadians; 41,000 are
Protestants, 42,000 Roman Catholics, and
17,000 are Pagans. Indian children are be-
ing educated in 285 schools aided by the
government, with 0,600 per year.

Almost all the Kuropean powers have sent
favorable replies to the circular of the Em
peror Nicholas and it is now regarded as
certain that the disarmament council will
meet in 8¢, Petersburg in November.

A collision has taken place between Brit-
ish soldiers at Candia, Crete, and armed
Mussulmen of that city, on ac.ount of Chis-
tians being installed as tithe collectors. A
rumber have been killed on both sides.

The value of settlers’ effects imported into
Canada for the fiscal year ending June 30,
1898, made a total of $2,826,000, which is
£500,000 in excess of the value of the prev-
ious year, and 700,000 in excess of the a-
mount in 1896.

The scheme to consolidate all the big
flour mills of Minneapolis, Duluth and New
York into one company is being discussed.
It is said that the Mioneapolis mills now
make 14,000,000 barrels of flour a year and
consume 60,0000,000 bushels of wheat.

It is understood, says a Montreal despatch,
that the directors «f the Grand Trunk are
so well satiefied with Mr. Hayes’ work since
he took hold of the road that they have in-
creased bis salary by $10,000. Mr. Hayes
entered upon his work as general manager of
the Grand Trunk at a salary of $§25,000.

Advices from Omdurman say that the
Apglo Egyptian cavalry which went in pur-
suit of Khalifa Abdullah after the fall of
Omdurman, abandoned the pursuit about
thirty miles beyond the city. The Khalifa
has gone to Kordofan, to the south of Kordo,
west of Umdurman. General Kitchener has
organized Arab camel equads to follow him.

Li Hung Chang has been diemissed from
power. It is presumed this was done in ac-
cordance with the demand which it was
rumored the British minister was instructed
to make on account cf the alleged general
partiality of the great Chinaman to Russia,
culminating in Great Britain being deprived
of the contract for the Pekin-Hankow rail-
WAy,

General Jos. Wheeler, of the United
States army, is reported as follows: *‘I do
not believe the war is over by any means;
neither does President McKinley, who told
me pergonally he had no faith that the peace
commission would settle the differences ex
isting with Spain over the Philippines. The
Spanish claim that the battle of Manila was
fought after the protecol was signed.”

New York, Sept. 6.—A despatch to the
World, from London, says:—** Sir William
MacCormac, president of the Royal College
of Surgeons, of England, surgeon to the
Prince of Wales, and one of the most distin-
guished members of his profession in Kurope,
who acted as surgeon to the Anglo-American
Ambulance Association in the Franco Ger-
man war, was asked his opinion concerning
the causes of the high mortality from illness
among the United States troops. He said:—
“] have only very vague iuformation on the
subject, and it is one on which no medical
man could give an opinion of the slightest
value except on precise and exhaustive data.
That the mortality is high is unfortunately
patent, especially when compared to that
from illness among our expeditions to the
rtropical couutries, Butj our experience in
that respect compares very favorably with
that of all other countries. France suffered
terrible mortality from iliness in Madagascar,
nothing, I funcy, in battle. Italy, too, had
serious losses from the same cause in Abys
sinia.

*“In our expedition to the west coast of
Africa our losses from illness have been
trifling.”

‘ Is the west of Africa more unhealthy
than Cuba $”

“Of course, it is much more unhealthy,”
was the reply. *‘ There is no reason that I
can see why, with proper precautions, the
mortality from ‘illoess among the United
States troops in Cuba should have exceeded
our mortality from such a cause on tha
west coast of Africa, Then, again, you will
notice that the force operating under the
Sirdar in the Soudan has enjoyed a remark-
able immunity from illness.”

Useful Suggestions.

The Curative Onion—Dr. Allswortk: says:
—Eat onions in May, and all the year after
pbysicians may play. But we should not
stop with May. Onions should be eaten at
least once a week every month in the year.
There is no vegetable containing so much
that is healthful as an onion, and whether it
is eaten raw or cooked in half a dozen ways
it is beneficial. It is a blood cleanser a
nervine and a sleep promoter. It is odorif-
erous, it is true, but one’s health is of more
importance than a temporary inconvenience
caused by a strong breath.— Popular Science

Cause of Sleep Walking— A correspondent
of the New York Evening Post, referring to
an instance in which a sleep walker was
killed by falling from the roof of a house,
says: ““Such accidents can easily be pre-
vented by laying upon the carpet by the side
of thesleep walker's bed a strip of sheet
metal iron, zinc or copper, so wide and long
that when he puts his feet out of the bed
they will rest upon the metal. The coldness
felt will waken him thoroughly, and he will
go to bed agair.

To Remove Ink Stains.—Get alarge basin
and fill it with boiling water ; lay the part
of the cloth that is stained over the basin,
letting the stain touch the water. Take as
much oxalic acid as will cover the part and
leave it in the water for a few minutes when
the stain will disappear, This recipe will
do for ink or iron mould stains.

Care of the Hair.—The head should be
kept cool by night and day. 7he hair re-
quires considerable attention if it is to remain
a thing of beauty and a j:xy for ever. As a
rule, it is too much intefered with. *‘ Hands
off,” is a good motto as regards the hair.
Wash the hair about once a week with the
yolk of a new laid egg in warm water; a
pinch or two of borax won’t hurt, but use
nothing else. Do not dry roughly. After-
wards use only a moderately hard brush.
Harsh treatment of the ecalp very often re-
sults in premature balduess, or in a scurfy
state of the skin.—Gordon Stalles, M. D.,

Her well-bred calm inspires
her gueets with a feeling of confidence, and
though in her heart she may be dubious
about certain important details of her din-
ner, if she does not show her anxiety, every
everything will pase off to a happy conclu-
sion. A flurried hostess or nervous host,
whoss countenance but sadly conceals the
worry felt, can do more toward making the
guests uncomfortable than if the soup were

served stone cold and the salad dressing

were ruined by a too bountiful application
of vinegar. An imperturbable calm and a
ready tact are the two important factors in
the making of a model hostess. Secure
these and you need never, fear for the suc
cess of any of your entertainments.—New
York Ledger.

Walking as a Tonlie.

The lack of proper cutdoor exercise, walk-
ing briskly and inhaling plenty cf fresh air,
is the cause of fully one-half the ills that
feminine flesh is heir to.

Walking, which also means standing erect,
with shoulders thrown back, lungs expanded,
and head well poised, is the best tonic that
can be prescribed for exhausted braios,
weakened muscles, and threadbare nerves,

And appropriate dressing is an important
item, i order to secure the fullest possitle
benefit. To walk in tight shoes, a snug fitting
corset, and trailing ekirts is disastrous rather
than beneficial to womankind.

Club women, who have studied the situa-
tion, prepare for their walks by donning short
bicycle skirts, short, light jickets, low-heel-
ed, square-toed boots and light hats. The
corset, tight or loose, is wholly discarded.—

A Model Sick Room.

In a model sick rvom described by a medi-

cal man there are two narrow beds of equal |

height on easy-rolling casters, having hair
mattresses, low headboards, and are abso-
lutely free from all abominations in the way
of canopies. The patient may thus have a
fresh bed for the night and another for tke
day. In the morning the freshly-made bed,
covered with one sheet, can be trundled up
to the bed which has been occupied during
the night, and the patient can be easily slid
on the same level on to a fresh bed. The
mattress and bedding of the bed vacated can
be rolled up, quietly taken into an adjoining
room, where, with open windows, they can
be shuken, thoroughly ventilated during the
day and made ready for the night.

—An ingenious housekeeper in Brooklyn
has applied the system of Pasteur to tomatoes
and other fruits and vegetables. These are
pared, washed in water which has been boil-
ed, and then put into jarsuntil the latter are
almost solidly filled. They are covered by
water up to within a quarter inch of the
mouth and are then put in troughs of hot
water and kept at a temperature of about 170
degrees for two hours. The jars are then
sealed with waterproof paper. Treated in
this manner they will keep unchanged for a
long period and are almost indistinguishable
at the end of eix months from the fresh article.
She has tried it upon tomatoes, little green
peas, young lima beans, chili peppers, cauli-
flower, brussels sprouts, asparagus and ap-
ples.

—Last, but not least of the uses to which
paper may be put is in stitchisg silk or any
other material that ‘““draws” when sewed
on a machine. Luay a paper between the
presser foot and the material, stitch through
both, and when finished tear the paper away,
says the Brooklyn Cih'wu

—When putting chlldren lu bed do not
allow them to play in bed, as is frequently
the custom, but instruct them that the bed
is the place for sleep, and by this method

they will close their eyes at once and soon
be asleep.
