It is now alleged that the Czar’s peace 
pronouncement was directly inspired by 
Queen Victoria, whose hope is that her 
reign may not again be disturbed by war. 
The Queen confessedly, has long sought to 

the Emperor William, and it is not 
unlikely that she used her great influence 
with the Czarina to secure the Czar’s support.

After expending over $50,000 in making 
preparations for attempting the rescue of 
the Spanish cruiser Colon, now on her beam 
ends 90 miles west of Santiago, the United 
States government has decided to abandon 
the plan.

Regulations have been passed empowering 
the Yukon commissioners to sell public 
lands in blocks of not less than 40 acres for 
a minimum price of $10 an acre. Minerals 
are reserved to the Crown, and if it turns 
out to be a town site the government may 
expropriate every third lot of 55 by 100 feet.

The German Government has lately been 
directing its attention to the betterment of 
the position of small tradesmen. At the 
instance of the Minister of Commerce, who 
has collected information on the subject 
from all parts of Germany and Austria, a 
grant will be included in the next Budget to 
cover the cost of carrying out the following 
proposed measures :—

Increase and further development of 
commercial continuation schools and pro­
fessional schools for boys and girls, especial­
ly by the establishment of work shops for 
learners, to replace or supplement the pres­
ent system of apprenticeship.

Training of journeymen in computation, 
bookkeeping, and in practical work in model 
workshops, by holding so-called “ courses,” 
as first for shoemakers, carpenters and lock­
smiths.

Arranging of permanent exhibitions of 
first-class machines and tools.

Formation and support of good associations 
for workmen and shopkee'pers.

There is practically no doupt that the 
government will obtain the necessary power 
and money to carry out these reforms, for 
such movements as these -are popular ia 
Germany and their value recognized.

In all 
ages the greatest minds have concerned 
themselves with an ideal human society. 
From the republic of Plato down to our 
own time some of the noblest works of 
genius have been produced by those who 
would find in some city of God, some Utopia 
or Arcadia, a garden of delight. Since the 
time of the Hebrew prophets “ the good, 
time coming ” has been seen and described. 
Here and there upon the surface of the earth 
there have been at times little patches of 
civiliz vtion—samples of what a perfected 
human society might be. But thus far they 
have been transient. No one ideal has been 
of universal application, and no transient 
civilization has been perfected in all its 
parts. No sample cf human society has yet 
been shown which was worthy to be ex­
panded to the dimensions of the whole 
world. In our time there are many who 
imagine they could devise the exact 
scheme of social organization which will fit 
the needs of the world. But not one has been 
offered which, being adopted in all parts, 
would not make havoc of modern civiliza­
tion. In this sense we have no expert soci­
ologist. But there are many who have great 
knowledge of existing systems, who know 
the excellences and defects of many modes 
of industry and forms of co-operation and 
competition. They know how to suggest 
improvements which often stand the test of 
service. They are accumulating a vast fund 
of knowledge out of which quick-witted 
workers will draw supplies. But thus far 
in modern history it may be set down as a 
rule without an exception that there is no 
man or woman living who could be trusted 
to dictate the social organization of even a 
single city. Aud yet, little by little, put­
ting all together, we are getting on to better 
things.

M. S. Oberon during 1874 to 1876.

Colonel Bucknill comes to the conclusion 
that the explosion was due to coal heating 
in a bunker containing forty tons of soft 
Pocahontas coal.

It therefore seems to him that “Americans 
should dismiss from their minds the idea that 
the Maine was blown op by the Spanish 
authorities, or with their cognizance ; all the 
evidence pointing entirely in the other direc­
tion, viz., that the disaster was purely acci­
dental, and that the explosions were confined 
to the interior of the ship.”

The International High Commission at 
Quebec is supposed to be engaged in states­
manlike discussion of great questions, but 
i here is a host of collateral commissions in 
attendance which have plain ordinary busi­
ness ends iu view. There are delegations 
from various parts of the United States and 
from all sorts of interests, calling on our 
cominiobiuncrs to see that no changes arë 
made in tariff that can reduce the profits of 
any protected industry in this count ry. The 
lumbermen are unwilling to have the duty 
on sawed lumber reduced, the fishing inter 
esta arc shocked at the idea of opening the 

.American markets to Canadian fish on any 
terms, and the agricultural interests are un­
willing to tolerate the competition of the 
farmers cf the Dominion. Ou the other 
hand, it must be said that there are delega 
lions working for somewhat broader ends. 
The removal of the duty on wood-pulp and 
paper may be sought from selfivh motives, 
but it is a desirable measure for the public, 
because it is a step in the right direction. 
The most advanced ground is taken by the 
delegation sent by the Boston Chamber of 
Commerce, which favors a reciprocity treaty 
on broad lines. This delegation takes the 
bold position that the opening of Canadian 
markets to American manufacturers would 
more, than compensate for the injury caused 
to Eastern agiicuitural interests by imports 
of Canadian produce. It is hard to make 
our people comprehend this doettine, but if 
they would ask themselves whether if Cana­
da were admitted to the LTnion the tariff 
wall should be maintained, and if not, why 
not, they would see that the Boston Cham 
her of Commerce has reaeon on its bide. Few 
Yankees would assert that duties could be

Canada's Gas Production. Lot 2.WRAPPERS!Lot 2.Washington, Sept 2.—The U; i: ed States 
Geological Surviy has completed its annual 
report upon the production of natuial gas, 
in the course of which some ini* resting 
tignris are given concercirg ihe industiy in 
Canada. The report says : “ The two fields 
tha‘ furnish nearly all the natural gas are 
the Essex and Welland fields ; the former is 
near the western end of Lake Erie, and the 
latter near the western extremity. There 
are about thirty four wells producing in the 
Essex field, and about 106 in i he XVelland. 
More gas was furnished in 1897 than in 
1896, the product in the latter year being 
valued at $308,448, ns against $276.710 in 
the former. The largest markets for the 
gas are Detroit, Mich., and Buffalo, N. Y. 
There ia tome production in the neighbor­
hood of Petrolia and Oil Spiing -, Lambton 
and Kent Counties. In 1897 140 wells were 
operated, with 297 miles of pipe, employing 
84 men, whose wages aggregated $43,338.”

New York, Sept. 6.—A despatch to the 
Wotld, from London, says:—u Sir William 
MaoCormao, president of the Royal College 
of Surgeons, of England, surgeon to the 
Prince of Wales, and one of the most distin­
guished members of hie profession in Europe, 
who acted as surgeon to the Anglo-American 
Ambulance Association in the Franco Ger­
man war, was asked his opinion concerning 
the causes of the high mortality from illness 
among the United States troops. He said: — 
“I have only very vague information on the 
subject, and it is one on which no medical 
man could give an opinion of the slightest 
value except on precise and exhaustive data. 
That the mortality is high is unfortunaiely 
patent, especially when compared to that 
from illness among our expeditions to the 

"tropical countries. But| our experience in 
that respect compares very favorably with 
that of all other countries. France suffered 
terrible mortality from illness in Madagascar, 
nothing, I fancy, in battle. Italy, too, had 
serious losses from the same cause in Abys

“ In our expedition to the west coast of 
Africa our losses from illness have been 
trifling.”

“ Is the west of Africa more unhealthy 
than Cuba?”

“Of course, it is much more unhealthy,” 
was the reply. “There is no reason that I 
can see why, with proper precautions, the 
mortality from illness among the United 
States troops in Cuba should have exceeded 
our mortality from such a cause on tha 
west coast of Africa. Then, again, you will 
notice that the force operating under the 
Sirdar in the Soudan has enjoyed a remark 
able immunity from illness.”

It is estimated that no fewer than eight 
hundred Christians have been massacred at 
Candia, Crete, and the town has been pill­
aged by Bashi Bozouks and the Turkish 
soldiers. All reports agree to the disgraceful 
behavior of the Turkish troops, who were 
seen firing on Col. Reid. The mob ran 
through the streets shouting “ Death to the 
English. ’’

A race war is being waged in several coun­
ties in Arkansas and a half dozen deaths 
were reported last week as resulting from 
the conflicts of the white and colored popu-

NEWS OF THE WORLD.

The St. John exhibition will be opened on 
the 13th Inst, by Sir Charles Tupper.

A plot to assassinate the Czar was discov­
ered and frustrated at Moscow last week.

•Judge Dugas, of Montreal, has accepted 
the position of Judge of the Yukon district.

There was quite a fall of snow in Manitoba 
and the Northwest generally last Thursday.

An English syndicate has purchased the 
Centre Star, Rossland, gold mine for $2,000,- 
000.

The total life insurance of Canada is about 
$350,000,000, equal to $350 for every family 
in it.

The date of the Corbett McCoy fight has 
been changed from October let to October 
15th.

The last steamer from St. Michael's reports 
that hundreds of Americans at Dawson are 
destitute.

The total number of blind persons in the 
U. 8., is nearly 49,000, or 976 in each mill­
ion of the population.

Spain has asked permission to send war­
ships to the Philippines, as police boats, but 
the United Stales refused. .

At least $1,000,000 prize money will be 
distributed among American sailors as a re­
sult of the war with Spain.

There were sixteen failures in the Domin­
ion last week, against thirty five in the 
corresponding week last year.

Canada has 100;000 Indians ; 41,000 are 
Protestants, 42,000 Roman Catholics, aud 
17,000 are Pagans.

Canada for the fiscal

It is understood, says a Montreal despatch, 
that the directors of the Grand Trunk are 
so well satisfied with Mr. Hayes’ work since 
he took hold of the road that they have in­
creased bis salary by $10,000.

The Agricultural Outlook In Nova Scotia. 

By J. E. Hopkins. ljairj

In this age of competiiion, especially in 
agriculture, it might be of interest to the 
farmers of Nova Scotia to discuss what place 
Nova Scotia can take in the race in order to 
compete in the products of the farm.

Nature has done much fur Nova Scotia, 
not to speak of its wealth iu coal aud gold, 
fisheries aud forests, but of its beauty and 
possibilities as an agricultural province, 
wheu clothed in its robe of green, with its 
many acres of dyke land, which have been 
producing hay for hundreds of year?. 1 :s 
rich “ intervals ’ (of which nearly every 
farm has some), its many rivers and springs 
afford abundant water, and its broad sloping

Two milk-condensing establishments are 
carried on. One of lhese is the largest in 
the Dominion. During the past five years 
the farmers have 'erected twenty-five fully 
equipped creameries, and others are going to 
be built, besides the cheese factories now iu 
operation. True, the prices have been dis­
couraging sometime?; but what would have 
been the result if all the miik had been made 
into dairy butter?

When I say dairy farming 1 do not mean 
dairy id g exclusively, for many sections in 
Nova Scotia are engaged in raising fruit. 
But dairying will help to raise more fruit, as 
it is a practical method of getting cheap fer 
tilizers to supply plaut food for the trees:

Then the country has a demand for beef, 
aud certain farmers fancy beef production in 
preference to dairying. But farmers as a 
whole cannot afford to keep cows just to 
raise the calves, and a large part of the 
efforts even in betf-raisiu-gshould be directed 
to dairying to get the greatest profit. AgMo, 
there are certain sections in the province 
where farmers have large, hilly farms v.hich 

well adapted for sheep, keepi. g some 
cows on the lower land?. Then, further, a 
very important branch of dairy fanning is 
producing pork, which is a|.vajs suic to loi 
low where dairying is successfully carried 
on, and becomes a largo item of profit on the 
farm.

having -as much hut sultry weather; the 
general cool nights affording belter natural 
pasturage. Then, the summer closes with 
a lovely fall, so ou the w hole the climate and 
natural parture are favorable. Water is a 
great factor for making a tine 11 ivorcd but­
ter, and there is no section iu Nova Scotia 
bu’t what is well watered, and ample feed 
can be produced for tlie production cf milk. 
Une of the advantages in producing milk for 
butter and feedlug the skim-milk on the farm 
is that one can sell more dollars’ worth of 
butter and take less fertility out of the land 
than by any other line of farming. It also 
leads to the principle cf building up the 
farm; each year producing mere food. By 
keeping better and more stock a greater in­
terest in agriculture is aroused, thereby 
causing better cultivation, aud as a result 
we will have improved farm?, better barns 
and stables,

Perhaps some will say the picture is too 
bright. I am. aware that all this cannot be 
fully accomplished iu.one year, but the time 
is coming when Nova Scotia w ill be noted 
for her products from the farm slung 
dairy lines.

That Anglo-German Agreement.

London, September 8.—The teuns of the 
Anglo German agreement, which is the 
principal topic of the day here, are slated on 
good authority to be iu the main as follows :

The first point is that Germany and Eng­
land have come to a complete understanding 
on all African questions. In February, 1895, 
Germ u y nuvic a formal claim on Lord 
Kitiibttly, then Liitn-h Foreign Secretary, 
for i he maint t-na: e cf l he status quo iu South 
Afiiea, the ?p ! object beiug to protect 
the Transvaal ir-. u British control.

Germany now withdraws absolutely from 
the claim, aud 1 aves Great Britain a com­
pletely free hand in South Africa.

The G.rman an 1 British ministers further 
agree to give a j int government guarantee 
of a loan to Portugal to enable her to meet 
the award of the Swiss arbitrators regard­
ing the Delagoa railway. Arbitration is to 
decide the amount of compensation due from 
the Portuguese g. vermneut to the McMurduc 
concessionaires of the Delagoa Railway. 
The concessionaires being largely American, 
the United Sta'.s and British governments 
have long been jointly pressing for this com 
pensât ion.

The Transvaal hereby becomes an enclave, 
and PrvsiJen' K uge.r loses his only chance 
of an independent outlet to the see.

A New York Opinion.

New York, Sept. 6.- Commenting editor­
ially on the defeat of the Khalifa’s army the 
Evening Post says: The destruction of the 
Mahdibt army at Omdurman, and the cap 
turc both of that place and Khartoum, is one 
of the great triumphs of British arms and 
British policy in Egypt. It restores the 
upper Nile to Egyptian control. It disper­
sed a brave but semi barbarous enemy from 
a position that he deemed unassailable, and 
finally, it avenges Gordon. The battle of 
U.ndurman was a victory of mind over mat 
1er, a triumph of modern military coieuce 
over blind but magnificent bravery, of Eng­
lish calculation and coolness over Saracen 
fanaticism and fury. In point of valor these 
Mahdists are true descendants of the Arabs 
who conquered Syria, Mesopotamia, Egypt, 
northern Africa, and Spain in the seventh 
and eighth centuries, and whose career was 
stopped by Charles Martel at Tours. They 
are inspired by the same Mohammedan fatal­
ism and contempt of death. They have been 
laugh: by the Koran to despise civilization, 
and now civilization has met them in a fair 
field and annihilated them. The advantages 
possessed by Sir Herbert Kitchener over the 
Khalifa were not those of position, but of 
artillery, Maxim guns, and mathematics. 
While we cannot withhold admiration for 
the splendid courage rf the Khalifa’s emirs, 
and the rank and file whom they led to their 
death, it must be said that their destruction 
was a necessity to human progress in the 
Nile valley. The English losses in (he en­
gagement were severe, but they will prob­
ably never have to meet the Khalifa again. 
The road is now open to the Victoria Nyan 
za, and there is no reason why a noble civi 
fixation should not arise and flourish iu the 
upper Nile valley, as it now flourishes under 
English tutelage in the land of ih»-Pharaoh3. 
Not the least of the benefits to the human 
race flowing from this victory will be the 
suppression uf the «lave trade of the Red 
Sea by cutting its main artery a’ Khartum.

ton Edward JJnited States Exports to Britain.

Washington, Sept, g —The fact that Brit­
ish imports into the United States have 
fallen < ff greatly during the past year, 
while the American exports to Great Britain 
have been increased, bf.s been announced 
from time to lime during the year, but 
the full year’s figure?, just presented by the 
Treasury Bureau of Statistic?, bring to the 
surface some interesting details not hereto­
fore published. These show that while the 
exports from the United States to the Uni­
ted Kingdom have increased twelve percent, 
the imports from the United Kingdom have 
fallen off thirty-five percent. The exports 
from the United States to the United King­
dom during the past year, were in round 
numbers five times as much as the imports 
from the United Kingdom, the figure? of the 
Bureau of Statistics being: Imports from the 
United Kingdom, $109,138.355; exports to 
the United Kingdom, $540,860,125.

Loss at Omdurman.

London, St pt. 7-—The British War Office 
has received a despatch from 3en. Sir Her­
bert Kitchener, the commander of the 
Anglo-Egyptian forces, dated from Omdur- 
man on Monday last, in which he says : 
“ Officers have been counting the dervish 
bodies on the field, end report the total 
number of dead found as about 10,800. 
From the numbers of wounded who have 
crawled to the river and town, it is estima­
ted that 16,000 were wounded.

“ Besides the above, between 300 and 400 
dervishes were killed in Omdurman when 
the town was taken. I have, as prisoner?, 
between 3,000 and 4 000 fighting men.”

Slow Plano Practice.

This is a trite subject, but one that needs 
the most perfeiatent reiteration. The object 
of all practice is to establish that refit x 
ac ion of the muscles known as mental 
automatism. This is best secured by prac­
tising a difficult passage a great many times 
at so slow a tempo that there is time for de­
liberate thought in advance of the muscular 
action. When the passage has been played, 
Bay, ten times in this manner without the 
slightest variation from the correct order of 
notes, fit goring, touch and shading, exactly 
double the speed. At this new tempo there 
will siill be time for thought. After, say, 
eight, repetitious without error, again double 
the speed. There is now no time for think­
ing each separate note, but the passage 
must be conceived “in a lump,"so to speak, 
or exactly as we read a word without stop 
ping to think of the letters of which it is 
composed. At the appearance of ihe least 
mistake return to the slow tempo and go 
through thy series as before. According to

How to Use Waste Bones.

The bones of fish and fowl, aud the large 
aud small pieces of bottes which are bought 
with beefsteak and mutton, constitute the 
very best food for fruit trees aud grapevines 
if the fragments are only placed where the 
roots can lay hold of them.

Instead of being cast into the back-yard 
as food for stray dogs and cats, care should 
be taken to deposit everything of ihesort in 
a small tub with a cover. As soon as a few 
pounds have accumulated, take the tub to 
some grapevine or fruit tree, dig a hole three 
or more feet long, a foot or two deep, dump 
in the bones and till in the soil. The more 
fragments that can be spread around tue 
better, but they should be buried so deep 
that a plow or spade will not reach them.

The roots of growing vines or fruit trees 
will soon tiud this mine of fertility, and will 
feed on the elements that will greatly pro­
mote the growth of healthy wood and the 
developemeut of fair and luscious fruit.

Many horticulturists and farmers buy 
bone-dust costing not less than $‘20 per ton, 
simply to enrich the soil around aud beneath 
their vines and trees. Fragments of bones 
are just as valuable as ground bone, although 
their elements will not bo as available in so 
short a time as if the large pieces were re­
duced to atoms. Nevertheless, if large bones 
are buried three or four feet from a grape­
vine, the countless numbers of mouths at the 
cuds of roots will'soon disolve, take up uud 
appropriate every particle.

When cast out of the kitchen door, bones 
are a nuisance, but if properly used, they 
become a source of valuable fertility. 
Let every person who owns a grapevine 
or fruit tree save all the bones that pass 
through the kitchen and bury them where 
they will be turned to some profit.

Dairying Dots.

Dp not let the cows shrink too much in 
milk during late autumn, for it will take half 
the winter to get them back to a full flow. 
The chances are they v\i!l not be profitable 
until they are again fresh.

In some cases buttermilk is held in filthy 
vessels at the creameries, and in those still 
worse at the farm. When this product un­
dergoes a putrefactive fermentation, it should 
uot be used even for pig-feeding.

The butter bowl is another thing to be 
carefully guarded. It is doubtful if wood 
should ever come in contact with cream or 
butter, but until there is somethiug better, 
the howl must be used. Bowl and ladle 
should be vigorously rubbed with salt very 
often, if not every time they are used, and 
'.lie butter should stand in the bowl as short 
a time as possible.

Many factorymen wonder why their cheese 
or butter is not as ?"flavored as that made 
ia a neighboring fac the quality of the 
milk being practically the same at both 
places. Often such lack of the really fine 
flavor which a prime quality of cheese or 
butter should have is traceable directly to 
the unsanitary conditions in and about the 
factory.

On the eugesG factory patron who delivers 
milk once a day, an important responsibility 
rests. The reputation of the factory is 
largely in his hands, and also the amount of 
his own dairy returns. He is only earning 
money for his own pocket by taking the most 
scrupulous care of his milk. First, being 
aerated, if it stands in the delivery cun over 
night, the cream should be separated from 
the edges of the vessel in the morning and 
gently reincorporated with the milk. Morn­
ing's milk should not be. mixed vtith the 
night, but should be carried to the factory 
iu a separate can. Whey, whether sour or 
sweet, should not be carried from the factory 
to the farm in cans that have just conveyed 
the milk.

The Heat Cure.

Medical journals occasionally take up the 
subject of treatment by means of heat. The 
method has not met with extreme favor be 
cause of errors in applying it. This form of 
alleviating pain and curing disease is by no 
means new, having been successfully prac­
tised by some of the laity for many years. 
The heat must be extremely dry to have the 
best effect. Steam or moisture is incom 
patible with success, for as soon as a suffi­
ciently high temperature is reached the 
steam renders it unbearable to the patient. 
One of the best and simplest ways to appl> 
dry heat is to till bottles or cans with boil- 
j ig water, wrap them in pieces of cloth and 
place them as near to the patient as can be 
borne. Neuralgia, rheumatism and digest­
ive disorders have been known to vanish 
like magic under this treatment. All that 
is necessary is to refill the vessels as often 
as required. They must be absolutely water 
tight, and not a drop of moisture must 
touch the wrappings, as this would create 
the steam which is so objectionable. Con­
gestive headaches and nervous attacks have 
been removed at once by this means.—riVor 
York Ledger.

How to Make Bad Butter.

Mrs E. R. Wood tells, in the Jersey Bul­
letin, what she would do to make poor butter. 
What die would do, agreeseo well with what 
a mie people are doing, ;hat we give it place 
i i our columns. The lady says :

“ I am not aware that I ever made any 
poor butter, and for nearly a score of years, 
butter, from my hands has brought25cents, 
or more a pound, the year round, which is I 
t’iink, evidence of merit. However, were I 
11 set out to make poor but 1er, the first thing 
I should do would be to let the milk (if set 
iu paos) eland until it was -covered with 
white spots, aud the next would be to allow 
the cream to remain until it was a mass of 
fermentation, before churning. Then, if the 
thermometer showed above 70 degree», when 
inserted in the cream, and the churn smelled 
decidedly cheesy, I should know I was on 
the right track. When the butter had 
“come’’in a soft “ rquashy ” mass, I would 
cake it out of the churn, and make a feint 
at washing it with cold water, salt it, aud 
after only half getting out the buttermilk, 
pack it away. There would be streaks and 
mottles caused by insufficiently incorporating 
the salt, the remaining buttermilk would 
soon become rancid (for what more quickly 
gels to smell “ old ” than buttermilk ?), the 
mold spores in the cream (in other words the 
bacteria) would begin to get iu their work, 
and I would have poor butter in averybhort 
time.”

A 
bottle of milk and magnesia should be kept 
on the waahstand und oach night, after b; uah 
ing the teeth just before retiring, some of it 
should be held in the mouth for a minute, 
that it may reach each side of every tooth. 
By this process a coating of the magnesia is 
firmed over the sensitive enamel, which is 
thus protected from the action of the acids 
that form in the mouth during sleep. The 
magnesia will remain on the teeth for three 
or four hour». Washing the mouth with a 
solution of bicarbonate of soda aLer eating 
so Or fruits or salads is also recommended by 
dentists, as the soda, like the magnesia, 
counteracts the injurious effect of the acid 
upon the enamel.

Choosing a Location.

The nearer a poultry man can get to his 
adopted marker, where he disposes of his 
fresh eggs, poultry, etc., the better, for ob­
vious reasons. But, on the other hand, it is 
best to keep out of city limits, as in a small 
towu or village land ia much cheaper, taxes 
a*-e lower, and there are less restrictions than 
in a city. So get as near the city as you can 
without getting into it and have au eye to 
good, eaty roads connecting your plant with 
your market. Time is mouey, and it is ex­
pensive. driving ten miles to market when five 
are all that should be necessary. Then, as 
to site, highness and dryness are of principal 
importance. Gold is not nearly as bad aud 
unhealthy for fowls as dampness. 1 he fosterer 
of colds, luug tr-ubles and roup. Build-your 
houses if possible upon high i>;.d dry hills or 
knells, with sandy or gravelly soil aud free, 
natural drainage.

One of the hardest things to convince 
moat people of ia that what looks to be clear, 
limpid ice may contain very dangerous im­
purities. One of the effects of freezing is to 
exclude such large and solid impurities as 
soil and other sediments. But this does not 
by any means guarantee that iu is free from 
bacteria, which swarm in all impure water 
and are only made dormant by being frozen 
in ice* It w never safe to put ice in drink­
ing water. If it is placed around a metal 
vessel filled with water it will cool it tit for 
drinking and with less waste of ice for the 
heat taken from the water than if the ice 
were put into it.

The Curative Onion—Dr. Allswortk says:

Cause of Sleep Walking—A correspondent 
of the New York Evening Post, referring to 
an instance in which a sleep walker was 
killed by falling from the roof of a house, 
says : “ Such accidents can easily be pre­
vented by laying upon the carpet by the side 
of the sleep walker’s bed a strip of sheet 
metal iron, zinc or copper, so wide and long 
that when he puts his feet out of the bed 
they will rest upon the metal. The coldness 
felt will waken him thoroughly, and he will 
go to bed agair.

To Remove Ink Stains.—Get a large basin 
and fill it with boiling water ; lay the part 
of the cloth that ia stained over the basin, 
letting the stain touch the water. Take as 
much oxalic acid as will cover the part and 
leave it in the water for a few minutes when 
the stain will disappear. This recipe will 
do for ink or iron mould stains.

Care of the Hair.—The head should be 
kept cool by night and day. The hair re­
quires considerable attention if it is to remain 
a thing of beauty and a joy for ever. As a 
rule, it is too much intefered with. “ Hands 
off,” is a good motto as regards the hair. 
Wash the hair about once a week with the 
yolk of a new laid egg in warm water ; a 
pinch or two of borax won’t hurt, but use 
nothing else. Do not dry roughly. After­
wards use only a moderately hard brush. 
Harsh treatment of the ecalp very often re­
sults in premature baldness, or in a scurfy 
state of the skin.—Gordon Stalles, M. D.,
