On thd recommendation of the Minister oT 
Agriculteur and under the provisions of the 
Act of the Parliament of Canada, 42 Victoria 
chapter 23, intituled M An Act to provide 
against infectious or contagious dieeseee effect­
ing animals'* made applicable to the North- 
West Territories by proclamation in 1883 ;

Hie Excellency by and frith the advice of 
the Queen’s Privy Council f« r Canada, has 
been pleased to order Sod it is hereby ordered, 
that the importation of neat cattle now per­
mitted from the United States and Territories 
Into the Province of Manitoba and the North- 
West Territory of Canada be and the same is 
hereby prohibited eicept On the following 
conditions, namely :

1. At Kmersôn, m Manitoba, or the points 
of Fort Walsh and Fort McLeod in the Pro­
visional Districts of Albert* end Awiniboie,#* 
such other point or points as may be hereafter 
indicated by the Minister of Agriculture.

2. .For stock or breeding purposes nest cattle
which have been brought to the Canadien 
frontier for importation may be allowed to 
cross, subject to the regulations hereinafter 
recited. ^

3. For transit, from West to E^st, through 
the Provincial Districts of Alberts end Aseiaiv 
hois, and the Province of Manitoba, via 
Em# non or Uretna,'to the Stale of Minnesota^ 
neat cattle may be allowed to cross the Cana­
dian frontier at the points of Fort Welsh end 
Fort MoLeod aforesaid, subject to the regula­
tions hereinafter recited.

4. At Bmersbn, such cattle coming from the 
Ehet shall not be allowed to cross the Canadian 
frontier nnleas after inspection by » duly 
authorised veterinary surgeon appointed by 
the Minister of Agriculture they shall be 
declared free from contagious disease, and 
also from well founded suspicion thereof ; end 
further. Sueti cattle shall be subject to a 
Quarantine of sixty days, or such othet period 
aa may appear to the Minister of Agriculture 
advisable.

<V Any cattle desired to be entered at the 
points ot Fort Walsh and Fort McLeod afore­
said, whether for stock or breeding purpose* 
ot lor transit, shall be inspected by » duly 
authorized veterinary surg on appointed by 
the Minister of Agriculture, and shall not be 
allowed to cross the Canadian frontier unless 
they are declared by i-uch surgeon to be free 
from contagious disease, end also from well- 
founded suspicion thereof.

8. The owner or owners of any such cattle 
desired te be entered at any cf th* point, 
aforveatd, shall, on making application for 
entry, produce a duly attested certificate, 
ndh atiog the Mute or Tmrttory and panic* 
lsr locality from which they may have been 
brought.

7. The importer of such cattle shall psy a 
fee, graded on a scale hereto annexed, to the 
Customs Officer or other person duly author­
ised to act as imh, for di fraying the esi* use 
of such inspection, the cattle not being allow- 
ed to cross the Canadian front tor until such 
fee is paid, th*t is to say, for :
