_ Bay or QuiNtE.~—A school pic-nic was held on the 8th instant,
in tho grove adjoining the Mohawk Church, situated on the shure of

this beautiful slicot of wator. The fine bell began tolling sbout 104
A.M., and soon groups of children with expectant facoes, wore seon
wonding their wny to the racrod edifico, for the day was to begin
with Divino service, and this gave the proceedings  religious and
Church-tonn. Theso were the Sunday School children bolonging to
Mill-Point, and the Church; tho respective Superintondents of
which are Miss Wilson and Rev, G. A. Anderson. Thoy did not,
howover, enter the Church at once, but wero stationed beneath some
trees, 80 that, when tho word was given, they might march to neot
theso who wero to aliare in the day's festivity,—the children of the
Indinn day schonls. They wero not long kept in susponse, for the
drum belonging to tho Indian Band gavo notico of the approach of the
procession. Tho Sunday Schools then marched two and two to
meet their fellows, and thoy all united at a short distance from the
church. It was a beantiful sight to sce tho littlo Mohawks, noatly
dressed, in company with their white achool-mates, m:m:{\ing »0
happily to tho sound of musio, towards tho House of God. Before
them was carried tho flag of tho Dohawk nation,—a beautiful silk
banner, with a lifo sizo portrait of good King George, who gave thom
tho land , and about mudway in tho procession appeared tho Union
Jack. Tho childron buing seated in the centro nislo, tho morning
sorvico was said by the Rev. G. W. White, of Camdon, all, especial-
ly tho children, who are carofully trained in this duty, respondin
heartily At the closoof tho servico, their csteamod pastor anform
tho children, that. tho day having beon usherod in suitably, their
tomporal wanta would be attended to ns soon as their friends could
sprend the good things in tho adjuining grove. Itisalways ploasant
to sco an intorost manifested by the elder ;;:u-z of tho community.
More particularly was it gratilyaug to seo the contnbutiuns, which
this oncu savage, but now civilizod, (because chnatinmized,) tribo of
Indianslaid upun t x;gm Each had evidently dono his best. Thus,
with tho quota furnishod by tho parcats of the whito childron, made
o foast which could compare favuurnbly with any other country pic-
nic. After tho children’s wants wore attended to, and after the
claima of naturo were alsu satiaficd Ly the adults, simple gamos were
introduced , the childron of the furust contending 1in o frendly
manner with thoir companivns. Whon tired of tlus, their good
father and wuthor, as they dolight to call thut pustor and hia wife,
lod tho way to the parsonage, where thuy werv entertamed with
music and singing, by Mrs, Andersun ond other fniends,  After
this, the children wers again called together in the vpen air, and
short addresses woro deliverod by the Rov. Messrs. Anderson and
White, the Indian interpretor, and another of the tribe. The
interproter spake in his native language, and alluded to the approach-
ing visit of his Rnyal Highness, the Prince of Wales. puinting out
to the children, the advantage of religious training, ns excmplified
by the younger membors of the Royal family, and exhorted them to
be nlways loyal to their Sovercign and their Church. Tho address,
which the two Indian delegates are to present at Hamilton, was also
read. It was couched in the figurative language peculiar to thia
race,~—was shortand to the point.  The Indian choir then sang two
Hymus in their nativo languago, and in their ‘usual swoet manner.
The wholo company united in singing the National Anthem ; the
Benediction was then pronounced by MMr. Anderson, Throe cheers
were afterwards given for the Queen, the Prince of Wales, and M.
and Murs, Anderson, and all returned to thoir homes with grateful
and happy hearts.—Communicated,

GREAT BRITAIN.

Sociery ¥or THE PROPAGATION OF THE GospeL.—At the late an-
niversary of the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel, which
is the oldest Dlissionary Tustitution of the country, o specisl reli-
glous service was hold on the occasion in St. Paul’s Cathedral,
which was attended by tho Archbishop of Canterbury, the Arch-
bishop designato of York, tho Lord Mayor, the Bishops of London,
Oxford, Carlisle, Winchester, and St. David’s, Dr. Milman, the
Dean, Archdeacon Hale, a considerable number of Dletropolitan
Clergy, and a large miscellaneous congregation. The whole choir
of the Cathedral was in attendance, reinforced’ by members of the
chours of the Chapel Royal and Westmimster. The Society, which
was incorporated by William IIL in 1701, has now been engeged
for 157 years in endeavouring to plant the Church of Christ among
our countrymen abrosd and smung the heathen. From North

America, 1701, its uperations have gradually been extended to the
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West Indies (1710,) Australia (1705,) India (1818,) South Africa
(1820,) Noew Zoaland (1839,} Ceylon (1840,) and Dorneo (1840 )
When tho Society was first founded, there were probably not 20
Clergymen of the Church of England in thoso lande  There are
now congregations in the pastoral caro of upwards of 3,000, of
whom 413, statioued generally in the moat destituto places, are
assisted by the Socraty.  Thero have been established in the British
Colomes 17 Colleges, in which clergymen aro oducated, to 14 of
which the Society lends ai.  The Briiish posscesions abrond oxe
tond over a surface of about 0,000,000 xjuare miles, and are the
soat of 38 Bishoprics. Iu 1861 the Socioty’s incomo was £102,693.
The demand on its resonrces increases, year b{ i;mr At tho Ser-
vico tho Prayers were read by the Rav. Mr, Wehber, the sub-Dean
of tho Oathedral, and tho Lossons by the Rev. Mr. I'ovah, a Minor
Canon. The sormon was proached by Dr. Villiers, the Bishop of
Cartlisle. A collection was made at the end of the Service in aid
of the funds of tho Inatitution.—~The Society has resolved upon
the ostablishment of two oxhibitions, vne at Oxford, and oue at
Cambridge, for the purposo of securing the sorvices of tho clergy-
mon well qualified, by apecial study and proparation, for the work
of Evangelists in India, whother amonyg Hindoosor Mohawminedans,
Tho election of the first two missionarics at each University will
tako place in 1801,

Tho vocently passed Act againat Brawling in Chiwrchies, Church-
yards, or Meoting houses in England and Ircland, has come into
oporation. It transfors tho jurisdiction mn those cases from the
Leclosiastical Courts to the Justices of the peace. who are ewe
powered to imposo a fine of not moro than £5, or mflict 1mprisons

ment for a period not exceeding two months, ~ As offenders may be
ai)prehond by any congtablo or churchwarden of tho patish or
place where the offonco shall bo committed,” it cannot now be

alleged that tho legal romedy for such disturbances 1s arither diffienit
or costly; and tho Bill will auswer its purposo very well if the
option of paying o fino be occasionally withheld, ot all ovouts iu
the caso of ringleaders, upon whom a few daya’ unpnsonment would
genarally havo a much more salutary effoct amn a heavy fine,

By commission from the Bishop of Exeter, Bishop Trowor has
lately administored tho rite of Confirmation in thirty-five places in
Cornwall and Dovon ; and also consecrated thirteen additional burial

unds.  Thoe conlirmations bogan at Exetorin tho Cathedral, May
19th, and ended in tho Scilly Isles, Juno 25th  Bishop Trower was
installed on the 5thanst., ns (honorary) Sub-Dean of Exeter.

Two new churches aro about to be erected in Wostminister, uno
dedicated to St. Petor, in tho parish of St. James', Picendilly, ouo
gentleman (a 1mr'uhionor% having subscribed upwards of £4000 to
tho undertaking, Hor Majesty tho Queen and sovernl of the nobil.
ity have liborally subscribed towarda the croction of the now church,
Asite has beon socured and plang prepared for the erection of
another now church, to bo dedicated to St. Jawnus-the-Loss,

The foundation stone of St. Potor's Church, Windmill Streots
Hpnymarket, was laid on tho 25th ult,, by the Eari of Dorby.

The oxamples set by the rioters of St George's-in-the-East, has
been followed at a Wesleyan Chapel at Cudloy lﬁill, Bradford. The
building had been only recently erveted by the Wesloyan Roforners,
but tho control of 1t had shpped into the hands of the New Con-
nexion, two-thirds of their y being of that variety On the
occasion, however, of thew inviting one of their own views to
preach, the congregation sung him down with a hymn, aud tho ox-
citement has now got to such a head that the polico are present
during service.

The following very intoresting statement 1s takon from n letter
of tho Rov. J. Brane, of Westleigh : I sond you tho resnlt of an
attompt made hero to waintain a church, in which the Prayer Book
is very fully carried out, by the contributions of a congregation of
working people. The district is very poor; nine-tonths of the pro-
perty is in the hands of non-residents; the congregntion cousists of
colliors, silk-weavers, and factory-workers ; and all the seats are free
snd unappropriated.  Wo have fortunately no ‘middle class,’ und
wo aro at a distance from any great town,  Our Services aro, Daily
Prayors; on Sundays, three Services. Tho Holy Eucharist is
celebrated, of course, every Sunday, and on all Saints’ Days. Woe
have o surpliced choir of twonty-two men and boys, who sorve
gratuitously ; on great festivals no stinted style of decoration ; and,
though not quite all wo ought to be, wo are, I believe, tuore *ad-
vanced’ than any other Church in this part of the kingdom.
Whether theso things are populer or not the following figures may
tell. The amounts contrnibuted by the congregation, through the
weekly Offertory, and monthly eveiung, and other occasional collec
tions, have been :—

~ee tho Duke of Newcastle, the Queen’s Prine Sinister, wh uppointed &
ume to sec me. Mr. John Brii{ht went with me, aleo a Quaker nod his
wife. (Mr. John Bright is & Quaker wo.) The Duke was very kind and
asked me many q..stions about the Indians, which I answered as well ns I
could.  So at the cluse of our couveriation he promised ine he would Jet
me know when I would see the Queen, 80 in n few days the letter camo
to my friend, ut whose houee I nm stopping.

The Canadian Church Rress,
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Wx arc glad to learn that there is a prospect of an immediate
election of a Bishop for the Eastern Diocese. At the last mect-
ing of the Episcopal Trust Fund Committee, it wns ennounced
that the Bishop of Toromo was prepared to request the per-
mission of the Governor General to hold an clection, when
#£7,500 should have beex sccured by mortgage. Thereseems tobe
no room for doubting that by the next mesting of the Committee
in September, this sum will be secured, and we shall be able to
congratulate the Diocesc on the approaching event, upon which,
under Providence, so much depends.  His Lordship has in fact
acknowledged the rensonableness of the proposition broached in
our article of August 18th, and has consented to modify the
former conditions for the clection, so far as to reduce the
required minimum of landed sccuritics by the sum of £2,500.
Por this concession our Bishop is entitled to the warm thanks of
the new Diocese, which, though about to he removed from his
immediate jurisdiction will ever gratefully acknowledge itself,
even in this the latest, though not the least important, of his
Lordship's official acts. It only remains for the Committee to
arrange the funding of notes sufficient to complete the required
sum, and this may casily be accomplished ; in fact we understand
that the notes in Brockville and Ottawa City. as yet unfunded,
will be more than cuough for the purpose, and that these have
been tendered for by gentlemen in those Parishes, and will be
funded before next meeting.  This is so far satisfactory, and we
trust that nothing will prevent the sub-committee from putting
ma*ters in such a shape, as will justify a Deputation waiting on
the Bishop immediately after their next meeting, and requesting
him to name a day for the election. It will doubtless give our
Diocesan heartfelt pleasure to see a third Diocese set off,. He
will with feclings of satisfaction and thankfulness surrender into
other, but pot abler hunds than his own, the government of a
large portion of the present Diocese. He will anticipate with

confidence increased prosperity to the Church when the Epirco-
pate shall be increased in proportion to the colarged ficld of
1abour kimsclf has opcned out in the Lord's vineyard in this
Province. Evcry Churchman must also feel in the preset
emergency that bis Lordship ought to have his hands strengthe
encd in his nable endeavour ta maintain the integrity of Trinity
College, and we need ot eay how largely the presence of the
Bishop of the Eastern Dioceze #ill contribute to that end,  We
look forward therefore incommon with the church at Iargs with
great anxicty for the report of the Committee next month.  Wo
Velieve that ¢imely cxertion will sccure a epeedy termination
to the lengthened suspenee in which the Eastern Dioccee has
been kept, ~will graiify onr vencrable Disccaan by the sight of
the ripened fruits of his loving labours, and his fostering care of
God's heritage, and add a sccond Bishop, would that we might
say n third, to the working members of the Corporation of Trinity
Sollege.

THE DIVISION OF PARISHES.

Tus parochial system would scem to be an institution casential
to the efficiency of the Church. In cvery rightly constituted
christian soclety, it sooncr or Iater bgcomes the recognised plan
of administration, both clergy and people mutually deriving
considerable advantages under it, It riscs superior to the mere
congregational device, which engonders sclfishness ; and in the
larger citics and towns, surrenders the sittings in Churches to
those whose purscs arc best filled. The poor man is thrust out
nlmost altogether, and the apititual dutics and ministrations of
the clergymnn are narrowed down to that circle of worshippers
who me in the habit of frequenting the Church.  *Go ye into
the highwaye and hedges, and compel them to come in that My
house may be fall”* ¢ Say to him that the Jcpers arc cleansed,
the dumb speak, the lame walk, and the poor have the gospel
preached unto them.”  These commands are slighted, if not
practically disregarded, and the spiritually duinb, halt and lame,
have no angel to trouble the waters of life for them, nor.have
the poor the full opportunity of having the gospel preached to
them. But we will take cven higher grounds than this. For
cighteen hundred yaars the news of gospel salvation has been
proclaimed in most civilized nations; it is known that a covenant
of mercy has been opencd with inan~the proclamation has been
londly made, so that thousands wait but to beled to & know-
ledge of its truc worth. We have now to bring these multitudes
to their knees to be hallowed in prayer.  Now without organiza-
tion such scattered sheep cannot be gathered; without some
external houndary lines, the sheep-fold cannot be defined, and as a
consequence wanderers stray hither and thither, looking it may
be in vain for some hand gently to guide them, and yet remain-
ing unknown to the Shepherd, as the sheep are to him.

Now that & clergyman may have it in his power to act upon
his flock 8o as to accomplish that which is ncarest his heart, he
must have a fixed arca in which he may work—to say that he
is only responsible for those who frequent the Church or place
of worship under his care is not cnough, he is in duty bound to
bring in all that he can, but as he is only onc of A number of
workers, he must so regulate his labour as not to interfere
“with another’s bmlding *~~besides the duty of converting men
to the truth, there nre also other christian obligations to be
discharged, fecding the hungry, visiting the sick, and relieving
the necessities of the saints ; that this can only be efficiently
done by a rigid system of visitation is evident, and as man has
but o certain degree of physicai endurance, it is not only most
convenient, but it is absolutely necessary for the economy of
time and strength, that he should know where and when, he is
to work. In short the parochial system has outlived every
other, it invariably supplsats every other, and the sooner we
commence it in Canada the better. We therefore sincerely hope
that the time is not far distant, when our venerable Bishop
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will do for the City of Toronto, what ho has already done for the

Church in Hamilton, and that he will issuc a commistion to fix
pavochial limits, The poorer members of the Church are trore
deeply intcrested in the matter than their wealthicr neighbours,
and for their sakes twve carnostly move the consideration of the
subject. It is a great mistake to leave in an unscitled state
questions of ruch importance, and the Lord Bishop well knows
that his peeple, both clerical and lay, look up to him with the
utmost confidence for redress, as well as for the correction of
errors when pointed out.
