1In an article which
we print elsewhere, a missionary of Mr. Clough's
own society gently intimates that he himself cher-
ishes such fears ; while he charitably hopes, rather
than confidently believes, that his fears may here-
after prove groundless. We have from Mr. Clough’s
own pen a narrative, which press of work alone
prevented him from furnishing for a previous num-
