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THE WORSHIP AND PATRONAGE OF
ST. ANNE.

(Conicnued.)
SILENCE OF THE GOSPELS CONCERNING ST. ANNE.

‘Weoare sometimes inclined to ask with astonishmont
why Holy Seripturc makes such little mention of
cerlain persons whose glovious destinies are con-
nected with the worls of o0r Redemplion ; why, gene-
rally, the Sacrel Writings aro reticent concerning
tho details of their virtues and the various events of
their lifo. A singlo page might contain all that
relates dircctly to Mary, while St. John tho Baptist is
revealed to us betore his econception : he is shown to
us “ leaping in his mother’s womb; " we see him at
his birth, in the desert, preaching, on tho banks of the
Jordan, in his captivity and at his death. Our Lord
Himself speaks of Ilis Forerunner in torms of the
highest praise. On the other hand, mention is hardly
found of St, Joseph, and silence covers the life, tho
virtues, and even the blessed names of St Anne and
her pious husband, St. Joachim.

At first sight, this conduct of the 1loly Spirit seoms
strange ; but, ¢n roflection, we toon discern therein a
profonnd wisdom, a3 in all the works of God. This
mysterious silence is equal to praise, and more than
praige, ginco it gives to these holy Patriarchs a lot
similar to that of Mary and Joseph, and shows them
1o us indivectly under the ieflecting rays of ko
Humanity of Jesus. Are not all these i'lustrious
figures grouped in the same picture of which OQur Lord
occupies the foreground ? /Do not all the glories of the
Man-God shine on their venorable heads ¢ Indecd, the
faithful soul cannot, in her clevations, separato them
from Jesus ; she caanot think of Him without her
thonght turning towards them, nor love Him without
loving and thanking those who were His family, Ilis
race, and the-blood of which Ile was born. The soul
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caunot, in a word, forgot those whoso oxistonce was
mado coordinate to His own,whose virtuoes, modelled in
advanco according to IHis teachings. desorved for us
soch a Rodeemor, such a Jesus. This oxeeptional
position, these privileges, reward of their holiness,
placo them so high in the estoem, tho veneration and
love of ITeaven and earth, that human speoch becomes
poworless to praise them worthily. Sach is porhaps
one reason of the rilonce of Iloly Scripture; the Ioly
Gthost would have preferred leaving to our filial pioty
the loving task of seeking what they were in the cyes
of God. No, indeed, St. Anne and St. Joachim are
not, in the Gospel-Scene, entirely cast into the shade,
since they share in the glories of Christ, since
their justico has attracted the oye of the Father of A
Morcy, sinco the immaculate Lily springs up in their
heart and is begotten of their blood. Is not the fact
of having merited such a favor, for St. Anue particu-
larly, a proof that che has greatlly surpassed the limits
of ordinary holiness ? ¢ Who shall find & vecliant | . >
woman ? Tar, anl from the uttormost coasts is the
price of her.” (**)

According to the Blessed Thomas of Villanova, the
glory aund holinees of 8t. Anne and St. Joachim were
altog >thor hidden in God ; like Mary, their most holy
daughter, and Josoph, her chaste husband, thoy
contrived, with profound humility, to hide the splendor
of their merits from the oyes of men. It was therefore.
well-nigh useless to expose to tho gaze of the vulgar
a picture of virtues boyond their reach, of marvels
saceessible only to the ineditation of interior souls..
Beides, if the unbelieving Jews were shocked at the
abagement of the Incarnate Word and scandalized by
His teachings; if, despite fo many miracles, they
would not ackuowledge His divine mission, what
respect would they have shown for lives stamped .=
with the samoe abriegation, the same spirit of sacrifice? ¢ ..

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Our Lord bade dofiance to the seovn of His contem
poraries, but He would not allow blasphemy to assail
His Mother, nor the vonerable pavonts of His Mother,
hy exposing their existence to untimely publicity.
He thereforo caused a veil of discvetion to be drawn
over the interior of that all-heavenly family, #o as to
shield them trom tho outrages of Ilis enemies,
On the other hand. 1 munitestation of the angelic
life of His parents woul!l not have heon without a
dangerous inflaence over the unealtured mind of the
pagan ; it might casily have given rise t» misappro-
hension, xet upon his superstitions imagination, und
cause them to be adored as divinitics. [t was a like
danger that rendered the early Church so pradent
concerning the public worship offered to tho Virgin,
the Saints and theiv relies. Such is the reason why
the Church first set out in wrelief, by her wiitten
teaching, Jesus; her Invine Chief, raserving to hersell
tho duty of making up, by hev oral tradition, for the
caleulated silence of Scripture concerning the rcultus
of Mary and the Saints. She waited that better times
might favor a munifestation whose splendor woald
add to the triumph of the Sacred Iumanity. Ttis,
therefore, evidont that that silence is both worthy
of Divine Wisdom and more glorious for St Aune and
St-Joachim, than praise below their merit A venerab'e
* Prelate, who is an lonor to the IFeench Episcopacy,
gives a still more conclusive solution of the question,
which we reproduce textually.

SAINT ANNL DE BEAUPRE.

The chapel during all these years had boen served
by missionaries, amongst whom where Jesuits,
Franciscan friars of the branch kaown a8 Observan-
tines or Recollects, and seculur priests from the Semi-
nary of Quebee. The lives and incidents in tho lives
of many of them are replete with interest. The first
recorded is Futher André Richard, of the Society.of
Jesus, who was a missionary ; the eecond, Father
Lemercier, also a Jesuit missiopary. The latter had
been for almest twenty years laboring in the Huron
missions, of which he was afterwards Superior, He
left Quebee in 1685 and died in the Antilles. Another
pastor of St. Anne’s from 1690 to 1699 was M. Filion, |
a gocular priest, who was drowned returned by canoe
‘from Baie Saint-Paul under the following heroic
circumstiances. Thore were some others in the canoe
with him, and in attempting their rescue he lost his

own life.  Just as he brought the lasi passenger to

shore he was strack by a floating spar, which hurled
him among the rocks and caused his death. His body
wag found by a young girl named Bouchard. With
tender revorence she placed it in a birch-bark coffin
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and planted a_cross above it. Somo- days later she
brought it to Capo St. Anve, lelting it float aftor her
canoo. 'Y'radition adds that on its being buried next
day in tho little village whoro the dead priost had
ministored, a superb cross of gold was placod abovo it.
This young girl afterwards became a sister of the
Covgregation of” Notre-Dame in Montrenl, under the
name of Sceur St-Paul. Monsieur Morel, also for some
time at St. Anne's, enjoys the distinction of bsing the
fivst Canadian priost. M. Portnouf, who, aftor leaving
Potit-Cap and its shrine, becamo curé of St. Joachim,
was foiced to place himself at tho head of his parish-
joners to offer resistance to the Tnglish, who were
putlting ovorything to fire and the sword. Ile, with
many of his little band,fell victims of their own heroism
on the 23d of August, 17569, and the -brave curé was
buried without a coffin.

In or about 1871 the first steps were taken towards
the orection of the present chuvch (*). In May, 1872, the
Bishops of the Province issued a Pastoral Letter call-

. ing upon the faithfal to unite heart and soul in thisen-

terprise. The parishioners at once subscribed amongst
themselves the sum of sixteen thousand dollars, and
the foundations of the new structure wore luid as cavly
as June, 1872. Bu! the parishioners were not left alene
in ths work, Irom all parts of the Province subscrip-
tions poured i, and hosts of pilgrims tlocked thither,
bringiog offerings to lay at the feet of the ©“ good St.
Anne.” The new church, which has cost close upon two
hanired thousand dollars, is fitty-lwo feet long by

“sixty-tour broad. - The steeple is iorty-five feet high,

The whole stands as a splendid monument of the faith
and love of the people. It isin vain that petty and

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foolish sneors aredirected against the superstitious »
belief of the Fremch-Canadian peasant. Still with
lofty and generous trust in the powor of God, the
people of the Provinco of Quebec havo gathered about,
the sanctuary of the mother of Mary and built this
stately templo in her honor. In 1876 the new church
was solemly blessed. The Archbishop, followed by
prieste, acolytes, the students of the Seminary, and &
vast concourse of people, bore the relic from the old
church to the new. Bvery year pilgrimages go thithor
from various parts of the Province.

The year of 1876, the year of the building of the
new church, was crowned by a rescript of His %oliness
Dius IX, boaving date the Tth of Msy, by which he
declared 5t. Anne patroness of the Province of Quebec,
as long ago St. Joseph had been declared patron of ali
Canada., “This decree was received with universal joy
by the faithful,

The iuterior of the church ig adorned with eight
altars, the high altar being the gift of his Grace Mgr
Taschereau, of Quebec ; the Blessed Virgin’s, that of
the Bishop of Montreal ; one to the Sacred Heart of
Jesus, that of tho Bishop of St. Hyacinth ; while St.
Josepl’s is donated by the Bishop of Ottawa, the Holy
Angels by the congregation of St. Viatear.

Two really beautiful stained windows which adorn
the chancel ave the gift of four parishioners. Various
pictures upon the wills commemorate remarkable
deliverances from shipwreck and the like. Such is Lie
Pére Pierre and the crew of the ship Saint-Esprit -
making a vow to St. Anne ; or the king's vessel, Le
éros, on the point of foundering ; or yet another
caught in the ice and saved through the intercession
of 8t.- Anne. Of tihe artistic excellence of many of
these pictures we say nothing.—(From “ Tle Catholic

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A MIRACULOUS CURE THROUGH 'THE
INTERCESSION OF ST. ANNE.

Laconia, May 4, 1888.

Roverend L, Lindsay,
Editor of the Annals of St. Anne.
Dear Sir,

Four years ago, 1 was hurt in tho back by being
thrown from a sleigh whilst out driving. At ﬁrst,unwiﬁ-
jng to believe that I had sustained any serious injury
from the accident, and thinking it simply a cold that
had settled in tho muscles of the back, I noglected it
for a few weeks, But at last, I was forced to consult
one of our local physicians, and was undor his caro for
ton months, Finding myself getting worse instoad of
better, I decided to go to Baston for attendance.
Accordingly, in the following January, I went {o
Boston, entering one of the best hospitals there for
treatment., Whilst thore, I was under the care of some
of Boston’s ablest surgeons and physicians, and all that
human science and kindness could do to relieve mo
was done ; but with very poor results, as my left foot
soon began to trouble me, and I was later struck with
paralysis from the waist downward., In March of the
following year, they decided that nothing more could
be done for my case, so I was brought back to Taconia
on a stretcher, hoping that death would soon come
and end it all,

After my arrival at home, my folks wished me to’
try another doctor hore. I hesitated for some time,
I had gone through so much and tried so many
different treatments, that I thought there could not be
anything left to try, and it wounld be simply a uscless
oxpense. But after a few months, I consented, this
- time calling in a Canadian doctor, who, after the
examination, said he wonld put an extension on my
left foot to try to -bring it to its normal length, (it
had grown shorter than the other one), and in time
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porhaps I might become able to sit up. But after weariag
u weight of thirty pounds from May until September,
this too, like all other efforts, failed, leaving me worse
than ever.

Over and over again, they thought it was but a
question of a few hours or days, when death would
come and reliove me ; but God had other ends in view,
as e would neither lot me die nor get better. In Oct.
1886, an absceas formed under the arm, which resisted
all the doctors’ offorts to scatter, and grew larger
ovory day, sometimes causing the arm to swell as far
a3 the elbow. Daring all this time I had had masses
offored, novenas made to Our Lady of Perpotual Help,
St. Anne and St. Joseph, promising to make a pilgrim-
ago to Ste Avne de Beaupré, as soon as I could walk a
fow steps. All were equally unsuccessful, for during
twenty months,I had not even turned on my side in bed.
At last, T decided to malke the pilgrimage justas I was,
asking God to either mercifully let me die or relieve
mo in somd measure, to give mo back the use of my
limbs, if only enough to enable me to sit up a little and
move my body myselfin bed. I did notdream ofasking
for & perfect cure. People here said I should be dead
ere I reached Montreal, if I attempted to go. But I
know my life was in God's hands, and Xe would do
what was best. So, on Friday Sept. 23, 1887, I started.
My friends tried to persuade me at lepst to leave
on some other day than Friday,saying it was unlucky ;
but I deliborately chose it, knowing that I should have
to make the journey in one of the baggage-cars, my
bed being too wide to be placed in the other coachos;
and, as the slightest motion caused me pain, the jolting
of the cars would make me suffer greatly. And as
our Liord suffered Himself on that day, I thought that
%erhaps He might talke pity on me and eund it all.

at, Oh ! I did not dream of the awful agony L did
have to endure until we reached Montreal. Kven at
this late day it makes ms shudder to think of it.




From Montroeal to Quebec, as we travellod by boat, it
was somewhat oasier, but still very {;ninful, and,
on arriving at Quebee, [ found mysolf unable to pursue
my Journey any farther , sv, wo crossed the river to
tho Lovis sido, whero I stopped at my brothor’s, Mr.
John H. Powell, for a fortnight, trying to porsunde
him to take mo on to St-Anno do Beaupré. A% first
he refused, saying it was madness, and it St. Annc was
going to cure me, sho would do it whero I was. At
Iast he consented, saying he was taking mo thero only
to die. So, on Sunday, Oct. 9, we left Quebec for St.
Anne, intending io make a novona at tho famous
shrino. Contrary to our expectations, this part of the
journey was comparatively easy. I sufferod a little.
of course, hatl nothing compared to the provious part
of my journey. Arriving too late for Mass, my brother
procured lodgings for iy sister, who had accompanied
mo through all the weary journey, and for myself, at
a short distance from the church, and from which T
was carried to chiurch every morning to hear Mars,
The Revorend Redemptlorist Fathers residing at St.
Anne joined me in making tho novena, and, until the
evening of the seventh day, Ifolt easior than I had for
the two previous years. I did not suffer much, and felt
sure St. Anne would holp me. But on Saturday, the
seventh day of the novena, towards evening, the old
ain returned, increasing overy hour throughout the
ong night, I ias going to Ioly Communion the
next morning, and I thought as omr Lord gave
Himself to me, IIe would suroly give me relicf at the
same time, and that hope sustained me during the
long hours that I had to wait. As communion time
came, I tried to move, but found myself as helpless as
evor, and had to communicate as usual in my bed, the
ain increasing cvory moment, and so Mass ended.
at change there was, was for the worse. I felt
that God did not intend to hLelp me, and for a faw
moments, I was bitterly disappointed, and could nof”
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holp asking lim why Ho was forgotting me ; but ’

only for a fow moments. Then L knew God knew best,
and as Ilo would not cure mo, Ilo would probably ond
it all soon. It would bo best so. So I gave up all hopes
of holp, asking instedd for strength enough to bear
atiently whatever pain was still in store for me, aud
eciding to leave St. Anne’s on the foliowing day, as
my novens would then be over.

Tho mon then came to carry me to the boarding-
house, whore they placod me in the dining.room. A
heavy fur circalar had been laid over me in the
morning, as the weather was chilly, and, ar 7 sound it
very hoavy, I asled my sister to romove it. As she
was doing 80, & queor suffocating feeling came over
mo, and, at the same time, it seemed as though some
unknown force compelied me {0 get up. I uncon-
sciously pushed my sister aside, and, befure I realized
it, I was on my feet and half way across the room,
there stopped by one of the men who had carried me

knew then I was on my feet once more, without help
and perfectly cured. The pain had all Jeft me and hag
never returned —my back is as strong to day asit ever
was, When I realized that I was really cured, we all
knolt down and said nine Ave Maria's in thanksgfving.
