The teachers of Nova Scotia have already acquired a re-
putation beyond those of any other part of America for their
voluntary devotion to and success in the cultivatiori of the 0b,
serving faculties of the pupils under their charge. AnldO
first line of biologists, a few widely known already in the wor'd
has made its appearance.

The three columns on the next page give respectiveYp
(1) the naines of the teachers. (2) the naines of the SChOOl
sections, and (3) the numnbers of observations recorded.

The number of observations generally indicates the in
terest taken in the work by the respective schools. E-vn a

In performing the duty of selecting and prescribing text
bOoks for the Public Schools, the Council of Public Instruction
has avaiîed itself as fully as possible of the knowledge and ex-
Pelience of those who are engaged in the practical work of educa-
t'en. The sole aim of recent modifications has been to securc
at a reasonable cost, a series of texts adapied for use in schools.
Change in authorized books is in itself a very undesirable thing.

Instructors and teachers are reminded-

(1) That the course of study for common schools encour-
ages an economical expenditure for thc text books by providing
a 8YStem of oral instruction for junior classes. Tloo manv teach-
ers try to satisfy themselves in respect to their more youthful
PUPils by placing in their hands text books flot needed in any
ease, and worse than useless-when unaccompanied by pi oper

Oral exposition. A text book should not be required for a child
1tîl he is prepared to use it intelligently.

(2) That the regulation which makes it illegal and im-
Proper for a teacher to introduce unauthorized texts, by no
nieans hiriders him from giving his pupils the benefit of other
tratises to whose explanations hie may attach importance.
