FROM NEW ZEALAND.

Dear Christian,—Thoseasonof depression through
which New Zealand, in common with many other
parts of the world, has been passing, shows siyns
of change ard a more hopeful prospect is in view.
There are, however, notwithstanding the long and
loud complaints of dull tinios, many circumatances
which go to cause doubts of the times. bainy sc bad
as they are represented. Ouo of these is the amount
of drinking and drunkenness which is met with.
Horse racing and betting also flourishes. . The
extent to which tho Intier are carried on in these
zolonies is simply appalling, and is producing disas-
torous results, especially among young men. Tho
fascination ef batting, combined with the facilities
which exist for indulging it, has rnined largo nud-

bore, and 50 yreat has the ovil becomo that itforts
are being mado to have it put down by furco of law.
At o recont moeting of the Gunural Assombly of
the Presbyt’orian Church of Now 7 a'and, resoln.
11008 woro passo | urging upon the people and the
parlament the urgont uec-ssity fur sowo ao:i‘on
botug takon to suppress the gambling spirit whioh
is abroad. I feel sure thae this is a stop in the
right direction. Theroisnleo streng nnd inorc:\oi-\‘g
tide of prohibition to the hquor traflis, which is
making itsolf felt in various ways. Lnst wouk in
Anckland at tho clections of members of the
Licevsing Cominittees, the publican and browenrs’
candidatos wera beaten by the temporanco party in
overy dustrict sud by Jarge majoritics. ‘This moans
the closing of several of the lotels and the strict
anrroillanco of those that are left. Lest year the
publican party won by a narrow majority. The
temperanco workers in Anckland'arg energetic and
practical, and though prohibition is the wubject
aimod at, thoy are not desireus of forcing it upon
tho publio bofure they are ready for it. Graat
pro: ress has been madoe in the past four yosrs,

“ Of tho mahing of books thoreis noend.” Not-
withstanding the offurts at Christian Unien, this
qnoutation applics to tho makiug of sects professing
to be followers of Christ and Hie Aposties. THe
Freo Church of Tongs, the establishment of which
L montioned in a former letter, as woll as the
unhappy ovonts which followed, atill continnes to
flourish in spite of the oppositinn of the Wesloyan
Church, to which sect the membars of the Frao
Ohuroh formerly bolonged. Efforts aro now boing
mado to effect a reconciliation, by granting thit
which the Tonyans asked for,—~a local conferondo
and freedom from foreign control. It is doubtful
whether this will ho done, and if not, snother
peranont seot has been added to the hostalready in
‘oxisteace. Tho Salvation Army keops up ite poise
and show, but the novelty has worn: off, and withit
wuch of the atiractiveness both fur the saved and
the unsaved, and as a consequence somb ‘of the
formor are going back to the Jatter, I cannot but
admire the onergy and solf-denial which oharacter-
zes tho work of many of its oftficers. The move-
ment has done good in many casoes that have come
undor my own observation, but.itis lacking in the
aJemonts which affect a growth in-knowledge and in
araco and in conformity with theswill of God.
Brass bands, gold lace, red jerseys and military
titles are all very well fur a time, but they soon tive
ar.d cannot compensate for the want of the Water
of Life, which alune satisfies the thirat of those who
drink of it

Our Australian brethen have, since 1 wroto you
concorning Brother Groen’s mission to America,
grown quite a erop of *¢ Bible colleges.” No less
than three incipient institutious aro now at work,
A« Melbourne, Bro, Henshelwoud, who has recently
come over from the Presbyterian Church, has con-
monced a Bible sohool at theSwanston streot church,
in accordancoe with a condition which that church

~Mate, xiil.

This parable of the Saviour is the sccond on re-
vord. Tho firat is the parable of the sower, in
which was but onopeod and one sowor. In thisaro
two xeeds and two sowers. In that tho seed is the
word of (Jod; in this both secds ure men and wo-
men. Jesus kindly oxplains both parables to His
disciples, and leaves tho explanation opet for our
bonofit.

In this parablo he likena the kingdom of heaven
to two seods. The good is sown by the Sun of
Man; tho bad or tares by the dovil. Both are tu
grow togethor until the harvest, or the ond of this
world, and are then to bo gathered and separated by
the angols.

Notwithstanding Jesus' explanation, mavy and
oonflicting views are held of tho meaning of this
parable. Perhaps thoso most entitled to our con-
sidoration are the two respecting the meaning of
the kingdom of hesven— ono holding it to ropresent
the world, the other the church of Christ. These
two we will considor fairly; and at the start of our
investigation cite overy passsge in the parable
where tho word ** kingdom * vccurs and place aftor
it in brackets sevarally the words ** the world " and
¢¢ the ohurch," because the true meaning of a word
used instoad of it will give the correct meaning of
tho passage.

Vorse 24: Another parable put He forth to them
aaying, The kiogdowm of heaven [the ohurch] or [the
world] is likenad to a wmau who sowed good seed in
his field,

Vorse 38: The fiold is the world, the good seed
ars the children of the kingdom [the church] or [the
world}.

Vorss 41: The Son of Man shall send forth His
sogels, aud they shall gather out of His kingdom
[the world] or [tha church] all things that offend,
ete., eto.

Verse 43: Then shall the righteous shine forth
in the kingdom [the world] or [the church] of their
Father.

We 860 in all these places that the ** world " is
not a proper substitute for the *‘ kingdon:,” and
that ‘¢ the church” is, and hence we take the
church %o be itsa meaning, sud conclude that the
Church of Christ will have in it both good sned
snd tares uatil the harvest. This is taught iu this
parable, and it is alsc taught elaborately in other
purables whioh will come under our notice.

While we feet fully conficmed in this view of the
parable, we smee what appears to others strong
objections to it, whioh it is but just to consider,
&s we think they can be fairly removed by the
force of truth.

Objection I, Jesus tells us the field is the world,
which settles that part. Now if the seod is sown
in the field, or the world, and grows there until the
harvest, and it grows also in the kingdom till har-
vest, will not that prove the kingdom and the
world to be thie aame? I¥ot necessarily, A man
cronsing from Europs to America comas on the
Atlantic. He also comes on a steamship, but this
doos not make the Atlantic and the steauwship the
same, nor will tho growing in the kingdom and in

the world make the kingdom and the world the
samo. The kingdow issomething in the world and
not the world itself, just as the steawer Is some-
thing on the Atlantic and nat ths Atlantic itsslf,

The zo0d sevu dre the children of the kingdom,
the true subjocts of the king, placed there by His
appoidt:nont and infinence, The tares are the
childrou of the wicked one, placed thers by the
artificd’of Satan.

Ubjection I1. It isoontended that if the good end
‘bad seod wers to grow up in the church tili the . nd of
the world that thore would be an end t» all ohurch
discipline—that the church is not allowed to with.
draw from any disvrderly brothor, or to put away
from amouy them any wicked porson,

This requires careful consideration. The church
aro the poop'o whom Josus redooms with His own
blood and calls out from the world to keop Hia
laws and uphold His govornment on ecarth. They
uro now croatures born from above—born of Gud.
All such are childron of the kingdom. But amony
those the enemny has succooded in sowing tho child-
ren of the doval. Those are not born auain, their
hearts are unchangod. Insome cases their conduct
makes it appacent to all that they aro unregenurate.
In other cases they manago to get alony as if they
wora ¢hildren of the kingdom, and have a strong
mmfluence with at loast a part of the real children,
Some of the good soed, again, are so weak and
imperfect as to strongly resemblo tares  Ben,
thon, aro not tho proper judges to decide in all’
cases who are the good seed and who the tares, and
that must be left to the judgment of Christ.

It is generally ubserved that it is by no means
thé putest membors who are the readiest to have
‘others out off from the church, so that if those who
volunleored their services had their own way thoy
would ofton present tho pitiable apectacle of the

.tares rooting out the wheat rather than the wheat

the tares,

It may be asked, What, then, of church discipline?
We answer, It is an appointment of Christ and
most essential to the prosperity of the church.
Jesus has directed the church how to deal with an
erring brothor. The rule is to restore and save
such a ono; the exception is to withdraw from hiw.
Ho tolle the ateps tho church are to take with him.
If these prove succossful there is joy over the one
that went astray; but if he still peraists in wrong-
doing the church is to withdvaw from him. Josud
is so well pleased when His law is carricd out
that ho ratides and binds in heaven what thoy do
on earth., Matt, xviii, 15 18.

Let it be born in mind that church disciplitie has
to deal with the aclions of men and not with their
hearts or motives, *‘IFor man looketh on the out-
ward appearanco, but the Lord luoketh on the
heart.” (1 Sam. xvi 7). Wae are to examine: our
hearts, but not to examino the hearts or motives cf
othérs, If our hearw. condemn us we may expeot

to be condemned by Him who is greater thaun our’

Learts and kuows all things, Others are not to
axamine our heartsor motives. Whon, however,
thesé motives go out from us intov actions, these
actions are seen by others and affect others, and
are the legitimate subjects for others to judge.

The wholesome loving discipline of the church is
23 different from the coveted labors of thuse servants
who desired to root outthe tares, as day is from
night. The cliurch moves in obadience to Chriat;

those were ready to rush into a wozk for which théz'

were unfitted. The churoh deriros to Bave men;
they to destroy them. The church judges the
aclions of men; they judged their hearts,

As mon canoot judge the hearts, both ‘tho tares
and wheat must grow togethet until angel hands
shall separats them at the ond of the'world.

At the 47th verse, Josus likens the kingdom of
heaven to a net cast into the sea, which gathered
in of every kind. Whon it was full it was-drawn
to shore, the good gothored Into vossels and the
bad thrown away. So shall it be at the end of'tlio
world, the angels shall como and sever the wicked
from among-the just, end shall cast thomr inte the
furnace of fire, there shall be wailing and gnashing
of teoth. This agroes exactly with the parable of
the tares.

In tho 22nd- of Matthow, Josus- compares tho
kingdom of heaven to a king who made & matrisge’
for hisson, After describing the différedt invits.

tiuns which the Jews had recoived and rejeoted,
and the fate of these murdercrs, ho aald to ms
servants at tho Sth verse, ** The wedding is roa iy,
but they which wero bidden wers not worthy, Qo,
ye therefore, into the highways, and a& many as yo
shall find bid to the marriage. 8o thoso scrvants
wont ont into the highways and gathored togother
all s5 many as thay found, both bad and good, snd
the wedding was furnished with guests. And vwhen
the king camo in to seo tho guesis, he saw there &
man which had not on o wedding gatment. When
asked by tho king why ho came in there without »
wedding garmont ho was specchless, and theservants
bound him band and foot and ~dst him into utter
dnrkness, whore was weeping and gnashing of teoth.

THE ONE TALENT SERVANT.

Wo will ot now attempt to decide whkat the -

talent was the.servant had commiited to him; this
wo will-leave to wiser heads to ssttle. We may
safoly say, however, the talent was not given fer
safe keeping, but for use  and improvetment, e
léarn from this that our life is ono of actual ser-
vico. We are tho stewards of Qod's mauifold
frace.

The servant was very: careful not. to misspond or
nisimprove, -or even embezzle the talent, Ho took
‘special care of it and evon *“hid'it" for.ssfs kesp-
iug that- he might return it to his Master unsoiled
and upiojured. He was unwite enough to suppose
he could return the talent without receiving the
-.nerited condemnation of his Lord; that becausa he.
could say, 1 have kept the talent untarnished,—-
‘““heto thou haat that is thine,’—the Lord would:
comwend him.

Here'is just where too many, unfortunataly; are:

galvation cf the world. To be *¢sound in the
faith ** is of no avail nnless we are sound with it.

Tho Apostle Paul at tho close of his life said,
* He had kept the faith,” His whole Christian
life will teach us how he kept it. Ho did not keop
it in his homeo at Tarsus, but we fiud him keeping
it by letting it shine out in his faitbful labors at
Jerusalom, and Antioch, and Ephesue, and also in
his missionary journey in Aeia dioor, and in his
introduction of the gospel into Europe. This showa
us plainly what Paul meant by keoping the faith,
We gee aftor he introduced *‘tho faith,” or the
gospol, to the Thessslonians, thoy followed the
same line of work, and also ‘“kept the faith."
He taught his braothren the same kind of faith.
¢ For from yon sounded out the word of the Lord,
not only in Mucedonia and Achaia, but alsoin
overy placo your faith to Godward is spread
nbroad * 1 Thesa. i. 8.

‘Hers wis a trus church, n sound primitive
Apostoiw Church, one that inoreased and improved
what God gommitted to them by using it to the
advancoment of His causo in every place, The
demand of the church, the demand of human kearts
and tho imporative command of Gud aro all calling
loudly for the reproduction of just such primitive
faith and apoatulic Christianity. Will the Disciples
of Christ, whoso plea is the acceptance of the faith
and practice of primitive days, prove their faith by
their works, or will they rest satisfied in keeping
‘¢ the faith” hid within their own locality, Any
faith that will not seok to establish its oluims, as
far as possiblo, in other hearts and other places, is
not the faith of the gospel. The faith once delivered
to the saints isa faith that leads its subjecta to
sound ous the word of tho Tiurd in the highwaysand
hedges of life, This faith cannot bo kept within us
without our ruin. Tho new wine of truth is
diffusive in its tiature, and cannot be kopt within
old bottles 'without utter-destruction to the butties,
Ho who posseses the- truth and does not advancy
it, will mest tho 8amo end ns the one talont servaut,
““Take the talent from him and cast the upprofi-
tablo servant into outer'darkness.” To supposo a
church can-be sound in ** the faitk » or primitive in
its practice, whose work of faith and labor of love is
not felt, or known outsids of its own country, isto
transcend the bounds of'all reason.

Adother noticeablo feature of the onmo talent
sorvarit, waa his attempt to mitigate his own failure
by the fatilts of another. He knew his Lord was a
hard Maater, How natural this is for the guilty
heart to fiud Tault with somebody else. You will
notice when o person i not giving his money to
help advancde the causo of God he is finding fault
with others bocause their way of giving is wrong
orubscriptural, You will find, as a rule, that the
fault-finders and herosy hunters aro thdse Who are
the' moat doficient in the acting duties of church
life.” ffa brother is not aotivo in the Sunday-school
wotk, you will botice that'he has objections to the
way' the ‘Sunday-school is conducted. If a goud
tistor-id not active in the ptayer-meeting, she will
find that it i unsoriptural for women to speak in
ohurch. Whon a ‘brother does uot work in the
mission cause ho will have objoctions to tho mission
work the unscriptural way it is carrisd ot or
somo objections of like nature. This is why the
objector has 8o little influenco with his objections;
brcaued his objections sre not to show the botter
wiy, bt to covor-his own mistakes. The Dlaster
nlddeit very plain, that the servant's objections
¥ere oo thin to cover his failures, We are not to
give an aooount‘how the other servant improved his
tdlents, buit what we have done with our talent. If

MISSION TOPICS.

The nintteonth contury has frequently, snd
justly, been called a century of missions, Tho
rapidly multiplying agoncies for tho couversion of
heatlien nations to the religion of Christ, date their
inooption from pear the beginning of this century.
It has passed intv a standing vxprersion in mission-
ory oircles, that less than a century ago England
zent & cobbler to convert tho world, That cobbler
was William Caroy, aho'led #ho way in tho forma.
tion of the Pionoer Baptist Society, one of the
oldest missivnary socioties in Great Britain. In
1810, Adoniram Judaon and three othor students
at Andover, petitioned the Goneral Association of
the Congregativnal Church in Massachusetts, to
give them counsol in their desire to undertake a
mission to the heathen world, Thoir petition re-
sultad in the formation of the Amorican Board of
Commissioners for foreign missions, the first socioty
formedin America for tho conversion of the heathen
in foreign lands. Mr. Judson was sent by thia
sociefy as a wissionary to Burmah. Ou his way
thithér, he was led to inveatigate the subject of
baptiam, and decided to be imuersed and unito
with the Baptist denomination. He wrote home
‘to Amorioa of the change in his views, resigned his
pus ition a8 the representative of the Congregational
Church, sod said, ‘¢ Should there be firmed a
Baptiat aociety for the suppurt of missions in these
parts, I should be ready to cuusider myself their
inissionary.” This announcement led to ths for-
wation of the first Baptist Misaionary Socivty in
America., From those beginnings, about three-
quarters ofa ¢eritury ago, have geown up the various
agencies by’ wbich nearly every religious body iu
America is represented in gospel work on heathen
suil. In this ** century of missions,” great things
have been accomplished by the cumbined forees At
work, 3,000 ordained missionaties, 730 !aymen,
and 2,600 women have been sout out by the

continent of Kurope, into all parws cf the heathen
and Mohammedan world. Nearly 3,000,000 souls
converted from heathenism, now rejuice in hopo of
oternal life. 2,600 of these converts have been
ordained as ministers of the gospel and placad’in
charge of Cliristian congrogations ; 27,000 are
employed as evangelists to their heathen fellow-
countrymen; and the childeén of all theése, and'of
many who ‘are yot in leathenism, have been
gathered into echools and given both sccular and
religious instruction. The Biblo bus been transla-
ted into more than ‘200 languages; aud’ relizivus
traots and hooks hava also been priated in thess
languages. Thesoaresome of the things accomplished.

There
must bo intellectual abilities uf a high order, zesl,
persistence, cunsecration, heroism, to win success
againat such unfayurable udds. Aad such havo Luen
the men, and such are the men who have made, and
are making, fureixn wissivns successful. Itisdoubt-
ful if the world ever saw grander examples of moral
heroism thanhave beengiveninthisfield, TheCarejs,
the Judsons, the Boardmans of the past were men
of renown; and the faithful missivnaries of the
present, both male and fomale, aro no lums worthy
of admiration. Those are pers.ns who could com-
mand the best places at home. S.ch characters are
in demand everywhero. 'Chey would not Iack for
ref.ixmentlve positions, admiring friends, and a
goodly share of the world's praise, were they to
laﬁor in civilized lands, Their sacrifices have there-
fore been all the greater., Like the accomplished
Pharisee, Saul, who could have comwanded any
position in the religious administration of his
people, they have counted ali things but loas for the
excollenoy of the knowledge of Christ Jesus their
Lord, and for the privilege of preaching the un-
seatohable riches of His graca to a perishing world.

Suroly thcse who remain at home, amid the
pleasaut surroundings of & Christian civilization,
owe a great debt to those who have volunteered to
represent them in heathen laads. For lot us never
forget that the obligation to evangelize the world is
one that reats upon the whole church of God. The
faot that a heroio few have gone to sow and roap in
the wido field of heathen humanity does not relieve
the remainder of the church from its responsibility
towards that portiom of the work. They have
vudertaken their work and ourstoo. They are vur
representatives. While thoy have gone into the
field, it is our duty to maintain a living fellow-
ship with them. William Carey told the Christiana
of England that ho would go down and explore the
gold mine in the heathen world if they would hold
the rupes. We ought all to be rope-holders to those
who are mining the gold in the dark region of
Pagan lauds, They need our sympathy, our prayers,
our money to sustain their spiritasnd support their
bodies in their arduous work,

THE DESIRE OF OUR HEARTS.

The apostle Paul, in writing to the church at
Rome, declared that his ** huart’s desire and prayer
to God for Israel, is that they might be saved.”
And we learn that his whole life, after his con-
version, iyas spent in proving that Jesus was the
Christ the Son of God.

-We kunow very little about his esrly history.
We know not his parents; we only know that he
was born in the city of Tarsus, and brought up
under the guidance of Gamaliel, the renowned
doctor and tescher of the law, Heinforms us that
ko was of the tribo of Benjamin—that he was a
Pharisee—that his love for his brethren, according
to the flesh, was very great, so much so that he
could wish himself acoursed for their snkes. How
grieved he must have felt at their rejection of the
goapel. And when they turned him wounded and

bleediig vut of their cities, the anguish of his heart '

wmust haie been almoust unboarable. And when he
turned to fulfil his aivine commission of proaching
tho gospol tu the Gentiles, it was with a certaln
asmount of roluctance—not that he weas unwilling
for the salvation of the Gentiles, but because of
the desiro of his hoart thal Israsl might Lo saved,

Evory poraun has somo desire {u his {ur her ) heatt
that takes precoedence of sll vihor dosires, Bun of
w10 world decite tu gain wealith, sume influential
pusitivn in sucioty, others the gratification of some
appetite, and it is surprisug to what extremity
they will go to accomplish thoso desires. Men
have beou kuuwn to defraud their vwn parents in
ordor to gain wealth. They have been known to
slander and dofame the character of their frienas
fur the sake of pusition in auciety., Men havioga
strung desi.e fur alovholio drink have beon knowa
to sell their clothes to gratify their inordinate
appetito, But we are thankful that a better and
o holivt desire can be created in the heart. Becoin-
ing a Christian chaugus the heart, but dues not
lesson the enpability to desire. The heart still cun-
tinues to Lu the seat of the affections, and if vur
affuctivns are contersd on Christ, the great desire
of our heart will bs (he advancement of His king-
dom— tho prominent desire in the heart of ev.ry
true Christian. This desiro is manifusted in many
wags, but they oan zall be brought under two heads,
viz,; Special desires and general desires, The
speoial desire belungs to an individual Ohristian,
who, while he may have the cause at large at heart,
has some especial object in view, some especial
dosire for the accomplishment of which he is con-
tinually praying. Forinstance, a man is converted
and his wifo is not; he loves his wife, and it is
natural that his hoart's desire and prayer to Gud
would be that his wife might be saved. Ho sits
around the table of the Lord with thosa who love
the Saviour, and his heart is saddenod az he thinks
of his compagion in life refusing to sit there with
him. When he thinks that ere he ia permitted to
meet around that table again, one or both may be
called away to meet their God. Ob! what asvlemn
thought—united for a time, but to be parted for
ever. Well might he make this matter his espccial
desiro and prayer. There are wives who havo un-
believing husbands, the same is true of thom—thoy
have a spocial desire—the conversion of their
husbands, Then, there are Ohristian fathers and
mothers who have children ubout whose salvation
they are anxivus. Their heart's desire and prayer
to God is that their aons and daughters may be
saved, How often they have earnestly petitioned
the throne of Grace to this end! And is it not
aatural that they should do ss? We a!l desire to
meet and know in heaven those whom we loved on
earth. When we think that some of us have
brothers or sisters, perhaps both, fathers and
mothers, wives or husbands, who have not yat
accopted the gospel as *‘the power of God unto
salvation,” shou.d we not ponder over the conse-
quencest Time is flying fast, and we know not
how soon tho Lord will come to take His ransomed
people home,

If this article shonld meet tho eye vf some brother
or sister in Chriat, desiring and praying for the
salvation of some one who is dear te them, I would
say, Do not despair, God has given you many
promises in His word, and perhaps when you least
expect it, you will have your desirve granted.

Only be true to your trust. Qn the other hand
should it happen that one having loved ones pray-
ing for them read this, let me say,—consider the
importance of the matter. Why reject Christ?
He is the Author of oternal salvation! Why cause
those you love to iowardly grieve? Why run the
risk of eternal separation!

Agaiu, some Christians have a special desire to
do works of charity, their desive and prayer tv God
in that they may have the meama to relieve the\

wasts of the pucr, tu be ablo to n.inister to the
sfch and offfioted, and tu be atle firancinily to help
alunyg the work of the Mastcr,

Anothor desires tu preach the gospel, the nnblost
work vn earth, Huw many earnest preyers have
been offered tu God by th s. whe have desired to
preach the gospel, that Ho wou'd he'p thewm, if it was
His mill, to accumplish thoir desire. And Ithink Iam
safe In snying that thers has never bien a man who
was qualiBed for that imp.rtant werk but what
sucoveded if tho dosire was frum his bheart. Thee®
arv a fow of tho many apucial desires that Christians
have,

TLo goneral desires of every Christinn ave, 1at,
thas ho way make his vwn calling and election sure;
2ud, that ho may do sumuthing thut will help somo
vne uleo tu find a procivus Saviour, 3rd, that ho
may meot with the glurified throng around the
throne of God,

Much muremight be said ¢n this subjeot but space
f.rbids. We sce that all vur dosires, whether special
or gouoral, unite in vne grausd harmonivus theme
—salvativn from sin, happiuess forevermore. May
the L.rd help Hus fulluwers to caltivate such
desircs that tend to vur present good and our
future happiness. Let tho desire be from our
heart and then wo will be sure to scok its advance-
mont. Do nut begin with desiro and stay there
and talk abuut our dosire, but remember that we
must Jabor as well as pray.

Neither
will we spoak unkindly of them to others, neither
will we of those in tho churchy but as Christians,
as gentlemen, in the true sense of these terms, we
will endeavor to attend striotly to the injunctions
of the Apostle Paul in the iwelfth chapter of his
lotter to the church at Rome, viz.: * Be kindly ,
affectionate one to another with brotherly love, in
honor preforring ono another.”

If 'we want frivnds we
must o friondly, if wo want others.t bo kind tu
us we musy be kind tu thom,” Now,"if wo have not
frie 1ds the fault is sll our own, Again, if wo want
uthoes to bd courteous to us we must be cuurteous
to them, JIndeed, this is the secret of the wholv
matter. It is in harmony with tho wurds of the
apostle, *‘ Whom, having not seocn, we luve.”
