CANADIAN PARTY TACTICS.

It cannot be denied that in the United
States, as in Canada, party feeling is
intensely bitter, but the'e is a wide dif-
ference in one imiportant particular. On
all questions affecting the interests of- the
United States, as a nation, the people of
both parties are, as a rule, a unit, while in
Canada we find that the interests of the
people at large are invariably sacrificed
to party considerations. This was mani-
fested in, the case of the Pacifie railway,
which, from the first inception of the
work, was yiolently opposed, anl opposi-
tion to which at that stage we admit that
the objection which we now offer would
not have applied. But when the Parlia-
ment of the Dominion was committed to
the work, and when both parties had
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been engaged in its prosecution, it was
anything but patriotic to enadeavor' to
wreck the company which bas been en-
gaged in its construction. It has long
been apparent that the general interests
of the people must be promoted by the
rapid construction of the Pacifie railvay,
and yet the opposition to it is as violent
as ever.

Just at present a new opportunity lias
been afforded the Opposition, of making
an endeavor-it may be hoped a fruitless
one-to injure the publie interests. Ilt is
knovn that it is absolutely necessary to
raise a new loan in the London money
market, and that the Deputy Miinister of
Finance is about to proceed to England
to take the necessary stops to have it
offered to the publie. h'lle articles in the
Opposition press on " Our Financial Posi-
tion " are most assuredly not calculated
to be of service to the fiscal agents of the
Dominion. The London Econoist, a
commercial paper o. the highest stand-
ing, -but of most decided free-trade views,
bas recently criticized a speech of the
Finance Minister, in which he is reported
to have said, that it was not a matter ofr
any consequence to the consuming public
whether dutieswere placed on tea or on
manufactures. The remark, of course,
laid the Minister fairly open to the
Econiomist's criticism that the duties on
tea were strictly for revenue alone,
wlereas the effect of protective duties
was to levy an indirect tax on the con-
sumi'er of the protocted articles. This,
however, lias little bearing on the qu.s-
tion at issue.

There is probably no country il the
world where higler protective duties are
imposed than in the United States, and
yet the credit of that country is of the
highest standing. Without pretending
to approve of the present tariff iii every
particular, we must point ont the in-
superable dilliculty in the way of carry-

n Out a free-trale policy whilA in the
inimediate vieiity of a nation withi twelve
times our population which adheres to
the principle of protection. The question
of free-trade or protection has really no
bearing whatever oun .the proposed loan.
Canada lias niow been a borrower in the
London money market for a period of
more than fifty years, and during thait
time has invariably . redeemed her obli.
gations. The question of how the revenue
should be raised is one for the decision of
her own Parliamnent, but there should be
no doubt thrown on her credit, as has
been done in recent articles by the Op-
position press. We are told that Canada
3 per cents have fallen about four per

cent in London since ihis time last year,
and the article in the Econoinist is cited
in order ta sustain an attack on Can-
adian credit.

We are told by one journal that if the
amount obtained for Crown lands lad
been deducted from the revenue there
would have been a deficit during the
current year of $350,000. Surely it
would have been only fair to have
noticed the fact tlat silnce confederation
no less ban thirty-six millions of dollars
have been expended on capital accotin
out of surplus revenue. It iniglt also
have been expected that the important
fact should have been noticed that
the interest on the public debt has
been reduced by fully lù par cent. The
expenditure on capital account lias not
been directly remunerative, but the
canals and railroads have been most im-
portant factors in adding- to the wealth
and to the comfort of the people. Even
the Pacifie railway, which is the object of
such persistent abuse, will add largely ta
the wealth of the Dominion. Whatever
opinion may be formed as to the fiscal
policy of the Government by the readers
of the recent article in the Economist it
formas no ground whatever for assailing
Canadian credit. And yet aur eveuing
cbntemporary, the litiness, lias predicted
that that article " can hardly fail to have

a very serious effect ùpon the success
"of the loan which Canada is going into
" the London market to secure, and the

bad fiscal policy of the Governmaent
" will be directly chargeable with that

Nov we will, for argument sake, admit
all that the Econlomiist .has urged in dis-
approbation of the liscal policy of the
Governiment, and we would then ask how
it affects Canadian credit. Seventeenî
years' experience enables us to state that
in eleven year's ending with 1878 the
excess of revenue over expenditure was
810,075,169, wbila in the six years ending
.with 1884 it was $25,766,209. Now,
granting that the Canadian people were
more heavily taxed during the latter
years, surely the English capitalist have
no right ta complaini of the results of the
present fiscal policy. We may add that
the peoplof 'the Doainion have on more
than one occasion deliberately approved
of the policy which English free-traders
have condemned. If the Canadian Op-
position should succeed in their apparent
object, which is to cause their new loan to
be negotiated on less favorable ternis
than the last, the Englieh capitalists will
be the gainers, and the Caunadian people
the sufferers by their suicidal policy.

LOW PRICES AND THFIR CAUSES.

The Contemnporary Reviri- for April
contaîns an imteresting contribution from
Mr. William Fowler, M.P., on the sub-
ject wlich we have prefixed to these
remarks. He commences by reminding
lIs readers of a remarkable paper, read
before the London Statistical Society in
January, 1879, by Mr. Giffen, the well-
known political economist, in whicli lie
pointed oht hIow general and honw impor-
tant bad been the fall in prices which liad
tien taken place, and anticipated a con-
tinued and iicreased depression, owing,
among other causes, to the comparative
scarcity of gold. Mir. Fowler tien gives
a table of prices in January, 1879, January,
1884, and January, 1885, from which it
appear's that the fall lias not been general,
and that the serions fall was during. the
year 1884. 'Among the few articles out
of a list of fifteen the price of whiclh bas
advanced are cotton wrool, butter, and
beef. The principal fall has been in
sugar, which is little over half the value
which is quoted on 1st January, 1884,
wilich was 168 to 19S par cwt. while ou lst
January, 1885, it iras only 9s 6s to 125.

Mr. Fowler evidently attaches far too
little importance to the increased value
of gold, although that cause lias beau in
operation for several years. Still it
well to bear constantly in mind that the
practical affect of the resumption of
specie paymients in the United States,
the.adoption by Germany, Italy and one
or two other nations of a single standard
and the cessation of silver coinage lr
France, lias beau to reduce the prices ol
commodities. Mr. Fowler, however gives
some interesting statistics in regard to

'other articles of commerce. The pro.
duction of canîe sugar in 1852 was 1,044,-
542 tons and of beet 153,000 tons-total
1,197,542 tons. In 1880 the caie sugar
was 3,544,000 tons and beet 1,744,992-or
a total of 5,296,992. In 1883 the cane
was 3,759,000 tons and beet 2,225,000 or
a total of 5,984,000 tons. Although the
beet bas increased in greater proportion
than the cane yet the latter bas also been
considerably in excess of what it was a
few years ago.

The production of pig iron has alo
increased to an enormous extent. In
1868 it was 9,392,600 tons, while in 1879
it ias 13,768,000, and in 1883, 20,410,00.
Now in this case the priein 1879 Mwas
43s., and in January, 1885, 42s3 3,
a comparatively slight reduction. It
is Mr. Fowler's opinion that tha i'cent,
changes in prices muet be attributed
rather to supplies of the articles than ta
a scarcity of the standard olf value, and

681 -
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certainly tlere is no ground for attribut-
iig the recent fall to the cause nien-
tioned. There is a very remarkable table
of the rates of freight from Chicago to
New York by lake and canal, by lake and
rail, and by ail rail, betwveen the years
1868 and 1884. The fatl in rates lias
been progressive, and in 884 the rates
were rather less than one-third of what
they were in 1868. There was an enor-
mous increase in quantity. The 1New
York Central and IHudson River railroad
carried 1,846,599 tons.of freiglit in 1868
and 10,892,440 in 1883. The New York,
Lake Erie & Western railroad increased
fromn 3,9Ui,243 [ons in 1868 to 13,610,623
tons in 1883, and the Peinnsylvauia from
4,722,015 to 21,674,160 tons. h'lie total
on the three roads increased from
10,476,837 tons to 46,178,223. ''bis is a
wonderlul increase in fitteen years.

The reduction in the rates of freiglit by
seul is equally remarkable. A table of
the rates of freiglit on several articles of
commerce from Calcutta to the United
Xingdom shows a great progressive fail be-
tween 1881 and 1884. We shiall quote that
on wheat, which was from 62s 6d to 25s,
via the Cape, and by canal from 71s 3d to
17s 6d. Mr. Fowler refers to the paper by
Mr. Williarns, M.P., il the January num-
ber of the 1Fortnigy1t, in vhich, after giv-
ing the combined capacity o sailling and
steam ships in 1875 as 9,975,000 tons and
in 1883 as 14,646,009, he adds " ai increase
altogether wild and unjustifiable." Mr.
Fowler holds that although the effect of
telegraph on prices may not be so obvious
it is nevertheless very important. IL was
formerly part of the business of a foreign
marchant to hold large stocks of oods, atd
thus great amounts of capital were locked
up in foreign ports. Very small stocks
are now needed. Englisli prices are as
ivell known in Calcutta as in Coriitili, and
the merchant cean give his ordera by wire
witlout the delay of correspondence, and
without any risk as to any alteration of
price between the time of writing and the
despateh of the goods. Of course the
market may flnctuate considerably dur-
ing the period of the voyage, but the
facilitiesaffor'ded by the telegraph encour-
age competition, wIich tends to lower
prices.

Mr Fowler has alluded to the battle of
the standards, but only to explain that

he does not intend to discuss .it. He,
however, makes an extraordinary renark,
to the effect that the adoption of a gold

standard by some other European nations
Il does not seem an argument in favor of
Our adopting the ietal which they have
abandoned." No one bas suggested any-
thing of the kind. What has been pro.

posed is an international double standard&
We have the experience of France that it
is quite possible with such a standard to
avoid any injurious consequences from a
depreciation of one of the metals. 'Tie
remedy is simply to stop the coinage of
the depreciated standard, thatis, tu do
exactly the reverse ut what the United
States has done.

THE PACIFIC IAILWAY.

The resolutions introduced by the
administration for aiding the Canadian
Pailtle Railway Co., are lUkely to meet
with the determined opposition of the
party antagonistic tu the Government,
ani yut they are su moderate that our
only surprise is that the administration
lias been able to persuade the directors
of the company to accept them. Nothing
Can be more absurd than the mode of
treating the Pacifie Rai .lway question,
adopted by the Opposition press. It is
ditticult to believe that the writers of the
articles whichi appear daily it that press
cau themselves believe what they en-
deavor to instil into the minids of their
readers. They pretend to hold the opi-
nion that the present directors of the
Pacifie Iailway entered into a contract
with the Government, by vhich they
undertook, in consideration of the bonuses
in land and money, which were granted to
the company ta become personally liable
to the extent of their private fortunes for
the construction and equipment of the
road.

It seems almost trifling with the public
to argue this point, but we cannot better
illustrate the position of the Canadian
Pacifie Co., tlait by reminding its assail-
antts of the early bistory of the Grand
Trunk Co. and ne cannot do this without
deprecatitg, which we do with ail sin-
cerity, the attacks wihich have been madie
of late on the Grand Trunk, a corporation
whicBl we consider to be entitled to the
gratitude of the people of Canada, whicl
lias been manifested by their representa-
tives in Parliament on aIl suitable ocea-
sions. The Grand Trunk Co. was f ormed
by English capitalists, who undertook to
construct and equip the railroad, receiving
Govenmiiwent' aid in the foum of a first
muortgage to the extent of somiething over
ie millions of dollais. In process of

time it was found that the subscribed
capital was instllicient tu complete the
vork, and [hat, su long as the Government

of Canada held a preferential lien it
vould bejimpossible ta go into the money
market lor an additional suplly. The
Government was appealed to, and advised

Parliament to postpone the lien and place
it behind the ordinary stock. It is true
that tcertain conditions were imposed
upon the company, precisely as those
exacted at the present time by Quebec
influence.

The"main point, to which we desire to
cali attention is that it never was even
suggested that the eminent capitalists
in Great Britain, who were directors of
the Grand Trunk Company, should be
called on to spend their private fortunes
in the construction of the road. And yet
we may remember that, as in the case of
tlie Canadian Pacific o. and of many
similar enterprises, interest on the sub-
scribed capital was guaranteed and paid
during the progress of, construction.
Railroad companies are all under the
same rule of lmited liability, and it
would be impossible to obtain subscribers
to their capital stock on any other terms.
Il the case of the Canadian Pacific Co.
the shareholders have taken ln ail 65u,000
shares of the capital stock or $65,00,000
at par. A large portion Of this stock was
issued at prices considerably under par,
but from the best information that we
have been able to obtain it lias averaged
at least q30,000,000, less the interest
refunded, and we have no doubt that
the shares held by the directors stand
them fully the average at which we have
placed then. It will be well to notice
the diflerence between the Grand Trunk
Co. and the Canadian Pacific.Co.

The Grand Trunk Co. embarked in a
new work, on conditions well understood
at the time, and subsequently obtained
the relinquishment of the Governm'ent
preferential claim. The directors of the
Canadian Pacific Co. liad nothing whatever
to do with tie arrangements under w'hich
the Govermment of Canada undertook ta
construct the Pacifie Rtilvay as a condi-
tion of British Columbia entering the
Confederation.. Abortive attempts to
procure the construction of the road by a
company liad been made, and subsequent-
ly; sections of it lad been completed by
direct contracts. for construction or by
subsidies, and it was finally determined
to endeavor to effect arrangements with
a new company on the basis of offering
subsidies in land and money. After this
determination liad been generally known,
a syndicate of Canadiau capitalist under-
took to foin a company to carry out the
woirk, and the Government enterd inta
an agreement with them accordingly.
Since that Lime the party in opposition tg
the Dominion Governient has'spated no
et'irt to damage the company il public
estimation, and there can be no doubt
that their efforts have been to sone eX-
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tent successful. One of the most extra-
ordinary of their grounds of attack lias
been the rapidity of the construction of
the work, which has proved of such
immense publie benefit.

It will be perceived at once by those
who inquire into the .subject that any
assistance already given, or which it is
now proposed to give, to the Canadian
Pacifie Co. is to be a preferential claim
on the railroad over the capital invested
by the shareholders. Under the very
vorst conceivable circunistances the

Government will acquire the road, in
which the shareholders have invested a
very considerable amount of money, esti-
mated, as we have already stated, at the
minimum amount of $30,000,000. Under
the circumstances, which were totally
unforeseen at the time, the importance
of the early completion of the railroad
can hardly be over-estimated. We learn
by a contribution te the Toronto Week
from Washington that,-if the Government
had been weak enough to have listened
te the appeals made by the Opposition
and had solicited permission from the
Government at Washington to send the
troops over the United States railroads, it
would have been refused. Fortunately
no such request vas made, and we have
now an assurance that there will be very
shortly a complete line from the Atlantic
te the Pacifia through ourown territory.

It is deeply te be regretted that such
persistent violent attacks are made on
the Pacifie Co., and without even the
shadow of foundation. As far as the
security goes it is obviously a matter of
no importance whatever whether the
Government hold as collateral security a
number of shares of stock of the par
value of $35,000,000, secured by the whole
property of the company or the proposed
amount of bonds secured in the sane way.
The interest of the Government and peo-
ple of Canada and of the shareholders in
the Pacifie Co. is identical. It is desir-
able iu their common interest that the
money necessary te complete the road
should be raised on the most advan-
tageous terms possible, and the company
do net object, if they accept the pro-
posed resolutions, te give the Govern-
ment a prefential claim on their property.
It is te be hoped that it will be found
possible te avoid the constÏuction of a'
new ine te Quebec, which would lie
simply a waste of capital, very similar te
the waste caused by demands fron the
sane interest when the Grand Trunk
obtained the postponment ofits debt te
the Government,
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entrance fees, dues, etc. Ience the pre-
miums or assessments here given repre-
sent the sums needful to meet the death-
dlaims

Age when ssured=25.

THE CO-OPERÉATIVE LIFE SYSTEM.

The current reports of the commis-
sioners of insurance for the various States
of the neighboring Union deal at soie
length with the co-operative or assess-
ment plan of "life insurance." The
remarks of Comnmissioner Williams of
Hartford, Connecticut, are se much te the
purpose that we give them in full :

" In lieu of a uniform annual premium,
this class of companies charge an entrance
fee and annual, quarterly, or monthly
dues te cover expenses; and make aesse.
ments fir om time te time te provide for
the death-claims of the current year.
In se far as they undertake te accumu-
late a reserve fund to meet future lesses,
they violate the fundamental principle of
the scheme, which is that such fund is
an unnecessary tax upon, and over-
payment by, the assured. This provision
for the future by the unifori-premium
offices is the very raison d'elre of the co-
operative oflices. Their distinctive plan
consists in the oflice demanding no more
than will supply the wants of the present,
leaving that considerable portion of the
ordinary premium, which, in the early
years of the policy, makes up a reserve,
in the pockets of the assured, te be
drawn upon from year te year by annually
increasing assessments."

"All properly conducted assessment
companies fix their yearly assessments
strictly. according te the respective ages
of the members and the year's risk at
those ages. All grouping of different
ages for a like assessment is inequitable,
an'd therefore objectionable. For the'
younger ages in 'he group pay not only
for themselves, but also in part for the
eider ages. It matters not whether the
assessment be large enough te cover the
risk of the eldest age in the group, or
only sufficient te cover the average age
in either case the younger are over-
charged.

"For the purpose of illustrating the
payments that a whole-life policy-holder
would make on the two diverse systems
above described, a table follows (based
upon the Actuaries' rate of mortality and
initerest at four per cent.), showing the
uniform annual net premium on $1,000
that is charged by the one kind, on a.
person aged twenty-five years, and the
varying assessments that must be made
by the other kind to meet the losses,. as
the age of the persen mereases as mdi-
cated in the first column. Te the net
premium here given, a margin of twenty
orithirty per cent. is added te cover ex-
pensas. The assessment offices have the
same expenses, vhich are paid. by

The above tabular scale signifies that
the portion of the annual office premium
(fer assurance on a persan aged twenty-
five) which is required in order te pro
vide for the payment of $1,000, when it
shall fall due, is S14.72, and ttis paymerit
is uniform through life. And tiat the
assessment which would make goodthe
average amount of a year's lasses on per-
sons aged twenty-five must begin at
$777 on each $1,000 certificate, and go
on increasing yearly te the end.. The ex-
cess of the former over the latter con-
stitutes the foundation of the raserve,
being the anount overpaid beyond the
cost of the year's assurance. The first
year the premium is nearly double the
cost of carrying the risk. At age thirty
the annual assessment has increased to
$8.42, and at age fifty it exceeds the level
premium. Thereafter it grows rapidly,
almost doubling in the next ten years,
and becoming at cighty nearly ten times
the premium. -When it is considered
that in bath cases the payments must bie
such as te amount te $1,000 at maturity,
t le aim that insurance for life can be
furislhed at a smaller cost under one
systeni than under the other is disposed
of as a fallacy. This claim is persistently
put forth as an inducement te insure on
the nev plan, and lias become, te soie
extent, a popular delusion."

There is another point, however, where
ln the modern system gives a seemig
advantage te the holder of a ]ife policy.
By referring te the example it will be
seen that on the old plan, in the case

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presented, the assured overpays the risk
for twenty-live years. Afterwards he
underpays sufliciently ta counterbalance.
Now if at the end of the twenty-fifth year
he desires ta terininate his insurance, he
does so in the assessmnt olice by ceas-
ing ta pny tie assessments. Hie lias lad
protection for twenty-five years at the
cost of the risik for theat teri. Ili ise

other case, the assured lias paid $284 be-
yond the cost ai' tihe risk for the term,
and tei oflice ivill return but a portion of
this on ofsnder af the.policy. Whether
tie facility with which policies mnay be
terminated witiout las, in the assess-
msent oilices will not induce the surrender
of a disproportioniate nuiiber of policies
on healthy lives, after the assessinents
become uncoimfortably large, leaviing an
undue proportion ai imspaired mneasbers,
thusssaising tise death and assessment
rate, is a question ta be settled by ex-
perience.

It shoul have been added, as ta tie
exaiple giveni, tiat the uniforn annual
net premiumsss for assuring $1,000 on a
life aged twenty-fia, for the teri a
twenty-five years, is .9.19, which sun ca
be readily comspared with the varying
assessnît coast, as stated in the fora-
going table for the qulisquennial periods
of tiat teri.

IL is not intended that tiese reiarks
should he construed as ais argument for
or against either systen. But it seeis
proper ta show that the cost of insuring
lives is regulated by the inexorable las
of mortality, instead of by the plans and
devices of ais insurance oflice."

INTERCOLONIAL RECIPROCITY.

'There is a report over the iires fron
Hlalifax, N.S., that 4 six of the leading

business men of Jaiaica will arrive in
Montreal in a week or tio Io consult

"i witi Mstontiral importers, and proceed
" ta Ottawa ta interview tie Gover'însent

and urge " reciprocity of treade between
" Canada and Jamaica." Should this
report be-ell founder, and, judging fron
tie past, it seenms hifgly probable, our
Board of Trade woild need ta lie on its
guard. IL iust ba borne in iniiinsd tiat
the iperia l Goiveriueit and Parliuaent
are responsible for the policy of tIse
various W'est InAdiais colonies, and there
cae lie no doubt vhatever tieat H. M.
Goveriinment wvill iot sanciion arrange-
ments between ansy one colony in tie
Vest Indies and Canada, the effect af

w'Ihich woul d be discrimination agaiist
another. It is highly improbable that
hese , leading business mien I can have

any satisfactory credentials with isen,

and in the absence of such it would be
most unsafe to enter into any carres-
pondence with them.

There are overwhelming reasons against
the proposal which interested parties in
some of the West India Colonies are
trying ta bring about. We shall state a
fewv of them: lst. Canada, especially
unidfer existing circumstances, cannot
possibly spare nearly three millions of
revenue which ls the amount raised by
the staple export of the West Indies.
2nd. Were sugar admitted free from
Jarnaiua, German beet root sugar would
likewise have ta be admitted on tie
saie ternis under the subsisting treaty
between Great Britain and Germany.
3rc. There would be loud complaints
fron tie manufacturera of beet root sugar
in Canada, who were very universally
encouraged ta invest capital in that
industry by the promise of protection,
and who would probably claim compensa-
tion, alt.hough, as a rule, their operatio's
have been hitherto unprofitable. 4th. IL
would be next ta impossible ta get the
various West Indian Colony ta unite in
any scheme of reciprocal free-trade- even
if all other objections could be removed,
and the Imperial Governiment would never
consent ta an arrangement under which
one colony or group of colonies wns dis-
crimfinated against in favor of another.
These are saine of the obvious objections
ta a scheme which bas been more than
once favored by Canadian public men,
but whici will not stand criticism. We
venture ta express a hope , that the
Jimaica delegates will be met at th'e
outset by a demand for teir credentials,
wvhich we are thoroughly convinced they
will be unable ta produce.

TFIE CITY AND DISTRIOTSAVINGS
BANK.

The 38th aniusal meeting of hie Msontreli
City and District Saviings ßank was ield last

Tuesday, tise president, Mr. Edward lirphy,
in tlhe chair. The following directors were lire-
sent: A. Larocque, J. H. R. Molson, Judge
Berthelot, James O'Brien, Hon. D. A. lac-
donald, F. T. Judah, E. J. Barbeau, Nolan

-Delisle, Richard Bolto,, Dr. Ilingstoin, Micliael
Burce, R. Bellenare and I. Archibald. The
thiirty-eiglhtis annual report wvas read, and
stated amongst othier things tliat for.several
years it las be ic the good fortne of the
Bani to escape loss ; but during the past year
in its advances on Federal Bank stock, and
in lis relations with the Exchange lank, this
institution lias not escaped loss,; this, low-

aver, ias been written off in full. The net
prfits last year irere $108,792.31, out of
whici vere paid tvo dividends of $24,000
each. The balance at tica credit of profit and
loss remains ai $227,000, or neirly 38 per cent
of the paid ni, capital. It is satisfactoi'y ta ob-
serve tihat the working classes Of the city and
district conltiniue largely ta make use of tie
baik as tei depositary for thLir savings. The
renarkably low average lor each accoiunt
(s202.55) showss that the -bank continues to Le
availed of largely by the working classes.
The liabilities, whicli are $7,542,013, ara msade
up Of deposits, $i,328-93 due Receiver-Gen-
eral, $150,168 i Charity FsDund, $180,000 i open
accoiis, $54,955 i profit and loss, $227,000,
and stock, $600,000. Tise assets inclsude cor-
poration and provincial bonds, $1,082,084 ;
charity fund invested, $180,000; baink cpremises
and branches, $375,762 ;lons on collaterai,
$3,9$,6;75 othser asses and cash, $,914,10.
The nationality of the depositors is 19,353
Frencli-speaking and 11,888 Englisi-spseak<ing.
Tie followiig directors wvere elected : E. Mur-
phy, A. Larocqne, Dr. lingston, J. 0.Brien, T.
Worknian, R. Belleinare, J. A. Ouiinet, E. J.
Barbeau, F. T. Judith, J. iL R. Molson. Messrs.
Glacknseyer and Tasker were re-elected audi-
tors, the President referring in higth terms ta
their ellicienicy.

On motion a vote of thainis was tendered ta
fic President, directors and olficers af the bank
for their services the past year. Mr. Delisle,
in secoiding the inotion, referred in compli-
mentary terms ta tise President and the
Manager. lie coigratsilated the meeting on
the encouraging state the baiik was in, despite
bad debts, which would occur.

TlE NEW LIFE INSURANsCE BILL.

An Act to modify the application of I The
Consolidated Insurance Act, 1877." Re-printedl
as amiended and reported, by the Banking and
Coimerce Committee :-

Wlereis it is expedient to.amend "I Tie Con-
sofHdated isîîrance Act, 181," wvith regard ta
comîspanies traisacting business oflife insurance
uiider tie titIe of " Co-oporative Life Insurance
Coipanies," " Miitual Benefit Associations,'
aid the like: Therefore Her Maiesty-i by ansd
wifi tei adîvice and consent of tie Senate and
-loise of Commîsons of Canada, enacts as fol-
ois -

1. The word I compslsaniy" in the A et shallbe
constriiei and inter'preted in the saine mannjer
ns in flit Act cited in flic preamble; and a
penalty imposed for contravention of this Act,flie anioiet wlereofis fixed by refereice to any
section of the Act aforesaid, shall be recovera.
ble andîs applicable in like msanner as that im-
posed by suc section,ail ftle provisions whereof
shall apply. tol it &ende] to the olfence for whicli it
is iposed.

2. Any coipaniy inicorporated wiithin
Canada, which transacts business of life insur-
ance by promîsising ta pay, ais fic death of a
memiber of sucli coipany, a sucs of norîey
solely frons flic proceeds of assessnents, or
dues collected or to be collected, fron the
nembers thereof for iliat puîrpose, may, at the
disevtion of the Minister ai Finance, ons report
of tei Superintendent of Insurance, approved
by tise Trcasnîrî Board be exempted from lti
operation of l Consolidated Iniusraice Act
1877," and be pernitted to transact ftlc busi-
nless a flfe insurance on fle conditions herelins
aller speci lied.
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3. Compnties to be so exerupted shall
register their titles or corporate nams in the
office of tie Superintendent of insurance.
They shall also muake attested returns of their
condition and affairs at such times and in such
orm, and attested in such manner, as shall be

prescribed by the Minister of Fimtance; and
tIhe Superinteadeit of insurance shall tiiltde
snchi rettrns li lits antial report; und any
fsailure to mtîake such returns, wien callied l'or
by te Superintendeet of Insurance, shall sub-
ject such Company, and any oticer thsercof, to
lthe penalty mentionedt ini the twesnty-second
section of the A et tiereinbefore cited.

4. The registration of a company shall cease
to be valid on the tiirty-tirst day of l'arch in
each year, but shall be reiewable froms year te
year, in the discretion of the Minister ut Frittice.

r. The provisions o this section shall apply
to corporations or associations incoriorated
elsewiere than in Canadita for the purpose of
carrying oi the business of life insurance upon
the co-operi'aet'i assessnent pian.

2. Any such corporation or association nay
be licensed by the iister of Finance te trans-
act business in Canada tîpon -depositing viti
film fifty thousaund dollars under the provisions
of I Thet Coenslidlted sirance Act 1877," and
thereafter shal have the riglht ta transact
busiuess s0 long as it constintes to a' ils
losses to the fuli limit named in ils certiicates
or policies, ani has comnplied with all requira-
mncîts of lte said Art and of this Act and of
tha Superintendent of Insutrance

3. In addition to such deposit of fifty thou-
sand dollars, the linister ot' Finance, utpon the
report of the Superintendent of Insirance, ap-
proved by the Treasury Board, nay from time
to time require sucti oilier atid further
deposit as may be recomamended in such
report and so approved. to be. oade by suci
comtptanies ai' deposited with trustees to be
iameted by the Miiuster of Finance;

4. Death claimns shall be a first charge on ail
moneys realized frot assessments and no de-
duction siall bc made trom any such deanth
claints on any accouint whatsoever ;

5. No portion of anly itoneys receivei froat
assessments for death UIms shail ba used for
any expense whatever, and every notice of any
assessient shall truly specify fite cause andi
purpose thereof i

6. Every application, policy and certificate,
issued or used by any such company in
Canadu, shaell bave printed tiereon, in a con-
spicutous place, in different colored ink and in
good-sized type, the following words :-- This
association is not required by law te mainain
the reserve which is required of ordinary life
insurance companies ; "

7. E very certiticate and policy shall contain
a promise to pay the whole amotnt therein
meutioned out of the death fundt of the asso-
ciation and out of any moneys realized from
assessments ta be made for that purpose, and
every such association shall ha bound torth-
with and from time to timte tmake assess-
ments te an aniounrt adequate iviith ils other
available tonds to pay ail obligatious "reiated
under any such certificate or policy without
deduction ot' abatement •

8. The condition embodied in the next pre-
ceding sub-section shall be inserted in every
policy or certificate issucd in or delivered to
any person insured in Canada.

6. No condition, stipulation or proviso
nodit'ying or impairing lite effect of any policy
of life lusurance issiied after the first day of
Jantuary, one thousand eigit hundred anid
eiglty-six, by anîy company doing business
within Canada under the authority et' the
Parliatment of Canada shail be good or valid
unless the same is set out in full on the face or
back of the policy.

7. No poliy or certificate shall be avoided
by reason of any statement contained in the
application therefor being untrue, unless such
statement b material te the contract.

8. No rompany shall carry on within Canada
any business of the nature described in tic
second section of titis Act, without being
licensed un'der the Act above cited or being
registered under tis Act, and the words

I assessment system " shall be printed in large
type at the had of every policy and every ai-
plication for the saime, and aise ii every cir-
cular and: advertisenient issued or used in
Canada; cand ay director, manager, agent or
other ofiicer of a company so doing business
without being licensed, and any person who
transacts any business on bchalf of such con-
pany, and auy conpany neglecting to print the
said words as aforesaid, slall be fiable te h
penalty muentioned in uh thlirteenth section of
the Act hiereinbefore cited.

9. lu the case of' any contract entered into,
or any certificate of membership or policy et
insurance issued, by any company, before tue
passing of' ihis Act, assessments may be made
and collected, and claiis paid, and all busi.
ness connected therecith transacted withiouit
any penalty being incurred.

l0. Neither " /Te Consolifi/aed Insurance
Ac, I877," nor tliis Act shal apply te any
society or association of persons for fraiternal,
benevelent, industrial or religions purposes,
among whicl purposes shall be the insurance
of the lives of te metbers thereof exclusively
or to any association for the purpose of lite
insurance, formed in connection witlh sudch
society or organization anid exclusively fron
ils members, and insuring the lives of suci
meibers exclusively;

2. Any society or association vliicli is de-
clared by this section to be exempt frot the
application of Tlie Consolidated Inisrance
Act, 1877," and of this Act, inay nevertheless
apply to the linister of Finance to be allowed
to avail itself of the provisions of this Act, and
upon such application being assented to, stich
society or association shall cease to be so
exempt by virtue of this section.

CREAMERY BUTTgR.

Ir. Fred Blatte in addressing the Iowa Butter
and Cheese Association upon tihe benerîts of
creamer les, took tih position, in the first place,
that dairying is the easiest and most ecosonmical
means of preserving the vitality et' the soit.
" We will allow,". lie saidt tive acres of land
for each cow that is placed ipon a larmi. Wle
will also say that one in the season will iake
150 pounfds of butter, vhich is placing it very
low. Five acres, according te the statistics of
1880, will produce 38 buslels of corn, 66 busthels
of oas and 2.84 tons of' hay-assumimg one
acre for cora, 2 for outs and 2 for hay-which
will weigh 10,752 pounds, wihich in that year
was estimated at $42. Deducting one-tenth
of this weight for the water enterimg mito its
composition, we have 9,675 pounds of true soit.
Now, if we expert this it is gone forever; we
can tIse it no more, and ail titat We receive ft
it is $42. But if ive feed this produce to a cow,
sie will yield 150 pounds of butter, whicli,
valued at 28 cents per potund, will emount te
$42, We can aiso secure, from no extra pro-
duce, one calf wdrth $10, and, deducting the
interest, ut 10 per cent. per annm, upon the
vaine o the cow,.whiclive vill estimate ut $30,
leaves $17 more for this produce tian tby export-
ing tlie ra'tw material ; und, aiso, yo retam as
a fertilizer ail of the product except 135 pounds
of true soit in the 150 pounds of butter, and
that required to buîild up the animal tissue of
the calIt and hog ; nd whichî fertilizer .ou
replace upon the soil and makle te reproduce
year after year, until it is inally ail converted
into butter. If we convert the whole 10,752
pounds of produce into that maniy pouids Of
butter, and value it ut 28 cents a pound, it
reaches the son of $3,010.56. Think of theé
amount ve lose by exporting thte iv niaterial
-thîink of the value o te spoils. Spoils result
from manuîfacturing. Then, if we wisi te
sectire our own wealth, ve must look to the
creaneries for assistance. Like England, the
farmers can fertilize the soit of their faris by
keeping large numbers of cows and inporting
feed, if they rau find some State so kind as to
sell its produce. Now, let me say that cows
musti be well fed. In the cow you will find the

silver riule and the golden butter. If 1 od e
itot feed tier, site will give you but little intlk
but if you eed ler well, site u'ill do for you uli
that site cati. If yoi 'ave a machine, keep it
well oiled, Oril iill sooit warr out, and you
wili seli it for oid irot j if you iave ta cow, keep
lieri well ft or site wvill seo get so poor that
yout will have to sell lier for a canner. Again,
coisider tor ote moment .the savinîg in export-
ing fite butter instead of grain. Luring the
hast iyear there waer exporteil froi this station
66 p0, poutfds of butter. If 10,752 pouds of
producerr be required to yield 150 pounds of
butter. ite, according to ths old rule of tîree
-which I beliere iras tsed a gret deal
welnc the Older heads here went to schooî-47,
331,020 pouinds of produce iili bc required to
produce or yiell 60,310 pounds) of butter
If this al hait to be draw a distance of six
tmiles to tlie station, the cost of delivering te
the depot vouhiJ bc 2 per ton. The fi'eight to
Chicago w'ould be $3 per tot, macing a total
of $5 per toit ; which, uipou 47,331,020 pouids
wotld amîoîînt to $168,327 55. Tue transporta-
lion of butter would cost $1 per 1,000 pounads
to the depot, and Sl5 per 1,000 poundas lo Ne-w
York city, making a total of' $10 per 1,000
poundas, wi ich, computei uîpon 660,310 pounds
of' butter, w ould aimoutnt to $10,564 96-a
saving ot .157,702 59, whici fiaimers have not
been lslow to pereive.

Ctn i t go donvit ? ''ie business is yet ia
ils youthit ; it is growîing larger acery day. ViTe
nuiber ofI creamîer'ies lit lie Stute is con-
tinually iicretsiitg, and has inow reached 600.

A PoOL I OIr.-C wners of linseed oiU mills
met in session ait Chicago Inst week, àod fixed
the price of' oil lis accordance vith aun agree
ment to t'ora a pool to regulate pricès pre-
viotsly entered into. T. J. MîlcCuillouigi, of
Katikakee, was madte pool conremissioner. The
price for taw oil was fixed at 48 cents a gallon
by the car-lot. This is an advance of 2 cents.
Over five barrels and tip to car-lots, 49 cents
and 50 cents for under car-lots was agreed
upion. For boiled oil n car-lots the price will
be 51 cents, and frot that te 53 cents, accord-
ing to quantity. The mills thus maintaining
prices aire those iorth of th Chie River and
between the Missouri River and Pittsburg. The
aggregate number of mills is 'fifty. The crop
upon whichi these prices are fixed was that
grown and gathered between Julyand Septem-
ber, 1884, and whicht is now in the inilis. Ils
estinated value when the product of it is ready
for delivery is $10,000,000. The croi of flux-
seed cotes pricipally from Nortiîvesteridî vowa
Nebraska, and Dakota. Th terms of the pool
are binding until next Auigtust., For a long
lime li mill-owners have beeu acctistomed te
foroi' a voteabinatio to contitol priées, uni
ablit tvo ysars agà tue>' ivnt lcyon, ti is and
consolidated their imterests bydividing the pro-
fits atler each mill hald turned the result of ils
mssanfufacture imto tha general fund. This did
not workc izwhll and il iwas soon abandoned the
.pool dissolved, and each mill began workýiîg
independent again. 'Vite excuse of the mill-
ovnters for tpooliitg their issues at this time is
that oil has been to cheîap and they have net
been sulliciently remuinerated for the amount of
capital invested.
