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tions, to have been well provided with modern rifles,
and cannons and other materials of war. Port Arthur,
the name given to the principal stronghold, does not ap-
pear by that name on our modern maps.

The Chinese appear to have become panic-stricken, and
the chief hope around the throne is that the European
powers may interfere, under thebelief that Europe lives
on lher trade with China, a mistaken notion when it is
known that the whole trade of Great Britain with that
country is not one-sixth of that with India. Japan is,
of course, in high feather, and demands as the price of
a cessation of hostilities an indemnity of 125 millions
of dollars, and that China give up her navy. The money
payment would not be difficult to make, but the aban-
donment of her navy is something at which China will
probably hesitate. The navies of both countries at the
beginning of the present war consisted of 10 armored
and 49 unarmored ships ; 1 armored and 40 unarmored
gunboats, 3 despatch vessels and 84 torpedo boats.
They had 12 guns of between 40 and 80 tons each, 92
guns between 20 and 40 tons, 347 guns between 4 tons
and 20 tons, and 817 guns under 4 tons. A few of the
ships have been destroyed, but they have been largely
replaced. With both these navies combined, Japan
would become one of the great naval powers of the
world, second only to Great Britain, France, Germany,
Italy and Russia, and equal to that of the United States
and of Spain. In such an event therefore Japan is to
be reckoned with as one of the nine leading fighting
powers of the world.

The Japanese are almost beside themselves with jus-
tified vanity, and the government will probably use the
millions received to strengthen its armament power,
especially with light artillery, organized on the
principle of the Hindoo mountain battery. What the
policy of the Mikado's government may become it is
difficult to forecast, but it is likely that it will follow in
the wake of the corresponding islands on the west coast
of a higher latitude on the Eastern hemisphere. Those
who express surprise at the remarkable success which
has followed the Japanese in warring upon their un-
wieldy neighbor should not forget that an insular people
with scarcely half the population conquered India, with
its people little less in number and at least equally
brave in battle. England rules the sea, and the land
of the chrysanthemum is fully confident that she can
divide its dominion with her.

Japan possesses the only conscript army east of the
Turkish dominions. The sudden rise of a power so
great, so vain and so restless is a most formidable fact,
one which will probably cost Europe many millions in
defending its outlying possessions. As for China, the
prestige of her dynasty is almost destroyed, and a peace
on the terms proposed will place that country at the
mercy of an army unpaid, unfed and uncommanded, a
rabble formidable to everybody except the national
enemy. The permanent enemies of China, the Russians,
the French, the Japanese, when they have discovered
that China is disabled, will cut great slices away f rom
her without much effort. Russia wants anchorage on
the north and an entrance to the Gulf of Pe-chi-li,
which is within easy march of Pekin, the capital of the
empire. France wants Hai-nan, and a right to enter
Yun-nanby the Me-kong, while Japan wants the remark-
ably fertilelisland of Formosa, in the China Sea, if not
a slice of south-eastern China itself. The eyes of all

Europe are being turned to the great empire, with its
illimitable coal and iron fields, the richest in the world,
and its variety of climate in which everything that
grows in the temperate zone or in the tropics is culti-
vated.

The collapse of the Chinese empire will be noted as
the most amazing incident in the present half century,
and, indeed it has no parallel in the entire history of
Asia.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.

An analysis of the figures of the Bank Return for
October can only lead to one comment on the trade of
that month, viz., that its activities were confined to
interprovincial transactions, and to such foreign ones
as closed themselves out within the month.

The highest point reached in circulation was $85,546,-
324, overtopping September'by $1,757,949, and closing
with $34,516,651 outstanding, being, at that decline,
still $1,1,61,495 over the preceding month. The closing
figures for October 1893 were $36,906,941.

Our inability to overtake these figures would seem
to indicate that though "the farmer receives a fair re-
turn for his dairy and cattle interests yet the depression
in price of cereals cancels much of the gain in the other
commodities, and while the same quantities of grain
and produce may be on the "move as a year ago, the
volume of currency needed to bring them to market is
necessarily curtailed. We are hopeful that this reason
may be sufficient to account for the rather stagnant
condition of bank circulation, rather than that we
should be forced to adopt the theory of dilatoriness in
marketing crops, a habit unfortunately to which the
farmer is too prone. Science in the cultivation of the
soil is rendered barren of any good result, if after hav-
ing schooled the farmer in the best methods of produc-
tion it adds no imperative command as to what he shall
do with what he has produced. It is not the province
of the farmer to become a speculator in grain prices,
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and the science of farming should bid him sell his com-
modities when first ready for market.

Public deposits exhibit an increase in both kinds,
those on demand showing $1,365,922 and those after
notice $801,294 in advance of September. The totals
are as follows

With deposits of these dimensions, increased as they
have been during the year by $13,753,638 we are sometimes
at a loss to understand why the banks are so indifferent
in the matter of handling for inivestment or future sale
the bonds of our central or provincial government. The
plethoric condition of local markets as regards deposits
could thereby oftentimes be'corrected, and the value of
deposits kept at a fairly even figure, even when trade
was non-absorbent. It was a criticism passed upon the
tenders submitted'for the recent Dominion loan that there
was not only a paucity of bidsfrom banking institutions
on this side, but prices submitted were below those of
English bidders in a somewhat unworthy degree.

Should the increase in deposits of ail forms continue,
and for the sake of the increase of national prosperity
which they betoken we wish they may, we can well un-
derstand the very prevalent disposition of the banks to
lower deposit rates, and to adopt a maximum in many
cases one per cent. below a year ago.

As regards loans and trade discounts we again com-
ment on the speculative tendencies of the community
which at a time when trade, the real factor in increasing
the value of investments, is amazingly dull, can jeopar-
dize $747,789 of new moneys in stock investments.
September, as we noted at the time, had increased $925,-
606 over August in the matter of call loans. Trade
discounts have been more than sluggislh and exhibit a
decline of $885,445. This means an aggravation of the
banker's difficulties in dealing with his deposits, and
when we come to view the circumstances attending the
progress of trade and finance for the month now cur-
rent, it will probably fall to us to chronicle the reduc-
tion in deposit rates, foreshadowed in our remarks on
public deposits, due to the slackened demand for money.

Concerted action, due to better understandings be-
tween banks,and awholesomer reliance upon one another's
undertakings, seems to be more easily reached than
heretofore. 'It is all in the best interests of trade that it
should be so, and that banking methods as well as the
rates growing out of them, whether affecting the bor-
rower or depositor, should be as nearly uniform as pos-
sible.

The foreign balances show accretions both in New
York and London the total improvement being $1,471,-
684, the outcome of exportable commodities for which
bills have been drawn, and either sold in New York, or
remitted as covers of account to London.

Across the border the further decline in the treasury
reserve now only $57,000,000 has made a bond issue
needful and while an oversubscription is more than
probable the money market will be disturbed until a
full knowledge is obtained of the source from which
the gold will come to pay for bond allotments. There
is apparently some fear that the New York bankers
may simply rob Peter to pay Paul. The usual com-
parative table is subjoined ; the detailed statements will
be found elsewhere :

THE BATTLE OF THE STANDARDS.
One of the ablest contributions to the discussion

going on at an accelerated rate for some few years
past on the subject of Monometallism, appears in the
November issue of the Nineteenth Century, from the
pen of Mr. Henry Dunning MacLeod, the well-known
economist. The article is a reply to a challenge in the
September number of the same review, thrown out by
Mr. J. P. Heseltine, who appealed to monometallists to
give " a statement of the reasons for the faith which
is in them." Mr. MacLeod assures Mr. Heseltine that
he is mistaken in saying that he " has no practical ac-
quaintance with business ;" also that the question of
monometallism has been agitated for more than 500
years. We condense Mr. MacLeod's argument as
much as possible.

Supposing that gold and silver are coined in unlimited
quantities, and a fixed legal ratio enacted between
them: (1) Is it the legal ratio enacted between the coins
which governs the relative value of metals in bullion?
(2) Or is it the relative value of the metals in bullion
which governs the relative value of the coins? (3)
And if no single and separate states can maintain a
fixed legal ratio between the metals when coined in un-
limited quantities, can an international agreement
among the principal mercantile countries in the world
do so?-This is the whole gist in the controversy, and
all facts and arguments adduced must be directed to es-
tablish one of these issues.

The system of coinage adopted throughout western
Europe was established by Charlemagne, who made the
pound weight of silver the standard, divided into 240
pennies, For some centuries these silver pennies were
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the only coins in circulation. For a conlsiderable
period the kings of France coined these pennies for
their full weigit and fineness, until about the beginîn-
ing of the 12th century, when they began not only to
diminish their weight, but to debase their appearance.
They considered it part of their divine right to declare
that their subjects should accept the dimîinislied and de-
based coins for the saie value as the good coins of full
weight.

They further complicated iatters by issuing gold
coins, and they considered it as part of their divine
right to change the rating of these coins with respect
to eadi other as often as they pleased.

These constant tamperings with the coinage pro-
duced commotions and disturbances, and drove away
foreign trade from the country. At length that great
sovereign Charles the Fifth, justly surnamed the Wise,
perceived that the only way to restore prosperity te the
country was to reform the coinage. He referred the
matter to one of his wisest and most trusted councillors,
Nicholas Oresme, who, in answer to the appeal of his
sovereign, drew up his now famous Traicti- de la

1remierc invention des 11oennoes,in twenty-six chapters,
which has only recently been brought to the notice of
economists.

After explaining the true nature and uses of nioney,
lie laid down the following principles;-

1. That the sovereign lias no right to diminish the
weight, debase the purity, or change the denomination
of the coinage. To do so is robbery.

2. That the sovereign can in no case fix the value or
the purchasing power of the coins. If lie could do so,
lie could fix the value of all other comniodities ; whicl
was indeed the idea of medidval sovereiguns.

3. That tie legal ratio of the coins must strictly con-
form to the relative market value of the metals.

4. That if the fixed legal ratio of the coins differs
from the natural or' market value of the metals, the
coin wbich is underrated entirely disappears from cir-
culation, and the coin which is overrated alone remains
current.

5. That if degraded and debased coin is allowed to
circulate along with good and full-weighted coin, all
the good coin disappears from circulation, and the base
coin alone remains current, to the ruin of commerce.

This great treatise, which may be said to stand at the
head of modern economical literature, contains tic f un-
damental principles of money which are niow accepted
by all sound economists ; and it was out of tiese prin-
ciples that the system of monometallisim was developed
at the close of the seventeenth century.

The saine ideas and evils existed all through Europe
and were called morbus mimericus.

Poland, which then comprelended the modern
Prussia, was afflicted with these evils. Sigismund the
Firt, King of Poland, souglit the advice of Copernicus
who was a member of the Prussian Diet. At the in
stance of Sigismund, Copernicus drew up a masterly
treatise on Money, which lie entitled Ratio monett
cundondo, which has only been discovered within thi
present century, and is included in the mnagnificent edi
tion of his works printed at Warsaw in 1854.

Copernicus lad no knowledge of the treatise o
Oresmne, vritteii 160 years befor his tini, but lie cam)
to exactly the same conclusions. They were

1. That it is impossible for the prince to regulate
the value of the coins, or of any other connu odity.

2. That all the prince, or the law, can do, is to main-
tain the coins at thcir full legal weight, pu.rity, and de-
nomination.

3. Tiat it is robbery for the prince to change the de-
nomination, dininisli hic weiglit, or debase the purity
of his coins.

4. That it is impossible for good full-w'eiglted coin
and base and degraded coin to circulate together ; that
all the good coin is loarded, melted down, or exported ;
and the degraded and debased coin alone remains in
circulation.

5. Thiat flic coins ôf gold and silver must bear the
same ratio to each other as the metals do in the market.
Oresme and Copernicus quite agreed tiat it is imnpos-
sible to keep gold and silver coins in circulation togetier
in unlimuited quantities at a fixed legal ratio differing
from the market value of tic nietals.

6. That wien good coins are issued froi the mint,
all the base and degraded coins must be withdrawn froi
circulatiou ; or else all the good coins will disappear to
the ruin of commerce.

The early English sovercigns did iot debase tleir
coinage, but immense quantities of base and degraded
coins were in circulation, and consequently all the good
coin disappeared as soon as it was issued fromu the liint.
Edward the First was the first to diiniîîish the weiglit
of the coin. He coined 243 pennies out of the pound
weight of silver, and by successive diminutions the
pound weight of silver vas eoined into q44 pennies
under Elizabeth. The instant disappearance of the

good coin as soon as it was issued from tic mint was
the subject of repeated debates in Parlianent for some
centuries, and was an inscrutable puzzle to fiunanciers
and statesmnu. But they liad no Oresnie or Coperni-
eus to explain it to tlhem, and tic only remedy they
could suggest was to enact severe penalties of mutila-
tion to those who exported good coin.

At last Sir Thomas Greshain explained to Queen
Elizabeth that good and bad coin cannot circulate to-
gether, but that the good coin disappears, and the bad
coin alone remains current, As Sir Thomnas Greshan
was ic first in this country to explain that permitting
bad coin to circulate was the cause of the disappear-
ance of the good ; Mr. 11. D. McLeod suggested that this
should be called Gresham's Law, which naine lias uow
been universally accepted. But as Oresne or Coperni-
eus had both declared this law before hii, it ouglt to
be called the Law of Oresme, Copernicus, and Greshiani.

This great f undamental law of the coinage soon be-
came comumnoi knowledge. It is this stated in a

, pamphlet in 1696 :-
" When two sorts of coin are curreit in the saine

Lnation cf likce value by dencînination but neot initrinsi-
cally [i.e. ini market value], t]îat wlhiculias thue lcast"
value will be current, and flic otior as inuch mus pos-.
sible will hoclîoarded,"1 er iînclted down, or cxported, W'e

r mnay add.
Th~is great f undâuental iaw of Ulic ceinage lia~s becu

m ould. te ho universaliy truce in ail ages amuid" ceintries,
aind wvas lîcncefortlî recegnized, aud aclciovlcdged iii
nil subsequent discussions on tlie ceilnage.

f 'It appiies ini the foilewilig cases
e 1. If the ceins eonsist of one mijotai* enly, aJclipped,

dcgraded and debascd ceins arc aliow'cd te circulate t'
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geler witl good coins, ail the good coins disappear
they are cither hioarded, or melted down, or exported,
and the bad coin alone remains in circulalion. Like thie
" bad penny" t is sure to turn up. No one waits to
keep it, and every one consequently assists in keeping
it in circulation.

2. If coins of wo netals, such as gold and silver, are
allowed ta circulate bogeHier in unlimnited quantities at
a fixed legal ratio whicl ditters from the market ratio
of the metals, the coin whiclh is underrated disappears
fron circulation, and the coin which is overrated alone
remains current.

3. As a necessary corollary, it follows tHat it is mi-
possible to maiitaiin a fixed par of exciange between
coutries which uise different metals as their standard
unit.

Thiis'law is iot coifined to single and separate States;
it is not Liiiiited in timie or space ; it is absolutely uni-
versal, and it is equally impossible for the whole world
to mnaintain coins of two or more metals in circulation
togetier ini unlimited quantîties at a fixed legal ratio
which dilIers fromn the iatural, or market, value of the
metals, as ib is for single and separate states to do so.

The explantaiOa Of this problem, which was an in-
scratable iiystory to staesmuen and financiers for so
mkany ages, is extremely simple. If shillings are
allowed ta circulate togetier, sonie of which are worth
bwelvepene atnd otiers only ninepence, and everyone
is allowed to pay his debts in which of theml lie pleases,
le will naturally paty lis debts withî the shillings worbh
ninepence and keep the shillings worth twelvepence in
bis pocket. Or, if shillings worth twelvepence have no0
more vali thau shillins worth ninepeace, bullion
dealers collect all bhe heavy coins they caa and nelt
theml lowin iito bullion, in viuch formi hey have more
value, or they export thea to forcign countries vlere
they have thteir full value. Thus the underrated coins
have intvariably4been ifound to disappear in one or other
of these tliree ways.

[t is exactly the saine in all cases in which persons
are allowed to pay their debbs in things whiclh have
nominally Lthe saine value bt in reality are of difforent
values. Wlen persons are ailowed to pay their rents
in kind, tey naturally select the worse portions of 'the
produce to pay their landalords, and keep the best por-
tions for thenselves.

If merchants received an order for so many yards of
cloti, and the law allowed bwo different yard measures
to be used, one of tliree fet and one of two feet, mer-
chants would naturaily faillil their ordors in yards of
two feet rather than in yards of three feet. It is only
natural bhat persons should pay their debis in the
cleapest'form to theimselves.

Sa, if the law allows debtors to pay their debts in
coins of different imetaIs which are rated equally in
law, but whose value dilters in the market of the world,
they vill naturally pay tieir debts in the coii|whicl is
overrated, and keep the coin wyhici is underrated at
honte. The inîevitably the coin which is underrated
disappears fron circulation, and the coin which is rated
abovo iLs niatural or narket value alone remains cur-
reut ; and ihis is true whetier single and separate
states do so, or whebler the whole world does so. If
thei, the whole worldvere to agree to rate a coin be-
low its market value, it would inevitably disappear from
circulation ; for the whole world can no more by uni-

versal agreemeat make nine equal to twelve than any
separate States can.

For the very sane reason it is impossible to maintain
a fixed par of exchange between countries which use
different metals as their standard, because coins are
only accepted in foreign i countries according to the
market value of the bullion they contain ; and as the
value of the metals is constantly changing in he
market of the world, the value of the coins must equally
do SO too.

The truth iof these principles, whicli are gathered
from the experience of ages, is incontrovertible. We
shall continue the subject.

BRITISH TRADE.
One of the most encouraging signs on the commer-

cial horizon is the steady improvement visible in the
rettirns of the British Board of Trade. London is the
nerve-centre of the business world, and lience the flirst
treiors of depression as well as the first effects of re-
turning prosperity are feIt there long before they be-
cone apparent in the individual markets whose prices
are regulated by lier own. The aniinounceieit tihere,fore
that the iiports into Great Britain during October
were valued at £35,668,385, or 0.9 per cent. more than
those of the corresponding month of last year, and that
the exports were £24,079,634, or 8.9 per cent. larger, is
decidedly encouraging ; for although. these increases,
can searcely be taken as indicating a marked recovery
of trade during the month, they are satisfactory as
showing that the declining tendency has been checked,
and that the foreign trade of Great Britain has at least
regained its normal level.

If we compare the returns of the ten nonths of the
present year with those of 18931 the measure of progress
is even more miarked. The imports are 2.3 per cent.,
and the exports 2.1 per cent. larger than they were a
year ago, and wlien the fall in prices, both of cereals
and manaufactares, during that period, is taken into
consideration, i is evident that the increase in the vol-
ume of trade is very mach greater than the figures in-
dicae. Tus the receipts of wheat were barely 1 per
cent. less thian tiey were a year ago ; but the value lias
dropped 31 per cent. The imports of barley have in-
creased nearly two-thirds, the imports of sugar exceed-
ed those of 1893 by 100,000 ewts., and those of tea, but-
ter, cheese and lard are mucli larger. And yet, so great
has been the fall in prices, that the total increase in
values only amounts to 2 per cent. and hence the real
extent of the increase in the volume of trade is largely
masked by the decrease in the market prices of its sev-
eral components.

It is gratifying to note that Canada and the other
British colonies have beei the first to feel the stimulus.
During the first nine montls of the present year the
trade of the colonies with the niother country expanded
£3,476,000, or 5 per cent.; while that of foreign coun-
tries only showed an incrense of £4,160,000 or equal to
1.8 per cent. These figures prove ihat the commercial
relations of the colonies with Great Britain are far more
elastic than lier interchange with foreign inations, and
hlience that they respond to any improvementin the
British marketfar more readily than do other couitries
less intimately connected with lier. Of course, all the
colonies have not shared in the general improvement.
Some, and some of the most important, still show de-
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creases from the figures of 1893, and the total increase
of £3,470,000 is made up of advances of £1,883,000 i
trade with the East Indian Colonies, of £2,201,000 with
Australasia and £188,000 with the West Indies, offset
by decreases of £173,000 in traide with Canada, of £398,-
000 with South Africa and £225,000 with the smaller
colonies.

The apparent falling off in trade witli this country is
explained by the steady decline in prices. Our ship-
ments of cheese and butter, cattle and sheep, and gen-
oral produce to England were actually larger than last
year, but the iinport trade fell ofe heavily. Our mer-
chants purchased with commendable caution, and this
together witli the lower level of prices ruling for nearly
every imanufactured article and commodity, niaturally
caused the figures to make 'a less encouraging aggre-
gate than. was expected. The saime condition of trade
appears in South Africa. The decline there is due
priucipally to the shrinkage in wool values and the
consequent lessened export of that staple. On the
other hand the gradual recovery of trade in Australia
from the panic days of the spring of 1893, had its natu-
ral effect ipon their shipments of wool, frozen mutton,
leather and tallow to Great Britain, and in the case of
India the needed stimulus was afforded by the favorable
condition of the exchange market. Thus although lier
shipments of wheat fell off, those of oilseeds, tea, and
leather increased largely, and in the total of improve-
ment the figures for India show nearly as large an ad-
vance as those of Australasia.

Taking the returns of British trade with foreign
countries for the nine months ended on the 30th Sep-
teriïii last, they show an.increase of £4,102,000, con-
pared with the saine period of 1893. H-ad it not been
for the shrinkage of £,000,000 in the exports to the
United States, due to the depression induced by tariff
uncertainties during the early months of the year, they
would have made a far better showing. As it is, the
figures of the U nited States show an advance of £1,104,-
000 over those of 1893 ; but this year the chief point of
expansion is net the United States, as it usuallv is but
Russia, whose total has been extended by £5,254,000.
Of this amount £1,500,000 is ascribed to the mucl
greater shipments of -wheat, and the remainder to the
larger importations by England of lumber, flax and
hemp. Argentina has also increased the value of lier
wheat shipments by £700,000 and is evidently securing
a firmer foothold in Britisli markets. This growth of
wheat shipments from Russia and Argentina, and the
falling off fron the United States and India, is signifi-
cant. IL shows that they can place wlieat more cheap-
ly at British consuming centres than would be profit-
able to our farmers, and that consequently, they will,
in future, fix the price which the Canadian fariner must
accept or divert his wheat to other uses. Tihis has al-
ready involved the transferrence of a larger proportion
of England's wheat traffic to Russia and Argentina, and
imay possibly have a still more potent effeet in that di-
rection.in the future. This will form uan additional argu-
meht for those who urge the fariner of this continent
te turn-his attention te mixed and dairy farin îng, and
abandon wheat growing to the moujik and the ryot to
whom alone it will be profitable in the future.

The -latest commercial statistics, thon, froin Great
Britain, are distinctly encouraging. The foreign trade
of the country has evidently regained its normal level
without in any way exhausting its prospects of im-

provemnent. Indeed tie outlook grows steadily briglter,
and there seems to be, at present, no obstacle in the way
of a continuous progress towards prosperity. It will
doubtless be graduai at first, but it possesses all the
characteristics of solidity and permanency, and its effeet
upon our own markets wiill cortainly be beneficial. As
it is, Canada lias held lier own fairly well. We have
suffered far less than our neiglihbors frot tie wa,%e of
depression. Our trade is on a sound and conservative
basis and, lence, it will only need a moderate stimulus
to place Canadian trade once more upon a prosperous
footing. This stimulus is apparently not far distant.

THE UNITED STATES LOAN.

It was only natural that the recent issue of $50,000,-
000 in United States 5 per cent. bonds should be keenly
competed for by the National baiks. These new se-
curities offer nany advantages that state or mumicipal
loans do not. They are free from state taxation, they
cai be deposited as security for increased bank circula-
tion, whicli permits the bank holding tLhem to draw tie
double advantage of theinterest they bear and the pro-
fit on the note issue they represeit, and they .can be
realized upon at a moment's notice if necessary. lence
the number of tenders put in was extremely large, and
it is estimated that the required anount was subscribed
for at least ton times over.

The successful tenderers were a syndicate, lieaded iby
Messrs. Stewart and Morgan, who bid for the whole
$50,000,000-all, or none-at 117.077. This offer was
based on an interest return of 2î yer cent. to the pur-
chasers, after the necessary deductions to wipe offhe
premium, etc., in se short a terni, were inade. This is
looked upon as a fair figure, consideriug that bonds of
the issue of February last have been sold in New York'
this wok at 118, (which meas a 2¾ per cent. inivest-
ment to the purchaser) and that the syndicate offered
te provide fresh gold for the bonds and agreed not to
call on the Treasury reserve for any of the amounît now
loid there. It was certainly better than any that the
Canadian or English banks were able to oIer ; for al-
though the Bank of British North America imported
$1,000 000 in new gold for the purpose of bidding for
the loan, the best oier tLhey felt justified in makiing was
on the basis of an investment return of 2.15-10 per cent.
and this, although 1-16 better tlian the price at which
they secured $583,000 worth of the February loan, was
still 1-16 under that bid by the suc«cessful syndicate.

Should the whole of the jean be paid for in fresh
gold from the vaults of the tenderers it will bring the
Treasury gold- reserve up te close upon $115,000,000,
But in spite of the agreement on the part of the syndi-
cate te do so, it is net believed to be likely that it will
be done. When the gold loan of ton months ago was
put upon the market the returns te the U. S. Treasury
fell far below the estiniate of $58,000,000 that the
Washington officials hoped for. l fact it is said that
the actual gain in gold was onily $37,000,000, and pro-
bably the result in the present case will be the saine.
The fact that it has proved necessary to issue . a socond
loan inside of a year, in order te maintain the gold re-
serve at the safety mark of $100,000,000, argues ithat
the first one failed te accomplisli the results expected
of it, and there is every possibility that before another
year is ont another loan may be found. necessary for the
saine purpose. In fact as long as the present fiscal
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policy Of the United States is liaiitailned it is hopeless
ta attempt~ to check Lhe drainî of gol. Sa long as Lhe
Treasiury issues niotes based u pan silver which it is comu-
pelled Lo redeem in gold, so long will otier nations
take advanfutage of the iact. Witiniu the limiits of the
United States thiese silver notes ani cerbificates circulate
on the saimie basis wilth gold ; but the moient inter-
national liabilities lave to he settled the 'I'reasury is
calLed upon to redeemu thei with the yellow imetal. IL
is for this reason biat the Uinited States lias beenl coin-
pelled Lo increase iLs national debt by $100,000,000 dur-
ing the past year, and unless a change in its fiscal
policy be inaugurated ib will be co mpelled to again re-
sort to the same costly m1ethod in order to maiitain its
gold reserve at the safety point. Twice in the past
twelve mîonitliu it lias fallea to nearly half the supposed
safety miininuîmmun. On thc first of dhe present mîonth
it was only $58,875,000, and umless the present loan be
paid in fresh gold, it iay possibly barely reacli the
$100,000,000 mark, even with its assistance. What
guarantece is there, then, that tbe saine process will not
have to be gonte througih again before another year is
out? Yet aiy alterabion in the present fiscal policy of
Lthe United States designmed bo check the outifow of gold
fron the Treasury wouild be certainly denîouniced as an
attempt to fiirtlier demionetiize silver, and would be bit-
terly opposed by the agricultural and iiiiiig initerests
of the, counmtry. We must Lnot forget that Congress it-
self is full of finanmcial visionaries. Iu spite of the de-
feat of the populisbs and free-coinage-of-silver men at
the recenit elections, cleap-mioney ei thiusiasts are still
abuidait in the W\restern con sbituencies. The triuilphi
Of the Repubicans certainly cleared the path towards a
souider linancial policy. Buit tiere are still suflicient
obstacles inl the path tO reider the journey towards a
sounId yet elastiC currenmcy a slow and a bedious one, and
it is little wontder that Amitericai bankers look with
envious eyes upoi the monctary systemu of Canada, or
that thy dread the time whei gold iay again be at a
premtii.

There is, however, a prospect that, should Congress
fail to takO action upon10 the suggestions for tie modifi-
cation of the National ciurnency systemi which it is
tmuderstood will lie reeomimended in the President's
message, there will be an effort to secure legislatioi
aumthorizinig the appointment of a commission of non-
partisan character, whose duity it will be to investigate
the nlature anud w'orkiig of eaci kind of miioney in use,
and to indicate the monetary standard which will best
promote the foraign and domnestic brade of the United
States and preserve the publie credit at home and
abroad.

T I. SEELY DEFALCATION.
Cantadianu banfkers are iieliined to smnile at the " Bos-

ton"' method of book-keepinîg, nunder wiici iethod iii
its iiîproved formim, one of the ledger-kceepers of the
Natioial Shoe anid cLather Bank of New York, was
able with Lthe collusion ai! a depositor, to defrauid the
banmk of fromu $200 to $300 per day, aud to continue his
stealings until they had reacled the enioros aggregate
of $350,000 Nithout detectioni. Ib is hardly necessary tò
say that so lengthlened a career oi fraud wouild be abso-
Iuitely impossible in anly Calnadiai bliank, and that it
should be possible iii so strict and busiiess-like a bank
as be one in questioii, argies that the uchl-vaunted

ßostoin systen of banking iust be far inferior to Our
own.

It was in 1880 that Sain C. Seely entered the bank as
assistant ledger keeper. Hie was then just 24 years old,
and like all successful defaulters he was a quiet, unas-
sumhing, and reserved young man, who lived strictly
within his mîeans, with his wife and child in Brooklyn.
lHe was the last man a banîk oflicial would ever 'suspect
of dishonesty, and the United States Guaritee Co., by
whoin lie was secured for $7,000, considered himi one of
the best risks upon their books. Yet he started his de-
falcations alnost as soon as his immaculate character
secured his promotion to the post of A to K ledger-
keeper. It as in 1884 that lie first met his accomplice
Frederic Baker-then a liglly respected real estate
lawyer-and his initial transaction was the resnit of a
mistake. Seely let Baker overdraw his account by ac-
cident. Baker could not repay it until lie closed a real
estate deal and persuaded Seely to let himî have some
more money in order to close it. Seely did so, and they
found it sô easy to cover up the traces that they decided
to go on with their stealings Baker preseuted choques
for from $200 to $300 daily. The teller would ask
Seely if tlhey were good, and the latter would reply that
they were. He then transferred the amnount to Baker's
credit fron one of the other accounts, being caref ul to
use only those where the balances were large and the
account not likely to be closely drawn out. Over 100
accounts he manipulated in this mainer nid lie night
have been still doing so, only that the bank decided on
mnaking a change in its methods. Seely saw that this
meant detectioni ; so with his usual calm decision, lie
asked for a short holiday from the bank, went to his
lawyer and made a complote confession af his crime,
and dropped out of sight as completely as if lie had
vaiîshed offl the face of the earthî. The next day, his
acconplice, Baker, was found drowned nîear his country
house at Sand Point, L.I., and there is little doubt that
lie committed suicide.

Before leaving, Seely had carefully destroyed all
Baker's fraudulent choques, the duplicate books lie kept
in order to keep track of the alterations in the accounts,
and every scrap of paper bearing upon the case. The
bank, therefore, were utterly in the dark as to the ex-
tent of his irregularities-when they were finally dis-
covered by his successor-uîntil the particulars were
divulged to them by his lawyer. So cleverly had the
books beie manipulated that the semi-annual examina-
tion of the bank directors, and the frequent examina-
tions by National Bank Examiners and State Bank
authorities, failed to detect any irregularity during the
ten years that lie was steadily robbing the .bank, and
unless le canî be induced to return and give evidence, it
is doubtful if the latter can secure sufficient proof to
enable them to recover fron Baker's estate. Nor do
they know what has become of the enornous amount
stolen ; since'Seely lad only about $100 in his pockets
whien lhe went away and apparently had never spent
more than his income in his life. Fortunately the bank
is well able to stand the loss, and the impairment of the
capital will be made up at once by a contribution of
20 per cent. on tleir holdings to b levied on the share-
holders. But the banking experts, whose critical ex-
amîiiiationls Seely so easily eluded, feel very sheepish over
it, and their belief in the infallibility of the "Boston"
înetlod has been severely shaken.
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Ml. l. R. UiR1iN DLEY RET1IRES.

The annonneemetthat the Court of Diroctors of bite Bank
of British North America had accepted the resignation of Mr.
R. R. Grindley was received with much regret in business
circles. It was known that Mr. Grindley iad applied te be
relieved fron th position of ganeral manager on thte ground
that his strength was ne longer adequate ; but it was net
thought that'he would entirely sever bis connection with the
bank to whicli lie lias devoted forty years of a useful life.
Since lie acceptedc his present position in this city, eigiteen
years ago, his unfailing courtesy and inivaluable business tact
bave made hitm friends among all with whon lie came in con-
tact and it is forLunate indeed that his successor, Mr. I. Stike-
mnan, who bas occupied the responsible post of assistant gen-
eral manager for the past two ycars, is equally well-liked in
financial pireles. Mr. Stikeman has aisetwenty-five years ex-
perience in the ser'ice of the batik, during thirteen of which
he vas one of their New York agents, and since then lie has
ield several proiinent positions iii tieir Canadian service.
No better qualified banker could possibly have been selected
for the pest, or one more likely to be acceptable to the bank's
customers.

lu accepting Mr. Grindley's resignation the Court of Di-
rectors took the opportunity ta pay himu the following well-
merited compliment

" The Court desire, in conclusion, to express their great ap-
preciation of the invaluable services which Mr, Grindley lias
rendered te the bank, tint only by long and faitlhfil devotion to
the bank's interests, but by those personal qualities which have
enabled hlim so fully te maintain the dignity of his position, and
to carn the Lighest esteem of the court of directors, the share-
holders and the public."

These sentiments vill be cordially endorsed by every one
wio ever came in business contact with the retiring general
manager.

LIVE STOCK SH-IPMEN'TS.

The importance of the cattle export trade te this city is
shovn by the fact that durinug the season of navigation just
closed 88,604 cattle and 139,763 sheep were put on board the
steamships in this harbor. This number of animals involved
the shiptnent of 12,000 tons of hay and 5,000 tots of feed tIr
tieir sustenance oi the voyage, as well as the services Of a,
snall army of 4,000 cattle men. There were also shipped
5,579 horses. These animals were not all Canadian. About
25 per cent. of the cattle and sleep came froin Chicago and
the Western States and fully one-third of the .horses were
American and were shipped here in bond. The shipments
were divided amiong the varions lines as follows -

The binder twine seasón for 1895 is already opened, some
eiolths before the usual date, and the low prices ruling in

tlie United States, couplied wiith the fact that the duty is noiw
oly 12½. par cent. should enable the Canadian farnier te get
cheaper twine next year tatin ever before. The United States
Cordage Co. lias fixed the following prices for car-load lots
.o.h., New York:-Sisal 5ie por lb., Standard 51c., Manilla
ie, and pure Manilla 7c per li T ti 100 ton lota a further

discount of -l per lb. is aIlowed. ''lhis is for new twine ; f;
the old twine of the National Cordage Co., held by the bankers
as collateral, will be handled by a syndicale to be called the
Western Twinîe Co. and will be sold at I cent. par lb. under
the above scheduile. Thora are about 20,000 to.ns of it, and
hence itis certain to prove a weainess it markot;altbough
the present margin of only 21 cents per b. between the hîemp
.and the mnantfactured twine woid seen te preclude any
further fail in values.

THE ROYAL PULP ANI) PAPER Co.
'ie advertisenenît which appeared recently aolering $10,000

worth of stock in the Royal Pulp and Paper Co. at 50 cents il the
dollar naturally prepared the business world to hear of the
conpany's being in diilicultics, and consequncîtly the announce-
ment that it iad gone into liquidation was not altogether unex-
pected. Few companies have started undier more favorable
auspices. It wts Organlized in 1801 to take over the recently
establishîed pulp business then carried on by Wmî. Angus & Ca.,
but at a price not over economtîical. It had an authorized
capital of $300,000 or which $240,000 was paid up, and it had
somte of the best men li the Eastern 'I'ownslitps on the share list.
Among its earliest stockholders wî'ere Messrs. F. P. Buck, W B.
Ives, Hon. Frank Jotes, Honit. R. R. Pope, Wmn. Angus, Geo.
Vanl Dyck and others. But, uihtppily, the compaty was un-
fortunate in the choice of mili management. Guided by miii
advico, and believing that it would bc able to easily
raise additional capital if necessary, the company spent
about three times what they shouild have done at the outset in
buildings and plant. Whein the additional capital was needed
it was founid impossible te secure it, and thus it became
obliged to resort to financing. Then again the untput of the nills
was not satisfactory. Buyers rejected the paper ollered ta thea
lu fUiîfiinent of contracts, and today there are piles of this re-
jected paper cunbering cthe tmills and the wirelouses. Recla-
mations become frequent, and finally the product of the imills got
a bad name. By this time friction lad naturally ariseit between
the manager and the Board. Hlis resignation was accepted in
September 1893 and the comptany started lit ta recover its lost
gronnd. But with inpaired capital and credit it could not comn-
pete with its more powerftil rivails. The creditors began to press
for their claints, and wien finally the position of the coipany
was made public by the ofefr to sali the stock at 50 cents in the
dollar, the pressure became so severe that the coipaniy hiad te
succumb. No statenent of liabilities and assets has been pre-
pared as yet; but it is believed that all clains will bc paid in
full. Paper for somte $600 which had becn reitewed several
times went te protest last week. It is said the company owe
their bankers about $136,000. It vill be interesting to learn
whiat they nay get for the Holyoke advertiseient taken froin a
customer for a supply of paper.

About $20,000,000 in gold has already
been paid ioto the U. S. Sub-Treasury on
account of the new loan ; but the manner
in whicl some iof the specie is being se-
cured confirms the view that the Treasury
will not long retain possession of it. Tne
selling agents of the syndicate state that
the public demand for the loan is brisk at
110, and that there is same prospect of 119%
being asked, In Europe the ease of money
lias also led to the exploiting of a number
of new loans. A Russian $100,000,000, 8½
per cent, loau, will shortly launclied in
London, and projects for the conversion of
the unified debt of Egypt, and the greater
portion of the Turkish debt, are on the
tapis. The prospective Chinese indemnity
ta Japan will involve a loan for a large
anount, and some of the South American
states will shortly be in the market for
money. This has stiffened rates, and in
London call money is now % to 1 per cent,
and discount for both short and three
mtonths bills is also 1 per cent. In New
York call money is easy ut % to1 per cent.
Time money ruus from 2 per cent for 60
days to 3% per cent for six montlis on good
mixed collateral. Commercial paper runs
fromt 2% per* cent for prime endorsed, up
to 5% per cent for single name, paper. in
this market call money is at 4 per cent, and
commercial paper is discounted at 6 to 6%
per cent as to quality.

Sterling exchange is strong, and has
recovered from the drop at the close of last
week nowv that it is a foregone conclusion
that noue Of the new U. S. loan will be
imarketed abroad ut the price fixed by the
syndicate. The supply of bills offering is
sunaIl and bankers who sold previous to
the award of the loan have been covering.
This raised the posted rates i New York
to 4.87% for sixties and 4.882 for demand.
Rates actually paid were 4.86% to y for
sixties, 4.87% to X for demand, and 4.87e
for cables. Commercial bills were 4.80%
and documentaries 4.8594. In this market
sterling is firmn antd unclanged. Between
banks, sixties were 9% ta 7-16, demand
9. 9-16 to 11-16, cables 0%, and New York
funds 1-64, discount to 1-64 premium. Over
the counter rates were 9% to % for sixties,
0/U to Yo for demand, 10 for cables, and 1-16
to 18 pretuinul for New York funds. Paris
francs are 5.17% for long and 5.15% for
short.

The week was a dull and unaventfnl one
on the Stock Exchange, and only a few
fractional changes in values ean be re-
corded. In fact. transactions wre practi-
catlly conc.zd ta buts as ta the future
developmueg'd Of the leading stocks. Only
soim 250 bank shares were sold-princi-
Pally for investment-and about 6,500 of
the imisceilaneous list, almost entirely to
professionals. The only transactions in
industrial stocks were in the Colored Cotton
CO's securities ; sales being reported of the
stock at 57% and of the bonds at 08X. Gas
took the lead as a speculative stock with

sales of 1850 sharas at a range of froin
185% ta 186, and there was an unsuccessful
effort to bore down Commercial Cable
which caused it to close fractionally lower.

COAL BY PIPE LINES.

A p;oposition is on foot to transport coal by
pipe lines. The coal is first to be ground into
a powder and purified by a process of washing.
It is then to be umixed vith water and pumped
through the pipelines to desired destination and
deposited in settling ponds. It is said that
grinding machines, pumps and coal.washers
such as vould be required for the purpose are
already in use. It is also asserted that coal
can be carried in this way at one-tenth the cost
of carriage by rail; that the cost of grinding the
coal is ten cents per ton, and that the coal is
vorth at Icast fifty cents per ton more to the

consumer,

The tendency to.day among life insurance.
companies is to encourage insurance among
women. Those from whoni risks are most de-
sired are single women who are vage-earners.

There are also married women who may have
dependent children or relatives. In such cases
there is but little or no moral hazard, which has
always constituted the most serions objection
against insuring females. -Women take a more
prominent position among the active workers
than they did fornerly. This fact is being
recognized and taken into practical considera-
tion.

The suit of Mrs. Harriet Miller, of Chicago,
against the Mutual Accident of the Northwest,
to recover $5,ooo under an accident policy on
the life of her husband H. J. Miller, who was
killed on the railroad tracks during August
i8go, bas been decided against the company.

When the earnings of the company yield a
revenue exceeding tie amount necessary to pay
a ten per cent. dividend after paying the ex.
penses the prices of gas are to be reduced suf-
ficiently to reduce the earnings of the company
to the maximum dividend of ten per cent. fixed
by the agreement.
