tion of the manufacturers and other pro-
dncers in the empire by wliat deserve no
better appellation than empiric economicà.
The project of the brandy monopoly prov-
ed an ignominlous failure, three members
only voting for it at the second reading;
and the government was not more fortun-
ate with the Bill for combining the present
taxation of spirits, according to the size
and capacity of the distillery vessels, with
a new excise. The agrarian party ruined
the bill by a counter-project, which pro-
posed instead of a state monopoly, a mono-
poly in the hands of the present spirit
manufacturers. These were to fori a vnst
association, and the governient was to
forbid any new distilleries being establisli-
ed, and to grant thema a price of about 40
per cent. above the market price for their
product, to be collected, at the expense of
the empire, in large tanks and warehouses.
Fron this price the now existing tax, less
10 per cent. would be deducted, and an
excise duty of 80 pfennigs per litre, (about
16 cents per quart), would be levied on the
brandy delivered for doinestic consump-
tion I So daring a project was conceived
probably owing to the;depressed state of
that industry, caused by unreasonable
over-production. From the abnornally
low prices prevailing in consequence, the
distillers were to be rejieved by the tax-
payers of hic country and enabled tornain-
tain at the saine time their present aniont
of production. The consequence of grant-
ing snch legislatien would be simdlar de-
mands fromW other instries,-and the
result unot only to annihilate ail free coin-
petition, but to oblige the governmento k
pay frou the public chest prices exceeding
those current to ail producers, besides
assiuming the risk of the business.

The evil of such a policy is seen in the
present condition of the sugar trade in tha
empire. Owing to the latest inventions
which allow i cwt. of raw sugar to be ex
tracted fron 9 cwt. of beet root, instend o
11 1 as assuned by the law of 1868, the ex
port bonntv bas resulted in an enormou
premiuni to the producers.

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And, at the risk of appearing egotistical,
We would confidently Btate that no outside
aid is so valuable to any trader, not only
in the selection of bis stock but in deciding
wlat to bold and what te dispose of, as the
perusal of a standard commercial paper
'Tiat We are niot alonie in tliis opinion, but
that its correctness is justified by the ex-
perience of the great bulk of the mercan-
tue conintinîty, is proved amply by the
steady growth of whiat mnay be termed
specific or trade journalism. In older
countries there is no branch of comnerce,
no matter liow circunseribed its scope,
that lias not aspecial journal catering to its
craving for tho latest and most important
news in its particular fine of trade, and
althouîgh in a youig country like our own,
trade journalismn has net yet been carried
to sucli an extremiîe of efliciency, still the
largo'and increasing patronage of the lead-
ing commercial papers shows that the oed
of thmis imost useful branci of literature
is filly recognuized by the mercantile fra-
tornity.

'Tlie old days whon a country merchant
could satfely roly upon a seni-anaiil visit
te tlose iholesalo bouses with whon lie
dealt, fur i fair idea of what would bo the
coimling style, and coisequently what lie
ougbt to buy, have faded into the past.
Thlo mnan iow-a-a(itys wlio woiuld rely upon
thle statenents of the druminers as to what
wouild bu in demaind, or 1ill up his stock
froim tle exîperienice of one or two visits to
town, la the iman wlio would do well to
at once abandflon tle struggle for commnier-
cial siuccess. The trader of to-day must
lave his linger constantly on the public
pulso, lie inust kiow not only what bis
own suppliers are solling, but what overy
holuse in the trade is offering, lie nust be
advised of overy change in the caprice of
faslioni, and of every atoration in prices or
dates of selling.

W'ihout the aid of the trade journal this
would be impossible even to the keenest
and îmost energetic of business mon. No
miitter how maisny visita lie might iake te
town, or how many louses lie iiglit call
uîpon, lie could nover hope to attain the
amoîuuînt of infornation that would bu freely
iiiparted to thue commercial editor. Many
iovolties lint it nmight be of great advant-
ago to hin te know of, miglt not
be slown to hlim, possibly becaus.e
their iispectioin miglt prejudice the sale of
sone mora profitablo line, or because the
stock was riîîîmning luw, and thoroeore re-
servel for more favoured cuistomers, wliere-
lis the reporter, over aiïxious for a " point,"
is constanitly in contact with the illaster
iinds of the trado, who will often'cbn.
verse witlh limî oi tlo erità or ~pospecte
of a novelty with a freedoi thiat would bó~
out of the iiiestion withi ai intendiiig c&iW-
tonor. .In tlie inceasing raco for informa-
fion the professional neos' gatherer is

bound to win, and it is to the fact that his
laborious gatherings are carefury sifted
and presented to the subscribers in a con-
cise, readable form, that the, success of
commercial journalism is largely due.

Then look at the enormous -disparity in
the cost. Who would go to the expense
and loss of time necessary to obtain infor-
mation for bimself when he can obtain the
best and freshest for two to three dollars a
year. oï to'rekeeper grudges the premium
that protects his stock from loss by firej
and yet the premium that insures bin
from loss through buying old, obsolete or
unfashionable stock, that keeps him posted
on all commercial subjects, and that ena-
bles him to view at a glance every point
on the mercantile horizon, is probably only
one-tonth or one-twentieth of what lie pays
in the other case, while the losses it enables
him to avoid are exactly commensurate.
This is true of the reader only, of commer-
cial papers; the question of the advantages
of advertising belongs inore properly to the
question of selling than that of buying, and
can lie treated more fully under that bead,
but still the assistance that it forms to a
buyer in learning those bouses who offer
the cheapest and newest goods, and in
bel ping him to discriminate among several
articles of the saine kind but differing in
detail or manufacture, cannot be over esti-
mated. The advertisements of the Joui-
NAL, for instance, nay be said to fori a
business directory for the Dominion, and
they certainly point out distinctly those
firms whose knowledge of the advantages
of such a powerful assistance, bespeaks
their commercial astuteness and enter-
prise,

ACCOMMODATION PAPER.

There is probably no fori of security so
nuch dreaded by the banker, orso diflicult

to detect, as accomodation paper. . The
keenest banking instincts often;fail to; de-
teet it under the specious guises it so fre-
quontly assumes, and now that the nego-
tiating of this paper may be said to~have
becomne a fine art, it is almost impossible
to distinguish it froin genuine, commercial
paper. Se long as the makers and en-
dorsers naines are genuine, how is the
banker to know one from the other, especi-
ally when as is too often the case, the
bouse for whose advantage it is negotiated
is, ostensibly at least, equally solvent with
its noiglbors.

Thore is of course no difliculty in detect-
ing this paper wien it is issued by one or
two houses in favor of each other, and in
arge quantities, but when tlie' ntes, as is
only too often the case are for comparatively
small anounts and signed by suppositions
customners all Gor the &cuntry-e.en le
most astute manager mnay be-deceived.
One recent failure, at least, disclošed the

fact that in addition to obtaining paper
from genuineconcerns, numbers of "straw"I
louses were supported or established all
over the country for the sole purpose of
obtaining accomodation paper; in some
cases bogus invoices being presented to
give a color of genuineness to the notes.
The departed Isaacs, who may fairly be
considered the Napoleon of "kite-fiers,"
improved still fui tier upon this method,
by inducing persons of the same naine as
responsible traders to sign notes for him,
which lhe thus imposed upon the manager
as genuine commercial paper, a system of
obtaining mnoney, as one may say, by fraud-
ulent pretences which stands unrivalled for
boldness and audacity. The latest ex-.
amples of this paper among us go to prove
that aven in this resiect also "thore is
nothing like leather."

Until somne example can be made of the
persons who give .their names to the firms
seeking accoiodation, a'nd ' are conse-
quently the means by whiicl the swindle
is accomplished, it is doubtful whether the
evil will ever be eradicated. A man who
lends lis name to tins kind of paper, use-
ally does so with the distinct understand-
ing that lie shall not be called upon to take
it up, and consoquently makes no provision
for meeting it. S long as times are good
this goes on all right. A fresh " kite" is
flown to take the place of the note rotired,
and apparently the transaction is genuine
eniougl, but whben once the breath of sus-
picion is aroused and the prudent banker
commences to curtail the ine of discounts,
some of the iotes necessarily be redeemed
in cash with the result that the infiated
bubble bursts and discloses the rotten state
of tle business under the fair omitward
mask of commercial solvency.

Ever note, discounted by . Canadian
banks, is negotiated on the understalding
that it represents merciandiàe soldto'the.
maker, and consequently the action of a
firm in discounting notes which do not
represent legitimate. transactions, but are
simply obtained for the purposes of keeping
an insolvent firm still afioat on the.sea of
respectability, is simply fraudulent. In
but too many cases this paper l given for
the simple purpose of securing sufliciant
fonds for the partners to start again, after
the bubble bas burst, and that sucli a
transaction as this should -not be legally
punishblie, seems incredible. Pubile opin-
ion seems strangely lenient on this poitn,
and mnany regard the giving of accomoda-
tion paper asa comparatively veial offence.
To "get ahead of the banks " appears to be
considered by soma as to a certain extent
rather creditable to the insolvent's acute-
ness and while such a feeling continues, tliis
for-m of swindling will always~be prevg).
lent. .But if the ambiguous terns which
invest this species of fraud with a lhalo: bo
semni-respecttability were left' aside, sud
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the issuing of accomodation paper called
by its proper name of "obtaining -money
under false pretences," it would have fewer
adlerents, and one of the plague spots of
cornnerce would be effectually removed.

PRICES AND THE TARIFF.
Hlowever people may differ as to the in-

The avowed necessity of in-
creased duties for revenue purposes, apart
froin the objects of protection to domestic
manufactures-the adjustment of the tariff
by whiclh two birds were to be killed by
the one stone-would have the effect, it
was feared by many thoughtful men, of
seriously advancing' the cost of the pro-
tected articles to the consumer, of increas-
ing the cost of living in Canada.'

wvas urged with. good effect, and formed
not the weakeet point iii the argument.
That the contention pointing .to an in-
creased cost of living bds notbeen borne
ont, may be. seen:by a'-comparison of the
prices of the chief articles of cousumption
in the country at the present time with
those at the correspondinig period of 1878
The decrease in the prices of cotton ánd
woollen mn;aîüfan.tures ls patent to all. The

rivaIs.

AT 1OME AND ABROAD.
Tie situation in Euroue still continues

tlreatenin.g and thore is an uneasy feeling
ni finanicial circles there, but the course of
events soens to shov that liussia's in-
trigues3 many yet be blocked without re-
course to aris. The recent advance li
the prico o! silver, wlich is nîow active at
45ýd lier oulnce, by giving confidence and
assurance ý of stahility to merclhants eun-
ga;gcd in Valic witl flic East, lias tended
to tranquillizo iattcrs, and though it cau-
nlt safely be said that there is no danger
of a panic in foreîigi filnanicial circles, the
danger is distinctly less than it was a
short tiio ago. li this connection it aiy
be romieinlbered lthat large inivestmiients of
oitsiIL capital havo licen made in Cana-
dliai securities, and, in ovent of any great
linancin pressure in their own markets,
outsido invstors would bu extrenely
likely to sol ylwatever tlhcy hold hure,
or wiatever they iiglht hold hat coulfd be
sold readily in our markets, becaise tlicy
could get the cashli far more quickly and
with less loss than by reailizing on il l
narkets4 where the pressure is more severe.

Consequently anay loosini ag of the tension
il Europe muis have a corresponding
beno icial ofl'et here, and vice versa.

Lo. ally the principal topices of conversa-
tion lin business circles during the past
wee3îk have bii theia sudden departure of
lar. Adai Daling, reerred te at longthi in
liaother colini n, and the rocenat large fail-
uaro in the bout and shioe traide.

'The local stock iarkel lias been strong
aIl weclk al ailI tho leadifig stocks arc
hiighr. The groatest aidviance was in City
Passenger {lalway whicl Weint up with a
bouindu ait tie becgiaiiing of the week, and is
now ligher thau as il over lias been,
while indications ar thait will vii rise still
ligher. I iiqw apporIrg to bu freely adiit-

ted that the injunction proceedings te pre-
vent the company fron declariing its usual
dividend have been dropped, and the con-
sequent revulsion of feeling bids fuir te
carry the stock beyond the highest figures
yet reaclhed. While ne doubt the injunc-
tion was obtained in gocd faith, the feeling
on the street ls, undoubtedly, that any
shareholder wlo suffered loss through its
issue lias substantial grouinds for an action
against those wiio undertook the proceed-
ings. Bank shares have ruled strong, more
especially Bank of Montreal, a ruiner
that $140,000 worth of profits, haitlierto over
lookcd, had been discovered, giving an im-
petus to the market. This rumor is ratler
diflicult of belief, but it tends to show the
stronger tendency of the 'market, and,
when coupled with the strength of the
otier stocks, seans to show that the

bears " have at present ittl e chance.
lI breadstuffs, the situation seems ail

the other way. The visible supply of
wheat shows an increase of one aud a half
million bushels, and as receipts have run
licavy ail week and another increase of at
least ai million bushels is. foreslhadowed for
th. nex visible supply stateiment, it is
dificult to see what grounîds can le cited
for sustaining the market. The statistical
statemment of stocks in the Northwest
Shows that there are now in store in the
elevators of Minnesota and Dakota nearly
33,000,000 bushels of wbeat, with the eleva-
tor space at nany interior points ail taken
i), and farmier's deliveres consequently

greatly reduced. Now, if- the presseit im-
mense stocks, quantity afloat, and probable
reserve bu added, it seeins impossible to
prodict anything .but a declining market.
Stili, as Noveiber doliveries were liglît
and tlhe increase in hie visible supply less
tuan was expected, and stocks li Liver-
pool show a decrease fron last year, the
narket renains fairly steady and Las even
displayci scme activity.

WINDOW DRESSING.
Now that the dark dull autumal weather

is upon us and the delicate colorings and
graceful fabrics of simnmer are no longer
available for purposes of display, too niany
dry goods merchants allow the dressing of
thir show windows to be either coin-
paratively nîeglected or else performed in a
carclesa perfunctory maanner. Thy .argue
that the warmia fabrics iecessary for the
requiromionata of the season partake so
much of the character of staples that no
particular display is necessary te cisure
thlcir sale, and consaequently, in many
cases, the windows are mnerely filled with
saicipaes of the principal lines, thius giving
the store a sombre duil efifct that, wlein
the weather conditions are taken into con-
aidoratioia, often becoces absolutely de-
pressing.

Thiis one of the greatest mistakps a
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merchant can make. There is no season
of the year wien a<briglt prettily arranged
show window is more attractive than al
the present. On dull, sombre, melancholy
days such as we naturally expect at this
period of transition, the warmth of coler,
brightness of effect and harmony of detail
presented by a well arranged show window,
afford such a welcome relief to the eye,
accustomed to the dull tints by which il is
surrounded, ihat it rivets the attention in
a manner which the most artistic display
would fail to accomplish under different
and more inspiriting circuinstances. Just
in proportion as the days shorten and the
outside climatic influences become more
dispiriting, so does the passer-by naturally
find his attention attracted to any bright,
cieerful display whiclh contraste sharply
with the gloomy surroundings. This fuet
has long been recognised by those who
cater to popular pleasures or vices, and il
is equally true of trade. The bright, cheer-
ful store, with its ealth of coloring and
harmony of detail -will always attract
custom, while the dull, dark or carelessly
arranged window will' soon reduce the
business of any store, no matter how ex-
cellent its fabrics or how popular its
proprietor.

Another mistake, only too often made, is
beacse there ls se little variation in the
styles of goods offered and one.excellent
display of these fabrics lias been made,
that therefore it can be allowed to remain
uichanged save in the minor details, and
that il will still retain its attractive quali-
tics. It must be remembered that the eye
soon tires of looking at the saine grouping
or colors day after day, and involuntarily
craves for novelty. No matter how strik-
ing or harmonious the window may bu, it
will soon lose its power of attracting the
passer-by, and wlien the show window
ceases te rivet the attention of the chance
customer its usefulness as an advertise-
ment is gone. Unless the arrangement is
unusually elaborate and novel, it is never
sale to permit it to renain more th.an a

veek unaltered, and if it be compatible
with.the other requirements of the store, it
should be changed still more frequently.

The window dresser should be careful
net te attempt to put too many articles in
the window and to se arrange it that those
novelties or staples w'hich lie desires par-
ticularly to introduce te the public notice
be given proper prominence. The show
window inay be considered as a picture,
framed in rough inaterial, and as in a
picture all details are subordinated te the
exposition of a dominant group or figure,
so should the idea bu given by the coup
d'Sil of the show window be carefully
carried out, and any arrangements likely to
detract from its effectiveness either through
disparity in color, size, or description of
fabrie, should be rigorously voidled.-
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A poorly dressed show window produces

tise sanme distrust in the intending pur-
chaser that a poorly dressed man vould, if
soliciting credit. The publie truste muchs,
often far too much, 10 appearances, and is
far too apt to judge of the quality of the
merchant's wares by the general appear-
ance of himself and more particularly of
his store. And in this there is consider-
able justice. It is only natural to expect
that if a merchant lias fine goods i stock,
the fact will be communicated to the public
thlrough tiat most useful of all advertising
mediuis, the show window. The merchant
who neglects his windows will aiso neglec
to advertise, and now-a-days the merchant
who neglects ta advertise is lost. So far
appearances are trustworthy, and the best
proof that these points are fully recognized
by the trade is the attention they receive
fromi all successful dry goods men.

BRITISH TRADE WITH CANADA.

The returns of the Board of Trade show
fit tie imports intô this country frott the
United Kingdom during September show aú
inicrease in tie aggregate of £37,725, equal to
sligitly above 7 pur cent., vhlil ini August
the proportionate gain in'value was juist be1bi
7. The inerease last montih was fairly weil
spread, as out of tweity-seven itens tábulated
there vas an' expansion in exactly twó-tiirdâ.
Taking the various headings in their ordu as
given, there will bu fousnd lin the value of
horses exported an inrease of- £1,000. In
articles of food and drink there was ain ek-
pansion of £3,800, spirits and sugar esai
being exported to a value of £2500 in excesi
of last year, while salt fell off £1,000. The
section' "articles wholly and partly manu-
factured," includes several important articles,
and the net result in the' month was ai eix-
pinsion of uîpwards of £30000. Cotton piece
goods alone fell off £6,300, while liiihe piece,
goods showed à gai of £1,500, silk of £5,000',
woollen fabrics of £5,700, Worsted fabrics £10,
400, carpets of £3,400 and hardware and
cutlery of £5,700. In the trade in iron goods
vith Canada tisere was ialso an expanson,

rails being fuiwardued to a value of £18,500 in
excess of last year, and cast iron £7,100, while
in hoops tiere ras a sliglt gain, but pig iron
feull off £200, bar irori £0,800 and tinplates
£0,100. Macinsssery wras. forwarded to' a in-
creased valie of £300. Sonie important items
are included li the msiscellinenoua section; and
ais expansion of £1,400 took place in iabe-
dasiery and £710 lis carthen and china ware,
while in apparel there was a coitrctichn of
£3,500, seed Oil £4,300 and statiancry £400.
In the exports fromt Canada tò the United
Kinsgdoni, a heiavy decline is visible inc the
aggregate, àtthough' the failling off per cent
was-only 16 is against 20 in Aligust. The;
value of oxen' reccited last motli «W
£40000; ori nearly 20 per cent less thiîii in'

Septembàr, 1885, the decrese in numbers,
howevcr, being oniy 7 per cent. In cowa
theie ns also a contraction of £6,300, vbile
sheep iÙcreased £3,00d. Articles of food and
di-ink vere ieeived ta a vaie largely iu
excéès of the coifespoidinis inontli, biut this
wms duriist visaliy'dine ta tise activity of the

gisn frade, nitent aud wheat flour bàiiig
iiriported ta i value £154,700 io-e thai last
yeai. Iii fish there was also more .nctivity,
the consigninents reseling à total of £14i,000
in excuss of lic correspoindig amoàtli ; but
dairy products shsowed as large failling off,
butter having deereased £5,006 and clieesu
£40,000. Tismber ivas again a long way
belsind last. year, tise importations totalling
£225,400 less tian in September, 1884.

ONTARIO!S LIVE STOCK.

The statistics publilied by the Ontäri
Boiard of Agrieilture show that that province
possessed 558,800 hoses, 1,970,480 cattle, of
which 750,Ô0 were milci cows, 1,755,605

.sheep, ani 822,000 hogs. These figures mark
a Curious change in the branches of stock-
raising mnost popuîlar in tlie province, as horses
have sead ily imcreased in number for the past
foir years, isile sieep and hogs have steadily
declined. la 1884 the nuimber of s1ga ias
900,158 against 822,622 in 1885, and the fait-
ing-off in shcep appears to be synchronous
iwith that in the United States. In Canada
tie number of sheep decreased 100,000 froin
1884 to 1885, while in the United States the
decrease was 2,000,000 dnring the same period.
But althougi the nunber lias deulined, the

quality of the stock is much improved, as the
wool clip bas fully maintained its average and
is increasing. Last yeur it was estimated at
6,086,000 pouînda, of a value of $L,059,000.
Poultry raising is becoming a more important
factor in tie agriculture af tise provnce. Thio
nuimber of turkeys, geese and other fowl is set
down at 6,330,000. Thoughs thcre lias been a
decline in the value of firm property, tie
province over, fromn $032,000,Ô00, inu 1882 to
$626,000,000 in 1885, the resut of the de-
crease in- the price of grain- and produce that
ias becn noticeable the world over, in common
ivith ail classes of merchandize, a large in-
crease is apparent in the value of farni build-
ings, which ias been et the rate of $10,000,000
a year since 1883. The saine is truc of farma
implements. The Gazelle says: An idea of the
wealth producing capacity of the agriculture
of the province ma bu had from the estimated
value of the crop for 1885. This amoiints to
$60,212,854, or at the rate of $13.26 for every
acre of cultivated land. This takes no ac-
counît of the value of dairy produce, or live
stock sold, which would probably increase the
above figure by 25- per cent. The facts gath-
cred by the bureau go to show'that Ontario is
.perhaps tie-best general agricultural region
in America, if nof ii the world, and that her
farmers sure second to noue in enterprise and
accumuilated: wealth.

TnE labor troubles at Anmsterdain, N. Y.,
promise to be exceedingly serious anid will, it
is feared cause a downward tendency ii the
wool market. A lock-out of the 50 milis of
the National Knit Goods Association has becn
ordered, amd it has been agreed that no mon
shall, in any event, be taken back if tlhey dd
not present cards of withdlrawal fromt thie
Kniglits of Labor. Mansufaciturers are mlluch
incensed at the recent breach of fiith on the
part of the Knighis of LaUbor, and re deter-
mined u to have it out with them," us onle of
them is said to have expressed it. The agree-
ment between tien and the naianufasctsrurs
would have expired Deceimber 1, when it is
known an advance in vwnges wouild bu de-
manded and have beei surely refused, so that
trouble was looked for then. The inills con-
suine about 800,000 lbs. of scoured wool per
week and the lockout will withdraw tsin
frin tie market. Not only tMat, but onse imsili
lias already been in the market and otTered an
assortuenît of scoured wools at abouit 2c per
lb. less than similar wools are being offered by
dealers. It is very likely tîlut other mnill wIill
offur thuir stocks of wool on hand to secure
present prices, und there must bu considerable
wool whsicI could thius b sold at a good
profit on to-day's prices.

TnE efforts of Alderman Gray, tie welt
known chairman of the Ilealth Committee,
are fully appreciated by every business man
and any suggestion emanating from him wilI
he cordially received. There is no doubt that
the mortality rate of this city, us compiled la
Ottawa, gives a very erroneois idea of the
actual Isealth state for two reasons, firstly,
tiat it is based upon the supposition that the
population of Montrea is oily 160,000 instead
of fromt 180,000 to 200,000 as is' really tie
case, and secondly because tise birth rate ipon
which the statistics are based is notoriouly
incorrect. Until, as Mr. Gray siggests, the
system of civil registration of births, which'
prevails in every other large city, botlon this
continent and in Europe, is introduccd, no'
accurate statistics of the birth rate cai bu
hojped for, and withouit this anry comparative
statement of mortality is sinreliLbIe. This ii
a matter Viat should be scn into ut once, and
wien this lias been introdusced, the apparent
mortality rate of Montreal will be reduîced to-
somsetling nuearer the actual perceitage.

CATTr on Canadian ranges are rapidly lis-
creasing in numbers, and they are foiîîd to
stand the Northerns winters very well Start-
ing at Hudson's BiLy and proceeding westward
a comparatively mild climsate il fouid, so
much so that the cattle belonging to the
Hudson Bay Company live regiilarly througlh
the winters lis hit lili latitude, having
icither aselter nor lay provided to help then

througli the coldest ternis. Thetre is, iowever,
a large amouint of buffalo grass, which Cures
on the grotsidiand this wherever found malkes
a rich article, of food for cattle. lu that
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section thero is a depression in the gencral
topography of the country. This lots a full
sweep of the chinook winds play over a large
strotcli of coulntry, whlch produces a mild
clinate. IL has been found that the climate
on the 48th parallel of latitude la very mucli
colder than on the Goth paralleI, because of
the higher elevation.

Tam aggregate reccipts Df grain at this port
show an unusually large iovement of grain
this season. The total receipts of breadstufft
reachied 14,380,61 bushels, compared with
10,415,724 bushaels in the previous year.
Those of the two proceeding years.were 10,-
380,216 bushelis and II,79r,947 bushels re-
spectively. henat, corn, peas and oats show
ain inicreise, but the quantities of barley and
rye are snaller thtan in 1883 and 1884. Re-
ceipts of floiu and ment too, are smailer this
year tLan the average of the past four years.
T17he shipments of grain fiom lontreal for the

anme poriod show an increase of nearly fifty
Per cent,., t figures bing 13,953,733 busielas
against 9,158,452 in 1885. Flour shows a
s1nal adIvance from 555,105 barrels In 1885 to
571,440 barrots in 1886, but meal has faolen
fron 94,123 barrels tO 50,504 barrels during
he past year.

T'îî ilecision reniderel in the Superior Court,
ini re the Mullarky estate, sttiles a disputed
Point is to fhe rights of secured creditors.
Suckling, Cassidy & Co., Toronto, were credi-
tors of Millarky & Co., for $3,400, and filed
tleir claim for that anount. It appears they
lîcld collatteral secuirity in the shape of goods
which they disposed of after the filing of their
climiiî, realizing somte $2,00. Thte esotat
claimed that lthis' anoiint ihould bc deducted,
and thaI tHie claimiants could only rank for the
balance.
